The Value of Honorary Degrees.

In a timely article in the July Cent~
ury, on Academical Degrees, especially
Honorary Degrees in the United States,
Ex-President Theodore D. Woolsey of
Yale thus comments on the pre-
sent system -of conferring . titles:
#“We have also 'aright to.say that
this distribution of honorary degrees
jsto a great extent unmeaning. It
fuils of selecting the most warthy; it
disappoints many, as is possible, and
gratities a few, and those few not, of
course, the best fitted to fill the place {
it by no means selects the giost learnes |
and useful scholars, but rather those |
who bavean artificial or undeserved
prominence. The desire to obtain the
hownor is a desire which no man should
indulge, and yet the uncertainty avd
unreasonableness ot the rules of selec~
tion provoke such a desire especially in
persons who have wo good olaims by
which it can be justified. 'If the honor
of a doctorate in theology is given to
ministers of one denomination, it will
in the end be given to those of anotber
—not in order to encourage a learned
ministry but owing in part to the sway
of the spirit of equality and beocause,
in part, it gives a title which is as good
as if the largest university had confer-
red it as well as a standing in the upper
section of one’s fellow-ministers, Per-
haps, too, it may help him in getting
a.good parish. The social distinotion
conferred on a man by an academical
honor, whetber deserved is not an ins
considerable motive for desiring and
even for seeking it; and the value of
titles is perhaps nowhere more highly
estimated than in a democratic country
Jike ours. Thus the official title whieh
attaches itself to a person in a oivil,
wilitary judicial, or political sphere is
commonly given rather than the obries
tian name not merely because it is
shorter to say Colonel or Major or Mr.
Smith, but also because it is supposed
to atford pleasure to the person so ad-
dressed. It is owing to these oauses
that addresses by word of mouth or on
the covers of letters have gradually
fallen down from their original hon-
orary meaning, fo as to be open to al-
most all men,—such titles, we mean, as
Esquire, Master or Mr,, and Honorable.
In this widening of the use of titles,
they eome to mean at length little or
wothing, and instead of distinctions
are bestowed on all men. Who that
adds the title of Esquire to a name ona
letter ever thinks of the uaristocratio
employment whioh it once denoted?
3t is getting to be very much the same
in regard to doctorates in theology.
They oarry with thema no evidence of
learning, but only a certain indefinite
superiority above others in the same
sacred calling.”

Chandler, who bas been actively con-
pected with the trade and takes a deep
intsrest in its developement, we are
enabted to lay before our readers the
subjoined tables, from which it appears
that 66,301 cattle, 385,340 sheep and 6,
374 borses, valued at $9,388,385, were
exported from Canada last year. We
are indebted to the same gentleman.
for a statement for the month of May
of the present year, and also for a
statement showing the number of cattle
and §heep exported from Canada from
1876 to 1883." This shows in a compact
form the rise and progress of this im-
portant tzade, from 6,940 cattloand 9,
506 sheep in the first named year to
56,641 cattle and 120,350 sheep last year.
‘Thiese compilations will prove highly
intoresting to those interested in the
development and progress of cattle-
raising and dealing in this Canada of
ours.

it will be noticed in this connection
that while the grain export trade, which
yeeeives so much attention, is of grain
whizh is chiefly from the Western
States and is largely of Ameriean
growth, that the cattle exported from
this port are exclusively the product of
this country.

We cannot say that we believe that all
difficulty and trouble from this cause is
over.

The
Loudon Economist, one of the most reliable
fi ial and ial authorfties in
Great Britain, has been comparing values
in 1883 of all commodities of exports and
imports with the values of 1878, & year of
considerable inflation, and the conclusion
come to, after comparisons with other
times of depression, is, that the depression
in values is now about as great as it has
been at the worst in otber times, and that,
therefore, it 8 not improbable that the
worst bas been reached, and that a time of
recovery is not far distant.  The following
summary of the conclusions are given by
the New York Commercial Bulletin, which
seems to bulieve that they apply generally
to the United States also.

Between, the cellus
lose and the sugar there are great and
numerous differences, and it one did
not know the other terms of the se-
rieg — pectin, mulen, gums, etc,,— it
would not occur to one to see in these
two bodies dissimilar forms of a unique
type.

Celluldse is insoluble in water—the
sugar, on the contrary, melts away in
it.

Cellulose is not easily attacked by
ncids or alkalies slightly diluted. Su-
gar is easily charged by both.’ Sugar
has a sweet taste, cellulese no taste.

How did we get the idea of assiwilatl-
ing these two bodies so as to make
them one and the same body ?

The identity becomes manifest, and
almost forces itself upon us, if we do
not confine our observations to the cel-
lulose of woody tissue, but look also
at the properties of the other terms in
the series, and at the changes to which
the cellulose is subject,

Cellulose in the form of woody tissue
is insoluble in cold water, and. even in
boiling water. But in lceland moss cel-
lulose, being less- dompact, jellies as
soon us boiled. Hard as. ivory in the
kernels of some fruit, it becomes edible
n the mushroom. There is no greater
ditference between the edible part ‘of
the mushroom and a piece of the wood
of an'vak than between the sugar cels
lulose of the lichen.
