The young
hens are seen moping about, apparently
with very full crops, but when caught,
though the crop is full and hard, the body
is light and thin; by-and-by one is found
If this goes
on long enough, there is not a doubt poultry
won’t pay, aud yet it seems strange that,
with a perfectly unlimited run, this should
happen (I am speaking of my own case.)
Now I know the reason, and I give my ex-
perience for the benefit of other farmers’
wives.

“Two or three years of poultry on the
same ground had pretty well cleared off all
the sharp small stones. My poultry had
plenty of gravel walks within' reach, but a
high read, well mettled, where constant cart
wheels were always breaking up fresh stones
for them, was not easily got at by them.

I sent the body of one of my dead pul-
lets to a person who advertised, in a poultry
paper, that for a certain fee he held post
mortems on dead fowls, and I comnsider I
never made a better investment. Dy return
of post my answer came. The pullet was in
perfect health, but owing to the absence of
sharp grit in the crop, there was a stoppage
of the channel of the gizzard and consequent
wasting and death. In fact, my bird had
died of acute indigestion. There
stones in the crop, but they were blunt,
rounded little things, and the contents of
the crop returned to me was a matted mass
of half digested grass, most unpleasant to
behold. I went to look at the gravel walks
near the fowl houses. Sure enough, not a
sharp stone could I find; every one had been
picked up in the last three or four years. I
at once sent for a sack of *‘sharp grit,” and
had dishes of it put down in all the yards,
and most greedily do the fowls eat it.

« Ag far as I remember, I had lost aboat
three pullets in a fortnight, and a good many
more were looking sickly. From the mo-
ment the sharp grit was given they began to
mend, and since its constant use I bave not
lost a bird. I bought one hundred weight
of the grit, wishing to lose no time in put-
ting my stock’s digestion in order, but in the
futare I have decided that all the broken
china and earthenware be collected, but I
intend the farm boy to improve the shining

IN FUTURE THE SEASON FOR ALL GAME SHALL
BEGIN AT A UNIFURM DATE, SEPTEMBER 15T

The annual meeting of the Nova Scotia
game society was held last week. Among
those present were Col. Ryan, R. A., Lieut.

A FEARFUL HALOCAUST
ASYLUM.

. Dover, N. H., February 10.—-The county
insane asylum, four miles from here, was
burned last night and 44 lives were lost.
At 10 o’clock, when the watchman made a
trip into the insane asylum, he found fire
coming out of the cell occupied by a woman
named Lafountaine. The watchman at once
gave the alarm, William Dryscoll, the
keeper, with his family lived in the building,
and he at once broke the locks off the cel

and tried to get the inmates out. He then
got ont his wigp and the children, none of
whom were dressed. Of the 43 inwmates
only four got out. When the fire was dis-
covered the hose pipes connectgd with a
tank of 30,000 gallons capacity in the attic
of the.main building were carried across the
yard to the asylum. = The building, however,
was by this time a roaring furnace and the
streams were utterly ineffectual. Screams
of agony and the horrid luughter of the rav-
ing creatures inside the building added ter-

The raving wretcles could be
plainly scen iunside the butning building,
running to and fro, and every little while
falling into the seething abyss of flame be-
bind them. The doors on the ground floor
were battered down by longbeams by those on.
the outside.  Butno answering rush met their
efforts. The lunatics were either crazed by
fear and had not presence of mind enough
1o escape or they had become overpowered
by the smoke and flames.

With regard to last night's holocaust
Watchman Wilbur Chesley says that while
making his 10 o’clock rouiids he discovered
in the cell occupied by Mrs. Lafountaine, at
the foot of the bed. He pulled the woman
out of the room and closed the door. He
called Keeper Dryscoll who helped to break
the locks, and gave a general alarm. The
Lafountaine woman and Frank Douchean
\ ran out into the yard. The fire ran rapidly
through the building, as if it was saturated
with oil. There was no way of getting to
the insane people. Chesley, himself, had to
run through a sheet of flame to get to the
outside door. . He could do nothing to save
the asylum. Keeper Dryscoll, who lived in
the building, says he ran from his room in
his night clothes and did all he could to get
out the inmates. His hands were badly
burned. He had to break through a double
window from the outside to rescue his wife
and children clad only in their night clothes.
Dryscoll says there were 46 inmates in the
cells and only three escaped. The carpen-
ters bad been doing some work at the asy-
lum, but it is not known that the Lafoun-
taine woman got any of the shavings. She
made her way by some means to the yard
which was surrcunded by a high close fence
and mast have been roasted alive. Dou-
chean mavaged to climb the fence and was
sav2d. Charles DeWerrett, supt. of the
farm and alms houase sayx, ** I was awakened
by a watchman. There were 90 paupers in
the slms house. Forty of them were women
in the wing next to theasylum. Igot them
all into the other wing and such of the men
as were able did good work with water in
pails and saved the main brick building.

