GERMANS TO EVACUATE
FINLAND PRETTY SOON

Reichstag Speaker Declares Sole Aim
to Clear Country of Bolshevik
/ Bands.

Copenhagen, March :18.—In the
reichstag Deputy Fehrenbach, of the
centrist party, expressed his regret
that help had not been given Finland
by Sweden, as German action appar-
ently had failed to meet with com-
plete approval in Sweden. Germany,
he said, only aims at clearing Fin-
land of Bolshevik tands, and when
this is accomplished the German
forces undoubtedly will be withdrawn
“rom Finland.

Deputy Fehrenbach argued that the
Poles should unequivocally recognize
the integrity of the Gernman Empire,
while the Germans for K their part
would remounce all plans of annexa-
tion, He added:

“We regard the right of peoples to
self-determination as a point of hons
or and as a criterion for the honest
policy of Germany before the world.”

Dr. J'Jdoua}jgl David,,

GERMANY WILL POLICE
RUSSIAN PROVINCES

Courland and Livonia Will Become “In.
dependent,” ‘According to Von
Hertling.

Copenhagen, March 18—In his speech
before the reichstag, Imperial Chancellor
von Hertling partly announced Germany’s
Ppolicy towards the annexed territories
of Russia.

decidd the question.

Towards the close of his remarks,
Sir Wilfrid said it was becoming evi-
dent that the food question might be-
come the most important factor in
conrfection with the winning of the
war.

In connection with the
shipbuilding program, yards at Mont-
Treal, Toronto, Kingston, Quebec, Col-
lingwood, Vancouver and other ports
were -being utilized by ‘the impenial
munitions board and the Capadian
Government. The department of ma-
rine and fisheries had completed plans
for four steamers, totaling 23,500 tons®
Arrangements had been concluded
with the United States for steel ne-
cessary to the government’s shipbuild-
ing program. The {thanks of Canada
were due to the United States Gov-
ernment, which had allowed the pur-
chase of eighty thousand tons of steel
in that country at the same price as
paid by itself,

Prohibition Legislation.

Sir Robert referred to the legisla-
tion in connection with the: prohibi-
tion of intoxicating liquors, and also
to the government regulations in re-
gard to packing houses, He also stat-
ed that consideration had been given
by the government to the suggestion
that  the outside civil service be
brought under the ecivil service com-
mission. This matter had been care-
fully gone ,into by members of the
government and the civil service com-
mission, and it ‘had been found im-
practicable under the present act,

The demobilization of troops sai
the premier was another matter which
'had engaged the attention of the gov-
ermment during the recess, The de-
partment of militia and defense, it
had been decided, woould retain comn-
tro] of the returned soldiers until they
were discharged. Then .they would'
come under the control of the de-
partment for soldiers’ civil re-estab-
lishment. He referred to the valu-
able and important Work which was
being done by the military hospitals
commission: :

The Work  of the Canadian war
mission in Washington, the Canadian
war trade board and the war pur-
chasing commission was also men-
tioned by. the premier; He stated
that the government would later have

-~ The Trade Situation.

Referring  to the trade situation,
Sir Robert said that importation for-
the eleven months ending 28th Feb-
ruary total $875,0000,000 and exports
$1,784,000,000 or a . favorable trade
balance of $607,000,000. '

He paid tribute to the work of the"
men at the front and declared that
they had accomplishéd at Pagschen~
daele, ail that they had set out to do.
He gave total casualtles “up . to. the
present at 149,046, made up as fol-
lows:

Killed, ’25."4;; died of wounds, 8612;
died of disesse, 1901: wounded, 105,-
250; prisonersiof war, 2767; presum-
ed dead 284§; missing, 927.

In conclusion the prime minister
declared that Germany’s war aime
had been unmasked, The allied cause
must triumph. as it involves the cause
of ‘civilization.' “There is mueh talk
of peace-at the present time” Sir
Rotert said, “but ¥ would think that
all our sacrifice has been in vain un-
less we have such a peace as will
assure the world against aggression
in future, Let us confront the issue
With steady resolve. ILet us unden-
take to carry on our duty with the
same spirit, the same unselfish devo-
tion as our devoted countrymen - who
hold Canada’s battle line .in France.”

Hon. Charles Murphy.

The prime minister finished = his
speech shortly before 6 o'c¢lock, and
promptly at eight, Hon. Charles Mur-
phy (Russell) rose to reply., He be-
gan by deploring the appeals to race
and creed prejudices which he said
characterized the Union government’s
campaign at the last “election, An
effort had been made to combine the
Protestants against Roman Catholics
of Canada. For this purpose a cor-
respondent had been pilaced in the
press gallery representing The Chris-
tian Science Monitor, and that paper
hadpublish®d aseries of inflammatory
articles against the Roman Catholic
Church and the Idberal party. These
were reprinted @end circulated in Can-
ada as canfpaign documents by the
governmemt. The prime minister had
sent a memorandum to the heads of
the various departments of the 2OV~
ernment, urging them to subscribe for
The Monitor. -

Churches, he said, had been turned
into “political cockpits,” and their
pulpits had been given over to poli-
ticlans, some of whom knew more
about Sedom than they did about
Christianity.

