RIBBONS AND COLORS GALOAE

An interesting ribbom little known
in Toronto is the imperial service rib-
bon issued .to every who saw
service in any fleld of battle, but the
issue of which has mot yet been ga-
zetted. Many young men were seen
wearing this ribbon yesterday, and, in
‘answer. to queries, they stated that it
was the issue they had received im-
mediately prior-.to embarkation for
Canada. One man stated that he had
been ordered to wear it on parade on
the morning he left camp for his ship.
The ribbon is a compound of blue,
black, white on either end, with the
large centre distinctive goid.

Officials of the G.A.C. stated yester-
day afternoon that they had been in-
formed by Gen. Gunn, O. C, for Mili-
tary District No. 2, that this issue was
the result of an order of the war
office in Britain, but that it had not
yet been gazetted, and was, therefore,
worn in Canada against military dis-
cipline and orders.

An old-timer related an _experience
yesterday relative to ribbons which
was instructive.” He had been ordered
by his colonel in Britain to wear the
allied colors at parade, He wore these
same colors when he arrived in Can-
ada. He was pulled up by the Cana-
t dian military. police, and learned to
his disgust that he was not permitted
under military ‘orders to Wear that rib-
bon, and would lay himself open to
military discipline. This was more
than a year ago.

clliation, and which does not aim at
any constitutional settlement.

““The sympathetio strike may be
judged bv. its effects upon the com-
munity of calculated starvation, pub-
lic disorder and probably death.”

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Reciprocity and the Tariff.

" "The Toronto Star has been compar-
ing the tariff schedules under the
reciprocity proposals of 1911 and
those of the present budget and finds
them near akin. ! .

Income Tax.

When it is atated that 31,310 people
paid income tax dor 1917, another clue
is given to the cause of the unrest
soclally in Carada. The gsures are
not easily available, but from' the
known cases of tax evasion, and the
probable proportion of unknown
cases, it is certain that 31,310 does not
fairly represemt the number of people
who should pay income tax if the col-
lection, were equitably made.

‘We must be careful to distinguish
between income tax and the collection
of it. Income tax is a fair tax, but it
is eas’il_v evaded, and the evasion and
the difficulty, or, rather, the alleged
difficulty of collection, renders it as
unfajr in practice as any tax lwe

No doubt all this
has been carefully considered by many
of the labor men, but there is an
impression that the majority of labor
men have not gone into the question
fully,

prices, injures the mational ecredit,
There never was a time when it was
more necessary for capital and labor,
the  politician and the citizens to git
down round a table and find out where
they are Jointly heading.

MAPLE LEAF MILLING

Profits for Year Show Some Con
traction, But Assets Are
Enlarged.

——— »
While the eighth annual statement of
the Maple Leaf Milling Company for the
fiscal year ended March 31 last shows
somewhat smaller profits than for the
previous fiscal year,,the decrease being
about $93,000, the company’s financial

position is shown to have been very con-
siderably bettered. The restriction of
milling operations in January and Feb-
ruary last had a natural effect upon
earnings, but for some time recently the
mills have been actively engaged.,

On the liabilities side, an item'of $4, -
676,487 finds no corresponding item in
last year’s statement; accounts payable
at §744,587 show a decline of about $243,.
000, and depreciation reserve at $750,000,
a $250,000 increase. o

On the assets side of the balance sheet
the striking feature i the Increase in
investments from $390,380 a year ago to
$2,5645,776, an increase of $2,200,000. The
value of these investments is not indi-
cated in the report, but it is presumed
Canadian war bonds form a substantial
part thereof.

Cash on hand of $15,988 compares with
$142,690 a year ago, but the item of $346,-
900 cash in bank a year ago finds no
comparative item in this year's figures,
Accounts and bills receivable, at $445,839,
show little change, but inventory, - grain,
flour, feed, etc., at $4,749,459, is about
$2,000,000 more than the same item ap-
peared at one year ago.

The profits for the year of $929,1086,
compared with $1,021,267 in 1918, and in-

!dicate earnings on the $2,500,000 common

stock of about 2384 per cent,, against
20.50 in 1918, and 16.2 per cent. in 1917.
The balance forward March 31, 1918,
was §1,572,509, which, added to the 1918-
19 profits of $929106, made a total of
§2,501,615, Of this, bank interest on di-
rect advances took $158,089, and stock
dividends $775,000, a total of $1,003,069,
leaving a balance of $1,568,545 to carry
forward, about the same as a year ago.
