— There was war, open and 
Secret, today in Montreal’s sugar camp. It waged from refiners to whole­
salers and to retailers. As a result the selling price of granulated sugar 
was jammed down to 13c, net, to wholesalers. A further result of the fight 
was that Hudon, Bebert & Cie, one of the largest wholesalers, reduced the 
telling price to retailers to 13 cents. Among retailers the price was variable 
in quantity, running from 14c to 15c, 16c, 17c, and even, in some cases 18c 
but the general price was 16c and 17c a pound.

United States sugar is now undersold in the Canadian market since it 
Cannot be laid down here to the retailer under 15c a pound, after .paying ex­
change, freight and duty.

Hudon, Hebert & Cie are now underselling the Dominion Sugar Co., which 
today cut their price to *13.50, less 5 per cent., to wholesalers, whilst the 
Bbove firm are selling at 13c flat to retailers.

more or lees on margin, by speculators, 
aided by refiners, wholesale firms or by 
banks. Somebody must take the loss 
that falling prices will entail on this 
speculation.

And the same thing with ttie inflated 
paper stocks. Here to an average trans­
action; the owner and directors of the 
paper companies who inflated their 
shares, some of them five times, got 
the public to buy sha-ree on margin. Say 
they bought at a *100 a share. Someone 
carried the other *90 on a loan secured 
by the stock. The price dropped ten 
points, which the buyer put up a second 
time. Some one advanced the *80. Then 
the broker sold the buyer out—perhaps 
to one of the original promoters. Or 
the bank had to carry the $80 and began 
to get nervous. The stock is going to 
*50; who will carry the drop of *30 more? 
That Is the serious stage at which a lot 
of these paper stocks have reached.

The Globe says Americans, who were 
In papers, sold them, bought them, will 
dump them ln Canada. Let them, and 
let them take thetr lose. But why should 
Canadian banks and Finance Minister 
Drayton come to their relief as The 
Globe piteously observed? The Globe is 
down on race track gambling. XWiy 
should it plead for the country coming 
to the support of paper stock gamblers, 
especially Americans?

It Is this sugar and paper stocks spec­
ulation that has helped to make the 
adverse balance against Canada. And 
still more has It been helped by specu­
lation In Wall street, American Indus­
trials, C.P.R. and curb «hares.

Abitibi declined from 63 
to 58, Bromipton from 66 to 60, and 
Spanish River from 91 to 86. The high 
prices of these stocks for the year were:
Atlantic Sugar 164—and this only in July 
last, which represents a d -dine of 117 
points in four months.
Brompton were around 85 at their high 
prices and Spanish River 117.

ARE SMUGGLED ACROSS if
Manufacturers’ Views.

Manufacturers of the province, on 
the other hand, urged on the commis­
sion the necessity of the retention of 
the present tariff system with pos­
sible revision in some respects down­
ward and upward.

Rotterdam, Nov. 8—Determined ef­
forts are- being made by agents of the 
Russian Bolshevik government to send 
“missionaries” and agitators to the 
United States, according to evidence 
collected by United States diplomatic 
officials In Europe. The spy and cour­
ier system of the Moscow government 
is said to have been developed to 
an efficiency and extent superior to 
that of the German general staff 
before the outbreak of the war, and on 
the lists of soviet agents are said to 
be the names of many men who be­
fore 1914 acted' al spies for the cent­
ral powers or Russia.

Against this campaign the United 
States has arranged Its agents and 
officials at foreign ports. Associated 
with them in. Holland are the Dutch 
police, who have in their possession 
documents showing that Lenlne, the 
soviet leader, looks to Rotterdam as a 
‘‘World clearing house” for soviet fin­
ance and propaganda. Huge Index 
files have been filled with the names 
and records of upwards of 25,000 Bol­
shevik "missionaries." New passport 
regulations have been adopted, and 
difficulties await the Bolshevik! agi­
tator who attempts to secure a vise 
from a United States representative.

Corns in on Fske Passports.
Despite these regulations and con­

stant vigilance, It is believed some Bol­
shevik agents have, in the recent past, 
succeeded In finding means to cross 
thé ocean. Scores are thought to have 
shipped as seamen on board trans- 
Atlantic liners. Certificates have been 
secured by various means, and It Is 
said a brisk trade' is carried on in 
stolen or counterfeited certificates as 
well as fake passports. Clever alter­
ations and forgeries have been detect­
ed by officials whose duty It is to 
examine the papers of travelers wish­
ing to visit the United States.

