Only Austria remains among the 
Teutonic allies an active belligerent in 
the Balkan area. Bulgaria yesterday an­
nounced her campaign virtually ended 
with the capture of Prisrend and 17,000 
prisoners on Tuesday, just as Germany 
announced the end of her major opera­
tions with the capture of Pristina. Aus­
tria, however, still has another opponent 
to consider before she may say she con­
trols the little Slav nations on her south. 
Montenegro still is intact, so Austrian 
armies have been directed against her 
with orders to crash her beyond all re­
sistance.

News Service correspondent today. He 
has a personal knowledge of conditions 
in Armenia and has received official re­
ports telling of the fate suffered by the 
helpless Armenians.

Commander Agostino Gorrini, who 
was Italian consul-general at Trebiz­
ond for six years, gave to the world the 
first authentic news of conditions in Ar­
menia, and it was through him that the 
International News Service correspond­
ent was enabled to get the interview 
wtt^the Armenian prelate.

While Commander Gorrini had par­
tially lifted the veil behind which being 
enacted the Armenian horrors, it re­
mained for this prelate to reveal the 
fact that 960,000 Armenians are believed 
to have been massacred after suffering 
terrible tortures or been driven Into the 
desert to die of hunger and thirst.

It was in the Armenia College at 
Rome, also the residence of the General 
.procurator of Armenia, that the pre­
late received the correspondent. He 
said:—

“We have only been able to collect 
facts of the massacres in five provinces 
of the Ottoman Empire, namely Trebiz­
ond, Sinas, Vans Bitlis and Brserum.

“Since last writing we have had some 
interesting experiences. Soon after I 
wrote we moved up to the first line and 
have been in trenches for some days. 
Have been fortunate for up to last night 
we only had eight casualties in the bri­
gade, and all will recover. These all oc­
curred in the ,4th and 5th Regiments.

The recent heavy rains did so much 
damage to trenches that both sides were 
busy at nights bailing water and re­
pairing cave-ins. We had to crawl over 
the ground in places, *hich was some­
what precarious, in view of the German 
snipers. I waded through water up to 
my waist many times and was wet to 
the skin from morning till night.

LaTOURGLOVES AND MITTSISomewhere in France, 
Nov. 3rd. 1916.

Don’t know just where we are, could 
not tell you if we did. We are billeted in 
barns and sheds and you would have 
laughed could ypu have seen us getting 
settled first night in one of the quaint 
but fairly comfortable bams. A continu- 

rumbie of thunder to the north tells 
-.the direction of the trenches, into which 
we expect to be moved in a few day’s 

, time. We get route marches every day 
, with Packs on. The last one covered sev­

en miles of hard road. The roads are 
“cobbly” with a vengeance and far from 
pleasant to tramp over, slippery and 
hard on the ankles. On Wednesday when 
we were out, suddenly we were ordered 
to hklt, and a string of motor cars pass­
ed us in one'of which the king. It 
was an entire surprise, and the sight 
cheered us greatly.

On Sunday we had no church parade 
of our own. So Meuse and we decided to 
visit a Catholic Church. It was a large 
and ornate building," and the splendor of 
its interior was in striking contrast to 
the squalor and evident poverty of the 
surroundings. As the service was entire­
ly in Flemish" we could not profit much 
religiously, but counted the time well 
Spent in looking about at the types of 
people congregated there. One thing was 
very noticeable, the absence of men, and 
this applied not only to church attend­
ance, but to all domestic occupations as 
well.

Petrograd, Nov. 80—The efforts to find 

a solution of the problems connected 
with the great migration of peoples in­
cident to the Russian withdrawal from 
Poland and other parts of Russian ter­
ritory is seriously engaging Russian 
thought. The monetary cost of the vast 
movement already has mounted high. 
The Imperial government and the govern 
ments of various provinces and cities of 
the empire have expended motley freely 
to shelter, feed and clothe the refugees, 
whose numbers are estimated as 18,000,- 
000 by some. The expenditures of the 
central government In this connection 
are already in excess of 13,000,000 rou­
pies ($6,500,000) and the total cost is 
probably faqpre than 100,000,000 
bles. Besides this sum there must be 
reckoned the hugh sums involved in 
abandoned property qnd the cost to the 
railways, over which free passage was 
glve% and whose operations for a time 
were largely confined to removal of un­
fortunate victims, of the war.

Besides distrijiuiing the refugees main­
ly peasant, throughout the rural districts 
of European Russia, the government is 
sending larger and larger parties as 
time goes on to Central Asia and to Si­
beria where it is alloting lands to the 
refugees, it becoming evident that the 
majority of them will never return t,.

i London, Dec! 1—The new restrictions 
on the sale of liquor, now effective, in­
clude:—

Subject to the usual exemption for 
residents of the premises and to special 
provisions for Woolwich, Greenwich, the

NOW IN FULLBruce McLellan, Kensington, P. E. 
I., who passed through Sackville a few 
days ago on his way to Halifax tells an 
interesting story. He went to France 
with the 7th Battalion of the First Con­
tingent. His,battalion landed in France 
in February and fought at Fleur Baiu, 
Neuve Chapelle and Ypres. V

“We had a great time at Ypres,” said 
he. “On the afternoon of April 22, a 
bunch of us were having a. little feed in 
a restaurant in the city of Ypres. Sud­
denly the plaster began to fall and we 
rushed out. Shells were dropping every­
where and an officer passed with his 
shot away by a piece of shell. Just then 
one of the boys remembered he had left 
a ten franc note on the counter In the 
confusion. Back we went into the 
wrecked restaurant to get the note. We 
got it, tool Then we tied up a girl who 
had her arm slashed, and hurried away.

“We saw the French Algerian troops 
giving way before the gases* We took 
up a position at six o’clock with eight 
machine guns. The Germans came at 
us and we simply mowed them down. 
They fell back before our withering fire.

“Next morning we went into action 
with the famous Buffs, an Imperial 
regiment. We inflicted great losses on 
the Bosches. We then moved over to 
give some support to the 7th Battalion. 
Every man in our section, except one, 
was on the casualty list next day. One 
of our sergeants got the V. C. and the 
other won the Russian Cross of St. 
George. I got a bullet in the foot.

“You would not believe me if I told 
you all I saw in that engagement. I had 
twelve bulletholes in my great coat and 
one of my boots was slashed right 
across the top by a bullet. It was cer­
tainly a great time. We lost our colonel 
that day and over 1,000 out of 1,200
