SHOOTING THE FACTS present.
A draft of the proposed agreement be­

tween the city and the Canadian Gov­
ernment Railways system with regard 
to the transfer of the tracks from the 
face of McLeod and Pettingill wharves 
to the ty side of the warehouses was 
submitted to the meeting by Commis­
sioner Bullock. The city reserves the 
right to enter upon the new track site 
for water, sewerage or wharf repairs. 
On the suggestion of Commissioner Fish­
er, the road engineer will inquire into 
the possibility of doing away with a 
switch in Water street to which objec­
tion has been taken. The agreement was 
approved and referred to council.

Regarding Quinn’s wharf, Commis- 
sioner Bullock reported that only one 
tender for the purchase of the wharf j 
had been received; it Was from the pres­
ent tenant and was not definite. He sug­
gested that the property might be dis­
posed of at public sale but, meanwhile, 
moved that he be empowered to pro­
ceed with the work of restoration, by 
day’s work, using hemlock timber, at 
estimated cost of $9,000. Commissioner 
Hilyard and the city engineer were .in 
favor of delaying the work until spring 
and no action was taken.

The sales of the Smith property at 
$900 and the Black property at $1,660, 
city properties in Lancaster, were re­
ported by Commissioner Bullock. His 
motion that all the city’s residential 
properties in Fairvtile, Lancaster and 
Milford be offered for sale, at the dis­
cretion of the commissioner and the city 
chamberlain, was adopted.

The mayor drew attention to the un­
sightly temporary wooden structure over 
the sidewalk in front of the building at 
the corner of Union and Dock streets.

Attention was drawn to the bad con­
dition of the railway crossings in Mill 
street and at Reed’s Point, where it was 
said the railway had neglected the pav­
ing.

BANG-UP GOOD SHOW 

AT .THE OPERA HOUSE
London, July 8—When Emperor Wil­

liam heard of the assassination of Count 
Von Mirbach, German ambassador to 
Russia, according to an Exchange Tele­
graph despatch from Amsterdam, he or­
dered Foreign Secretary Von Kuehl- 
mann to break off negotiations With the 
Russian delegates in Berlin.

London, July 8—The newspapers here 
see hi" the assMlnktibn of Cdttht Mir- 
bach, German ambassador to .Russia, an 
event of great importance, which may 
have far-reaching results.

The Daily Mail and the Daily Express 
agree that the assassination may have 
momentous consequences and compare 
it to the murder of Archduke Francis 
Ferdinand at Sarajevo four years ago. 
The Express adds: “German Influence 
(in Russia) can only be established on 
a solid basis by the maintenance of a 
great army of occupation. Russia may 
mice more play a part in the war.” 
After Assassination.

Washington, July 8—Fighting took 
place in Moscow between Bolshevik! 
forces and revolutionary Socialists fol­
lowing the assassination of Count Von 
Mirbach, German ambassador, accord­
ing to an official despatch today fn*p 
Switzerland.

On leaving the German emvassy, the 
despatch says, the assassins took refuge 
in a house occupied by the revolutionary 
Socialists. This building was defended 
by machine guns. Details 
ing have not been received.

Amsterdam, July 8—The position of 
the Czecho-Slovak forces operating in 
Siberia has become more serious for 
them, according to a Vienna despatch 
to the Berlin Tageblatt. They already 
have suffered several severe defeats.

Austro-Hungarian prisoners of war in 
Siberia are reported taking a promin­
ent part In the fighting against the 
Czecho-Slovak.
Poles Help.

London, July 8—Polish forces are 
fighting the Germans, in co-operation 
with the Czecho-Slovaks, 
the Mail’s correspondent at Copenhagen.

London, July 8—A serious counter re­
volution has broken out In Moscow, ac­
cording to a semi-official WoHE.'Bureau 
telegram dated on Sunday from Moscow. 
Fighting of great severity is taking place 
in the streets between the Bolshevik! 
troops and Social Revolutionaries.

A message received in London today 
from the Russian Wireless Service dated 
Sunday evening at Moscow, says that a 
counter revolution was started In the 
Russian capital, but that it has been sup­
pressed.

