Peking, China, Oct. 9—The friendly 

intentions of the Chinese government, 
toward foreign iitterests, will be strong­
ly emphasized in President Yuan Shi 
Kai’s mes age to parliament, off the oc­
casion of his inauguration tomorrow. On 
this subject, he will say:

“The attitude of the foreign powers 
toward us, has always been that of 
peace and fairness and they have given 
us cordial assistance whenever the oc­
casion arose. This, of course, is due «to 
the civilization of the world. Yet, all 
the same, we highly appreciate the good 
will of the friendly powers.

“It is most important for all citizens 
of the Chinese republic clearly to und­
erstand this, and to endeavor to stren­
gthen international friendship.

“With sincerity I hereby declare that 
all treaties, conventions and other en­
gagements entered intq by the former 
Manchu and provisional Republican gov 
emments, shall be strictly observed and 
that all contracts duly concluded by 
former Chinese governments with for­
eign companies and individuals, shall 
also be .strictly observed. ,

“Further I declare that all rights, priv­
ileges epd Immunities enjoyed by for­
eigners in China by virtue of internat-

The 
better class here could not stand for 
anything that would change the innova­
tions, and it would go hard with any 
prisoner or set of prisoners who so vio­
lated rules or created disturbance that 
our new privileges would be taken away- 
In all the years I’ve been coming here 
I never have seen inmates so contented 
and so interested in the proposition of 
doing better when they get out."

As the liquor 
also contains carbohydrates, it should be 
possible to obtain turpentine, and event­
ually it jnay be possible to obtain rub­
ber from it. In furthering the solution 
of such problekis and in eliminating 
other forrqs of wood waste, the new

forest products laboratories being estab­
lished by the dominion government at 
McGill University will doubtless play 
an important part.

One use of the waste liquor mention­
ed above, that has been tried at Grand 
Mere, Quebec, where the Laurentidc 
Company has large pulp 
mills, consists in its utilization for street 
watering. Experience has shown it to 
be as efficacious in keeping down dust 
as oil is, while the objectionable odor 
of oil is quite absent.

Wililam Lloyd Garrison wrote Henry 
George that “he did not believe that the 
adoption of the Single Tax would cure 
all the ills which afflict humanity.” Mr. 
George replied “I certainly agree with 
you that the single tax will not cure all 
human ills, but freedom will.”

H. N. McDonald in the 
Daily News” of September 18th, makes 
d vigorous attack on the single tax be­
cause its partial adoption has not made 
everyone in Vancouver wealthy and be­
cause lie ' insists that all workingmen 
have a right to homes in the exclusive 
districts of Shaughnessy Heights, Kitsi- 
lano and Fatrview.

Every single taxer will agree that 
workingmen do not today get a fail- 
share of the products of their labor and 
tliht only the abolition of every form of' 
privilege will ensure their getting their 
just deserts.

But Vancouver has not yet adopted 
the single tax even for city purposes, 
'an# taking the tax off improvements is 
oiily one short step,toward the full single 
tax; but it is a step which has done all 
that any student of the single tax ever 
claimed it would do.

It has not prevented Vancouver, Vic­
toria and other cities from sharing to 
some extent in the general upset of busi­
ness which has been caused by the con­
traction of credits and tight money due 
to the Balkan War and our bad banking 
system; but it has prevented those cit­
ies from suffering as severely as they 
woiild have done under the old system.

Most of his objections he answers 
himself and only a more careful and 
more thorough study of the single tax 
is needed to make Mr. McDonald u 
single taxer.

As to figures, take these : Building 
permits in Vancouver in 1909 (the year 
before the full exemption of improve­
ments was adopted $7^258,566; 1910, $18,- 
150,865; 1911, $17.652,642; 1912, $19,888,- 
422; 1918—for first five months, $6",209,- 
452. June, July and August have swell­
ed this so that the total so far is over 
nine million dollars. In spate of hard 
times and tight money «and the great 
amount of building for the past few 
years, Vancouver buildings this year 
away ahead of Seattle’s which has 
double the population- Victoria’s build­
ing permits tell the same story. Exemp­
tion of improvements from taxation was 
a<|opted in lfll with the result that 
buildings doubled, being more than four 
million dollars against t#vo millions un­
der the old plan in 1910 and in 1912 
doubled again, being over eight' million 
dollars. The above mentioned figures 
for Vancouver and Victoria do not in­
clude the suburbs where the same sys­
tem bar ha«Ljjrç -&aoic results, vis, more 
buildings with better accommodations 
and more, substantial in character..

Mr. McDonald admits that the prac­
tical working of the system has con­
verted to its favor almost every man 
who fought it bitterly four years ago.

He approves the idea of taxing the 
rental value of the bane land, but if, he 
adds, 9and abolish all other taxes,’, he 
has the single tax programme in the 
very words in which single taxers pre­
fer to state it. »

He quotes approvingly the single tax 
canon of taxation “neyer tax anything 
that can or would run away or that 
could or would come to you” without 
knowing that it is single tax doctrine, 
nor that the logical result of its ap­
plication would be the abolition of all 
taxes safe one on the rental value of 
bare land.

