“What are apt to be the new features, 
captain of coming wars?”

“One will be smokeless powder, about 
which much ado has been made, but I 
ara not altogether certain as to the future 
of this invention. In the first place, it 
is more than questionable whether the 
powder will preserve its qualities long 
enough to make its adoption warrant­
able. Secondly, supposing that difficul­
ty overcome, there is an objection to its 
general use in the fact that the manœu­
vres of the attacking troops would no long­
er be masked, thus placing them at a 
serious disadvantage. In consequence, 
armies might have to carry two sorts of 
powder, and this would of course be a 
great encumberance. The small bore rifle 
is another new thing. The European 
armies carry rifles to-day with a bore 

he diameter of those used in 
our late war, and is 7£ or 8 millimetres. 
This results in an appreciable saving in 
size and weight of ammunition, so that 
the soldier who could formerly carry 
only 80 rounds can to-day carry 120 or 
140 rounds.”

“Is there any prospect of using high 
explosive cartridges in rifles, and what 
would be the advantage?”

“A rifle ball kills or disables surely 
enough as it is. We do not want to blow 
our enemies’ bodies into fragments, In 
fact we would rather wound their men 
than kill them, because every w ounded 
man incapacitates at least two others, 
who have to look after him, whereas a 
dead man only needs burying, and even 
that is sometimes omitted.”

Three sides of the southern Nyanza 
of Usongora, which is called now Albert 
Edward Nyanza, are about 900 feet high­
er than Albert Nyanza, having an exit at 
Semliki, which receives over fifty streams 
from the Rujenzori and finally enters the 
Albert Nyanza, making the Albert Ed­
ward the source of the southwest branch 
of the White Nile, the Victoria Nyanza, 
being the source of the south-east branch.

FATE OF THE BENDERS.

One of the Vigllan Is Tells the Story of 
Their Death.

BY TKLKGBAPH TO THK GAZETTE.

Los Angeles, Cal. Nov. 7.—By accident 
today the Herald correspondent came 
across the man who clears away the 
mystery snrrounding the fate oÇthe Bend­
ers. His name is N. Coherly, who has 
been in the employ of the street depart­
ment here Coherly says that in 1882 he 
was a constable of Havana township, 
Montgomery county, Kan. The Benders 
moved there in 1871 and opened a way- 
side tavern, from which many strange 
disappearances took place. The crimes 
were discovered by the murder of York, 
and vigilants proceeded to the tavern to 
mete ont punishment On the way 
they met young Bender, who finally con­
fessed, and then the party 
father’s [house. “Thirteen bodies, in­
cluding that of York, were exhumed in 
the orchard,” said Coherly. “One of these 
was that of a child, buried with its mur­
dered father, and the little one had evid­
ently [been .entombed alive. A small, 
feathery pillow was placed over its face 
with the evident intention of smothering 
its [cries while dirt was being heaped 
upon it. After the search was concluded 
and the mode of killing explained,name­
ly; placing the victim’s head with his 
back to a cloth partition and then strik­
ing his head outlined there with an axe. 
Old man Bender,the old woman and Kate 
Bender were loaded into their own 
wggon and headed south. I was one of 
100 men who followed and surrounded 
that wagon. Reaching Rocky Hill, near 
Coal Creek, in a barren, desolate region 
a few' miles from the Bender tavern the 
wagon was halted, and 100 bullets 
whizzed through the air. Three demons 
were literally riddled with balls. Their 
bodies were not buried. They were 
thrown out among the rocks on the 
hillside, where the wolves probably fed 
upon them. No investigation of the case 
was ever made by the authorities, but 
yon can rest assured that the Bender 
family will never again be heard of in 
this world. The next spring three more 
bodies of murdered men were found in 
Dunn Creek, and all told it is believed 
that Bender killed 17 people, including 
the child that was buried alive.”
