PROF. KOCH ARD HIS DISCOVERY.

The older readers of the Gazerre
remember with what interest they per-
used the details of the discoveries of
Professor Morse, the explorations of Dr.
Livingston, and the earlier achievements
of Henry M.Stanley and Mr. Edison. In
a way these are the greatest men of the
century and have brought about results
the effects of which will be
felt by our, descendants through
all’ coming ages. They have open-
ed doors, which if ever opened
before had been closed for centuries, but
which through the . discovery of the art
of printing and the almost universal dif-
fusion of knowledge which has followed
that Qiscovery, it is impossible should
ever bhe closed again. The discovery
made b+ Prof. Koch which causes all
eyes to turn to Berlin, is perhaps no
greater than the discoveries of Prof.
Morse and Mr. Edison, but it
has an individual interest for every
member of our race. There is hard-
ly afamily in the world that has not
had occasion to tremble on account of
the ravages of tuberculous diseases or
consumption. Of course Prof. Koch does
not pretend to restore to vigorous health
any patient whese lungs have been de-
stroyed by disease, but he can arrest its
ravages and eliminate from the system
forever the germs by which the disease
is fed: In other words, he destroys the
geeds of the disease, and renders the
patient invulnerable tosubsequent attack.

On Saturday Prof. Koch published in
Berlin some of the details of his discov-
ery, a translation of which appeared in
the Medical News of Philadelphia on the
same day. Ilis first experiments were
tried on animals, upon which it conferred
immunity against inoculation with the
tubercle bacillus and arrested the pro-
gress of tuberculous disease. These ex-
periments have been followed by
the treatment of human patients
with uniformly good results.
The remedy isa brownish liquid which
when introduced into the stomach has
no effect. It isinjected subcutaneously
in very small quantities with a small
syringe and the place chosen for the in-
jection is the skin of the back between
the shoulder Dblades and the lumbar
region. Prof. Koch describes the effect
of the remedy after an injection made
in his own upper arm:—

Three to four hours after the injection
there came a pain in the limbs, fatigue,
inclination to cough, difficulty of breath-
ing, which speedily increased in the
fifth hour, and were unusually violent.
A chill followed, whicli lasted almost
an hour. Atthe same time there was
nausea, vomiting and a rise of body
temperature to 39 .6° C. After 12
hours all these symptoms abated, the
temperature fell, and on the next day it
was normal. A feeling of fatigue and
pain in the limbs continued for a few
days and for exactly the same period of
time the site of injection remained
slightly painful and red.

It generally has no effect whatever up-
on a healthy human being, or upon a
person suffering from any other disease
than tuberculosis. In this respect its
operation seems to be somothing like
that of the vaccine virus, which only
acts when the patient is in a condition
to be attacked by small pox, but this
remeay goes further than the vaccine
virus; i il not only prevent attacks of
tuberc: iosis but cures the disease after
it has Lecome seated. Its immediate ef-
fect upon a person suffering with the
digease is described as follows:

The general reaction consists in an at-
tack of fever, which usually begins with
rigors, and raises the temperatvre above
39°, often up to 40°,and even 41° C.
This is accompanied by pain in the
lunbs, coughing, great fatigue, and often
sickness and vomiting. Inseveral cases
a slight icteric discoloration was observ-
ed, and occasionally an eruption like
measles on the chest and neck. The at-
tack usually begins four to five hours

after the injection, and lasid from 12 to
15 hours. Occasionally it begins later,
and then runs its course with less inten-
sity. The patients gre very little affect-
ed by the attack, an1 as soon as it is
over feel comparatively well, generally
better than before.

The result of Prof. Koch’s investiga-
tions in cases of phthisisis modestly set
forth as follows in his own words:—
These experiences lead me to suppose
that({)hthims in the beginning can be
cured with certainty. This statement
requires limitation in so far as at pres-
ent no conclusive experiences can pos-
sibly be brought forward tn prove
whether the cure is lasting. Relapses
may naturally occur, but it can be as-
sumed that they may be cured as easy
and quickly as the first attack.

