For the first time in the history of 

Victoria a big four-master fully laden 
left the upper end of the inner harbor 
on Saturday night, when the British 
barque Elginshire, Capt. Wrfght, car­
rying nearly two million feet of lumber 
and drawing over twenty-four feet of 
water, was taken to an anchorage in 
the Royal Roads.

Consorted by the tug Lome, with the 
tug Dominion at her bows, the Elgin­
shire was moved from the Michigan 
and Puget Sound Lumber Company’s 
wharf amid the cheering of her crew 
and spectators and the hooting of 
whistles, down the channel which hacf 
been especially cut for her and out of 
the harbor without accident of any 
kind.

Some anxiety was occasioned by a 
delay in swinging the E. & N. railway 
bridge, which was wTiistled for at 6.55 
p. m. The tide was rising, high water 
was due at 8.30 and it was almost im­
perative that the big barque be taken 
out before the ebb. The bridge was 
held for the night train, however, and, 
in spite of continued whistling from 
the Lome, was not opened until after 
7.30 o’clock. When the lines were cast 
off and the Elginshire commenced to 
move down the channel a knot of spec­

tators raised a cheer which was an­
swered lustily by the crew ofthe wind­
jammer.

Pilot Bucknam and Capt. Thomas H. 
Brown were aboard the barque and the 
latter watched her progress down the 
channel to Porter’s wharf, which he 
had only completed digging a few hours 
before, with great interest rendering 
considerable assistance to the pilot. As 
the straining tugs and their tow came 
abreast of the Dominion dredge Mud­
lark, which had made the passage of 
the Elginshire possible, the ensign was 
dipped and salutes were exchanged be­
tween the mud-thrower and the tugs.

From the time the E. & N. bridge 
was passed the barque made good pro­
gress, followed by the Michigan Pacific 
Lumber Co.’s tug Beatrice, Captain 
Aaroe, on which were T. C. Sorby, sec­
retary of Victoria Inner Harbor asso­
ciation ; D. Hankin, manager of the M. 
and P. S. mill; W. A. Whitman, gener­
al superintendent of logging operations 
for the M. and P. S. Company; J". H. 
Moore, Michigan Pacific Company ; a 
Times reporter and a number of ladies.

An hour and ten minutes were occu­
pied in clearing the harbor. Off the 
outer wharf the tug Dominion cast off 
her tow-line and blew a farewell, which 
was echoed by the Beatrice and answer­
ed by the Lome as the latter swung 
the big sailer for an anchorage in the 
roads.

The Elginshire is the first vessel of 
her size ..to load and clear in the inner 
harbor. She is a four-masted marque 
of 2038 tons and is carrying a capacity 
cargo of 1,842,000 feet B. M. of spruce 
and fir for Delagoa Bay. When she 
left the harbor she was drawing 21 ft. 1 
inch forward and 21 ft. 8 in. aft.

At this evening’s meeting of the city 
council Angus Smith, city engineer, 
will submit a report on the fasibility 
of the city taking over some 80 acres 
of land on Saanich Inlet, which has 
been offered by Hewling & Company 
as suitable for a future supply of sand 
and gravel. The engineer has obtained 
some figures as to the cost of deliver­
ing the material within the city limits, 
but has not yet made arrangements 
for boring test holes. In the "event of 
the city taking over the property it 
would be necessary to purchase a 
couple, of scows and make arrange­
ments for towing.

Speaking of the matter this morn- 
; ing, Mr. Simth expressed the opinion 

that it might be good policy for the 
pre- city to own its own sand and gravel 

pits, even if they were not worked im­
mediately. His information was that 
the available supply of this class of 
material was small, and with the up­
building of the country such properties 
would become increasingly valuable.

The land which the city may -acquire 
is 80 acres in extent, and is offered for 
$300 per acre. It is described as lot 102, 
Saanich Inlet. The owners are willing 
that if the corporation purchases the 
property the cost of tests to determine 
the quantity and value of the material 
will be borne by the company in any 
amount up to $500.

One of the interesting phases of the 
situation on this coast in respect to 
the available supplies of sand and 
gravel is that while there is an 
abundant supply for all present pur­
poses on Vancouver Island, there is 
little if any on the mainland. Thus, the 
B. C. Sand & Gravel Company, of 
Victoria, is constantly sending ship­
ments to Vancouver, and lately made 
arrangements to open an agency in 
that city.

There are vast deposits of material 
up the line of the E. & N. railway, but 
the cost of delivering the sand and 
gravel to the business centres on this 
portion of the coast makes the hand­
ling of it almost prohibitive.

That the time has arrived when Rock 
Bay should be filled In or dredged out 
is the opinion of the members of the 
city council as expressed at Fri­
day’s meeting, -and the sanitary inspec­
tor and city engineer will be asked to 
make a report on tpe matter at once.

