able difficulty in getting two men to go
to work for him.

The trip out was not such a d'fficult
one until Thirty Mile river, which was
open, was reached. Here the men had
to do considerable travelling in very cold
water. Part of the mail which  was
stalled with Major Walsh at Big Sal-
mon had been pushed as far as Five
Fingers, and thece were good prospects
of it getting through. Major Walsh also
secmed hopeful of being able to make a
start within a few weeks, but Mr. Slavin
does not think the reinforcements, which
started from the lakes, will be able to
get through. All ‘along the route men
who started late in the season for Daw-
son are making their winter quarters,
those in the vicinity of the Hootalinqua
employing their time in prospectipg.
The winter is said by men who know the
country to be an exceedingly mild one,
but even at that it is pretty cold.

Like all other practical men, Mr. Slavin
says the American relief expedition can
never get through to Dawson. There
is mo animal living  he says. that can
drhiw more provisions than will feed him-
self and master over that rocky route,
and besides there it no need of the at-
tempt being made.

province has already suffered from the
carrying out of that project up to <st
July, 1896, the latest date to which the
accounts have been published. e d

We now propose to examine the man-
ner in which the various form of inscrib-
od stock, viz.: 1891, 1893 and 1895, have
been handled, and to show that in ‘this
case also Mr. Turner's management has
not been such as to justify the claim
which his admirers or those who profess |
to be such make as to his capacity.

Each £100 issued thus netted fo the !
province £81.10%, and we are not now |
arguing that any better price could then '
have been obtained. We are willing to |
allow that Mr. Turner did as well as'|
could be expected in that respect, so far
as the rate at which outside capital was
obtained. Fhis - is, however, another
point in which we cannot absolve Mr,
Turner and his government from blame.
In the sessional papers of 1892, page
601, et seq., are the correspondence
and papers connected with this matter,
and there it will be found that an order
in council was- passed on 21st August,
1891, authorizing the trustees for the
sinking funds to dispose of their invest-
ments on account of these funds-and to
re-invest - the proceeds in the inscribed
stock, being used for thé loan of 1891.
These funds amounted to $349,236.32, of
which $16,372.02 w#s eash waiting in-
vestment. .

Now, this $349,236.32 was provincial
funds; the province was' at the time |
burrowing money and paying 41 “per |
cent. in charges, not on the amount re-
ceived (86), but on the face value of the
stock (100). Why, then, should the gov-
ernment not have handed over to the
trustees inscribed stock to ‘the amount
required for the-sums in their hands re-
ceiving from them direet the cash realiz-
¢l from their investments? It was not
a cuse in which the services of either
bankers or brokers were -required, and,’
so far as this sum was concerned, the
ibove 415 per cent. might well have been
saved. When we come to examine what
was actually done, it ‘will' be seen-that
tlie loss to the province greatly exceeds
the difference between the nominal price
(86) at which the loan was issued, and
the sum (811%4) which the province re-
ceived.

will not entail further borrowing, but
that the cost of such works as the de-
velopment of the country may require
and which may not be carried out by
surplus revenue, may be met by the pro-
ceeds of land sales.””

This sotinds very much like the reck-
less despairing assertions, which a bor-
rower . whose credit is exhausted, ‘and
who is ready to give any pledge to keep
himself afloat longer would make. It
will, no doubt, be a great comsolation to
Mr. Turner to reflect after next election
that it is his successor and not himself
who will have to face the charge of the
province not having carried out the agree-
ment he made in its name.

Besides the pledge against further bor- ‘

rowing which appears in the prospectus
there is every reason to believe that Mr.
Turner authorized the brokers to engage
that no guarantee of the bonds of the
British Pacific railway would be given
before it was found possible to float this
loan. Altogether it is a very humiliating
position in which the province has been
placed, and the record of the whole trans-
action is scarcely one from which Mr,
Turner's admirers ean derive much com-
fort. y

As a further instance of how helpless
Mr. Turher seems to have been in_ the
hands of the brokers and the bank, we
will refer to the rate of exchange allow-
ed on the proceeds of the loan. The re-
port of the public accounts committee
(in. sessional - papers, 1896, page 25)
shows that the rate allowed by the bank
only averaged $4.861%, although exchange
at the time was $4.90 and $491.

+ & somewhat unique deposit, as far as

productiveness was concerned. These
principal ores were not confined entirely
to certaint areas, but each had its own
chief centre and its particular character-
istics in form and value. Mr. Gwillim
went into detail regarding the different
ores in the several areas, and declaped,
incidéntally, that the much-eriticised

! Two Friends mine, on Springer Creek,

carried a very high grade of galena, more
«specially localized in the neighborhood
of an interfering mica trap dyke. He
also referred to the large deposits of gal-
ena ores in the Lardeau country, which
had, so far, produced very little, owing
to want of roads.

