@ GREAT BRITAIN FACES

DANGEROUS SITUATION

Premier Desires to luvestigate to the
Utmost the Injury of Hostile
Tariffs.

Sheffield, Oct. 1.—The Artillery Drill
hall, in which Premier Balfour made his
tariff reform speech, was packed long
before the hour at which Mr, Bafour
was announced to begin speaking. An
overflow meeting in Albert hall was also
crowded, while there were hundreds un-
able to gain seats, who joined those in-
side the halls in singing patriotic songs
and cheering.

Mr. Badfour arrived shortly before 8
o'clock and was given an enthusiastic
reception. He rose to speak at 8 p.m.,
and announeed that he intended to con-
fine his speech to the tariff reform. The
tariff attacks, he said, could ounly be met
by tariff replies. This statement of the
Premier was greeted with prolonged
cheers. For the present state of affairs
Mr. Balfour remarked that he did not
know of a cure. The evil had gone too
far, but he knew of a pallation. A na-
tion depriving itself of the power of bar-
gaining, Mr. Balfour pointed out, could
never make a good bargain, Mr. Bal-
four did not think the country was ripe
for the taxation of food, but the evils of
food taxation had been exaggerated be-
yond what reason and logic justiied. He
advised ‘the Unioaist party that to tax
food would be against public opinjon and
not within the limits of the practicable.
He had given the topic his best thoughts,
and he was early convinced that his
policy harmonized with the best tradi-
tions of the party, and as leader of the
party he meant to lead it.

Mr. Balfour attributed the prominence
of the fiscal reform movement to the fact
that the country was in closer touch with
her colonies as a result of the late war,
and the reports of the ministers in the
colonies had brought before the Empire
the question of tariff reform; also be-
cause for a long time prior to the de-

incapable of protecting their interests
against such a calamity.

*..ow, if I have rightly described the
wangers and evils, you are euntitled to
ask me whether I know of a cure. My
answer will be disappointing; I know of
no cure, but 1 know of a paliiation. The
il has gone too far. You will not get
the great commercial nations of the
world to abandon protection. I fear that
vou will not get the great self-governing
colonies to retrace the steps which we,
without remcenstrance, permitted them to
take. I am here therefore to recommend
a pa.sauon which I believe to be still
possible. Cobden hoped and believed in
free trade throughout the world. What,
in fact, we have got to deal with is a
world where international commercial
relations are regulated entirely by treat-
ing it as common sense. That we, the
greatest commercial nation, should come
forward and say, ‘We want to arrange
treatics with you, but we have to give
you nothing to withhold from you, we
throw ourselves on your mercy and con-
sideration.’

“Did any man ever hear of successful
negotiations without a nation having
something to give, which, of neeessity, it
might withhold? My fundamental and
essential request to you to-night (the
rest of my speech is subsidiary and ac-
cidental) is that the people of this coun-
try should give to its government that
freedom of negotiation of which we have
been deprived, not by foree of circum-
stances or by the pressure of foreign

{ powers, but by something I can only de-
j seribe a8 our own pedantry and self-

tries; and during the whole lifetime of
those I am now addressing we have done
nothing whatever to hinder a state of
things so absolutely inconsistent with
free trade as Cobden understood it. I
confess that when I heard the criticisms
upon the American and German policy

THis wes a most important.and difficu’t
branch of the problem, and the speaker
believed that the evils of food taxation
had been exaggerated beyond what rea-
son and logic justified.

SEVERE CRITICISM
OF MR, BALFOUR

ALLEGED SACRIFICE
OF COLONIAL FEELING

Manifesto Will Be Published Next Week
by the Former Colonial
Secretary.

London, Oct. 3,—The Times this morn-
ing gives prominence to an article pur
porting to represent the colomial view
and strongly criticising Mr. ‘Balfour’s
attitude on the fiscal question, as show-
ing that he cares nothing for the colonies,
to whom his attitude means ‘hot only
disappointment but disaster. The article
asks whether some convulsion, such as
the secession of Australia, is n€eded be-
fore the colonies can get their requests
considered, and accuses the Premier of
sacrificing colonial feeling to the desire
to keep his O6wn party in power;

hs’mberlnin’s Manifestp.

London, Oct, ‘3.—“Every other nation
and all our own self-governed coonies
have refused to accept the gospel of
Cobden;, and yet, although they ought,
according to its dogmas, to be in the last
stage of decline, they have grown during
the last twenty years in wealth, popula-
tion and trade and in everything that
go to make up the greatness of a na-
tion.” That is the keynote of Joseph
Chamberlain’s manifesto, which will be
published on October 5th, in the form
of a preface to a pamphlet entitled “Mr.
Chamberlain’s’ proposals; what they
mean gnd what we shall gain by them,”
by C. A. Vance, secretary to.Mr. Cham-
berlain’s tariff organization,

Mr. Chamberlain does not ménce mat-
ters. 'With characteristics’ ag@ression he
carries the war into the enemy’s camp.’

“Those who maintain,” he writes,
“in a spirit of blind obscurantismr the
absolute inspiration of antiquated doc-
trine will have much to explain.” His
remarks are addressed to “men of all
political opinions, since the questions now
raised are not necessarily' matters of
party politics, nor indeed is it likely ‘is-
sues will be ultimately decided on strict-
ly party lines.”

He begins by saying: “It is difficuit to
believe the results of investigation  will
not convince every impartial man of the
necessity for some reconstruction of the
system which has memained stationary
and unaltered for more tham half a cen-
tury, while every other policy has been
modified and adapted to meet modern
requirement.”

Continuing, Mr. Chamberlain roints
out that the prosperity of the working
classes has increaséd in greater propor-
tion in the protected countries tham in
the United Kingdom, and says: “Free
1 trade, if it had ever existed, might have
| secured for us all that its promoters
| promised, but free imports without free
| trade have brought us face to face with
problems which never entered into Cob-
den’s calculations. We know the idea
of a united Empire did not appeal to
him; and that he regarded colonies as an
encumbrance to be got rid of as seen as
possible. The Little Englanders who fel-
low his ideas are not likely to be moved
by any consideration arising out of our
pew found pride and faith in our dis-
) tant kinsmen.
| “But what would Cobden have
‘\‘:\id‘ if he had foreseen trades unions,
whose existence he deprecated, sue-
cessful in protecting labor in a score
of ways, tending to increase these rate
of wages and raise the standard of liv-
ing? Would Cobden, as the representa-
tive of the manufacturing class, have
stil maintained that while the manufac-
turer was artifieally prevented from ob-
taining labor at the lowest rate, he
ought to rest content when the products
of foreign labor, untrammelled by any
regwlation and législation, to which he
has to submit, undersell him in his own
market?

“Cebden’s scheme was at least consist-
ent; it was free labor as well as free im-
ports; but free miports combined with
! protected labor is neither comsistent nor
| profitable to any of the partées concermn-
ed.”

Mr. Chamberlain holds that thes con-
soiing theory that other countrie§ are
ruining themselves by bounties and im-
port duties hardly coincides with the
fact that British exgports have been prac-
tically statiopary for 12 years, while
those of other countries have increased
80 rapidly that “if the relative progress
continues for a few years longer they
will have left us far behind.”