A possible clue to the origin
of the fire may be found in the fact that
some insane paupers, habitual users of to-
bacco, were allowed three friction matches
each to take to their cells with which teo
light their pipes. Keeper Dryscollis of the
opinion the fire ght from a defective
chimuey, the sides ef the latter being only a
thickness of one brick.
Growth of the Fostal Service.

The report of the 1 Master General,
brought down to Parli w days ago,
shows that the service is steadily increasing.
On the thirtieth of December last there were
8,288 post offices in the Dominion, as com-
pared With 7,913 at the close of the previous
vear and 3, at coufederation. The num-
ber of letters carvicd passed the hundred
miilion mark, the total for last year being

the end of 1890 and 18,100,000 the year of
confederation, more than a five-fold increase
in the period of less than twenty-six years.
In addition to the letters carried last year
there were 20,815,000 postal cards as com-
pared with 4,696,099 in 1876, the first year
of their introduction. During the year mail
service was established on 1,238 miles of ad-
ditional railway lines, 512 miles of which
was on the Canadian Pacific railway, 10 on
the Central Vermont, 16 on the Grand
Trunk, 168 on’the Intercolonial, 10 on the
Irondale, Bancroft and Ottawa, 4 on the
Joggins railway, 46 on the Maine Central,
54 on the New Westminister and Southera,
211 on the Northern pacific, 24 cn the Nova
Scotia Central, 27 on the Ottawa and Gati-
neau Valley, 5 on the Quebec and Lake St.
John, 113 on the Temiscouata und 20 on the
Western Counties. The actual length of
railway in miles over which mails were car-
ried was 13,303; the daily service by travel-
ing post offiee was 143 postal cars covering
27,301 miles and the daily service in bags in
charge o® company's servants was 17,804,
Compared with 1891 this shows an increase
of 1,172 miles in length of railways in oper-
ation: of two in the number of postal cars;
of 728 miles in the daily distance covered;
of 2,098 in the number in the number of
bags, and of 2,827 miles in the distance trav-
elled daily. The total distance travelled
daily was 45,106, and yearly 14,118,303 miles,
an increase over 1891 of 2,857 miles daily
and 884,425 yearly. The cost of the service
is yearly increasing but the revenue is 4n-
creasing in about the same ratio and the re-
sult is that the country has & much better
service than ever before without an increase
of taxation,

There is, however, another
feature of the case which shonld append to
the mind of every right thinking man or
By baying from the regular dealer
at your door you are helping to keep up
your own town or village,

The merchynt
pays taxes and in other ways assists in cap-
rying the public burdens. Why should he
haveto compete with one who pays no taxes
to this county and discharges none of the
obligations of citizenship? Why should the
agent of a Yarmouth clothing house take
orders and sell his goeds all over this county
without paying one cent of taxes to the
mJ’niui;mlity while our own merchants are
taxed on every dollar of their stocks? We
know no reason whatever. In many cities
and incorporated towns commercial travel-
lers and pedlers of all kinds coming in from
outside the limits to do business are com-
pelled to pay a license fee for the privilege.
We believe the municipal council has power
to make such regulations here, if there are
none already. Will our municipal council-
lors pJeade look into the matter, and make
it the duty of some one of our county of-
ficials to see that a liberal license fee is ex-
acted of pedlers and hawkers who come
into the municipality to do business.

The Board of Directors of jthe above com-
pany met in Dr. Sponagle’y office, Middle-
ton, Monday evening, Feb. 13th, to close up
the business of construction and make such
changes in the running of the busi as
Was y in the tr ion from a line
under construction to one completed and in
operation. The direciors, upon careful in-
vestigation, expressed their perfect satis-
faction with the management during the
year, and their finding was corroborated by
the auditor’s report, submitted to the stock-
holders the following afternoon.