Many "Liberals, Mr., Murphy said,
had joined in this conspiracy. The
Toronto Glote had been as menda-
cilous as The Mail and Empire, and
The Toronto Star as violent as The

This was in reply
to a question from William Proudfoot,
leader of the opposition, ‘'who with C.
N. Bowman,  West Bruce, had object-
ed to.the policy inaugurated, and es-
pecially that ‘portion which set the
price to fishermen at a figure which
it was claimed-would ultimately put
them out of business, }

It was shown, however, that there
was no intention on the part of the
government to, cause an injustice to
be done, and the statement showing
with what success the experimental
stages of the government’'s action had
been carried out seemed to settle the
question, ¥

Discussion of the fish

He said ' that ‘the price’ of eight
cents was .not binding, and if it was
found the fishermen could not
fish = successfully at that price a
change  would be considered. There
had been complaints, it was admitted,
but that was a .natural thing, from
those who were being disturbed in
their business. The only infention of
the government had been ,r’o provide
a good food at reasonable 'cost, and
that would continue to be‘the policy.

Says Price Too Low.

C. M. Bowman, West Bruce, was
heard for the first time on this ques-
tion. He said the principle was good,
that the fish industry should be de-
veloped, but the business should be
run on straight business lines. There
were details which required -attention.

He had made
among fishermen on Laké Huron re-
garding the proposal to take 20 per
cent. of the fishermen’s catch and
said the amount to be paid should be
determined by the cost of production.

Complaints had been lodged with
him against the payment of six and
eight cents per pound, and it was
shown that the cost of production was
10 cents a pound in one case, while in
another case it ran to 10 and 11%
cents. By demanding 20 per cent..at
the lower prices a handicap was be-
ing imposed 6f 2%c a pound.

Mr. Bowman said that the cost for
this year would run 20 per cent. high-
er than that of 1917, because of the
increased cost of every necessity. !

‘Wihile at some points the price paid
by private companies was no higher
last year than that now offered it
was over the rtail of a tug and not
boxed and iced as is now required.

Lacked Business Foresight.

“The men who fixed the price at six
and eight cents lacked business fore-
sight,”” Mr. Bowman sajd. ‘““The mar-
gin of profit is so small, that in 1919,
when the supply of fish will be as im-
portant as today, these men will be
driven out of business and we will
not have as much fish as we had un-
der the old arrangement.

“If there is not a higher standard
of efficiency shown in 1919 than there
was in establishing these prices, tuen
I have great fear over the govern-
ment carrying on this ' business guc-
cessfully,” he declared.

“Why should-one class alone of food
producers be touched?” he said. He
held that the farmers could as well he
asked to contribute 20 per cent. of
their wheat and hogs. H+ said he
hoped nothing would be dome that
would handicap the fishermen, and
that the problem would be handled in
such a way as 10 bring the proper
results.

Belongs to People.

Replying to Mr. Bowman's criticism of
the fish policy, Sir William Hearst said
the fishermen were benefiting from a
natural asset which * belonged to the
peopie, but at the same time there was
no thought of overlookin the - rights
which belonged to the fishermen. hile
a flat rate had been mentioned as pay-
ment for that portion of the catch which
the government would take, it was to be
clearly understood that the government
had no intention of bringing about an
injustice upon any man.

He would not admit that the prices

{ meant a serious injury, because the tisn-

ermen had sold in the past at even lower
figures. In addition, there was the fact
to consider that prices would be stabitized
to some extent, to- the advantage of the
men engaged in the industry.

The establishment of a fish board was
hinted, on which the government, re-
tailers and fishermen would be repre-
sented.

Mr. Proudfoot said he was not going w

London, Manch ‘19—In . the house of
lords today,” Lord Panmioor moved a
resolution approving the' principle of
the league of nations and the constitu-
tion of a tribunal whose orders should
be enforcible by adequate sanction.

In speaking on this subject, Lord
Lansdowne said that two essentials

were requisite for a league of nations.
The first one, in his view, that it
must be open to all and comprise all
the impontant powers, while the sec+
ond was that it should be armed with
executive powers sufficient to gecure
unquestionable obedience to its de-
cisions. Lord Lansdowne said he be-
lieved that if the league was able to
apply pressure in different shapes it
could guarantee peace in the civilized
world, or at least secure delay for
discussion and conciliation. which
In many -cases effectually avoid the
threatened dangers. -
Not to- Trust Germany.