Objection was raised in the city 
council yesterday to ‘he granting of 
powers to the transportation com­
mission to manage lines 
buses and other methods of transpor­
tation in the city, but the recommen­
dation of the board' of control to 
confer the powers was Anally adopt­
ed, after it had been pointed out that 
council still retained control of the 
financing of such undertakings.

The objection was raised fey Aid. 
Singer, who declared that the bylaw 
conferring the powers was defective 
in that it had not been drawn in 
accordance with the act. He also 
argued that council had no power 
itself to operate such systems of 
transportation without taking a vote 
of the ratepayers, and therefore had 
no authority to confer.

Aid. Plewman also thought coun­
cil should have something from the 
transportation commission explaining 
why this authority was desired at 
present.

The recommendation of the board 
of control was based on section 10 
of the act of 1920, which read:

"The council of the said corpora­
tion (Toronto) may at any time by 
bylaw entrust the construction, con­
trol, maintenance, operation and 
management of lines of motor buses, 
or of subways, or of tubes, or of any 
other method of underground or over­
head local transportation within the 
powers ‘of the corporation to the said 
commission, and thereafter all the 
powers, rights, authorities and pri­
vileges of the said corporation as to 
the construction, control, mainten­
ance, operation and management of 
the transportation so put under the 
control of the commission shall be 
exercised by the commission and not 
fey the council of the corporation.”

Following was the clause in the by­
law conferring the powers:

"The construction, control, mainten­
ance, operation and management of 
lines of motor buses and of subjways 
and tubes and any other method of 
underground or overhead Jocal trans­
portation within the powers of* the 
•aid corporation, are hereby entrusted 
to the Toronto transportation commis- 
•ion pursuant to the provisions of 
section 10 of the act, passed by the 
legislature of the province in 10-11 
George V., chaptered 144.”

As will be seen, the act says, bus 
lines, or subways, or tubes, and the 
bylaw proposed says bus lines, and 

v subways and tubes. Aid. Singer’s 
point was that the bylaw was assum­
ing authority for council that the act 
did not confer. He had no objection to 
giving the commission power to oper­
ate bus lines, but as the operation of 
subways or tubes was not apparently 
uiyent, action In this regard might 
very well be held up for the present.

The 
butoilers and other tradesmen would 
soon, he predicted, fall in line. He favor­
ed the classification of trades with the 
issue of licenses so that druggists could 
not sell groceries.

number of polling sub-stations, early 
indicated that the anticipations 
more than fulfilled, women in some 
sub-divisions voting at a ratio of five 
to one, in others at three and two to 
one, while in the majority of cases, 
ouslde of special instances, they Voted 
either on a par with the "men or largely 
in excess of them.

The World made a tour of the sub­
divisions in the Cumberland street 
division, the Carlton street division 
and the Danforth and Broadview dis­
tricts. Out of a possible total of ap­
proximately 65,000 votes, there were 
perhaps 20,000 polled, if the cursory 
survey of the tour was any criterion.

The Danforth district tendered the 
largest average number of women’s 
votes, and the subdivision of Danforth 
and Chester street No. 95, by half-past 
five had polled a total of 91 votes, of 
which the women gave more than 70. 
Another subdivision very clos^ to the 
Chester street district, polled at the 
real estate office of Lambert, gave the 
women a total of 68 votes (at 6.16 p.m.) 
as against a total of 28 for the men. 
On the other hand, another subdivision 
in the Danforth district, with Playter 
boulevard as its centrepiece, gave 38 
votes for the women and 41 for the 
men up to five o'clock. Altogether in 
the three Danforth sub-stations visit­
ed, with a total possible of 1,040 Votes, 
266 votes were polled up to five o'clock.

widen Avenue road or a substitute therefor (Oriole Parkway), from St. Clair 
up past Upper Canada CollegeXLyEglinton avenue, with a view to a first- 
class therefore and street railway service as a part of the civic lines as 
they now are or will be when taken over toy the city.

The communication to the mayor is from P. W. Ellis of the transporta- 
:ion commission, who for many years has been interested in real estate in 
the city, northeast of Upper Canada College. Mr. Ellis' letter is also en­
dorsed by Mr. Stockdale, manager of the Trusts and Guarantee Co., acting 
for other property owners within the city and immediately west of the city 
limits, between St. Clair, and EgHnton avenue.