Several hundred Russians, including 
the Social Revolutionary leader Alex­
androv! tch, have been arrested at Mos­
cow.

Despatches to J. M. Robinson h Sons 
say that the population of the Murman 
coast has broken with Russia and has 
joined the Entente, and that Kerensky 
sees a possibility of a general Russian 
revolt as a result of the assassination of 
German Ambassador von Mirbach in 
Moscow.

TO BE DISSOLVED?
Basel, Switzerland, July 8—The bom­

bardment of Coblenz on Friday by Brit­
ish airmen was the most severe of the 
war, although the work of the airmen 
was hampered by the presence of a fog.

It will be the task of the board to de­
cide whether they come Within the 
amendments to the Ontario Temperance 
Act as applied to any patent or pro­
prietory medicine ‘'containing over 21-2 
per cent alcohol, which is not sufficient­
ly medicated to prevent use as a bever­
age.” The board will consider the form­
ulas, compare them with the reports ol 
the board’s analysis, and give its decision 
in a few days.

Joseph Saunders presented the case for 
the Board of License Commissioners, and 
was followed by Strachan Johnston, K. 
C., representing the manufacturers of 
Taniac. .

The National Drug Company, making 
Nadruco Beef, Iron and Wine, was also 
represented by Mr. Johnstone. B. Roson 
acted for the makers of Vinol. Others 
who addressed the board were Dr. F, 
B. Gallivan, New York, chief chemist of 
the United Drug Company, manufactur­
ers of Rexall Wine of Cod Liver Oil;

A Canadian Atlantic Port, July 7— 

When the Hall liner, City of Vienna, 
with 1,400 Canadian troops consisting 
of various drafts and details on board, 
ran ashore on a dangerous rock near 
here in a thick fog, it was at first feared 
that there might be a considerable loss 
of life. There was a heavy on-shore 
swell and the steamer, exposed to the 
full force of every wave, was in danger, 
it was thought, of speedily breaking up; 
but the troops and men have all been 
safely landed and the ship herself still 
holds together so that there is even a 
possibility of saving her.

One of the ship’s officers told the 
Canadian Press that the discipline of 
the troops when the steamer struck was 
splendid. There was no sign of excite­
ment, or confusion, he said, and the men 
formed up and obeyed orders as pre­
cisely as if they were on parade.

THE WESTERN FRONT.
There Is much speculation and very 

little light regarding coming events on 
the French and Italian fronts. It is con­
fidently predicted by some that Luden- 
dorff is about ready to resume the of­
fensive against the French or British 
lines, and by others that the series of 
successful attacks on vantage points by 
the Allied forces during the last ten 
days are preliminary to a major offens­
ive by Gen. Foch. The latter view does 
not seem credible. It is more probable 
that Foch’s policy is U> continually har-
___the enemy at all points, strike at
points where the air patrol discovers 
weakness, and prevent if possible the 
concentration of forces for a new German 
drive. In the meantime more and more 
Americans are arriving, and it is only 
a question of time when an Allied of­
fensive cv" be undertaken with assur­
ance of a sufficient superiority in man­
power to make it effective. It may be 
true, however, that if the Germans strike 
heavily on one section of the front the 
Allied commander will have enough 
forces not only to hold them there but to 
counter-attack with great force at some 
other points At all events the Allies 
have decidedly the best of the minor op­
erations all along the line, and Amen- 
ean troops are pouring into France in 
great and growing numbers.

There Is the same degree of uncer­
tainty as to events of the immediate 
future on the Italian frofit. Some mili­
tary observers believe the Austrians are 
preparing another drive, and others are 
of opinion that the Italians will continue 
to press forward by degrees, and that 
they may even attack upon a formidable 
scale. There does not seem any more 

that they should pursue the lat- 
at present than that Foch 

should strike on the French front; for it 
is doubtful if they have the necessary 
numerical superiority. However, they 
have decidedly the best of the present 
fighting and their position grows daily 
stronger to meet any attack the enemy 
may launch. With a more favorable out­
look in the east, the whole war situation 
is brighter for the Allies..