But let anyone who disputes either 
thé justice or the expediency of exempt­
ing improvements from taxation 
sider this: In 1910 the full exemption 
of improvements was bitterly fought 
and those who advocated it were vigor­
ously denounced and it was carried by 
buj^one vote. In 1911 there was again 
vigorous objection but the majority 
was larger. In 1912 opposition had al­
most disappeared and in 1918 it 
adopted unanimously. Substantially the 
same thing is true of Victoria and the 
other twenty-six municipalities large 
and small in British Columbia which 
have adopted the same system. No man 
today in all British Columbia can make 
a successful campaign for any office who 
would take for his platform opposition 
to the exemption of improvements from 
taxation or opposition to the single tax.
I believe that to be true also of Al­
berta and Saskatchewan and the day is 
at hand when it will be true of every 
province.

$1 a barrel on the trees and in some dis­
tricts hundreds of barrels of good fruit 
were allowed, to fall to the ground and 
rot because no profitable market could 
be found for it. It came out also that in 
tlie western provinces consumers were 
required to pay from $5 to $5.60 a bar­
rel for good fruit.

J. A. Ruddick, dairy and cold storage 
commissioner, in giving evidence on this 
question pointed out that about $1.75 a 
barrel was received in the Lake Ontario 
and Lake Erie districts by the members 
of the co-operatiye associations while 
independent growers received about $1 
a barrel. The commissioner in referring 
to the discrepancy, bet ween the first and 
final prices of apples estimated that the 
unavoidable expenses amounted to about 
$2.23 a barrel made up as follows:— 
barrel, 46c.; picking, 17c.; management 
expenses or commission to a local 
Buyer, 19c.,; freight to Winnipeg, 80c.; 
broker’s commission, 12c.; and retail­
er’s profit 50c. a barrel.

The question of marketing was but 
one of many dealt with by the special 
committee who had as witnesses besides

er, Messrs. Daniel Johnson of Forest, t Tender for Repairs to piling (E 
Ont., S. B. Chute of Berwick, N. S., W.

Hardwell of Ottawa.

As evidence of the value of co-opera­
tion to the grower, Mr. Johnson instanc­
ed the ease of a woman who was offer­
ed, by a local buyer,$1.26 for her crop 
for which she received through a co­
operative association $1,085.

Mr. Chute who represented 1,500 farm­
ers as manager of the United Fruit Co. 
of Nova Scotia, explained that through 
liis organization 5,000 tons of fertilizer 
had been bought from the manufactur­
ers for the members who had been 
benefited to the extent of about $15,000 
on purchases of fertilizers, spraying ma­
chines and materials, farm implements, 
seeds and other requirements.

Equally interesting evidence was giv­
en by the other witnesses all of which

Canada 
will never submit to the humiliating 
policy of contribution. Sir Gilbert Par­
ker, we have not the slighest doubt, sees 
this as clearly as Canadians themselves.

For a trifle over two hours and twenty 

minutes the man, whose requiem was 
.sung by thousands of fans after the 
final game against the Boston Red Sox 
in the world’s series of 1912, turned the 
hard hitting Athletics back without a 
semblance of a break.

those two berths, according to de­
spatches from the Nova Scbtia capital, 
she will have to accommodate the Em­
presses, the Allan liners, the White Star, 
Dominion, the Cunard, the Canadian 
Northern as well as the freight vessels 
which make Halifax their terminus in 
winter.

Naturally, Halifax is worried. Rumors 
that the action of thé C. P. R. in send­
ing the Empresses to Halifax will mean 
that the Canadian Northern, Cunard and 
White Star Dominion boats will change 
their port to St. John and leave out 
Halifax altogether are rife.

Calculating that six lines will touch 
at Halifax or make their terminal at 
that port, those two berths will have 
to accommodate at least six to eight 
vessels every week. The Liverpool-New- 
foundland service to be considered, and 
the Furness steamers.

The Empresses always stay in port 
one week to be provisioned and over­
hauled. Thus one berth will be contin­
ually occupied by a mail steamer, leav­
ing only one other berth for the other 
five, or seven (, or nine, as the case may 
be, which are Waiting in the stream for 
their turn to unload !

According to this each boat should 
have about half a day at the berths for 
the purpose of unloading, loading, dis­
charging and taking on passengers and 
mail, stocking, filling their bunkers and 
all the other multitudinous duties that 
fall to the lot of a ship’s company in 
port. Just twelve hours—when it can’t 
be done in less than several days!

Added to all this the report states that 
neither of these two berths is big enough 
to accommodate either one of the Em­
press boats or one of the big Allan 
liners ! Looks as if Halifax had bitten 
off more than she could chew !

A. H. Harris, a Canadian Pacific of­
ficial at Ottawa, who is believed to 
have inside information as to the ar­
rangements for C. P. R. shipping, is 
said to have stated at Ottawa yesterday 
that in all probability the Royal George 
and the Royal Edward, both mall steam­
ers of the Canadian Northern line, 
would not go to Halifax because of the 
lack of facilities there, but would come 
direct to St. John.