On the other hand, it seems possible
that, as in other infectious diseases, pat-
ients once cured may retain their im-
munity, but this must for the present re-
mainan open question. In. part this
may be assumed for other cases when
not too far advanced, but patients with
large cavities, who suffer from complica-
tions,caused for instance,by the incursion
of other pus-forming micro-organisms
into the cavities, or by incurable patho-
logical changes in other organs, will
piobably obtain lasting benefit from the
remedy in only exceptional cases.

Even such patients, however, were ben-
efited for a time. This seems to prove
thai in their cases, too, the original tub-
erculous disease is influenced by the
remedy in the same manner as in the
other cases, but that we are unable to
remove the necrotic masses of tissue
with the secondary suppurative pro-
cesses,

The thought involuntarily suggests
itself that relief might possibly be
brought to many of these several afflict-
ed patients by a combination of this
new thecapeutic method wilth surgical
operatiois (such as the operation ior
empyema), or with other curative
methods; and here I would earnestly
warn people against conventional and
indiscriminate application of the remedy
in all cases of tuberculosis.

The treatment will probably be quite
simple in cases in which the beginning
of phthisis and simple surgical cases
are concerned, but i all other forms of
tuberculosis, medical art must have full
sway by ecereful individualization, and
making use of all other auxiliary
methods to assist the action of the
remedy. In many cases the decided
impression was created, but the careful
nursing bestowed on the patient had a
coasiderable influence on the result of
the treatment, and I am in favor of
applying the remedy to proper sanataria
as opposed to treatment at home and in
the out-patient room.

How far the methods of treatment al-
ready recognized as curative, such as
mountain climate, fresh air, special diet,
etc., may be profitably combined with
the new treatment cannot yet be defini-
tely stated, but I believe that these
therapeutic methods will also be highly
advantageous when combined with the
new treatment.

In many cases, especially in the con-
valescent stage, as regards tuberculosis
of the brain and larynx and miliary
tuberculosis, we had too little material
at our disposal togain proper experience.

The professor has been assisted in his
investigations by several of the most
eminent medical men of Germany,
to whom his remedy is already
available, and it will soon be
within the reach of the profes-
sion throughont the world. Berlin is fill-
ing up with consumptives from the shores
of the Mediterranean awaiting treat-
ment, and foreign doctors are arriving
in the city daily. The Italan govern-
ment has sent three physicians to Dr.
Koch and his co-laborers for instraction.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

It appears that the opposition in York
have determined not to file any petition
against the return of Messrs. Blair, Wil-
son, Anderson and Colier, as the time
within which this could be done has
been allowed to expire. Thisis a wise
and sensible course to pursue for itis
evident that another contest in York
would not add-to the sirength of the
opposition.

We are told that about fifty deer’s
heads have been moiinted by one taxi-
dermist in Bangor this season, and that
the heads are coming in almost daily.
The abundance of deer in the Maine for-
ests is likely t5 be followed by an influx
of wolves; in fact more of these animals
bave been seen in the woods of
Maine this fall than for several years
past. Itis persumed that as vigorous
measures will be adopted for their exter-
mination as has been for the protection
of their favorite prey.

The Woodstock Press says:—

Farmers, many of whom almost trem-
bled a few weeks ago, with fear of the
results of the M(-Ki?ﬁey bill, are now re-
joicing in the effects of that measure,
and feel very pleasantly towards the de-
feated congressmen. Prices of produce
never ranged higher, generally, in this
county at this season of the year than
they do now.

Prices for nearly all the products of
the farm have seldom been more favor-
able to the agriculturists throughout the
province than at present. It is the
Yankee consumer that has been hit by
the boomerang.

There has been an impression that our
old friend Pecksniff was dead, but this it
appears, is an error. Pecksniff' is still
very much alive and kicking, so to
speak, nor has his disposition changed
in all these years. His domestic affec-
tions are still as warm as ever, and he
is still as great a hypocrite, as greata
bully, as great a coward, and probably
as great a liar. But he is with all this,
a very moral man and a great philan-
thropist. Morality fairly exudes from
him in large quantities, and he is able
to thank God that he is not as other
men, and never earned his money by
wickedness. This is a beautiful trait in
Pecksnifl’s character, and it is delightiul
to know, that whether engaged in rob-
bing an estate or attempting to seduce
another man’s wife, he is still a great
moralist.