It was mentioned Friday that the 
drainage arrangements are very bad at 
Rock Bay and that the health of the 
neighboring community is menaced 
thereby. The question of how to Im­
prove conditions is a very difficult one, 
inasmuch as the sawmills in the vicin­
ity require water to move their logs 
about in, and for that reason the sug­
gestion that the bay be filled In would 
seem to be Impracticable. But that 
something will have to be done at the 
earliest date every member of the 
board is agreed upçn.

Prior to taking up the regular busi­
ness the board was waited on by J. 
Hewllhgs, representing Hewllng & 
Company, who have made an offer to 
the city of 80 aCreS of land which 
might bè used for sand-pit purposes. 
The land is in what is known as lot 
102 and the price quoted is $300 per 
acre; Mayor Morley expressed himself 
as heartily in favor of the city owning 
its own pits, and it was decided to have 
the city engineer make a report as to 
the cost of hauling sand and gravel 
from Saanich inlet to the city. If this 
cost is not prohibitive, the matter will 
be gone into again, The owners are 
willing that if the city purchases the 
property the cost of tests will be allow­
ed in any amount up to $500.

The new paved roadway on Yates 
street from Douglas to Cook street, is 
to be the same width as that contem­
plated on Douglas street, 78 feet. The 
width of the sidewalks is to be 16 feet. 
Before the paving work commences-the 
advisability of putting .in additional 
hydrants will be .considered.

It was decided on the advice of the 
engineer that hereafter when owners 
of new sub-divisions come to the city 
to have their plans approved they 
must satisfy the council that they h£.ye; 
located stone monuments at the inter­
sections of the proposed new streets 
marked on the plan. The city engineer 
will also undertake the work of estab­
lishing the various grades for streets 
marked on plans of subdivisions.

The city will call for tenders for the 
cluster light standards and lights 
which will be Installed on St. Charles 
street.

Frank A. McDiarmid, the newly-in­
stalled city solicitor, submitted a 
port on the manner in which works of 
local improvement are to be executed. 
This set out that in those cases where 
works have been initiated by the coun­
cil and advertisements of which have 
been made and as to which no part of 
the work has been done, the specifica­
tions for the work are binding upon the 
owners affected by reason of the fact 
that np petition has been sent in 
against the Work, _and is àlso binding 
on the council, and no change can be 
made in ther*specifications in any way. 
The work, however, not having been 
proceeded with and no time limit be­
ing pyt upon,.the corporation within 
which tty 1 cOrtiînéncé the Work,: - fol­
lows that if the corporation does not do 
it the people cannôt be taxed. If the 
bylaw is allowed to lapse there 1» noth­
ing to prevent an advertisement of an 
entirely new work which may vary 
slightly from the old specification, but 
however slightly it varies, it must have 
the whole of the formula prescribed by 
the act. gone through with.

With regard- to work, part of which 
has been done under the advertised 
specifications, whether this work Is in­
augurated under the petition system or 
on the council’s initiative, Mr. McDiar­
mid gives it as his opinion that the on­
ly way to change any portion of the 
specification substituting asphalt or 
any other material, for macadam, or 
vice versa, is to have a petition under 
section 50, of sub-section 148 of the 
Municipal -Clauses Act, which petition 
must specify that z the work already 
done is to be treated as part of the new 
work. It will have to be advertised in 
that way and the two bylaws must be 
Incorporated together, either by pass­
ing two bylaws with cross references 
between them, or by putting them in 
one bylaw. But unless the petition is 
received specifying that the petitioners 
are willing that the work already done 
shall be treated as part of the new 
work no change can be made.

On the question of what the council’s 
legal position Is In regard to a local 
improvement work on a street where 
the owners of a portion of the thor­
oughfare desire a change to some other 
class of work on that portion, Mr. Mc­
Diarmid will report later.

The committee then discussed the ap­
plication of the owners on Richardson 
street, between Cook and Moss streets, 
that the street be paved with asphalt 
instead of macadam, which had been 
decided upon, and it was agreed to fol­
low the advice of the solicitor. Ihe 
work will be readvertised as a new 
work, a new petition to be put in by the 
owners. The same course will be fol­
lowed in the case of Rockland avenue, 
between Vancouver and Moss streets, 
on which section the owners want as­
phalt instead of macadam.

To an outsider this may sound like 
attacking a battleship with bow and 
arrows, but to Hoosiers it is a different 
matter. Marshall was forced Into the 
governorship against his own wishes 
by the Indiana Democratic machine 
which was in desperate need of a com­
promise candidate. Marshall réspond- 
ed by Ignoring and almost disrupting 
the Indiana Democratic machine, and 
giving the state a splendid non-pârti- 
zan administration. As a result he has 
achieved tremendous popularity and 
has been mentioned frequently* as a 
1912 presidential possibility. He has 
studiously avoided the limelight, but 
it is believed that if. he sets out on 
the trail of Colonel Roosevelt,, to many 
of whose policies he is. violently op­
posed, the fire will fly.