In “Some Odd Notes on Mining,” Mr.
A, H. Holditeh, of Nelson, gave much
that is of interest. In it he discussed
the smelter question, ang says that,
given all the mnecessary facilities, there
is no need for any government, cor-
poration or city to subsidize ‘a smelter.
Ifit was properly managed, it was a
highly profitable vndertaking, and had
no need for any outside assistance. The
reason why certain smelting plants that
had been started in British Columbia
were idle, was becguse they were not
propetly managed: seme of the vital ne-
cessitiss of a smeMer might have been
absent, or the metallurgist in charge did
not understand his business, or at least
failed to modify his previous experienc¢e
ti suit the needs of that particular plant.
Mr. Holditch touched upon the large
prices demanded by some proprietors for
mere “holes in the ground,” saying: “It
has been suggested by more, than one
person that the present size of claims—
1,500 feet square—is too large and that
a return to the old conditions of
1,500x600 feet is desirable. If it were
possible, or usual, for any claim owner
to thoroughly prospect his 52 acres and
use it«for its legitimate purpose, i.e.,
mining, tgere need be no objection to his
holding such a large tract of land; but
we are all well aware that, in the ma-
jority of cases, one or two small pros-
pect holes constitute the owners’ idea of
work,-and the ground is simply held for
speculation, in the hope that some ad-
joining claim may prove valuable, and
80 increase the value of ‘his own unused
property. | Tt is not easy to suggest a
remedy for this state of things, as even
if an inspector of mines was appolnted
he could do very little, and even In one
district only “he might be quite unable
to inspect every claim and see if the
sworn assessment. was really done, but
nothing less than that woulll seem to be

l

sufficient.’ And, notwithstanding the
small \amount of work done, the value
asked for the property is usually enor-
mously out of propértion. Why a claim
owner who has done little or nothing to
open up his prospects should imagine
that capitalists will cheerfully plank
down their money on the off chance of
getting some return eventually, it is diffi~

vailing idea.

If the, owner would agree to ' take
chances together with the capitalist—that
is, to take his money largely in shares—
things would be much better for the

eral claims would be opened up, and, in
all probability, valuable mines discov-
ered.”

At the conclusion of the meeting, am
adjournment was made to the dining
room,; where a sumptoous repast had
been provided” for thel guests.

SOCIAL EVILS.

Rev J. C. Speer Again Talks" o_n a Very
Delicate Subject &

From Monday’s’ Dally.

A large congreg\ati‘on filled ‘the Metro—
politan = Methodist Church yesterday:
evening . when Rev. J, C. Speer, the pas-
tor, preached his third sermon on im-
morality in this city. He dealt mainly
with Sabbath breaking, the large nim-
ber of saloons, and the .growth ‘of prize
fighting in Vlctona, touching incidental-
Iy on other vices. He took his text from
the 11th and 12th verses of the second
chapter of the prophecies of Habakuk
Heé said that in Victoria there was - a
growing ‘disregard for the Sabbath;.
Sabbath laws were practically a di
‘letter.: The places of business open on
the Sabbath, he said, were, as a rule,
‘those that were of the least use to so-
ciety-—excepting the druggists—who
would be glad to close, but it was re-
markable how many pains people<sa
large number of church-going people
among them—had on the Sabbath day.
+ It is the cigar stores, the fruit dealers
and the vendors of similar little luxuries
who are “allowed to insult the British
constitution, for it is an ‘insilt to the
laws of Britain to break the Sabbath 2
They remain open ,howerver, catchmg
the nickels of the little chlldren .as they
pass on their way to Sunday school.
authoritiets have the power to stop this,
and the people should demand that they
do so. It was absurd, he said, if the

: cigar stores and such places 'were al-

lowed to remain open, why not _dry-
goods and groceries and other. places .of
business?

He then “spoke of the barbers, who,
because people wished to go to church
with a' clean face, were. obliged to toil
for at least half of each Lord’sday. The
evil ofdrunkenness was then commented
upon, and the speaker gave many sta-
tistics in support of his contention that
there were few cities in Canada ,where
so many licenses were issued, In Vie-
toria 98 were issued yearly, which gave
5 drinking places. to every 2,000 men,
women and children in the city. The sa-
loons, he contended; were the roots of :the
social evils of the day. Without them,
he said, we would not have “the wreteh-+4
ed girls who flaunt their millinery on the;
streets.”  Without the saloons :this and
Peo-
ple say that it must be remiembered that.
this is a seaport town. . “Even so,” saidi
the - preacher, ‘“if.his Satanic Majesty
came ‘here, would we organize a  place
of business to sell him brimstone?”’

Then again, there 'were the prize
fights, which were held under the head
of sparring exhibitions. Many people
‘were. coming here and it was’ not -meet
that they should come to a place where |
only man is vile. If such things.are al-
lowed to continue many undesirable re-
sidents will come, and milliners, - dry-
goods stores and saloons will make:mon-
ey out: of the degraded weomen.: A good

; city should have a different ' clags ‘of

residents. He did not think it right that
any city should have its visitors see the |
prostitutes boldly walking its rstréets.
This thing should not be:tolerated.. The
people should rise in one solid phalanx
and regain this eity: for the ‘Lord.

'Speer - said “he’  had
preached three destructive 'sermons, and
on next Sunday evening he would preach
a construetive one, showing  ‘how the
people could make “this a good’ city.

of seal skins was disposed of at three sales.
Early in January the balance of the.North

fered a fall of ten per cent. onr the rates
ruling the month before. In March small
supplies of South American coast catches
seal skins were so0ld, -and until last month
no further auctions were held. The prin-
cipal sale of 1897 took place last month
with a result satisfactory to the sealers of
the North West coast and Japanese catch-
es, prices being advanced 20 per ¢ent. The
Alaska collection, held over from the last
year, now found buyers at the rates then
current.. Lobos Island skins being out of -
favor with the trade, declined 25 ‘per -cent.,
one parcel of 13,481 being ‘withdrawn.
South American. coast catches -sold with
eompetition at values. The American gov-
ernment have in the interest of their great
sealing company, refused to admit into the
States all seals not taken on the islands
upder their jurisdiction. Great uneertainty
exists as to the effect upon the market
here, but the action isg not likely to en-
hance the value of the skins held over.”