Dealing with the colonies’ desire for
better commercial treatment, Mr. Cham-
berlain says: P

“It is no use to offer them an Imperial
council, which they already refuse. If
we reject their proposals for reciprocity
we shall be in great danger of losing our
present trade with them, as well ‘ as
prospects for its future extension. It is
entirely owing to the growth of our
colonial trade that the actual and heavy
decline in our exports to foreign proteet-
ed countries has been concealed in our
general returns. Do the stern advocates
of unrestricted imports consider it satis-
factory that we should have nothing to

bargain with, and continue to be grate-
ful for such crumbs as fall froin the rich
man’s table in the shidpe, at the best, of
the most favored nation clause, which

only gives us the benefits of arrange- |

ments previously made with sole refer-
ence to the interests of other nations,
and in respect whereto we have never
been comsulted? Is it not childish o
ignore the fact that by bargdining on
equal terms other nations have been able
to promote their special interests,. and
that if ‘'we also had in our; hands
weapons of retalintion we shounld prob-
ably be able to bring the world much
nearer a umniversal free trade system
than it has ever been since Cobden’s
time?

“Our free trade friends will have to
be a little more accurate, They will
have to explain why the transfer of tax-
ation, say from tea to bread, would be
disastrous even though it benefited
other industries and restored them to
something like the relative = peosition
which they enjoyed twenty years ago.
They will have to decide once for all
whether foreign bounties are a blessing
or a curse, whether ‘dumping” is a phil-
anthropic operation whereby foreigners
are endeavoring to secure the welfare of
this country, or an attempt to ruin our
industries and obtain our markets for
themselves. They will not be allowed to
evade these. questions, by the cheap de-
vice of abusing their opponents.”

Dealing passionately with the accusa-
tion that his poliey is intended to reduce
the “workman and his family to starva-
tion,” Mr. Chamberlain ‘writes:
them at least admit that, rightly or
wrongly, this policy is propounded in the
interests of the masses of the people,
much more than of the rich; and that
those who are responsible for it have
earned by strenuous endeavor in the past
the right to resent the charge of negleet-
ing the interests of the industrial popula-
tion.” X

JAPANESE TROOPS IFFOR KOREA.

Force Has Alrdady Been Sent—Squadron
of Warships Lying Off Coast.

London, Oct. 2.—A dispatch' to the
Daily Mail from Kobe, Japan, dated
October 1st, says that Japanese troops
left Dari a' few days ago for “ Korea
and more troops are expected fo em-
bark at -Karatsu.

Great activity prevails at Kokura, the
headquarters of the Twelfth division of
the Japanese army, and also on the Kiu-
shiu railway. A standing squadron is at
Mattomosto, on the Korecan coast,

The Hongkong correspondent of the
Daily Mail learns that 10,000 Chinese
laborers are building barracks at Port
Arthur for 50,000 additional Russian
troops and that feverish haste is being
displayed in railway construction.

The Daily Mail considers the dispatch
of Japanese troops to Korea a grave
move on the part of Japan. The troops
are intended to guard her telegraph'lines,
but it means the occupation of Korea,
which Japan will probably refuse to
evacuate till Russia evacunates Man-
churia. This, adds the newspaper, means
a permanent occupation, as it is not ex-
pected that Russia will leave Manchuria.
Whether the step will lead to war will
depend largely upon whether Russia
acqtﬁesces or not in Japan's move.

FAILED TO REACH SUMMIT.

Dr. Cook and Party Forced to Abandon
Attempt to Jcale Mount
McKinley.

New York, Oct. 3.—The attempt made
by Dr. Frederick A. Cook, of Brooklyn,
the well-known explorer, to scale Mount
MecKinley, 1n  Alaska, bas failed.

Dr. Cook, with others, left ‘this city
several months ago and no news of their
expedition had been received until to-
day, when a cablegram was received by
the Associated Press from Valdez, Al-
aska, dated October 2nd, which says the
assau't upon Mount Mecuinley resulted
in the party making an alitude of 11,000
feet on the southwestern side, but at
this point they were stopped by an im-
passible granite slope which extended
5,000 feet abave them. They searched
the entire western side of the mountain
for a route to the summit which might
offar a prospect of success, but none was
found and the ascent from the western
slope seems practically impossible.

CAR SHORTAGE THREATENED.

Railways Are Now Unable to Accept All
Freight Offered.

Chicago, Oct. 3.—The railroads of the
entire country are face to face with
what promises to be the greatest car
shortage im their history. Despite the
fact that most liberal orders for new
equipment have been given by all rail-
roads during the last twelve months,
they now find themselves unable to ac-
cept all the traffic that is offered. The
condition of affairs is outlined by Vice-
president W. .C. Brown, of the
Shore, who says that his company is in
urgent need of 1,500 box cars daily. On
other systems with much greater mileage
than the Lake Shore larger numbers of
cars are needed for immediate use.

London, Oc’. 3.—According to a spe-
cial dispatch from Constantinople an
irade of the Sultan intimates that an ad-
vance of $7,000,000 on the new loan will
be spent entirely on war material,

With the exception of the revolution-
ary reports of massacres at Mehomia,
which is identical with the town of Raz-
log, there is little news frem the Bal-
kans. The semi-official Journal de St.
Petersburg, commenting on the visit of
the Czar to Emperor Francis Joseph, de-
clares that the firm language employed
by the representatives of the Russian
and Austrian governments at Constanti-
nople and Sofia has averted war for the
present.

A dispatch from Constantinople says
that Anatolian troops recently called out
are merely intendad to displace the un-
ruly troops who are responsible for the
excesses so the actual effectiveness cf
the army in Roumelia will not thereby
be increased,

Convoy Attacked.

Salonica, Oct. 3.-+At the village of
Kobcharina inhabited by Turks 400
hou:es are reported burned and most of
the inhabitants killed. Righty-five
wornded Twurkish soldiers arrived from
Seris. It is reported that a Turkish
convoy was recently attacked in the
Florina region and fifty soldiers killed.

Conflicting Stories,

Sofia, Oct. 3.—Courier dispatches re-
ceived at Macdonia revolutionary head-
quarters to-day repeat the reports of ths
mas:acre of all Christians in Razalog by
the Turkish troops last Sunday.

Awecording to Turkish reports the revo-
lutionists massacred the people and burn-
ed the town of Razalog and the Turkish
population and troops departed,

These reports the. insurgents deny.

"Thousands Need Help.

Constantinople, Oect. 3.—The following
is the text of the petition signed by 21
men and women, constituting the Ameri-
can missions at Monastir, Phillippop-
polis, Salonica and Samakov, recently
presented to the, British ambassador
and to United States Minister Leish-
man, requesting them to secure the ad-
mission of a corps of the < Red Cross
Society into Turkey; or as an alterna-
tive, permission for the members of the
American missions to dispense charity.
‘After reciting that a state of insurrec-
tion exists in parts of European Tur-
key, and that great suffering will cer-
tainly result therefrom, ‘the petition
proceeds:

“Without a canvass of the disturb dis-
tricts in question, we do not care to
estimate the number of houseless people
iwhe are suffering from lack of food.
cdlothing, medical attendance, etc. We
are morally certain, however, that the
number runs into the thousands. In
some places they ate living on roots and
grass, even now at the end of the har-
vest. We have testimony of eye-wit-

mnesses that in some places’ the wounded |
attendanice |

are lying without medical
and with no medicine. Regarding the
question as to where the responsibility
lies, and regardless of thg creed or na-

tionality of the sufferers, it seems to us |

that the condition is one ‘which must
compel the sympathy of every humane
Person, especially in view of the fact
that the greater part of the sufferers are
women and litle children.”