As will be seen by the President’s report,
the net earnings for the three months end-
ing with 1892, amounted to $692.00. This
period was in reality but two and a half
months, as the middle of October would re-
present the gvepage of the time on which the
whole line was oi)eued for business. After
providing for a dividend at the rate of 10
per cent. per annum, which the directors
declared on paid-up stock, for the time the
line was in operation last year, a handsome
percentage of the revenne is carried to rest.

A slight change in the tariff over joint
lines was found to be imperative, in order to
put the business of this company on an equal
footing with that of the Nova Scotia Tele-
phone company. The change is expressed in
the following resolution:—

¢ Resolved, That after the lst day of Oct.,
1893, the tariff charges on messages going
over joint lines of the Valley Telephone Co.
and the Novg Scotia Telephone Co. be the
same to subsgribers as non-subscribers. The
rates to subscribers over the Valley Tele-
phone Company’s own lines will remain as
heretofore.”

Islept at home
that night, and my mother also slept at my
home that night. I was at my father’s, in
and out, two or three times that evening up
to about half-past ten, whep I went to my
home for the last time, and in the course of
these calls I went in to see Mr. C. again. I
cannot tell just at what hours. He was still
lying on his back on the lounge; his eyes
mostly closed and his mouth partly open.
could see no difference in his breathing.
When I saw him the second time I think
Mrs, C. was in the room. I was only in the
room about a mioute. My mother came
over to my house about eleven o'clock that
night and remained there till the following
morning. M{ father sat up with Mr. C.
that night. I went over to father’s the next
(Friday) morning about 4.15, and I went in-
to the room where Mr. C. was still lying on
the lounge, on his left side, asleep, and not
making so much moaning noise as the night
before.

A question was here asked as follows:—

« You said that on Thursday evening his
breathing did not sound altogether like
snoring.” Now do you say the same with
reference to his breathing when you first
saw him on Friday morning, or was there
any difference?

{A vigorous objection was inverposed by
the defencé, which was noted, but the ques-
tion was allowed.)

The witness answered, *‘no. difference,
only it was not so lond.” 1 remained only
aboat five minutes and did not see Mrs. {.
at that time. I suppose she was in bed then.
1 returned home almost immediately. Do
not think my mother took breakfast at my
house that morning. When I went over to
my father’s house at 4.15 1 was not. wakened
but-went of my own accord. After I got my
chores done, probably about 5.30; my mouh-
er said we ought to have a doctor. (Ob-
jected to). I offered to go for a doctor; m
mother and Mrs. C. were present When
said this, and Mrs. C. said I had better wait
until my father got up. My mother then
called my father and he got up, aud said I
had better get off as soon as I could. Mrs.
C. said for me to go to Dr. Barnaby and tell
him to come, as Mr. C. was sick, and Dr. B.
kfew all about Mr. C.’ssickness. (This was
not a message to the doctor). Nothing was
said in my hearing about any other doctor
that I can remember of. Mrs. C. sent out
by me to get some clothes at Burpee Chute's.
1 went without delay; first to doctor’s and
then to Chute’s; he gave me the clothes, and
I returned home at once. I got home about
fifteen minutes before the doctor arrived.
On ‘returning I went in to see Mr. C. He
was then on a cot bed in the sitting-room.
I went right in after the doctor, when he
went in to see Mr. C. Mrs. C., my mother,
and my father were also there. At the time
I could not.see that Mr. C. breathed any
differently from the night before, only that
he made no moaning noise. I don’t know
how long the doctor remained in the room
as 1 only staid there a few minutes. It was
about half-past ten or a quarter to eleven
when I got home after going for the doctor.