Regarding the suggested impossibil-
ity of admitting Germany because sne
could not be trusted, he said nobody
proposed to rely upon the German
pledge or the German signature.

Lord Lansdowne desired to see the
central powers included, because Ger-
many always had been the great an-
archist of Burope, always had played
for her own ends, and always had
taken short cuts and flouted the idea

a peaceful discussion.

uite apart from this proposal, how-
‘ever, there must be a settlement of
the outstanding difficulties hefore the
war was brought to an end.

“I would not consent to a league of
nations as a substitute for assatisflac-
tory territorial settlement,” said Lans-
owne. “Such. a settlement is neces
sary as a preliminary to the oreation
of a league of nations.” '

Dr. Lawrence, the spokésman, also stat-
ed that they bhelieved conditions woull
be better if the hospital was managed
by a board of representatives from the
Wood estate, Altho the city has ex-
pended many times the amopunt of the
donation on extensions and improvements\
to the hospital the institution is still
under the control of a board of gover-
nors, who aré not responsible to the
ratepayers.

Thirty thousand dollars could be rais-
ed at the present time to enlarge the
place, providing it is taken from the
present management and put under a
board of trustees.

| One of the Guards Was Beaten Into

It was left for the special assess-
ment commiittes to pass upon a czlause
which would give the city permission
to tax transient contractors and to a
special committee, which will report
today, to approve or throw out a bill
which gives the city power to reg-
ulate the control and location of gar-
ages. i

lost with his amendment to remove
the time limit for filling claims against
municipalities for damages caused by
accidents. William Johnston, city sol-
icitor for Toronto, strongly opposed
the measure.

Potatoes Have Much Food
Value and Should
Be Used.

RARTIAL SUBSTITUTE

More Than Three Hundred
Ways Known of Cook-
ing Vegetable.

People who wish to help in food
cpnservation should consider pota-
toes as a partial substitute for Wheat
flour. Potatoes are the chief staple
of the semi-perishable foods: Cana-
dians do not eat their fair dhare of
potatoes even in normal times. We
havie been largely a wheat, beef and
pork ' consuming people.- These staples
are now required for overseas and it
[behooves us to substitute other foods
for them whenever possible. We con-
sume, perhaps, two and one-half bush-
els of potatoes per capita per year,
or about ome-third of a pound a day
—equal to one fair-sized potato. In
some HEuropean countries one pound
per day per capita is consumed, and
in some districts four Jpounds Jper
day, and nearly twenty-five bushels
per year. )

Despite the increase in Pprice since
the war, potatoes are still among the
cheappesst of 'foods. Ome phbund of
roast beef costs ten times as much as
a pound of potatoes, and twenty per
cent. of beef is bone. Three and a
third pounds of potatoes supply 1,000
calories of energy, at a cost of less
than 10c., while about 2,500 ealories
are required for full growm persons
working indoors. That is to say, if
all foods were as cheap as potatoes
we could live on 25 cents a day.
Healthy men have lived and wonked
for months on a diet of nothing else
than potatoes, oleomargarine and g
little fruit. Potatoes contain protein
of the very best kind. They also
contain mineral salts Which neutral-
ize harmful acids in ‘the body. "The
food material in potatoes is 98 per
cent. digestible.

But a host
of other products, from toys to special
kinds of notions, were made with the
highly-creditable purpose of cutting out
Germany from her trade in Britain, and,

In a way the Paris Conference was the
expression of fear on the part of the
British manufacturers, They had infant
industries, and naturally asked for pro-
tection. At the same time, the bugaboo

Within the last six months intense dis-
satisfaction has been expressed in regard
to some of these British products.. The
dye industry, which was floated with all
sorts of publicity and apparent approval

from government and sclentists and busi-
ness men, has not conspicuously made
good, Altho private firms, previously en-
g8aged in making dyes, are supplying some
of the necessary quantities, the new firms
are being sniped at by critics, some emi-
ent experts, some quite ordinary people,
who want dyes that dye. Exactly what
the rights and wrongs of ‘the case are
cannot be learned, but the fact is that
the dye shortage in Britain has not been
relieved to any appreciable éxtent. Dyes
made in Britain will have a hard struggle
if Germany ean get her goods in without
exorbitant dutfes; as for the foreign
trade, it seems impossible to expect com-
petition when the war is over.

London, March 19,—Two hundred
and fifty-five <lights Into Germany
thave been carried out by British avi-
ators and only ten machines have been
lost, James Jan Macpherson, parlia-
mentary sectetary of the war office,
announced in the house of commons
today.

More than a ton of bombs were
dropped on Mannheim on March 18.

Bight direct hits had been ottain-
ed on the Badisch Sodafbrik at
Mannheim. The British raiders were
attacked by an enemy formation and
two of the enemy ‘machines were
downed, the others being driven off.
All the British returned.