The World also publishes a map of the portion of the city and town­
ship lying north of St. Clair up to Eglinton avenue from Yonge- street clear 
over to Bathurst, more than one-third of which Is in the city. It is be­
lieved that several large estates, more or less interested in Mr. Ellis’ and 
the Trust company’s statements made to the city are willing to see the annex­
ation a generous one.

The board has referred the letter of Mr. Ellis to city officials For­
man, Harris and Ross.

The World imagines these officials may report in favor of a system of 
Annexation, but on a larger scalp than has been suggested by the petitioners, 
namely, that the city should take in everything over to Bathurst street and 
up to Eglinton avenue: in other words, complete the block of a mile and a 
quarter square, bounded by Yonge, St. Clair, Bathurst and Eglinton, about 
a thousand acres, about two-fifths of which is now in the city, leaving three- 
fifths to be annexed.

The civic officials may take the view that if a high-class street railway 
is to be put thru the ibig block, practically on the line of Avenue road extend­
ed, or on Oriole road, which is also an extension more or less of Avenue 
road, that the property immediately west and north now lying in the town­
ship, should he brought in and made to pay its full share of the cost of 
the Avenue road line up to Eglinton- For instance, the Baldwin estate of 
ISO acres, which lies Immediately west of the city, would be enormously 
benefited by a city railway built alongside. And the same is more or less 
true of other property still in the township between the city and Bathurst 
street, south of Eglinton avenue.

The only physical difficulty is getting over the Belt line railway, shown 
on the map from Yonge street up to Eglinton avenue. But this is not ex­
pensive. Two such overhead bridges as on the Belt line at the Mount 
Pleasant road would solve the difficulty for many years to' come.

As will be seen on the map two new roads are also proposed paeallel 
of the Belt line, one to the north and one to the south, which would go a 
long way toward making that country available for building purposes. Cer­
tainly the people who own property thru which these proposed roadways 
are laid should give the right of way for new streets.

The only other question that remains is the supply of water for the 
proposed annexation, and this should be covered at the start by two or 
three main pipes. At the present time the township has an extension of 
the Eglinton avenue water pipe along to Bathurst street.

If the city took ip this district over to Bathurst street it would also 
have to provide police protection and allow the residents to put down 
and water pipes as local improvements.

As for a street car service the proposal would be to take a new line 
Irom the city railway along St Clair, by Oriole road anb Oriole Parkway, 
or divert it at the parkway by Kiltoarry road to Avenue road and then north.

Another proposal has been made that the line be taken up Duplex avenue, 
just west of Yonge street.

All these things are now open for discussion, and The World presents the 
matter for the fullest discussion and would be glad to hear from anybody 
who has any suggestion to make.

In the Carlton street section, women 
held even with the men in their ex­
pression of political rights, but the 
total vote polled in some sub-stations 
was very small. For instance, the 
Breadalbane street booth, with a total 
possible of 646 votes, had polled 76 by 
TOur o’clock. Of this -number the 
women had polled 32 votes. On the 
other hand, the St. Vincent street booth 
reported at that hour a total registra­
tion of 118 votes out of a total of 460, 
and of this number 60 were women.

These figures were garnered in 
many cases two hours before ihe 
polls closed, a fact which needs jon- 
sifieralion, since after five o'clock 
many men and women cam a straight 
from the factories and plants to reg­
ister their opinions

At Kncx College only one voter had 
polled by one o’clock, w>hile at the 
booths in Avenue road, Dupont and 
Rosedale, all reported slack times, 
with the women hardly coming along 
at all.

The polling officer in Avenue road 
sat lazily smoking a clgaret when The 
World called, and he stated that busi­
ness was very slack, very few women 
turning out to vote.

Many Rebuffs.
Women canvassers at Major Lewis’ 

committee rooms, had some sorry tales 
of their round-up of slack voters, and 
one who drove round in a beautiful 
car, was sharply told by a woman 
voter that she had no business driv­
ing to her house, and if ehe wanted to 
go and vote she could go in her own 
car, but as it happened she did not 
intend to vote.

Much confusion resulted from mis­
takes in the voters’ lists, but most of 
these were straightened" out. One man 
after voting was asked by the scru­
tineer if his wife was coming to vote. 
The man replied that he had no wife, 
and he stuck to his story after being 
shown his wife’s name on the official 
list of voters.

A large number of ballots had been 
badly printed, leaving little room after 
the name of Major Lewis to mark 
the cross, and in some cases ballots 
were left aside by the deputy return­
ing officer, while in other cases the 
D. R. O. Instructed voters to mark 
their ballots any place on the line and 
they would be counted.