A WESTERN EXPERIMENT.
Those who rpmember the attempt a 

few years ago to interest all the citizens 
in the Board of Trade as a vehicle of 
expression and an agency for the more 
rapid development of this city will be 
interested in a similar movement on a 
very large scale which has just been 
launched in the city of Winnipeg. The 
campaign began last week, and the goal 
to be attained was a membership of 
3,000 at $25 per year for three years, 
which would give the organization $76,- 
000 per year to carry on Its work. The 
plan was to unite the Board of •Trade 
and Industrial Bureau, and two hundred 
men were formed Into seventy commit­
tees to scour the city for new members. 
The Rotary Club and pther organiza­
tions were actively engaged. It is in­
teresting to note some of the features of 
the new organisation. They are set out 
as follows In the Free Press!

“The Bureau Plan of Operation.—The 
membership of the new organization will 
be given opportunity to express prefer­
ence as to the divisions of work in which 
they are interested. There will be five 
divisions of activity, dvic, agricultural, 
Industrial, commercial, and traffic and 
transportation. Members may belong to 
more than one division.

“The Members Council.—The members 
will also be organized in occupational 
groups, and each group will select an­
nually three delegates to a body to be 
known as the members council. This 
body will meet weekly at a luncheon, 
and its recommendations are passed on 
to the proper bureau for consideration 
and action.

Kaiser Wilhelm of Germany is still 
talking. The war, he now says, is “a 
struggle of two world views wrestling 
with one another,” and argues that “Ger­
man principles of right, freedom, honor, 
and morality must be upheld.”

“German principles of right, freedom, 
honor, and morality”—what are they?
Kultur speaks for itself. - Jt speaks 
through the “scrap of paper,” through 
devastated little nations, through chil­
dren and outraged women. Only the 
other day Lieutenant-General Sir Robert 
Baden-Powell, addressing a central meet­
ing of Boy Scouts at Guildhall, told of 
work done by French Boy Scouts in the 
neighborhood of the firing line. The 
heroism of one of them was described in 
a letter found upon the body of a dead 
(German. General Baden-Powell publicly 
read the letter which follows:

“A traitor has been shot—a little 
French lad belonging to one of those 
gymnastic societies which wear the Tri­
color button. The poor little fellow in 
his infatuation wanted to be a hero. A 
German column was passing along a 
"wooded defile, and the boy was caught
and asked whether the French were [,MEN-S READY-TO-WEAR SUITS, 
about. He refused to give information.
Fifty yards farther on fire was opened 
from the cover of the wood. The prison­
er was asked in French if he had known 
'that the enemy was in the forest, and he 
did not deny it He went with firm 
step to a telegraph post and stood up 
against it, with a greçn vineyard behind 
him, and received the volley of the firing 
party with a proud smile on his face, in­
fatuated boy; it was a pity to see such 
wasted courage.”

Babies, boys, nurses, helpless wound­
ed men—these are the victims which 
“German principles of right, freedom, 
honor, and morality," destroy and gloat 
over. Civilization can enjoy no peace 
until such principles are crushed.

Anglo-Japanese Alliance.
“Again, let it not be overlooked that 

by contracting an intimate friendship 
with Great Britain, Japan is automa­
tically improving her relations with Am­
erica. Antithetically, Japan’s estrange­
ment from Britain means estrangement 
from the United States. The future ac­
tivities of America, which have acquired 
immense economic and financial strength, 
claim careful attention from Japan. 
America has already entered the Euro­
pean war and there is no knowing what 
shape her future actions In the East may 
assume. In any case, it seems that 
Japan’s diplomatic relations with Amer­
ica must grow more delicate and more 
difficult to handle.

“Relations between America and Ger­
many long remained a mystery ; but the 
United States finally took up arms 
against Germany, thus clearly declaring 
her attitude. This was matter of sin­
cere congratulation for all powers 
aligned with the Entente Allies. It is 
difficult to predict the future course of 
international relations, but it appears 
probable that the understanding between 
Britain and America will grow in in­
timacy, while the relations between Am­
erica and Germany cannot easily be re­
stored to their former friendly footing. 
Under these circumstances, it is wise for 
Japan to maintain her good relations 
'with Britain, America and France in the 
east.