On the Heather*

Itis a fact, scarcely creditable at first
thought, that *“Scots Wha Hae” and
“The Land o’ the Leal,” so widely differ-
ent in sentiment, find their familiar
musical expression in the same tune—
“Hey, tuttie taittie,” perhaps the oldest
Scotch melody exant. The poet Dunbar,
in one of his poems, ridicules the com-
mon minstrels of Edinburgh for having
but two tunes—“Now the Day Daws”
and “Into June.” “The Day Daws” was
sung to “Taitte Taittie;’ and Dunbar’s
reference proves it to have been a pop-
ular melody as early at least as the end
of the fifteenth century, if really it is not,
as tradition avers, as old as the days of
Robert the Bruce.

Mr R. J. Patrick, of the Balmoral Choir,
has in his possession a noteworthy relic
of Robert Burns in the shape of a walk-
ing stick which belonged to our great
national poet. The genuineness of the
relic is, Mr. Patrick informs us, beyond
all question. as its history can be traced
from the days it was in the bard’s pos-
session until now. It was cut at Ochter-
tyre by Sir William Murray and present-
ed by bim to the bard_in 1787 whiie the
lattef was on a toar through the High-
lands. Burns kept it and used it until 1792
when he gave it to Mr. Corbet, one of
the Supervisors of Excise, as a keepsake.
Through Him it went to Liverpool,
where it has been for 11 years-carefully
treasured in a Scotch family, Mr. Pat-
rick using it when reciting “Tam o’ Shan
ter” around Burns’ anniversary time.

THE KITE-SHAPED TRACK.

IT IS EXPEUTED TO REVOLUTION-
IZE THE WORLD OF HORSE
RACING.

The Records Have Got to Come Down—
and the Kite-Shaped Track is con-
sidered Scveral Records Better Than
Any Other—Some of the Records Al-
ready Made.

Horse racing has reached such vast

proportions that the trotting courses and

paraphernalia of a racing stable to the
most minute detail are made as nearly
perfect as possible, and all that human
skill and money can produce are brought

into play. Tothe breeder of today, a

2.30 trotter is of little coasequence, and

he therefore sirives in order to prove his

theory to produce not only the 2.20 and

2.15, but the 2.10 and 2.08 performer.

Since the day that the queen of the turf,

Maud 8., make her famous mile of 2.08%,

the nearest approach to a record-breaker

has been the California-bred filly

Sunol. The only resort left

to dethrone the queen from

THE KITE-SHAPED  TRACK.

Woodburn will be on trial on the new
styled track, which is in the shape of a
parabola, or as it is commonly called,
the kite-shaped track, which has furn-
ished such universal astonishment in
the turf world.

The idea of a track with two turus,
which would also have a straightaway
finish, such as the Morris park and
Mommouth running courses, was first
suggested by William B. Fasig, the sec-
retary of the Cleveland Driving Park
Asssociation, and an illustration of it is
herewith given. Mr. Fasig’s idea was
to have a track exactly a mile long with
straightaway stretches one-third mile
in length, and a one-third mile turn, with
a loop at the small end of the track for
scoring and finishes.