Despite this, the announcement that 
Roosevelt Is to enter the lists here was 
most unwelcome news to .the Demo­
cratic organization. The colonel has a 
tremendous popularity c in 
where the insurgent movement is rap­
idly gaining in strength, and the fact 
that he has apparently decided to come 
out flat footed for the progressive 
movement will intensifly his popular-* 
ity, it is said.

HARD ON A BIG FAT MAN.

Some Good Bargains in Enamelware Yet to Be Had at 10c, 25c and 50cPresident Taft is iii one respect to 
be greatly envied these days, although 
he is an exceptionally fleshy man and 
the temperature is like that of the tor­
rid zone. Mr. Taft’s chambers in the 
executive mansion are artificially 
cooled. Tel It is quite safe to assert 
that the president is one of the most 
uneasy, most uncomfortable and most 
apprehensive men in the United States 
to-.day. Why is this, when the presi­
dent can pass his time in comfort and 
in a temperature of 60 degrees when 
the theromometer registers more than 
a hundred in the streets of Washing­
ton? Because the press of the United 
States is grinding him in its daily 
revolutions and Colonel Roosevelt is 
reaching for his Big Stick to begin 
laboring his policies. Could the most 
phlegtnatle of men look happy under 
such circumstances? The reason for 
the antagonism of the press to the 
president is quite easily explained. It 
has felt direçtly the effects of the 
tariff. As long as it believed the other 
fellow was the vîétim—if there 
any victims—the press was apathetic. 
But now it is wrapped firmly in the 
folds of the paper trust and the finan­
cial juicjs. is- being squeezed out of it. 
It is beginning to realize what “ade­
quate protection” means. It knows now 
the meaning Of the tetter mercies of 
a combine. The paper mills of the 
United States are controlled by a mer­
ger. They manufacture just sufficient 
of a supply to keep the wheels of the 
nation’s ptesSes turning. If a. stock 
were , accumulated, that might be 
urged as a reason why there should be 
a cut in prices. Consequently a 
famine always appears to be pending, 
and famine* prices rule. One of the 
oldest, and also one of the best, news­
papers in the United States, the Bos­
ton Herald, has been forced into the 
hands of a receiver. The papermakers 
are the chief creditors. So the news­
papers are on the trail of poor Mr. 
Taft, who is in the hands of the trusts, 
and can no more act of his oWn voli­
tion than the planets in the heavens 
can reverse their ordered courses. The 
president was elected on certain con­
ditions, and his political backers insist 
upon the terms of the bond. He points 
to the Payne-Aldrich tariff as a re­
demption of his pledge to reduce the 
tariff. The newspapers are saying daily 
that the bill is one of the rawest bunco 
games ever played upon a trusting peo­
ple. One result of the campaign of the 
press is the development of an insur­
rection within the Republican ranks. 
Another is the announcement of the in­
tention of Colonel Roosevelt to raise his 
warlike pennon within the camp of the 
insurgent^. Are not these things suf­
ficient to raise qualms in the breast of 
a peace-loving fat man in these hot 
days of summer, particularly when an 
election only second in importance to 
a presidential campaign will be held 
within a few months ?

WILL. PA Y PENALTY. OUTPUT OF COALJEFFRIES-JOHNSON EVANGELISTIC PLAN. TALKS HOPEFULLY OF 
SPORT OF MOTOR-BOATING

TWO FIRES
New Westminster, July 9.—Sheriff 

Armstrong has received a telegram, 
from Thomàs Mulvey, under secretary 
of state at Ottawa, to the effect that 
there will be no commutation of the 
death sentence in the cape of Ishi- 
maru Kengo, the—Japanese who last 
autumn cut to pieces Niphizawa, a 
countryman, at White Rock. Unless 
the department can be led to change its 
mind, Ishimaru will be executed at 
the provincial Jail here on Wednesday, 
July 22nd.

Ishimaru has still one chance for his 
life. A few days ago W. H. Hans­
ford. of this city, who acted as his 
counsel at the trial, forwarded to Ot­
tawa an appeal for the commutation 
of the sentence, on the grounds that 
although Ishimaru had undoubtedly 
killed Nishizawa, there had been ex­
tenuating circumstances. There were 
no witnesses of the conflict, but Ishi­
maru at the trial stated that Nishi­
zawa had been the aggressor and that 
he had only fought in self-defence. It 
is expected that Mr. Hansford’s petition 
will reach Ottawa on or about Monday 
of the coming week. Allowing for a 
few days for the department to con­
sider the matter, Ishimaru should 
know whether or not his fate is irre­
vocably sealed by the close of the com­
ing week.

Grand Forks, July 9.—The Presby­
tery of Kootenay met in KnoV church 
at Grand Forks for the purpoise of in­
ducting to the pastoral charge Rev. 
M. D. McKee, who has been taking 
temporary charge of the congregation 
since last November. There was a 
large attendance of the public. Dr. J. 
T. Ferguson presided. The sermon was 
preached by Rev. T. A. Petrie, Green­
wood. The charge to the minister was 
given by Rev. P. McNab,. Trail, and 
the charge to the congregation by 
Rev. L. Lundle.