The petition then asks that the Red
Cross be invited to assist, and that
popular subscriptions be opened, and
that should the Ottoman government ob-
ject to the distribution of relief, Eng-
land and the United States bring pres
sure to bear to force its acceptance. The
petition continues:

““The thought of whole distriets welter-

ing in blood without a single doctor or !

trained nurse to relieve the suffering is
too brutally revolting to be tolerated: in
this twentieth century. Should the au-

CONFLICTING REPORTS.

Turks Said to Be Gaining Upper Hand—
Insurgents Tell of Successes.

Sofia, Oct. 2.—According to advices re-

ceived here this afternoon the backbone |

of the revolution in Macedonia is broken,
The Turkish troops are gamning the up-
per hand everywhere, several insurgent
chiefs have been Lilled or wounded,
others abandoning the struggle and flee-
ing to the frontier. The revolutionary
bands are sustaining heavy losses, and
are seeking refuge in large numbers, and
the Turks occupy every important point
along the routes of retreat to the fron-
tier.

Five engagements are reporter to have
taken place in the vicinity of Kratovo,
where 5,000 Turks were attacked by
revolutionary ‘bands, and though many
Turks were killed the insurgents we:e
completely routed.

Advices from the insurgent headquar-
ters assert that 6,000 Turks were rout-
ed by 2,000 insungents in the
mountains after four days fighting. The
Turkish losses in this affair were said
to have been the heaviest during the
whole outbreak. They included three
colonels and many officers -of Tlower
rank. Three batteries of artillery left

Sofia early this morning for Haskovo,
near the frontier.

Using Bombs.

London, Oct. 3.—A dispatch from
Constantinople says that in the neigh-
borhood of Lucovo, un the Servian fron-
tier, 8,000 Turks have engaged five bands
of insurgents and desperate fighting is
reported. The insurgents are firing
bombs and the Turks have lost 20 men
and several officers. The battle con-
tinues. Lucovo is said to be in flames.

DEATH IN TORNADO.

Several Persons Reported to Have Been
Killed in Wisconsin and Minnesota.

Lacrosse, Oct. 3.—Two were killed,
three fatally injured and a score of
others badly hurt im a tornado which
swept Independence, Wis., and the sur-
rounding couatry this afterpoon.

Fram Waupaca, Wis., comes informa-
tion of a storm at Almond. Three per-
sons have been killed. It is reported
many buildings were demolished.

Additional Fatalities.

St. Paul, Oct. 3.—A tornado struck
St. Charles, Minnesota, this afternoon
and ruined the town. Six persons are
reported killed and a large number were
injured. Two elevators, the principal
furniture store in town and the big flour
mill were wiecked, whiie the telegraph
office and a sawmill were partially de-
stroyed. I'rom meagre information it
is learned that the bodies of three per-
sons have been found, and it is feared
a number of others are dead. It is esti-
mated that 100 houses were demolished
and telephone and telegraph lines are
prostrated. TUtter confusion reigns in
the town. The streets are “filled with
farm impiements, which were blown
through the air. It was some time be-
fore crews could begin to ciear away
the debris, which, it is feared, may cover
many sickening sights.

- She has made her last trip
across the Atlantie, All
interest in ships probably know that this
vessel’ is one of the most remarkable
craft ever constructed, and is the
finest example that could be given
of the excellence of products of British
shipyards. The Britannic was the first
of the high-speed, furnished
trans-Atlantic liners with which the
world is familiar the very
latest vessels are merely a developmernt
speed and comfort of certain
features which were first embodied in
this ship. She is fufther remarkable
because of the unusual endurance of her

stance of continuous service that, as far

The older boat, however, has been
steadily breasting the storm and stress
of the trams-Atlantic passage for twenty-
nine years with her original engines and
boilers, and she has the remarkable
record of never having missed a day in
all that time through accident or break-
down.

FAIR AT DAWSON
Was Largely Attended Proved a
Splendid Success—Display cf
Vegetables.

Thé' first Yuken exposition® has just

ciosed. in Dawson. The undertaking wag
a great success ‘among the public ven-
tures attempled in the North, especially
of significance in relation to thedevelop:
meut of the dountry for a permanent
population. - Vegetables were of very
large size. “One .turnip svas exhibited
which  weighed twenty-one . pounds.
Many were exhibited r ng from ten
io fifteen pounds. They rvpresentod
many varieties. One exhibitor raised s
hundred pounds of turnips on a piece ol
ground fifteen feet square. Cabbages of
fine, solid heads were exhibited in great
{ pumbers. Red cabbage matured early.
' Potatoes, the more stable produet of
commerce for ail the year, were exhibit-
ed from several parts of the Yukon
bagin.” From one potator flower F. X
Liaderoote, of Kirkman, near Dawson,
raised 100 pounds of potatoes after
niultiplying the increase three seasons.
The potatoes of different varieties ripen
in various parts of the Yukon basin.
Those exhibited in Dawson averagea
about three specimens to the pound,

Tomatoes were also exhibited.

Splendid specimens of native hay werd
shown, also ball barley, which runs
sixety-five bushels to the acre. White
fife wheat, red chaff wheat, oats, barley
and other such grains were on exhibition
in handsome ripened sheafs. Oats weruy
shown five to ten and one-half feet tall,
which were planted on June 4th. Native
hay has been raised in quantities for the
Dawson market this season. Sam
Henry, of Stewart river, exhibited some
which had just been harvested for the
winter. The wild hay is worth $60 to
the ton and the other $80.

The fair doubtless will be a great in-
centive to further farming and gardening
:n the Yukon. It is expected that within
five years or less the Yukon will import
few potatoes or hay. It now imports no
garden truck. The country raises an
i abundance of garden truck to supply
itself and that with little effort.

The $30,000 pavilion of the Dawson
Athletic Club was used as an exhibition
building by the fair management, The
hall was a bower of beauty under effects
of bunting, flags, eleetrical - displays,
great banks of native and domestic flow-
ers and numerous booths. ‘The ‘main
hall is more than 100 feet long and
thirty wide. Aside from ‘this was a
machinery' hall, containing specimens of
) machinery used in mining in the Klon-
dike and native dogs and horses, A
span of horses weighing 1,300 pounds
each, raised on Gold Rua creek, were
exhibited.

Forty native white babies were exhib-
ited one day. In the arts rcom were dis-
plays of paintings. * Indian work, Yukoen
jewelry work and faney wark. Alin-
erdls, mammoth and mastodon remains
and tusks were among the interesting ex-
hibits.