I remember®of Mr. Owen and Rev. Mr. Hari
being over to see my father and mother. I
was in and out of my father’s house while a
statement was being given. I heard Mr
Owen tell my mother that he was for Mrs.
C. Did not notice Mr. C.’s face when my
father brought him back from his walk, nor
when he was bringing in the wood. When
I saw Mr. C.-on Thursday, after coming in
from the woods, Mrs. C. was standing near
the lounge, about five or six feet from «it.
I cannot describe Mr. C.’s breathing any bet-
ter than as a groaning and moaning. If the*
doors were open his breathing could be
heard in the next room. After he was laid
on the cot, he breathed as natural as any
person would when asleep, as far as I could
see, and I could not see any difference much
in his face or lips. I had a good opportun-
ity to see him. His feet were warm. Idid
not feel of his hands. I should not think it
was more than 15 minutes after Mr. C. died
that UnclecEber Chute arrivéd, and we at
once proceeded to lay Mr. C. out.

Mgzs. MEpa CHUTE, sworn: I am the wife
of Burpee Chute. Havelivedin Bridgetown
since the 26th of February, 1892. I then
went to live in the house known as the A. D.
Cameron house, and I still live there. When
1 first went there to live Mr. Cameron and
his wife were living there. No other person
living there. Mr. C. said that he was then
57 and that he would be 58 in April, 1892.
I do not know what Mrs. C.’'s age was.
When I moved in there on the 26th of Feb.

<l weit to housekeeping. Mrs. C. went away

from that day until the 9th day of October,
1892, which was Sunday. Seven weeks
elapsed before Mrs~(.’s return to my house.
When ‘Mrs. C. left my house on the 26th of
Feb. I did not hear her say where she was
going. When she returned she remained
with us about seven weeks. During these
seven weeks she occupied a bedroom in the
northwest corner of the house, and over the
shop. ™

Miss Viprto, sworn: I teach school in
Bridgetown. Ilive in the house in which
Mrs. Julia Saunders lives, and in which
Mrs. C. boarded up to the time of her going
over the mountain. That was on Saturday,
in the month of January. I do not remem-
ber the day of the month. I remember that
Mrs. C. said something to Mrs. Saunders
abott medicine during the week in which
Mrs. C. went away. I heard Mrs. C. ask
Mrs. Saunders if the medicine had come.
The first time I heard Mrs.’C. ask this ques-
tion Mrs. Saunders replied that it had not
come. I heard Mrs. C. ask Mrs. Saunders
about the medicine on two different occa-
sions, I am not positive as to thedime when
she asked Mrs. S. first, but the second time
it was during the week in which Mrs. C.
went "away. Mrs. Saunders had been out
just before Mrs. C. asked her the first time.
On the second occasion.I had been out for
my customary walk after school. When I
came in I think Mrs. S. came in directly
after me. Mrs. C. asked Mrs. 8. if the
medicine had come. Mrs. S. replied that it
had not. Mrs. C. then said, ‘“has he tele-
graphed for it.2~ Mrs. 8. replied that she
did not know, and I think she added that it
might be at the station. Mrs. C. did not
make any further remark.

Cross-examined by Mr. Ritchie: The first
conversation took place in the house, and I
do not know that any other persons were
present besides those I have mentioned,
but the boys might have been there. My
impression is that we were all three stand-
ing at this time, but I am not positive. I
think Mrs. C. spoke in the ordinary way
without any attempt to conceal the conver-
sation from me. The second conversation
took place in the sitting-room. Mrs. C.,
Mrs. S. and myself were present, and I think
no others. Perhaps the boys were there,
perhaps not, Mrs. 8, was standing, as she
about to pass out. I was standing, but ]
cannot say whether Mrs. C. was sitting or
standing. In the second conversation I
thought there was more impatience in Mrs,
C.’s tone than in the first; but asin the first,
there was no attempt at concealment. This
sitting-room was used in common by myself,
Mrs. C., Mrs. S. and the boys. 1 did not
then know what the medicine was, nor for
what purpose it was to be used. I had
heard Mrs C. speak of not sleeping very
welk some parts of the night. I am not
aware that she suffered from sleepless nights.
I am not aware that Mrs. C. ever told me
that she had a whole sleepless night. Coun-
sel made a desperate effort to fix definitely
the time when Mrs. C. told the witness
about not sleeping well, bug the witness
counld not inform him. By a course of uni-
tary questioning he elicited the fact that in
her judgment it was more than five times
that Mrs, . informed her of this, but wit-
ness would net swear that it was about ten
times, and would not care to draw the line
as to the number of times. Mrs. Cameron
spoke of her loss of sleep in presence of Mrs.
Saunders as well as myself, but not frequent-

I will state
under oath that Mrs. C. did not state to me
on one or more occasion that she did not
sleep after 12 o'clock. I cannot say from
my own knowldge whether Mrs. C. went at
once to bed when she went to her room, or
whether she staid up for hours.