The 25656 flights,-Mr. Macpherson ex-
plained, constituted 388 raids into
Germany, 41l since October. The avi-
ators dropped 48 tons of bombs.

Mr. Macphérson aiuso said there had
been a steady increase in the strength
of the enemy's alircraft defences.
These alrcrait, however, had been de-
feated with' loss whenever they at-
tfempted to intervene.

By attacking in daylight, continued
Mr. Macpherson, it had been possible
to concentrate upon objects of actual
military importance. During the night
raids, he said, British machines had
descended to low altitudes and fired
at searchlights, trains and railway
stations. On other occasions the Bri-
tish airmen had attacked enemy ma-
chines drawn up (n airdromes pre-
paratory. to making bombing raids
into France. 7

The 6 to 4 victory for Barrie gives
the Toronto team the round by 10 to §.

A big delegation of Toronto fans came
up with the Toronto juniors, and they
raised a big noise when the green and
white squad ,came thru with the title.
Tre¢ ice here tonight was hard under-
neath, but two inches of water that
gathered during the day under the hot
sun was not conducive to first-
hockey, )

There was much overskating of the
puck, and it slowed. up the passing that
Junior teams usually excel in. Credit
must be given to the Barrie team, they
are a game little outfit and when De
La Salle took to. trying ‘to save their
lead by a purely defensive game the Bar-
rie colts tore in like tigers and had the
Poronto delegation sadiy -worried.

Many fans were of the: opinion that
the Toronto Irishmen should have taken
the offensive.

Barrie came within one goal of tying
it on the round in the last period. They
were bombarding Koster from all quar-
ters, and it looked as I they might get
the needed goal at any stage.

The gong was sounded for full time,
but it was found that there was hailf a
minute to play. Green went down from
the face off and with three men check-
ing him he gathered in the counter that
made it 10 to 8 on the round.

Clever Cilean Hockey.

SPOON CORN BREAD.

One ¢ white cornmeal, 1 cup
milk; 1 teaspoon salt, 1 tablespoon
cooking woil, 1 teaspoon baking pow-
der, 1 egg: Mix the meal, butter and
salt with enough warm water to make
4 smooth paste. Add beaten egg,
milk and baking powder. Beat thoroly.
Pour into hot, well greased baking
dish and bake in hot oven. Serve hot
from the baking dish,

HONEY DROP COOKIES.

Three-quarters cup honey, one-
quarter cup fat, one-half teaspoon
cinnamon, one-eighth teaspoon cloves,
one egg, 1% to two cups flour, one-
quarter teaspoon soda, one tea-
spoon . baking powder, two table-
spoons water, one -cup raisins, cut
fine. ‘Warm the honey and fat until
the fat melts. While the mixture is
warm, add the spices. When -cold add
the water, the beaten egg, and 1%
cups of flour sifted with the baking
powder and soda. Finally stir in the
raisins. Sufficient flour must be add-
ed to make a dough stiff enough to
drop, from a spoon. Bake in a mod-
eratc oven.

HERE is likelihood of a present-day,
tragedy in this country if the chil-
dren are given less milk, according to

the home economics authorities at the state
college of agriculture. They say that if the
lives and/the health of the children are to be
insured, each child must have milk and have
it in abundance.

Only thoughtlessness or selfishness, they
claim, can make the chidren pay the first,
and the worst, war tax through the taking
away of .milk or lessening the usual quan-
tity of this most necessary food. It is point-
ed out that the ill effects of this deprivation
would not come swiftl
the harm that is doné, but with a dreary
slowness that is not likely to be noticed. Lit-

, tle by little the child’s health is undermined,
but even when the break comes, whether it
seems to be due to a contagious disease or to
a severe cold, the real cause may never be
thought that the child has not had enough
food, of the kind that a child needs.

Without milk children cannot thrive and
even though they may be getting quantities
of other food substances, those who have
studied the problems of child nutrition point

The artillexy on both sides
was rather active, particularly in the
regions of Samogneux and ﬁvuorwuux
(Verdun front), as well as In Lorraine,
between Bures and Badonviller, On Sun-
day three German alrplanes were de-
stroyed and six others were damaged
badly by our pilots. A captive balloon
was set on fire by one of our dviators,
Furthermore, it has béen 'learned that
two other German airplanes were brought
down on March 15 and 16, Our bom-
barding squadrons threw down 6000 kilos
of explosives.”

MUCH ARTILLERY WORK.

London, March 19.—There is hardly a
sector on the western battle line which
is not being marked by spirited actions,
but Verdun and the Vosses regions are
apparently storm centres where big
events may develop. At Verdun the op-
posing artillerfes have been théindering-
for several days, and on Monday the
ckorus of the mﬁns was kept up, espe-
cially on-the right bank of the Meuse.