One incident of the election may be 
interesting to those responsible for the 
spending of money in future contests.

- Avenue road (or at a point wesf there­
of, as may be determined), where it 
now runs south of the belt-line rail­
way, and the same carried to the 
north of the said railway and the 
material therefrom used for filling, 
thus making it possible to cross at 
these streets on the level. I trust this 
will meet with the city’s approval and 
that it will join in any necessary appli­
cations to the railway board.

After the formal acceptance of our 
plan, I will sqbmit petitions for the 
construction of sewers thruout the 
property, the cost of same (other than 
the outfall and the pump, which would 
be for the use of such sewers) to bs 
assessed against the property and the 
adjoining properties.

The Ontario legislature In 1914 passed 
an amendment to the Factories Act pro­
hibiting the employment of white 
In any laundry, restaurant or factory 
owned by Chinamen. Up to the present 
that prohibition has not been enforced, 
but an order-in - council has been now 
passed making it effective on Dec. 1.

The western provinces adopted similar 
prohibitions several years ago, but the 
province of Quebec has yet id ’deal with 
(he question. The London letter stated 
that young and thoughtless white girls 
were treated generously in clothes and 
money by Chinamen, whom, In some 
cases, they married. In other cases tho 
ceremony was omitted. Steps should be 
taken to protect young Canadian girts 
from the consequences of such folly.

■ An investigation, with Samuel F. 

TJntermeyer as chief counsel, is go­
ing on before the joint committee of 
the New York legislature appointed 
to Inquire into the housing problem. 
The special session of the legislature 
called to deal with the famine in 
houses accomplished, little beyond ap­

Visiting Major Gives Views 
on Education Conference 

Held in Quebec.

Queen’s University Professor 
Places the Responsibility

Major Fred J. Ney. secretary of the 
National Council of Education, who 
has just returned from the confer­
ence of deputy ministers and super­
intendents of education, in which the 
various provinces were represented, 
at Quebec, was the speaker at a 
meeting of the University Women’s 
Club yesterday. Major Ney. who has 
the Croix de Guerre from both 
France and Belgium, is from Win­
nipeg, and spoke with that experi­
ence of travel and observation which 
made his address worth while.

Tho personal service was the note 
of the address. Major Ney dwelt on 
what had struck him as of value in 
the province of Quebec. Visitors had 
been greatly impressed by the wise 
combination of . business training and 
cultural development, as was so 
splendidly demonstrated at theAca- 
demie Commerciale. Discipline, phy­
sical training and music as developed 
in Quebec are outstanding. The drill 
was later described by Major New as 
an inspiring sight, one of which many 
an officer of the British army 
might toe proud. Referring to the 
band. Major Ney stated he would 
like to see it tour the Dominion, so 
that it might be more generally 
known what Quebec is doing in the 
way of school music, both instru­
mental and vocal. It is also the 
opinion of the secretary of the coun­
cil that "ip Quebec is found a greater 
tolerance religious and racial, than 
is to be found in any part of the 
Dominion.”

ARMISTICE DAY
THURS, NOV. lllk

I1920
THOS. Ia. CHURCH, ESQ., MAYOR OF THE CITY OF TORONTO.

Whereas, His Majesty the King has asked that an opportunity 
be provided for the people of every, part of the British Empire 
on the second anniversary of the armistice, which stayed the 
world-wide carnage of the four preceding years and marked the 
victory of right, justice and freedom, to perpetuate the memory 
of that great deliverance and of those who laid down their lives 
to achieve it. -- -

His Majesty, therefore, requests that there may 4>e on 
Armistice Day, for the brief space of two minutes, a Complete 
suspension of all normal activities, eo that in perfect stillness 
the prayers and thoughts of everyone may be concentrated on 
reverent remembrance of the glorious dead and of the victory by 
God's grace, vouchsafed to the Empire and its devoted Allies.

I, therefore, in compliance with the wishes of His Majesty 
the King, do request that, at the hour of 11 o'clock a.m., on 
Thursday, the 11th instant, all business and domestic activities 
of every description should cease for a period of two minutes.

I beg also to request that commemoration services be held 
in schools and colleges of the city.

A patriotic ceremony will take place in front of the main 
entrance of the City Hall, at noon, on which occasion all citizens 
are invited to be present.

It is; further specially desired that flags be flown throughout 
the city in honor of the Day.

In witness whereof I have hereunto set my hand and caused 
this proclamation to be made public.