An oak 
sitting-room suite is advertised—eight 
chairs, a sofa, and a table—priced at 
4^00 marks, which is an extraordinary 
price for such things in Germany. The 
people who are selling their furniture 
seem to have an endless supply of pianos 
to offer to the public. A cottagè piano 
fetches as much as $350. There are many 
demands for metals of all sorts, and 
chemicals; but most numerous of all are 
advertisements for workmen, especially 
chemists, engineers, and mechanics. The 
shortage in man-power is even more seri- 

than the shortage in material iii 
many industries.

8—(Associated Press)—Germany has 
lost many star pilots in the bitter all 
fighting that has raged with intensity 
this year.. At least fourteen enemy aces, 
who were each credited with twenty or 
more victories and whose aggregate suc­
cesses had totaled 363, are known to 
have been killed or captured.

Among these famous airmen were Cap­
tain Baron von Richthofen, who, it is 
said,had shot down eighty Allied planes ; 
Lieut. Max Muller, whose score was 38; 
Lieutenant Bulow, whose record was 28; 
Captain TVscheck and Lieutenant Wust- 
hoff, both of whom had marked up 27, 
and Lieutenant Louzer, who is said to 
have accounted for 24 Entente airplanes.

Many other prominent pilots from the 
Kaiser’s force, whose reputations were 
almost as great as those named, have 
lost their lives or are in prison camps.

Enemy bombing squadrons also sus­
tained heavy losses. Pilots of bombing 
machines who were killed or captured 
include Captain Kleine, commander of 
the England squadron, which conducted 
raids over the British Isles ; Captain 
Koehl, who recently received the order 
of Pour-le-Merlte, and Captain Weese.

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Good Deal of Government Work 
Undone by Heavy Rains Since■

July I $" - 5
’•

The lost week of continuous rain has 
played costly havoc with highways and 
byways in the affected territories of the 
province and it is understood the soak­
ing has . been pretty general thrqughout 
the counties.

Roundabout St. John, where autoists 
and suburbanites can see for themselves, 
it is known that much damage has re­
sulted. While modem roadways, such 
as local government engineers are laying 
in various localities, are constructed to 
shed the heaviest and most persistent 
downfalls, thoroughfares where rebuild­
ing woyk has not yet commenced pools 
of water, washouts and wash-offs have 
changed the roads into gullied mad pitted 
wallows of mud and stone.

Considerable temporary work done at 
government expense to improve condi­
tions until the road-making plants could 
reach their districts, has been undone. 
9tqpy .hills which had been nicely 
smoothed off and made easy for automo­
bile and horse traffic, have been washed 
off again, the top-dressing of earth and 
fine stone bpiqg caught in miniature 
cataracts that .recurring heavy showers 
created since tim opening of the rain car- 
nival on Domipiaa Day.

■ Wooden diverts and rivulet bridges 
of minor importance havfe been under­
mined and jn a. few places sidehill ditch 
streamk grew to such proportion* that 
they broke down the side of the road­
way. Another effect of the steady rains 
has been deep cross-ruts or washout 
holes, laying bare jagged rock and cob­
blestones. «j,

Auto drivers are especially deploring 
the damage and sloughy conditions 
brought about recently, for while the im­
portant highways can be freed quickly 
and _ will perhaps dry out nicely when 
the hoped-for moon change gives relief 
from the wet spell, many of their fa­
vorite minor roadway resorts—some hav­
ing cottages thereon 
used up.

Government plans to make the whole 
province a network of splendid roads, 
great and small, give the people assur­
ance that full .repairs will be made so 
soon os it is at all possible. Progress 
being made so far in all directions au­
gurs well for the realisation of this hope.

Later reports from country districts 
today substantiate the foregoing. Newly 
repaired thoroughfares have been wash­
ed off and rntfed with traffic because of 
their sodden condition. An automobilist 
who traversed the highway from St. 
John to Burton, Sunbury county, by the 
river road and back to the city via 
Wclsford, says the rain has set work 
of a road-making character back quite 
seriously.

Residents at the Kennebeccasis shore 
near the city where there are no railway 
or steamboat facilities, say that instead 
of automobiling beck and forth to town 
the last few days, they are submarining.

Officials on the incoming C. P. R. and 
Government Railway trains today re­
port that fortunately to date there 
no washouts on their lines.