It was not until this year that a public
test of the kite-sbaped track was made.
It remained for that progressive young
horseman, C. W. Williams, of Indepen-
dence, 1a., to first introduce it to the
public, and with nearly half of the $105,
000 received for the stallion Axtell, he
built one of the finest race tracks in the
West, and at the summer meeting not
long ago he and the track created a de-
cided sensation in trotting circles. On
this track the trotters and pacers we.e
able to make from two to five seconds
better time than they ever accomplished
on the regulation counrse, and each
day brought out a phenomenal re-
cord-breaking mile. Among them,Crick-
et, by Steinway, the pacing wonder from
California, took a 5-year-old record of
2.10. Roy Wilkes reduced the pacing
stallion record from 2.12} to 2.09, and a
day later to 2.08}; Major Wonder paced
in 2.14} in a race, and Manager, a mere
baby, by Nutwood, reduced the two-year-
old pacing record to 2.16}. Among the
trotters, Margaret S. trotted the best
three consecutive heats on record for a
four-year-old, and then reduced her re-
cord to 2.12}, which is, next to that of
Sunol, the best on record for her age; Jack
trotted in 2.13 and repeated in 2.12}, and
Alabaster, by Aberdeen, trotted the
third heat of a race in 215, which
is the best on record for a four-
year-old stallion in a race. All these
wonderfal performances created sus-
picion and led many to believe that the
track was short, but a meeting on the
kite-shaped track at Kankakee, Ill., set-
tled all.doobts as to the new styled
course being'the fastest in the world.
The Kankakee track is of much finer
soil than Mr. William’s and is consider-
ed a ftrifle faster. The track in the
stretch is 80 feet wide, and on the turn
65 feet wide, nine horses being allowed
to start abreast. The track is on a level
from start to finish, and in  the
stretch has a pitch of three-fourths
of an inch in width, thus fo: -
ing a four-foot start to the track on
the stretch, and making it easy for a
horse to travel. The first performance
of note at Kankakee was, perhaps, the
most important of the year, considerin:
that the stallion Nelson reduced the
world’s stallion record to 2113, which
was immediately followed by the perfor-
mances of Greenlander, by Princeps,who
trotted in 2.15} ; Nutmeg, by Nutwood,
in 2.19; Faustina, a two-year-old stallion
iu 2.23} and a mile in the third heat of a
race in 2.13}, by the Montana pacer, B.
B., whose history and ancestory are un-
known. -

There are many strong arguments in
favor of the kite-shaped track. It is ad-
miited that on a track with only two
turns and with straightaway stretches,
a horse is enabled to cover a mile in
faster time than on a circular track, in
that with but two turns every horse in a
race, with the exception of the one at the
pole, would trot a shorter mile, and be
able to reach the wire in quicker time.

The kite shaped track is always the
safest from collisions, as accidents are
almost entirely confined to the first turn.
The word is given to a long stretch of
straightaway, and there is no incentive
on the part of drivers to rush for the
pole, 80 as to have an advantage on the
first turn ohtained on the circular track,
and with a third ofa mile of straight
track all horses in a’ race have an equal
show with the pole horse, which does
away with all unnecessary and tedious
scoring.

Canada for the Canadians.

To the Editor of the GAZETTE.

Sir,—St. John has recently bad a visit
from one of Canada’s most philanthropic
sons, and one who fully believes in the
motto at the head of this article.

Mr. P. M. Pattison, the founder and
erganizer of the Canadian Home Circle,
will, when his life work becomes better
known, have his name placed on the list
of public benefactors. Philip M. Pattison
was born in Crowland, Ontario, July 5th,
1838, and is, consequently, now in his
53rd year. He began tbe work which
lead him to originate the home circle as
early as 1880 by assisting in organizing
22 lodges of the Ancient Order of United
Workmen. . In 1881 he united with the
Royal Templars ot Temperance,and being
a strong temperance man was desirous
of promoting the interests of this organ-
ization. He succeeded in organizing
about 150 councils while connected with
this order but when an attempt was
made by some of the members to estab-
lish a reserve fund. Mr. Pattison retired.
He had, during this campaign, carefully
noted ail the objections made by the
public to both insurance companies and
insurance societies, He also noted all
the strong points and, what he consider-
ed weak ones in the various companies
and societies with which he had been
connected and starting out with
two fundamental ideas, Canada for
Canadians and Insnrance at Cost,
Mr. Pattison evolved from his brain
what is now known as the Canadian
Home Circle. It now required pluck
and perseverance to put this society on
its feet. Mr. Pattison was not a man of
extensive influence or large means but
he had faith in himself in the sincerity
of his purpose and in the righteousness
of his plan. -He put his property and
his life into it and it has succeeded.
The Home Circle is now an cstablished
fact and has come to stay. The days
of experiment are now passed
and the Society is now in  the
full strength of its early manhood.
Six thousand links made out of Canad-
ian metal good and true have been weld-
ed into the chain and the sound of the
hammer welding in the seventh thous-
and may be heard from Vancouver to
Halifax. Sixteen links made from the
brawny muscle of St John that never
breaks were wielded into the chaina
few evenings ago, and the chain is still
unfinished, waiting for more.