The Presbytery met and discussed a 
proposed plan for an extensive evan­
gelical mission to be held in connec­
tion with the Presbyterian churches 
throughout Kootenay next fall, begin­
ning about the middle of October. The 
mission was to be carried out by min­
isters and members of the Canadian 
church, and was to be directed to the 
strengthening of church life and the 
promotion of training for religious and 
social service. Dr. Ferguson was in­
structed to convey to the general as­
sembly’s committee on evangelism, the 
views of the Presbytery regarding the 
proposals made, which appeared to 
have been wisely conceived.

A number of points connected with 
the home mission work were discussed.

A report by the committee on sys­
tematic beneficence, after consideration, 
and suggestion, was remitted to the 
committee, to be brought up again at 
the next regular meeting.

Cumberland, July 6.—A representa­
tive of the Islander had an interview 
with Mr. Coulson, the manager of the 
Canadian Colleries, on the occasion of 
his flying visit to the mines here.

When asked as to the plans of the 
new company, as far as Cumberland 
was concerned, Mr. Coulson said:

“It is the intention of the Canadian 
Colleries to get coal—and lots of it. 
To do this will require a large expen­
diture for modern machinery, a very 
large increase in the number of men 
employed and a great expenditure of 
money. The most promising coal areas 
that the company possesses are in the 
Comox district, and it is here the great 
bulk of the money to be expended in 
development work by the company will 
be spent.”

Mr. Coulson stated that the coal out­
put would be greatly increased within 
the next two years, and when asked 
by the reporter whether this meant 
being doubled or tripled, Mr. Coulson 
smiled, and said: “You will be quite 
safe in saying the output will be 
doubled anyway.”

The fear that has been expressed in 
some quarters that Cumberland might 
be abandoned as the centre of the 
company’^ working in the district, Mr. 
Coulson characterized as absolutely 
absurd. Not only would the town not 
be abandoned _in favor of any other 
location, but the amount of work which 
the company wrould prosecute was cer­
tain to make the city one of far greater 
proportions that it is at present. The 
people of Cumberland, said Mr. Coul­
son, need have no fear as to the future 
of their town.

Regarding details. Mr. Coulson could 
say nothing. "I purchased two dia­
mond drill outfits, so you can see we 
don’t intend to waste any time; one for 
use in the Ladysmith fields and one 
for use in this district, 
will be opened in this neighborhood as 
soon as possible, but just when, or 
where, I have no more Idea than you 
have yourself.”

What the Pacific International 
Power-boat Association has done, is 
doing, and hopes to do was the subject 
of a conversation between ai Times re­
porter and ex-Secretary Foulser, of the 
association, the other day. Mr. Foulser, 
whose retirement is generally regretted 
by the power-boat men, has been 
forced to give up his position in order 
to devote more time to his business 
which he has now removed to Vancou­
ver from Seattle.

“To briefly review the work of the 
association,” said Mr. Foulser, “we 
must go back to the time of its organ­
ization three years ago. The occasion 
was the finish of the first long-distance 
power-boat race ever held on the Pa­
cific and the initial suggestion, which, 
I believe, emanated from myself, was 
that an auxiliary of the Northwest 
International Yacht Racing Association 
be formed for the power-boat men. 
This matter was discussed at the 
meeting of the Royal Vancouver Yacht 
Club which followed the finish of the 
race and was received with great fa­
vor. The enthusiasm of the motor- 
boat men, however, carried the mat­
ter further and a separate organiza­
tion, the present associaton, was later 
formed. In the three years of its ex­
istence the association has accom­
plished a great deal in elevating the 
sport as is shown by the craft which 
finished in last Sunday’s long-distance 
race. These boats represent the high­
est type of cruisers so far designed for 
use in Ideal waters and their evolution 
from the types which were seen in the 
first race is somewhat remarkable, con­
sidering the shortness of the time 
which has elapsed.

“The association has grown from an 
organization of a/purely local char­
acter to one which is everywhere re­
cognized as an active- body in promot­
ing the interests of power-boating. In 
proof of this let me say that the P. I. 
P. B. A. has been asked to affiliate 
with the leading international and 
national bodies and that I have receiv­
ed requests, from magazines both in 
America and Europe to furnish illus­
trated articles on the present races. 
Two or three years ago the lack of bit­
terest in motor-boating throughout 
British Columbia and on the Sound was 
a fact often commented upon by the 
few enthusiasts who v&ere in the game. 
I think the races this' year have done 
more to furnish information for the 
designer and builder as to the most 
suitable type of boat for use in these 
waters than any that were held before. 
There has, of course, been considerable 
ground for disappointment on the part 
of certain owners and thé association 
has made mistakes and met many ob­
stacles. but it is certain that the sport 
has already been brought to a high 
standard, while the stimulation of In­
terest among the owners and the ex­
ploitation of new territory has more 
than repaid those who have interested 
themselves in organizing the races.