A big stage was erected at orve end of
the main pavilion. Three ~hundred
school children took part in the exe S,
A military band gave concerts, minstrel
shows were held at nights in the main
many other attractions
were provided, The fair Ilasted four
days, As many as from 2,500 to 3,000
people attended during 4 single evening.
Hundreds of dollurs were awarded in
cash prizes and diplomas were issued.

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Holbeirn’s Great
Channel Swim

Six years ago, in an English town, a
man was flying through space. on his
bicycle on a dark and stormy: night. He
was travelling behind a motor car that
vas pacing him. Suddenly there was an
accident; the daring cyeclist who risked
his neck that stormy night came down
with a erash, and broke his leg so badly
that for him the racing track was a thing
That man was Montague
one of the most feariess and

termined athletes fhat this or any
ther land ever had. A stiff knee was

¢ result of his smash, and the doctor
said to him:

“Look here, ‘Monty,’
ride again; but that is no reason why
you should be a cripple. Take to swim-

ing, man, and get back the use of that

So ‘““Monty”’ Ho'hein took to the
water, and soon found that he could
<wim as few men ever learn to swim.
Then he made up his mind to try and
beat the record put up by that marve.-
lous man, ‘Captain Webb., It was a bold
thing for any man to attempt, for
Webb was a man in a million, and the
man fwho could beat his record would
have to be a phenomenon, not only in
physique, but in heart. Yet it was in
Holbein’s mind that he could do’ this
thing. He tried and failed, and tried
again, and again failure abode with him.
And now he has tried once more, That
is the story I have to tell, and though
I have to chronicle a defeat, the surround-
ings make it almost as brilliant as vie-
tory, for from end to end it is the chron-
icle of a stout-hearted man. battiing
against the unknown strength of nature’s
forces,

Dover was calm and peaceful in all
the restful hush of an evening almost as
warm as if the. old seaport lay in the
lay of the tropics. Searce a ripple lay
upon the face of the world of waters.
The sun just dipped away out of sight,
and the shadows of the coming. night
blended with the far-flithg shadows of
the white cliffs of the coast. No bois-
terous mob of idle sightseers thronged
the beach, no fleet of pleasure steamers
decked the gently heaving sea. A little
group of sportsmen stood upon the shore
and one solitary tug rode a little way
from land. No stranger calling there
would have thought that a great event
was about to commence.

A man plainly dressed stands just b~
well-knit, strong-buiit man of about 40
years of age—and his gaze is fixed in the
direction where the coast of France lies
night. It is Holbein, the swimmer,
calm, confident and ready for a desper-
ate struggle.

from coast to coast would have to
plough through nearly fifty miles of
water before his feet could touch dry
sand,

"A couple of boats went with him, con-
taining = friends and attendants, -« aod
nothing was left to chance. Another tug
beside the one that carried his cook and
his adviser§ crept out of Dover, and’the
procession across the channel start:d.
The man in the water behaved with
most serupulous fairness. Every time
the boatmen drew neay to feed him he
took the greatest possible care to_avoid
receiving any assistance from them be-
yond taking the food. ‘He would: stop
swimming as they drew near, and, tread-
ing water, would take the food, : imfl
then, wheeling over on his back, masii-
cate it, and then proceed upon his jour-
ney. Not once during the whole of ihe
17 hours and 10 minutes that he was:in
the water did he allow his hand to touch
anything but the sea water, not. onge
did he allow an attendant’'s hands ‘te
touch him. :

As the night wore on tthe sight in mid-
channel became more and more weird,
The light was fairly good, but: not
brilliant. Two rowing boats kept ever
close to the swimmer, and the two tugs
lay handy. On the mhain tug the swim-
mer’s sister-in-law, Miss Fairley, attend-
ed to the preparation of the athlete’s
food. They fed him on Bovril, and on
Bovril tablets. They gave him any
kind of food he fancied, but the chief
thing in, the way of solid that was given
him ,was sandsviches composed of the
best brown bread and good coarse sugar.
Holbein himself had chosen ithis latter
food because he knew that when the ex-
perts in the German army had experi-
mented with foodstuffs they had proved
that bread and sugar was more quickly
assimilated than any other kind of hard
food, and provided more warmth—and
warmth to a swimmer is a vital point.

He would not allow them to mix any’|

kind of spirits with his liquids- because
he held that spirituous liquor took more
out of a man than it gave in return.
As the time slowly wore away, and
the cliffs of Dover grew dimmer and
dimmer, Holbein altered his method of
swimiming, turning from the left
right on to his back, and sweeping the
water with tremendous power he pro-
pelled ‘himself along with the regularity
of a machine.
but every now and then he called out
cheerily to some of his friends, and the
tone of his voice was always hopeful.
The sea remained beautifully calm’ the
whole night long. Nothing could have
been better for Holbein. There was mo
wing to speak of, and what little there

less to make the attempt. I know be-

cause I have tried already. He will nét
talk. He will not speak to anyone. He
wants to do this thing, not to talk about
it. He knows-what a punishing ordeal
lies in front of him, and he is saving
himself for a supreme effort. He is no
broggart, this cotton mrerchant, no flam-
boyant notoriety-seeker. If he wins he
will take all the praise that comes ‘his
way; if he fails he will fail like a man,
and bear his defeat like a man. I know
this by the make and shape of his face,
by the strong, steadfast lines that mark
his countenance; for he is no common
athlete, but a magnetic personality.

A couple of men go over and join him.
One is that great trainer of aquatice
champions, Charles Newman, whose
name- is a household word in swimming
circles all the world over. Holbein turns
as the two men approach him, and be-
fore they get to him strips off his coat
and tosses it behind him. They strip
him there and rub him down with a pre-
paration made by Mr. Newman. I can-
uot find out jhst what it but I know
that porpoise oil and warnish form a por-
tion of its ingredients. It is meant to
keep the cold from striking to swimmer’s
vitals, and clings to him like a second
skin.. When they have coated him thick-
ly with this mixture they fix upon his
head and face a kind of mask, with glass
windows to protect the eyes, and an
asbestos protector for the nostrils to
keep him from shipping water through
bis nose into his stomach. He is ready
now,.

Every now and again
during the journey ome or other of the
following gentlemen took the water and
swam with Holbein to cheer him up on
his long journey: Messrs. H. Faith, E.
Duffy, W. Hallett, F. Record, B. Hyde,
Paul Hammel and Professor Moehl.
They rendered him fine service, but it
was worth noting how superior Holbein
was to all who were aiding him. None
of them, excepting Mr. Faith, remained
for any length of time in the water, but
they seemed to make but a feeble show-
ing as compared to the champion, in
spite of the fact that he had all the un-
broken journey to do.