Lroyp Brooks, sworn: Iresideat Hamp-
ton. Iknow John E. Farnsworth’s house
there I was acquainted there with the late
Alexander D. Cameron, and 1 have a slight
acquaintance with his widow. I recollect
the Saturday of Alexander D. Cameron’s
death. I wasatJohn E. Farnsworth’s house
the day before Mr. C. died. When I saw
Mr. C. he was in the sitting-room on a cot
bed. Mrs. C. was also in the room at the
same time, but no one else that I saw. This
was after dinner, and as nearly as I can tell,
about one o'clock. I was about four feet
from the cot bed when I saw Mr. C.
don’t think I stood there over a minute, if I
did that, just long enough to look at him.
I do not exactly remember how his eyes
were, and I could not say positively about
his mouth bat I think it was open a little.
He was breathing quite hard. It did not
sound not natural sleep, exactly, there was
a rattle in his throat that sounded to me
like a man dying. I had no conversation at
all with Mrs. C. this day more than that
when I met her in the sitting-room door,
when she asked me to come in and see Mr.
Cameron. While I was standing looking at
him Mrs. C. said it looked hard. I went
right out of the house and did not return
until the time that Mr. C. died, which was
the following morning. I then had some
conversation in the kitchen with Mrs. C.
As I opened the kitchen door and went in,
Mus.

Then Mrs. C. spoke of her troubles with Mr.
C. through life. She said as nearly as I can
remember that they commenced business
first in Guysboro, (I think that was the place)
and she said that after they had been doin
business there Mr., C. took to drink, an
that he drank very hard, and she had tried
every means to keep the world from know-
ing. = After doing business there a while he
failed, and after he failed there they went
I think to Pictou and set up in business
there. She said that he drank very hard
there. ~ Said that he came home so badly
the worse of liquor that she had had to un-
harness the horse and drag Mr. C. upstairs.
I think Mrs. C. said that he failed in busi
ness there, too, but 1 am not sure. I think
that the next move she spoke it was to this
town Bridgetown. She said they set up in
business here and they seemed to prosper
till he commeneed drinking again, and that
she bad the same trial with him here. She
said that he drank quinine wine here very
hard; that when cellar was cleaned up be-
fore Mr. Chute moved in there were twenty-
five barrels of quinine bottles barrelled up.
That is all Mrs. C. said to me at that time,
about the affair. I was into Mr. Farps-
worth’s the same Saturday evening to see
Mr. F. about when the funeral would be.
Mrs. C. and Mr. F. told me they were going
to take the remains to Pictou. The Friday
afternoon mentioned was the only time I
saw Mr.-C. when sick. I knew Mrs. C. be-
fore I saw her at Mr. Farnsworth’s, having
seen her in Mr. C.’s store—only a few times.

Cross-examined by Mr. Roscoe: Mrs. F.
is my sister. .There was no one present
when Mrs. C. and I had the conversation in
the kitchen, except that Reed came in once
or twice for water for a moment. Witness
did not assist in laying out the body.- When
Mrs. C. spoke of Mr. C. drinking the wine
she did not mention his drinking anything
else. Did not see the doctor when he was
there. Should think Mr. C. was breathing
about natural when I saw him. Witness
had seen two or three persons die—some of
them groaned. Possibly you could have
heard Mr. C. breathing in the kitchen if the
door had been open.

Mgs. B. CHUTE, re-called: My husband
and self occupied the other front room. Mr.

. C. slept in the back room next to. Mrs. C.’s.