“The association’s plans for the fu­
ture comprise a campaign of education 
which has, as its object, the develop­
ment of the best possible type of boat 
and the creation of an Increased inter­
est in cruising. Our chief aim is not, 
as some may suppose, to hold races, 
but to place motor-boating in the front 
rank of open-air sports. The social 
side has so far been almost neglected, 
which is easily understandable in a 
comparatively new country, but we 
hope to stir up more of the spirit of 
bon camaradie. It is absolutely ne­
cessary that the fraternal side of the 
game must be played up until all 
motor-boat men, whether they boast a 
sixteen-footer or a fifty-foot duble- 
decker, will meet on equal grounds as 
brother sportsmen. I hope that it will 
not be long before 100 boats will com­
pete in the long-distance races where 
ten now participate.

“I am glad to see that Victoria is not 
behind in the game.

important action of the interstate com­
merce commission under the new rail­
road regulation act is expected during 
the week when the commission con-

The commission will meet to-morrow 
to consider the tariffs filéd by the New 
Y'ork Central and the New York, New 
Haven & Hartford railroad for in­
creases in the commutation rates in

associations increasing freight rates 
practically 30 per cent. It is expected 
that the commissioners, acting under 
the power given them in the recent 
law, will suspend the rates for a thor­
ough investigation as to their fairness.

It is becoming increasingly doubtful 
whether the wholesale breaking up of 
obsolete tonnage and the decline in the 
output of new steamers has had the 
anticipated effect in improving the out­
look for the tramp steamer, says Ship­
ping Illustrated. On the other hand, 
cargo liners are on the increase and 
outports formerly reserved to tramps 
are now being visited by liners, with 
the result that tramp steamers have 
been driven to the unprofitable trades, 
carried on heretofore by the few re­
maining sailing ships.

That the tramp steamer is on the 
way to extinction as a type will be 
made clear in another year or two, 
when the tramp and cargo liners are 
able-to show some comparisons of earn­
ings. It is hot meant to imply that 
the comparative extinction of the 
tramp steamer will be so complete as 
has been the case with the sailing ship, 
for there will always remain certain 
trades, and particularly ports, that 
will be only accessible to the smaller 
class of steamer; but that there will be 
considerable reduction in the tramp 
steamer class would appear to be a 
foregone conclusion.

Changes in trade conditions have had 
a most telling effect on another_class 
of tonnage, namely, the cargo and cat- 
tie liners in the trans-Atlantic trade. 
A sign of the times was the decision 
of the Cunard Company announced by 
the chairman at the last meeting to 
dispose of its purely cargo boats and 
adopt the composite cargo and pas­
senger type of vessels. There is little 
doubt that the other lines in the trade 
will sooner or later adopt a similar 
policy, while some of them may. leave 
the field altogether. *

Only the cargo and passenger boats 
have been able to make money in late 
years, and this will be the case to a 
greater degree in the future, because 
the cattle trade, on which the cargo 
liners depended so much, if not dead, 
at least is moribund. Lines could be 
named which earned large profits out 
of the cattle trade some ten years or 
more ago, and now are unable to pay 
any dividend. The outlook is indeed 
gloomy for this type of tonnage, as it 
consists chiefly of high class steamers 
built for the trade, which could prob­
ably not find remunerative employment 
in another service.

Hon. R. Haldane, secretary of state 
for war, found that in the British Isles 
there were 250,000 men eligible to join 
the special forces. Official action may 
be taken by the war office.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Olympia, Wash., July 8.—Deputy 

sheriffs to-day have rounded up a ma­
jority of the 50 men who fought a five- 
hour battle at the construction camp 
at Rayett & Faubert, on the Northern 
Pacific at Grand Mound yesterday 
afternoon.

DR. MILNE RETURNS
FROM EASTERN CANADA

>The Columbia Coast Mission’s new 
boat Columbia has been launched at 
New Westminster. The launching, cere­
mony was conducted by Rev. A. U. de 
Rentier and Archdeacon Pentreath, 
and was named by Mrs. Antle.

The work of the Columbia Coast "Mis­
sion was originated some years ago by 
Rev. John Antle, who made a lone 
voyage to the upper coast camps in a 
16-foot boat, and it has developed until 
three hospitals are maintained, and 
this fine new boat will make regular 
calls along the coast with Rev. Mr. 
Antle as skipper.

The new boat will be in every way 
superior to the old one. Not only is 
she fitted up with a large cabin which 
will serve the purposes of church and 
school room, but she has also a large 
hospital cabin, fitted with a complete 
set of surgical instruments, operating 
table, and all the other appliances of 
a shore hospital. Below she has cabin 
accommodation for eleven persons in­
cluding the crew. Gasoline is her mo­
tive power, her engine being a splendid 
six cylinder Standard, capable of de­
veloping 20 horse power. In addition 
to this she has a smaller engine for 
the purpose of working the dynamos 
which supply the electric light. She 
is heated throughout by hot water.