When Holbein had been in the water
for ten hours he showed his first and
only signal of distress. His stroke sud-
denly slackened off from 22 per minute
to 16, and it was patent to all that he
wag undergoing a, bad time. He is sub-
ject to such relapses. He has always
felt the time between the tenth and the
eleventh hours of a swim more than any
other period, so that none of his friends
were at all anxious on his account, When
I spoke to his wife she replied, eheer-
fully, “Oh, yes, we expected this; he is
always so. It is ‘his bad hour; but he
will soon be all right again.” And so he
was. For three-quarters of an hour he
was troubled, but then he woke up again,
and talked merrily as.he swam,

BISHOP OF CALEDONIA

Has ‘Left on a Farewell Tour of His
Diocese:

Bishop Ridley of Caledonia has . left
for the North on a farewell tour of the
diocese, All the settlements at which
the Anglican body hAs churches will be
visited and the tour His Lordship ex-
pects will last till November, when he
will leave on a trip round the world, sail-
ing from here on one of the Empresses.
This tour will be taken in the interests
of the Church Missionary Society, and
Rishop Ridley will report. on. missionary
work in the various countries. Aus-
tralia and New Zealand will also be in-
ciuded in the tour, His Lordship having
accepted an invitation from the Anglican
church in those countries to speak at
missionary meetings and also to lecture.
The tour will occupy over a year:and
Bishop Ridley does not expect to reaeh
ngland until 1905.

For some time past it has been known
that His Lordship was anxious to resigm
Lis bishoprie, and reports of his resigna-
tion have appeared in several papers. So
far he has not tendered his resignation,
though he intends to do so at an early
date. Bishop Ridley has promised the
people of his diocese that when he resign-
ed he would endeavor to have a Can-
adian appointed as his successor and the
carrying out of the nece Iy arrange-
ments to this end, which involved a great
deal of red tape, Lhad caused him to de-
lay tendering his resignation. Bishop
Ridley was consecrated by the Arch-
bishcp of Canterbury, but he has always
held that it would be of great advan-
tage to the Anglican chureh in Canada
if Canadians were to appoint their own
ELishops and select them from among
naturally

of affairs and needs of the church. In

Trial of A. M. B. Gordow Began This
Morning—Supreme Court Bitting.

George
Gandiner, formerly billiard marker in the
Union: Club, related the circumstances
of the finding of the pocketbook and bills
four years ago, and of his handing same
to Gordon, who divided the money with
him and told him to keep his mouth
shut. Robt. Higham, Jas. L. Tait and
Detective Palmer were also called by
the Crown.

City Rose to Occasion and Showed Un-
‘mistakably That It Was Time
for Change.

It was a great day for Liberalism in
Victoria. The solid four—W. G. Cam-
eron, R. L, Drury, J. D. McNiven and
Richard Hall—swept a’l before them. It
was a brilliant victory, an achievement
which should be a source of pride to all
who desire to see this province blessed
with good government. Overwhelmingly
decisive, it Les been a terrible shock
to the Conservative party in this city,

their candidates safely established in the
seats of parliament. When the results
were announced their amazement and in-
credulity knew no bounds; but there was
no mistake. Victoria had decided !ﬁﬂt
for her part she would have nothing far-
ther to do with those who stood for the
old gang who sought to be her represen-
tatives.

And the Liberal party? That they
were jubilant is putting it mildly. As a
party they had not dared to hope that so
unprecedented a vicfory would erown
their arms. The large majority were
willing to count on half the ticket on
tue morning of polling day. There were
some who insisted that three Liberals
would be returned and a few who con-
fidently predicted that the electors would
elect the “solid four.” Two of these
prophets whose prophecies were trium-
phantly verified expressed no, doubt in
conversagion with a Times representa-
tive on Saturday afternoom. “You just
keep your eye on the result,” said one,
“and you will find I am right. The
enemy is divided and disorganized and
‘can’t possibly elect a member.”

Everyone will remember how glibly
the Conservative champions prophesied
the election of their quartette about nom-
ination day. Everyone will recall that
as the campaign sped by they were in-
elined to drop down to three, Then, it
will also be remembered, as the polling
day drew near, they “thought the Lib-
erals might get two,” and on Saturday
a number of them still stuck to that.
Some of the trumpet:-voiced adherents,
however, had taken heed of the signs
of the times and admitted that things
looked a trifle cloudy for them, and
“they wouldn’t be surprised if the Con-
servatives only ‘elected one”’—Charles
Hayward being that one.

Polling commenced quite briskly on
Saturday morning and kept up at a live-
ly rate all day. The arrangements,
thanks ‘to the foresight of the returning
officer, Hinkson 'Siddall, were perfect.
They prevented confusion and enabled

with convenience and dispatch. The
genial returning officer was able to super-
intend the entire operations with- marked
economy of energy and time, having an
elevated coign of vantage from which
he could view the entire station. ‘Ihe
‘voiers entered from Pandora street, and,
hafter casting their ballots, emerged on
Cormorant street. The interior of the
old fire hall proved to be admirably
adapted for a polling station in every
respect, and doubtless hereafter it wiil
be used for this purpose, where possible
in all elections.

Liberal 'and Conservative committees
were out bright and early; and their ac-
tivity was due to the large vote polled.
The Liberal headquarters were estab-
lished in the old Methodist church, while
the Conservative committes room was
in the pottery building. It must be ad-

.

in the demeanor of the habitues of the
two headquarters. The Liberals were
far more hopeful and buoyant than their
rivals, who lacked the “sure-thing” air
which characterized them in the early
stages of the campaign. Up to 2 o'cloek
1,900 votes had been cast. The work-
ingmen’s vote rolled in strongly between
5 and the closing time, 7:30 o’clock, and
keen observers who had been following
the trend closely were confident that the
majority polled during the day were for
the Liberal candidates, Promptly at 7:30
o’clock the polls closed and the ballots
were counted. The total number ecast
was in the neighborhood of 3,800.

The contents of the nineteen boxes
were then counted simultaneously. The
Liberal candidates led from the start,
much to the delight of those of their
adherents who were looking after their
interests at the polling station. . The
count was not in progress very long
before the Conservative candidates and
their friends began to feel premonitary
chills. The Liberals gained in the lead,
and when the first bulletin was given out
by the Times it read like this: Cam-
eron, 85; Drury, 79; McNiven, 79; Hall,
70; Hayward, 67; Helmcken, 67; Me-
Phillips, 59; Hunter, 53; Watters, 37.

This was the count when eighteen
booths had' been exhausted. The atten-
tion and excitement were then centered
on the remaining booth. In it lay the
hope of the Tory ticket, but it was a
blasted hope.

It was a bitter pill for the supporters
of the losing side, and after they had
recovered from the shock about all they
could ejaculate was: ‘“Well, .who would
nave. thought it?”

THe Soeialist candidate polled a larger
vote than was generally expected, and
the figure (697) which stood opposite Mr.
Watters’s name was a considerable sur-
prise. It was not sufficient, however, to
save him his-deposit.

The official count is now in progress,
so the Times will be unable to give the
result of this in to-day’s issue. A com-
parison of the above figures, which may
be considered about correct, will show
how sweeping was the triumph.

NOVEMBER 27TH FIXED
AS DAY OF HANGING

The Jury’s Strong Recommendation to
Mercy Will Be Forwarded to
Ottawa for Consideration.

Upon the Assize court resuming yes
terday afternoon at 2-45 a jury was em-
panelled to try the case in which A. J.
Frith is accused of the crime of murder
against F. J. Bailey.