There was a partition between them—no
door leading direct from one to the other.
There are six rooms in the upper flat of the
house, two in front part, separated by a hall
running their length and a little more. Mr.
(. did not occupy the room mentioned all
the time he was with us, as when Mrs. C.
was away he took the one she had occupied.
When Mrs. C. came back she put him out of
the room—same day—back into one men-
tioned before. He occupied no other after
that till he went to Hampton. They never
occupied the same room that I knew of
while they were with us. When Mrs. C.
left the second time she said she was going
to visit friends in Maine. She returned in
September, remained with us till about 18th
of October, then went to Mrs. Saunders’.
I recollect the Sunday they started for
Hampton. I didn’t know they wewe going
till about 7 o’clock on the morning of the
same day. Mrs. C. came to our bed-room
door, knocked (it was before we were up),
when my busbandasked her what she wanted.
She said ‘‘she wanted him to get ap and
help get Mr. C. ready, as she was going to
take him over to John E. Farnsworth’s.”
My husband” asked her *‘ what she wanted
to take him over for that morning, why not
wait till to-morrew.” Mrs. C. said she
wanted to get him off before the meeting
folks went by. My husband said he would
get up and did so. The Sheehan boys took
them away between 8 and 9 o'clock. It was
raining when Mrs. C. called my husband.
Mr. C. was sick when he was with us and
about the same when he left. I remember
the Sunday previous to Mr. C.’s going over
to the Bay: my husband was at Middleton.
I was at home most of the day. Went to
Baptist Church in the morning, returning
about half-past twelve. Whea I started for
church Mr. and Mrs. C. were both in the
house. Witness had dinner ready about one
o’clock, rang the bell, and Mr. C. came down
but not Mrs. C. My aunt, Mrs. Condon,
took dinner with us. When Mr. C. satdown
at table he seemed very cold; he was trem-
bling all over, and Mrs. Condon held the
saucer and steadied the cup of tea while he
drank it, as he was shaking so bad he could
not handle it himself: he did not eat any
dinner. Witness told Mr. C. to go and lie
down by the stove where it was warm. He
did so. - Mrs. C. came down after we had
finished dinner and got hers. After she had
finished she went to kitchen and told Mr. C.
that he had better go up stairs. He made
no reply; but witness answered that Mr. C.
seemed cold and had better stay by the stove.
Mrs. C. said he would be just as well off up
stairs. Mr. C. then asked for a cup of tea,
witness gave it to him, he drank it, and then
went up stairs. Can’t remember for certain
whether Mrs. C. stayed down or not, but
think she did. T don’t know anything about
the empty bottles or barrels of bottles.

Court adjourned.

THURSDAY MORNING.

Mgs. B. CHUTE, cross-examined by Mr,
Roscoe: The room Mr. C. occupied was a
small one but comfortable. He was a great
smoker, the odor of tobacco being also very
strong in the room where he slept. He used
to eat biscuit and candy in bed. Mr. C. was
usually unwell in the mornings, but better
towards the afternoons. His appetite was
generally good: his eyesight was considera-
bly impaired, so bad that I have had toopen
the doors for him. In the day-time Mr. C.
would not lie down much, but would sit up
with head leaning down, and would swing
his head backward and forward. He used
to wear his overcoat nearly all the time,
even in summer. It was the same overcoat
he wore when he went over the mountain.
His memory was not good, and he would
forget things happening from one day to the
other. When Mrs. C. first left us she gave
Mr. C. her room, and took it again for her-
self when she came back. There was a hall
stove down stairs in which we used to burn
wood; it made our side of the house com-
fortable, but I do not know how it affected
the other. I have often found a number of
burnt matches in Mr. (.’s room mornin
when cleaning it up. The morning Mrs. C.
moved Mr. C. into the front room I heard
him say that he preferred his own back room
as he felt more comfortable in it.

By Mr. Owen: The door leading from the
front hall into the back hall and from it into
the back room were always shut, and the
door from back room into Mr. C.’s room was
kept open. The pipe from the hall stove
went up through the chamber-way through
the back hall and through the back room;
and the pipe from the stove in store came up
into the back room and went into chimney.
His bad condition of .sight existed all the
time he was with us.

Vegetable Diet.

THE CLAIMS OF AN ENGLISH VEGETARIAN.

The very strict ascetic sect of vegetarians
who unly live upon seeds and uncooked food
look down upon their weaker brethren who
eat eggs and wilk and butter, in fact, every-
thing which does not necessitate the taking
of life, which appears to me to be the only
reasonable standpoint. It is certain that
the giving up of animal food cures many ill-
nesses which no medicine can reach, Every-
body knows the bad effect of butcher’s meat
in gout and rheumatism. In affections of
the heart it is often the only remedy, and
the wonderful results are not difficult to ex-
plain iu a case where rest often means cure,
if one reflects that while the meat eater’s
heart has seventy-two beats in the minute
the vegetarian’s ouly has tifty-eight beats,
therefore 20,000 beats less in the course of
the twenty-four hours.