The vessel herself Is 100 feet in 
length and has a beam of 17 feet. She 
is nine feet eight inches in the hold 
and has a draft of six feet. Her 
frame is of oak, while the planking of 
the hull and th* deck . are of stout 
B. C, fir. Her upper works are of 
teak and the forward interior fixtures 
are of rosewood.

The total cost of the vessel will be 
about 325,000. Her interior decora­
tions and upholstering have not yet 
been completed, but work on these 
will be pushed rapidly ahead when 
she is lying in the stream. Just 
when she will be ready to take the sea 
is not yet certain, but it will be in 
the near future.

San Francisco, Cal., July 8. — Tex 
Rickard, the man behind the late un­
pleasantness at Reno, reached San 
Francisco yesterday and opened up 
on the inside workings of the Jeffries- 
Johnson fight deal in a way that will 
teach Rickard and Gleason’s opposing 
bidders for the big scrap some new 
things about the game.

According to Rickard, the opening of 
the bids in New York was a mere far- 
mality. Two days before the fighters, 
their managers and the moneyed gen­
tlemen who had ambition to stage the 
fight, gathered in New York to out­
bid each other, Rickard and Gleason 
had the matter cinched and singned 
contracts in their inner pockets. If 
their rivals had put up a million they 
could not have handled the “battle of 
the century.”

“I had both fighters signed up two 
days before Uncle Tom McCarey and 
the others put in their bids,” said 
Rickard, grinning broadly. “There 
were no other bids considered. The 
other promoters were double-crossed; 
they didn’t have a look in. I signed 
both Johnson and Jeffries to fight for 
me. I dealt with Johnson personally 
and with Berger for Jeffries. Each 
fighter thought the other was being 
double-crossed. First I gave Jeffries 
a bonus of $10,000 and he thought 
Johnson was getting the worst of the 
deal. Then I gave the same amount to 
Johnson.”

Riçkard scouted the ide^L that Jimmy 
Coffroth was in for one, cent of the 
profits. Gleason, he said, was in on 
the deal with him only because Jef­
fries and Berger insisted.

Before he could sign the fighters, 
Rickard said, he had to put up $22,000 
with the stakeholder, who was then 
agreed upon. He also lent Johnson 
$10.000.

Rickard was jubilant over the finan­
cial outcome of the fight. He declared 
the fight drew $270,775, of which Glea­
son and he will get $120,000 in addition 
to one-sixth of the picture receipts.

“And since we get the first third of 
every thousand dollars,” he remarked, 
“I guess we are pretty safe, despite the 
anti-picture agitation. xI don’t know 
what politics are behind this picture 
agitation,” said Rickard, “but you can 
gamble that it’s cooked politics. You’ve 
got a fine governor In California. He 
told me before four witnesses that he 
would n^interfere v.*;th the fight Then 
he denies that he said he wouldn’t in­
terfere..”

Rickard said his next effort would be 
to stage Sam Langford and Tommy 
Burns.

Lomas vs.
The agitation throughout the United 

States against the exhibition of the 
Johnson-Jeff ries moving pictures con­
tinues, the biggest movement being 
made by the Christian Endeavor So­
ciety, for\ which Secretary Shaw, of 
Boston, has wired all the state govern­
ors asking that they work to prevent 
the pictures being exhibited in the 
states of which they are the head ex­
ecutives.

From a number of replies received 
to-day it is plain the majority of offi­
cials are against the exhibition. The 
governor of Virginia, where the cololed 
population is considerable, is against 
it and has replied that he will work 
to prevent the pictures being shown. 
Arkansas, Maine, South Carolina, Ala­
bama,/ South Dakota, California, are 
against the pictures, while replies stat­
ing the laws do not provide for the 
prohibition have been received from 
the governors of Rhode Island, Utah 
and Montana. The agitation is being 
kept up and other replies are expected. 
Meantime the society is addressing the 
civic officials of the thousands of towns 
in the United States.

The attitude of the moving picture 
people, however, is one of fight. A 
dispatch from New York this morning 
recording an interview with Thomas 
Lubin, the millionaire motion picture 
magnate, is as follows :

“The moving picture companies have 
spent nearly a quarter of a million dol­
lars to perfect pictures of the Jeffries- 
Johnson fight and we will not yield 
without testing the reports of states 
and cities in barring out the fight pic­
tures.”

Thos. Lubin, the millionaire motion 
picture magnate, announced the de­
cision of the picture promoters to fight 
the movement against the pictures 
that has spread through the country.

“We have spent too much money,” 
continued Lubin, “not to make a legal 
fight to display the pictures and we 
are confident that the efforts to pre­
vent the exhibition will not succeed. 
In addition to paying the fighters for 
their rights in the venture, we were 
compelled to spend large sums for spe­
cial lenses and films and for the oper­
ation of 12 machines at the ringside.”

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CANADIAN ISSUES.

London, July 8.—Notwithstanding the 
congested condition of the market for 
stocks and bonds, Canada continues to 
add to the indigestion from which John 
Bull is suffering.