In outlining the case Deputy Attorney-
General McLean stated that the prisoner
sgtood accused of the greatest crime
known in the law of England—murder.
The question of the gravity of the crime
depended upon the element of premedita-
,tion connected with it. In this instance
it was murder in the highest degree, be-
cause there was evidence that it was
premeditated some time before. It was
a sad case in every respect. The murder-
ed man was one who had held a respon-

- sible position in the service of the crown,
having a family dependent upon him.
The accused likewise held a responsible
position, and one whom one would not
expect to do such a thing. He had, how-
ever, through getting into evil ways, be-
come negligent of his duty and through
intemperance had to be discharged. He
seemed to attribute the dismissal to
Bailey, and this rankled in his breast.

Mr. McLean recounted the circum-
stances, stating that at 7 o’clock in the
morning the accused at an inn made the
statement that he was coming back to
settle Bailey. At that time he had in
his possession a revolver. The Deputy
Attorney-General continued to trace the
story of the crime.

In concluding Mr. McLean said they
had the evidence of Frith made to a fel
low prisoner that in killing Bailey he
had got rid of one of the greatest hypo-
<crites he had ever known.

Dr. Stoddart, in charge of the Naval
hospital at Esquimalt, testified as to the
appearance of the body of Bailey when
called to the sail and stores loft. The
body was then warm, lying on its face.
There were no staves or club of any
kind there. The following afternoon he
examined the body. A bullet had enter-
ed the back of the head a little to the
right of centre.’ It had passed through
the skull. It was apparent the man had
*een shot from behind at close range, as
the region of the wound was charred.

Cross-examined by Mr. Powell witness
said that the prisonmer suffered from a
constitutional weakness, for which he
had treated him for some years.

In reply to His Lordship he said the
constitutional weakness was hernia. The
deceased could not have inflicted the
wound himself,

Fred. Payne, storehouse keeper, testi-
fied to having received instructions from
Mr., Bailey to provide some packing
cases for accused whom he understood
was leaving for Vancouver. The pack-
ing cases were kept in an adjoining room
to that in which the body of Bailey was
feund. IRERE - 7 |

Cross-examined by Mr. Powell, the
witness said he had never had any
trouble with the accused.

Chas. Harris, Naval storehouse man,
having charge of the stores, gave evi-
dence to Bailey being the senior store-
house clerk. The accused was under
the latter. Witness had discharged
¥rith on 19th June on account of his
having persistently absented himself
from duty. He had never noticed any
vindictiveness towards Bailey on the
part of Frith. He had at first refused
Frith the privilege of having the packing
cases asked for on account of the dis-
¢harge from the service. Being pressed
by Mr. Bailey he had consented after-
wards.

Cross-examined by Mr. Powell witness
admitted that Bailey had come to inter-
cede for Frith.

H. W. Pauline testified to meeting ac-
cused on the wmorning of 27th June about
7 o'clock at the Ship Inn hotel. Frith
tid him good-bye, as he was going to
Vancouver. Accused said he was going
that evening., After some further con-
versation about his leaving, witness said
he would come back some time and “fix
him.” Accused mentioned no name. He
understood that he referred to Bailey on
acconnt of a rumor.

His Lordship objected to this evidence
as Bailey's name was not mentioned.
His Lordship made it plain that this was
only an inference in the mind of the
witness.

Witness continued that accused drew
out a revolver when he mentioned this
circumstance.

Cross-examined by Mr. Powell wit-
ness said that he did not think accused
had been drinking. He took one drink
then, he thought whiskey. The prisoner
was flushed. and seemed excited. He
paced up and down while talking. He
%ooked as though he had been drinking
the night before.

Witness had been in the navy yard
about two years and nine months before
when accused had a fitt When he saw
him he was lying prone kicking and go-
ing through the motion of swimming.
When the revolver was produeed on

7th June he paid little attention to it
as he thought it was an act of bravado.

A. Murch, of the Royal Marine Artil-
lery, was a sentry at the front gate on
the moruning of 27th June. He told of
hearing that Bailey was missing about
9.30 o'clock. The body of Bailey was
found about 11 o’clock.

Lance Sergt. Lowth saw Bailey and
¥Frith together crossing the yard about
7.40 on the morning of 27th June. He
had afterwards entered the storeroom
by a window, the door being locked and
the key missing. He had found Bailey’s
body inside. The key of the adjoining
storehouse was found in Bailey’s hand.

In answer to Mr. Powell, witness said
he acted as a nurse to Frith in Decem-
ber. He thought it was fits that ailed
Hhim.

‘Wm. Kenny, a first class petty officer
of H. M. navy, saw Frith at the naval
Pler on the morning of June 27Tth a little

before 8 o'clock, He was going towards
the shore.

Provincial Officer Campbell . testified
that he had been intimate with accused
for years. He gave his evidence largely
as given at the preliminary hearing of
the case. -Frith had told him on the
morning of June 27th that he had killed
Bailey owing to some trouble at the
stores, but that it was in self-defence.
He had afterwards taken part in the
search for the deceased, and had arrested
Frith.

Cross-examined by Mr. Powell, he said
he knew Bailey and Frith were friends.
Frith admitted to witness after his dis-
charge that it was his own fault that it
resulted. He had acted as a nurse to
prisoner at one time. ‘There was some-
thing the matter with his brain. Wit-
ness had been drinking heavy for about
two months. At the time he made the
arrest of prisoner there was a little dis-
cussion as to razors in the family.

Sergt. Murray, of the provincial police,
told of Frith being brought to the head
office in Victoria. He wished to .make
a statement to Superintendent Hussey,
who cautioned him against it. Witness
also cautioned him, but the prisoner per-
sisted in making his statement. This
statement was taken down in his pre-
sence. It was read in court, and con-
sisted of a detailed aceount of the pri-
soner’s trouble with Bailey, resulting in
his having to shoot him in self-defence.
The details of the statement have been
given in connection with the preliminary
hearing, and are familiar to readers of
the Times.

Alexander Gordon,

who was in jail

when the accused was taken there, testi- !

fied that he had had a conversation with
Frith concerning the affair. Frith asked
him what he thought about it. Witness
replied that he did not want to say what
he thought about it, but on being urged
by Frith said that some said Frith should
have shot himself after the deed; others
that he must be a lunatic. Accused ask-
ed witness if he looked like a lunatic,
and witness assured him that he did not.
Aceused then said that-he “had. merely
done his duty by ridding the world of
one of the greatest scoundrels that ever
trod the earth under the cloak of rel-
gion, and again asked if he looked like
a lunatie.

Cross-examined by Mr. Powell witness
said he had a conversation with Frith
when the latter came back after the pre-
liminary hearing. He had asked him
if he felt nervous, and prisoner replied
that he did not, but referred peculiarly
to the length of the road. Being asked
if the revolver had been found Frith said
it had not, and that it was~no use any
way, as he had to fire twice before it
would go off, and that had he not shot
Bailey that morning he would have shot
somebody else in the course of the day.
He had often heard prisoner humniing
tunes to himself. On leaving the jail on
his discharge witness had said to Frith:
“I wish you luck, Frith.”
something about being prepared for any-
thing. Prisoner said he did not care
much what way it went. }

An adjournment was then taken until
to-day at 10 o’clock.

When the Assize court opened this
morning the trial of A, J. Frith for the
murder of F. J. Bailey was proceeded
with. The case for the crown having
been submitted, the prisoner’s defence
was proceeded with.