[nsomnia and nervousness are affected in
ihe same way; there is less wear and more
repose in the constitution. I could enumer-
ate many other ilincsses in which vegetable
diet does marvels, but will only mention
those of the skin. Most vegetarians have

unusually clear and often beautiful complex-

jons. I need only remind those who know
them of the old Carthusian and Trappist
mouks, who all have smooth white and pink

_Fra Beato Angelico kind of fuces, which are
not found among the orders that do not hab-
itually live on Lenten fare.

The splendid teeth of the Italian peasan-
try, who never touch meat, speak for them-
sclves, and it is the same in other countries
where the people live under similar condi-
tions. It is foolish to associate vegetable

diet with temperauce, as so many do; they
are quite astonished to see a vegetable eater
drinking wine or beer.

One thing, however, is true, viz., that it
is far easier to cure a drunkard if you de-
prive him of meat, because, us Dr. Jackson,
head doctor of the Asylum for Dipsoma- |

niacs, Danville, N. Y., says, It is clear

that meat contains sorie not nutritious par-
ticles, which excite the nervous system 8O |
much that it at last-becomes exhausted and
unstrung, In this state of exhaustion un-
healihy reaetion follows, which brings on a
paroxysm and violent desire for spirits and
the excitement which they ereate.” G.
Bunge, professor of physiological chemistry
at the University of Hale, writes, in his
books on vegetarianism: ‘‘ The appetite of
the drunkard is directed almost exclusively
to animal food, and vegetarians are quite
right when they teach that spirit drinking
and excessive use of animal food are in con-
nection with eaech other.” |
Vegetarianism is often called a fad, but it |
is a healthy and innocent one, and the nat-
ural reaction against the present state of |
things. 1t imparts lightness and elasticity
to the body, brightness and clearness to the
mind. [he vegetarians I know are all un- |
usually strong, active and young looking
people for their age; one of them walk- |
ed without s.opping for thirty-four, and
time hours, with-
out a rest, while on an excursion in Norway,

another twenty-seven
feats not easily equalled by the most invet-
erate beef-eater. Travelling, mountain-
climbing, all seems casier and less fatiguing |
on this light and soothing diet; and why
should it not give strength to the limbs and |
sinews if one reflects that all the strongest |
animals who do the heaviest work in the |
world, like horses, oxen and elephauts, are
entirely herbivorous?

It is not my intention to be uuderstood to
say that I look upon vegetable diet, cven |
with its necessary a\cunmpn;)imrms of fresh |
air, frequent ablutions, gymoastics and ex-
ercise, as a panacea for everything, and that |
medicines become useless. We are mortal,
and there is no perfection in this imperfect |
world. Nobody has a greater belief than I
have in remedies judiciously given during |
illness, but it is the many who are out of |
health and below par, without hardiy know-
ing what is the matter with them, who
would be all the vetter for trying whether
their discomforts spring from the inability to
procure any but inferior meat or fish. — Lady
Paget, w the Nineteenth Century for April.

Eggs at average prices are among the
cheapest and most nutricious articles of diet.
Like milk, an egg isa complete food in itself,
containing everything necessary for the de-
velopment of a perfect animal. It is also
easily digested if not damaged in cooking.
indeed there is no more concentrated and
nourishing food than eggs. The album, oil,
and saline matter are, as in milk, in the
right proportion for sustaining animal life.

The valuable or important salts are con-
tained in the yolk, and hence this portion of
the egg is the most nseful in some forms of
disease. A weakly person in whom nerve
force is deficient, and the blood impoverish-
ed, may take the yolk of eggs with advan-
tage. The iron and phosphoric compounds
are in a condition to be easily assimilated,
aud although hemceopathic in quantity,
nevertheless exert a marked influence on
the system. The yolks of eggs, containing
as they do, less albumen, are not so injuri-
ously affected by heat as the whites, and a
hard-boiled yolk may be usually eaten by
invalids without inconvenience.