The results are now known of two 
recent Canadian issues. In the case of 
the Algoma Central Railway issue the 
underwriters are left with 84 per cent, 
of the offering, while in the case of the 
Swanson Bay Pulp and Lumber Com­
pany of British Columbia the under­
writers get about 75 per cent.

The next important Canadian issue 
coming on the market is that of the 
Steel 'Company of Canada Limited, the 
Hamilton merger, which is offering 
$4,500,000 six per cent, bonds at 102 1-2, 
simultaneously with the Canadian Is­
sue. This is being privately under­
written. The issuers are Paris Bank 
and the Western Canadian Trust Co., 
the brokers being Fielding & Son, and 
McLeod. The underwriters are offered 
2 1-2 per cent, commission.

Fisheries-Salmon.
The year 1909 being the year of the 

big run in the Fraser river, the Bri­
tish Columbia packs of canned salmon 
was naturally much larger than in 
the three previous seasons; but it was 
considerably smaller than in 1905, the 
preceding big year, the reduction from 
1,167,460 cases to 967,920 cases being 
solely due to a falling off in the Fraser 
catch. There were 877,136 cases packed 
on the Fraser river in 1905, but only 
623,469 cases in 1909. The contrary was 
the experience on Puget Sound, a total 
of 1,560.000 cases being secured last 
year, compared with 1,047,000 casés in 
1905.

The British 
Columbia, fishermen and canners are 
already suffering sufficient disadvan­
tage in having to conform to necessary 
regulations, while these are ignored on 
the other side and two-thirds of the 
fish secured by Puget Sound operators. 

Americans Ignore Regulations.
Dr. David Starr Jordan, the Ameri­

can representative oh the international 
fisheries commission, has reported to 
'his government the claim made that 
during last season by evasion of the 
regulations the Puget Sound fisher­
men caught salmon to the value of 
upwards of $600,000, to which they were 
not entitled. These fish should have 
found their way to the Fraser river- 
part to the canneries, part to the 
spawning grounds. This gross injus­
tice to the Fraser river fishertnen and 
canners, and to Canadian Interests 
generally in the fisheries, calls forcibly 
for rectification, but not much hope Is 
felt of any satisfactory result of the 
joint commission, in consequence of 
very strong protests lodged by Ameri­
can interests against the recommenda­
tions of the commissioners.

Twelve traps were operated In the 
straits of San Juan de Fuca during 
1909 with satisfactory results. Over 
56,000 cases salmon were packed at the 
Esquimalt and outer wharf canneries, 
and in addition a large quantity of 
mild-cured spring salmon was packed 
for export to Germany and elsewhere. 
These operations no doubt created 
considerable local business.

Tramway Affairs.
It has long been felt that arrange­

ments should be made for the delivery 
of freight in cars at the merchants’ 
warehouses at Victoria.

Electric Railway Company, but un­
fortunately that company was handi­
capped by reason of insufficient motive 
power. The facts being placed before 
this board, members interested them­
selves with the result that the com­
pany are now developing an additional 
ten thousand horSe-power at Jordan 
river, which will overcome the difficulty 
complained of.

Pasedena, California, has used asph­
altic oil for laying the dust to a great 
extent In the past few years*. The best 
results were obtained by using as 
heavy an oil as would be used by heat­
ing the oil with live steam. This oil 
contained about 80 per cent;- asphaltum. 
The method now used in Pasedena in 
the construction of macadam road­
ways in to Incorporate the oil into the 
crushed rock wtiich forms the surface, 
and which automobile traffic will not 
ravel, and which has the appearance 
of a sheet asphalt street. Spraying with 
oil has also been used as a dust pre­
ventative. Oil costs at Pasedena and 
Los Angeles about $1.10 per barrel, of 
42 gallons. At Los Angeles it was 
found necessary to add a layer of fine 
rock or screenings mixed with oil to 
the old macadam surface, 
macadam was swept clean and made as 
open as possible before oiling.

San Francisco In Golden Gate park 
has satisfactorily solved the dust 
nuisance by the use of oil on macadam 
roadways. The city during the coming 
year proposes sprinkling most of the 
macadam roadways with a solution of 
calcium chloride. Last summer they 
used calcium chloride on the paved 
streets with considerable success.

Toronto uses a petroleum residue, a 
portion of which comes from Pennsyl­
vania and the balance from Canada. 
This oil is of a paraflne ,base, and Is 
not so suitable as the Californian oil, 
which has an asphalt base. The cost 
of the latter precludes its use in To­
ronto. The ordinary street sprinklers 
are used with the exception that the 
bore of the sprinkler proper is de­
creased and made uniform throughout. 
Toronto has had its macadam road­
ways well surfaced and crowned with 
oil five times a year.