Mr. Powell, in opening the defence,
said that at the time the crime was
committed that the mind of the accused
was so affected that he was not himself,
and that he did not realize what he was
doing. Affected with a constitutional
weakness which drained his vitality and
also by a hemorrhage of the brain, which
affected him so that he was not really
Tesponsible.

He said he would show by the evidence
to be produced that although a tender
father he had done things which it was
difficult to explain. Without warning ha
would' seize his wife and violently throw
her to the floor. He had also on one oc-

-ension put his wife out on the street,

locking the door. He had also evidens:d
a desire to shoot the whole family, and
had held out threats of that kind against
his friends, one instance being M-
Payne. Afterwards the accused when
spoken of about these things would snhow
that he did not realize what he Lad
done. His action towards the family
had led to his daughter leaving home.
Accused also had been troubled witi
his head, and had required careful at-
tention. Mr., Powell said he proposed
by the evidence to show that the accused
was really not vesponsible fer his acts.

Mrs. Frith was'the first’ witness- - Sk

testified that in 1901, about Christmas.
the accused had had a hemorrhag> of
the brain, and 'since that time he had
had three attacks of fits.* The dJoctor
said they were epileptic fits. Sincesthat
illness her husband had acted different'y.
On two occasions while reading his
paper he suddenly rushed upon witness
knocking her down and also swearing.
He appeared very violent. On -another
occasion he showed a revolver, avd
threatened to kill the family. He had
also put her out of doors in one of these
fits.

Another time, although he had had no
trouble with Mr. Payne, he showed a
revolver, and threatened that he would
kill him. Next day, this being recalled
to his mind. he remembered nothicg
of it. <

For some time he had slept very poor's
at nights. Witness would bathe his head
with cold water. Accused would rep_el
her in this. He would get up and taii
to imaginary people. For some time he
had been consuming a bottle of Scotch
whiskey every night, which he brocght
home. He would get up about every
half hour and go down and get a drink.
On the night before the erime he was
drinking as usual. In the morning he
came in about 8.30. After breakfast and
after shaving he called his little boy to
him. He felt the boy's neck, and said
he had thrown away the revolver and
would have to cut the boy’s throat.

Witness said ~For God's sake, Fred,
don’t do anything like that.” .

She recounted Mr. Bailey coming to
their place after Frith’s dismissal, when
the latter said it was his own fault that
he was dismissed. She had heard her
husband say that if all men were like
Railey and Carroll it would be all right.

Cross-examined by Mr. McLean, wit-
ness said that she did not tell Mr.
Payne to be on his guard after Frith had
made the threat he did. She kept it to
herself though she had fears that he
might carry it out.

In answer to His Lordship witness
said before this illness her husband was

Accused said ¢

very kind to his family. He had been
ic bed ten days at the time of his illness
in 1901. The first outbreak of passion
oceurred about two months after the
sickness. She thought that the threat
concerning Payne was made after his
discharge. For about two weeks before
the murder he had been consuming a
bottle a night. For some months before
he had been drinking heavily.

Miss Isabel Frith testified that she
had gone to Vancouver in January last.
Since his illness in 1901 on one or twu
occasions her father had acted very
peculiarly. On one of these he asked if
a certain gentleman was coming down
to the house that evening.” He showed
his revolver, and said he wished to shoot
both of us. Witness escaped out of the
house. About a month before she went
to Vancouver he also expressed a desire
to kill them both, but she again escaped.
The next morning her father would ap-
pear rational. She, therefore, decided to
go to Vancouver.

Cross-examined by Mr. McLean wit-
ness said that the action of her father
was the real cause of her going to Van-
couver. She thought it would be the
wisest thing to do. When she escaped
from the house she went to Mrs. Camp-
bell’s. She did not say anything to Mrs.
Campbell of why she came there. She
often went there. She kept these things
from everyone.

Dr. Hart was called to give expert evi-
dence. -

Mr. Powell laid the circumstances as
outlined by the witnesses as to the
actions of the accused, and asked the
doctor’s opinion of the sanity of the ae-
cused.

Dr. Hart said that these facts would
indicate a certain amount of menial
derangement, otherwise insanity. 1t
might indicate homieidal mania, but not
necessarily. He thought the man might
be incapable that morning of knowing
what he was doing.

Cross-examined by Mr. McLean, the
doctor said that the prisoner did n>t ap-
pear now anything but normal. A man
might be dangerously insane, and ye:
show no signs of it. As a rule an im-
press was left on a man subject > fits
of insanity generally. -

Pressed by Mr. McLean for an answer
as to whether a man aidicted to liquor
did not do things which resembled in-
sanity, Dr. Hart returned that a man
urder those circumstances was insane—
alcoholic insanity,

In answer to His Lordship the witness
said that a man might be actuated by an
uncontrollable impulse to commit an act,
and yet immediately afterwards realize
that he had done wrong.

The doing away with the weapon used
very shortly after did not indicate vecy
clearly insanity. .

The attacks upon the wife were not
such as a violemt tempered man under
the influence of liquor might not com-
mit. The feeling a child’s neck with the
remarks used, however, indicated somsa-
thing altogether different, and looked
like an unbalanced mind. In society as
they found it in this count¥y they did
not expect to find a man who committed
murder altogether rational.

Dr.’ Frank Hall, the }ast witness to be
called for the defence, having been suiu-
moned away suddenly, Mr. Powell ex-
pressed his inability to proceed with the
case. It was suggested that if the jury
wished to visit the'scene of the murder
that it might be*done.

The foreman of the jury expressed the
desire to visit the place.

The question then arose as to whether
the prisoner would have to accompany
them, the jury, and sheriff. After in-
vestigation it was decided that the jury
should go in company with the sheriff
only. .

A special car was provided for them,
and an adjournment taken by the court
until 2.30 this afternoon.

Yesterday afternoon the triai of A. J.
Frith was concluded in the Assize court,
and the prisoner was sentenced to be
hanged on November 27th.

George Powell, the counsel for the
accused, made a splendid defence for his
client. Proceeding on the line that the
prisoner was noti at the time he com-
mitted the deed responsible for his act,
Mr. Powell made out the strongest case
possible for the accused. His argument
before the jury was admirably prepared,
showing a thorough mastery of his case.
His conduct of it throughout put Mr,
Powell easily in the front rank among
the criminal lawyers of this province.

A few witnesses were examined before
the arguments on both sides were de-
livered, 4

;%' The first witnbss called was Dr. Frank

Hall. M, Powe!ll outlined,- as for Dr.
Hart, the many eircumstances contained
in the evidence of the witnesses for the
@fence and was asked his opinion as to
the sanity of a man doing as outlined.

Dr. Hall said these actions were very
peculiar; they were not those of a sane
man. Aay man who had a hemorrhage
of the brain had a diseased brain.
Epileptics . were, in the minds .of some
of the best authorities, diseased brains.
A great many of them, sooner or later,
went insane,

He cited a personal case in which an
epipletic had come to the conclusion that
another medical man was trying to pois-
on him, and suggested that he might“be
right in shooting him.