Land Clearing.
The inauguration of the policy of 

land clearing by the Esquimalt & Na­
naimo Railway Company, together 
with the extension of their railway 
towards the north end of the Island 
has resulted in more activity in clear­
ing up land generally by old settlers, 
as well as by many new ones, than 
has existed for many years. Several 
of the farms cleared by thé E. & N. 
Railway Company in the vicinity of 
Qualicum Beach have been sold, and 
the company have just completed clear­
ing twelve farms for the Salvation 
Army, on the Alberni line, at French 
Creek. In preparing these farms for 
settlers, more has been done than 
merely clearing a part of the land, 
small dwelling houses having been 
erected, fences put up, and a small 
crop sown, ready for the first settlers,

NELSON COUNCIL’S ULTIMATUM.

—Glasgow papers contain, the an­
nouncement that news is asked of 
James Neeson, who left Greenock 
thirty years ago and was last heard 
from in 1881, when he was in Victoria.

Nelson, July 8.—Unless users of water 
and electric light pay arrears before 
August 1st the service will positively 
be shut off. This in substance was the 
ultimatum declared by a unanimous 
vote of the council upon looking over a 
list of debtors to the city in arrears 
for water and electric light rates, elec­
tric supplies, scavenging and license 
fees aggregating $21,015.

According to the list presented the 
water rate arrears to June 30th. to­
talled $9,500; electric light rates to May 
31st, $8,900; electric light supplies to 
May 31st, $1,400; : scavenging to May 
31st, $885, and license fees due January 
15th, $330.

“The city’s business should be con­
ducted in the same manner as a busi­
ness man conducts his business,” was 
the comment of Mayor Selous. 
Rutherford finally moved the passage 
of a resolution stating that, whereas, 
the amount of arrears due the city on 
water rates amounts to $9,500 to June 
30th, and, whereas the amount of ar­
rears due the city for electric light 
rates totals $8,900 to May 31st, there­
fore, ^be it resolved that the city clerk 
be and hereby is directed notify 
each and êvepy person or company so 
in arrears that unless the same be paid 
not later than July 31st, the water and 
electric light will positively be shut off. 
Added to this penalty will be included 
a charge of $1 for turning off the cur­
rent or water. Aid. Wells seconded the 
motion and it was .unanimously car­
ried.

Seattle, Wash., July 9.—Strang* mon­

Nelson, July 8.—One of the biggest 
surface showings ever uncovered in the 
Sheep Creek camp has come to light 
on the Devlin ‘ Lode mineral claim, 
owned by George P. Wells and John G. 
Devlin, of Nelson, in the shape of a 
ledge 14 feet wide, the samples of 
which give an average assay of $9.80 
a ton. A paystreak two feet wide, in 
the vein, assays $103 in gold. The ledge 
is described as a strong fissure vein. 
The Devlin Lode and Florence claims 
were staked two years ago by Mr. 
Devlin, and he and Mr. Wells have held 
it since, the work done on it being 
confined to stripping. Six men will be 
put to work at once, to carry forward 
development work.

The Devlin Lode mineral claim lies 
west of the Clyde-Belt group, and north 
of the Columbia group, both of which 
it adjoins.

This latest strike on Sheep creek is 
interesting in view of the fact that it 
is a strong and large surface showing 
adjacent to and having the same indi­
cations as the veins on the Mother 
Lode and Nugget mines. The claims 
upon which the new strike was found 
adjoin the Clyde-Belt 
which extensive development work is 
now being prosecuted, and the new 
strike has been traced into the latter 
claims.

Frank Aiken of Bayonne camp, has 
arrived here, accompanied by James 
Long. Mr. Aiken says that the Bay­
onne property is now working fifteen 
men and the result of the work being 
done is highly satisfactory to the own­
ers. Several other properties in Bay­
onne camp are also working just now, 
among which is the Echo Sunrise group 
of twenty claims which are owned by 
Curry and Mahon and associates. On 
this group the work is being done on 
the Echo claim in the form of cross­
cutting to strike the big ore shoot.

Boston, July 9.—On petition of the 

International Paper Çqmpany, Judge 
Coll, in the tJmted States Circuit court, 
appointed John Norris, an official of 
the American Newspaper Publishers’ 
association, and Charles F. Wood, an 
attorney of this city, receivers of the 
Boston Herald Company. The indebt­
edness is about $2,200,000. 'The court 
authorized the receivers to issue $50,000 
in certificates to enable the business to 
be continued.

For many years the Boston Herald 
was one of the best known newspa­
pers in the country. It was establish­
ed in 1846. Several years ago it mov­
ed from Newspaper Row into a modern 
building on Tremont street. At the 
present time the company publishes 
morning, evening and Sunday editions.

In its petition to the court the In­
ternational Paper Company set forth 
that the Herald Company owed it $95.- 
920 for news print paper sold between 
December 1, 1909. and May, 1910. The 
petition alleges that the Boston Herald 
Company’s insolvency is due to great 
distribution of its receipts following 
upon the business depression of the 
years 1907 and 1908, which particularly 
affected the said company because of 
its large fixed charges resulting from 
the Issue of bonds and in insufficient 
supply of cash as working capital.

The petition further stated that 
there Is every reason to believe that 
a continuance of the business will 
ultimately show large profits.