If the man had a hemorrhage of tlre
brain or was am epileptic he might be
seized with an bhallucination and might
want to kill someone. They very often
picked on their best friend. Immediately
after he might be rational.

Cross-examined by Mr. McLean, Dr.
Hall held that a man having had a
hemorrhage of the lungs there was al-
ways a diseased lung. If a man had an
attack of congestion he never recovered.
A hemorrhage of the lungs did not neces-
sarily need to be tuberculosis, and hence
might be cured. A man might recever
from a hemorrhage of the brain. After
a hemorrhage a part of the clot was
taken up into the system, but a part
was not, and a new tissue was: formed.
In the brain there was no way of the
remaining part of the blood passing
away as there was in other parts. The
fibrous tissue was formed and created
a pressure. The doctor thought that ex-
cessive drinking might aeeount for ac-
tions such as those outlined.

Frank Campbell testified that he had
visited the prisoner twice at the jail

of the prisoner. No prisoner had ever
actod better. He never received any
reports as to his conduct, either to act-
ing strangely, being violent or not sleep-
ing at night. - The doctor’s attention
had never been required while he was
there, He had no indications that the
man was insane,

Guards Paulson and Hunter of the
jail also testified to the most rational
demeanor of the prisoner while at the
jail, 3

George Powell, in addressing the jury,
referred to the responsibility resting
upon the jurymen. He felt the greatest
responsibility himself. It was a ques-
tion for them to decide whether the acts
of the man were those of a cold-blooded
murderer or those of a man deluded by
a diseased mind.

The issue with the crown was that
the man did not at the time of the kill-
ing know what he was doing. The
crown's case presupposed reasons for the
crime, namely, that Bailey was re-
sponsible for the prisoner losing his posi-
tion. The prisoner’s action was then
one of revenge. Tt hinging upon the
question of motive, without the motive
of revenge being clearly established, the
case fell to the ground.

He outlined the fact that the two men
were very friendly. To a .reasonable
man there must be established a most
despicable act of treachery on the part
of Bailey. This was lacking. Bailey
had in a friendly manner warned the
prisoner. He had even offered to in-
tercede with Mr. Harris after his dis-
charge.

The evidence of Mr. Harris was that
the intercession followed and even after-
wards he took occasion to get cases for
him. Frith never blamed Bailey, but
took it all himself.

The crown, with all its force of detec-
tives, had not been able to prove that
there was anything but the best of feel-
uig between Bailey and Frith up to the
day of the killing.

There was not the evidence of cunning
on the part of Frith. Was it the act
of a cunning man to brandish his re-
volver the very morning of the killing,
coupled with the statement to Dan
Campbell that he had killed Bailey?

If Frith was a sane man he would
have to kave a reasonable motive for
comanitting the act.

It was but a reasomable suggestion
that the killing was due to an outburst
of a diseased mind, coupled with the
results of heavy drinking. Someone had
to be killed.

The evidence of Gordon in the jail
concerning Frith’s statement of Bailey
being the greatest hypocrite was, in face
of the remarks of the yrisoner made as
to his friendliness to Bailey, but an evi-
dence that he was insane.

The evidence of Dr. Hall went to
show that a man having had a hem-
orrhage of the brain was never quite
what he was before. The effect of a
diseased intellect upon a man’s actions
could not be fully understood.

The law would not allow of a man not
in the full enjoyment of his reason being
- sacrificed for something for which he was
hot responsible. He did not pretend to
say that the prisoner was totally insane.

He laid great stress upon the peculiar
actions of the prisoner towards his wife
and to others. He placed no stress upon
Mrs. Frith and others members of thd
family keeping these matters quiet. It
was the usual thing for family matters
like that to be kept within the pale of
the family. Was the action of the man
that of a rational man after the mur-
der? He came back ‘to hig family and
ate his meal. Then shaving himself he
took his boy on his knee. The hallucin-
ation again came over him, and he spoke
of cutting the boy’s throat.

It was usual in such cases to find that
a man had either a mania to kill him-
self or to kill someone else. When it
resulted in suicide there was never any
trouble in finding a jury te return a ver-
dict that the man’s mind was deranged.

Why was it that the man two hours
after still was under the hallucination of

L

‘killing, as evidenced by his proposal to

cut his child’s throat? If he was the
cold blooded murderer which it was at-
tempted to make out he was, why did
he continue to wish to kill 'two hours
after. Gorden said that the prisoner
stated that he intended to kill another
man that morning. Whysshould a man
decide to revenge himself on all the men
at that particular time.

Was it not reasonable that he was
under the hallucination that he must kil
gomeone? |

The design required to earry out the
crime was not a necessary proof of the
sanity ofa man. The story of self-de-
fence as told was not the logical one of
a sane man. ‘He told a story .which
could not be reasonably believed.

He did not think that the jury would
decide that the man was a sane man.

He thought that when the accused said
that he would “fix some one,” he meant
the young man who kept company with
his daughter, he having expressed be-
fore an intention of doing so.

He warned the jury against giving an
unjust verdict, as in so doing they would
contribute fo the violation of the com-
mandment ‘“Thou shalt not kill.” -He
asked them to sympathize with the wife
and family of Frith. It was not to
sympathize with the accused, who seem-
ed indifferent to any verdict.

Deputy Attorney-General McLean ad-
dressing the jury, said there was no
doubt now that Frith had killed Bailey;
that was admitted by the defence. In
most cases of murder there was a doubt
as to whether the accused had actually
killed the victim or not, In this in-
stance there was none. The defence first
urged self-defence, but the evidence
showed that it could not have been done
in self-defence, so that plea was com-
pletely abandoned and another line was
taken up. 1t was urged that the prisoner
Killed Bailey because he was insane,
that he was iaboring under some delu-
sion that prevented him from urderstand-
ing the nature and quality of the act.

Mr., McLean then reviewed the medi-
cal evidence and held that it did not sub-
stantiate the argument of the defence.
Drinking was not insanity, and drink is
no excuse for crime. In an ancient
Greek state there was a law that for a
man who committed a crime the penalty
was so-and so; if committed while drunk
the penalty was doubled. Mr. McLean
referred in feeling termg to the wife and
family of the prisoner.

After a recess of five minutes His
Lordship addressed the jury. The car-
dinal point for the jury to decide was
the state of the man’s mind at the time
of the crime. The theory of self-defence
had been demolished and abandoned; one
question alone remained, and that was
whether the prisoner was of sound mind
or not when he committed the deed which
it is acknowledged that he did commit?

The jury then retired until after 8
o’clock. Upon returning they announced
that they had arrived at a verdict of
guilty of murder—with a very strong re-
commendation to mercy.

Mr. Justice Irving asked the prisoner
if he had anything to say why sentence
should not be passed on him.

Frith replied “No, sir.” His Lordship
thereupon asked him to stand up, and
said:

“Prisoner, you have been found guilty
of the crime charged, and I have only
one thing to do. You have been most
ably and ingeniously defended, and
everything has been done by your
counsel which could possibly be done. I
sentence you to be hanged by the neck
until you are dead on November 27th,
and may God have mercy on your soul.”

Frith received the death sentence in-the
same stoical manner which has been evi-
denced by him ever since the deed was
committed.
