The Chippewas have three schools and three churches. The * ? 
Council Chamber is a very large brick building, with convenient Y 
an e-rooms and balcony. Here also is where they hold their annual ^ 
hall Show, with a substantial board fence around the grounds, and is 
less than half a mile from the Delaware Station, on the branch of 
the M. C. R.

The Munceys have only one school pn their portion of the 
settlement, and two churches. A very fine frame mission and school 
house, with stone foundation, costing nearly a thousand dollars. The 
funds from which this house was built were raised in England by 
Mr. J. B. Wampum,

The Muncey Agricultural Society have bought two acres'along­
side of the school lot, and enclosed them with a high board fence, 
where they hold their Annual Show. *

It was in the Chippewa Council Chamber where this Tenth 
Grand Council was convened. This building cost something over 
two thousand five hundred dollars, and occupies a charming sight • 
on tlffi high bank of the River Thames.

Within less than half a mile is the beautifully situated building 
of the Mount Elgin Industrial Institution, now being enlarged and 
beautified, at heavy cost. When the improvements are completed it 
will be one of the finest buildings in the country, and will have ac­
commodation for one hundred and twenty pupils.

During the session of the Council, Chiefs and Delegates ac 
cepted an invitation from the Principal of the Institution (Rev. W.
W. Shepherd), visited the grounds and buildings, and were hospitably 
entertained, and were greatly delighted with what they saw and heard.

OF THE

Grand General Indian Council
first day—Afternoon session.

. OCTOItER 3rd, 1888.

The meeting was called to order by the President at half-past 
one in the afternoon, who stated that “ it is usual to open this meet­
ing by prayer and praise before transacting any business. Now, we 
will open the meeting by singing the first hymn.” All of the dele­
gates joined in singing and Rev. A. G. Smith, of Lower Muncey 
Mission, led with prayer.

Owing to the fact that the minutes of the previous Grand 
Council were not printed, the President went on addressing the 
delegates that had arrived as follows’:

" Chief and Delegates,—It involves upon me to address you,
as most of“ and I think it is not desirable for me to speak much#

“ you are living near. \
“ The reason there is so few delegates attending our Council is 

“ that a great many are seeding yet, and through that reason'cauld 
“ not attend ; another reason is that the minutes of our previous, 
“ Grand Council were not printed, therefore the various Bands have 
“ not responded to the call.

" The minutes were not printed, owing to the fact that there 
" was not enough money to get them printed, and our Secretary has 
“ also stated that even the last minute books were not çaid for ; but 
“I am very thankful to hear that the Indians are advancing in 
“ their different settlements, and I am also glad to know that be- 
“ tween this and last Grand General Council we had the privilege of 

1 “ voting for a representative to the Dominion Parliament.
“ Also, I am glad to know that we have Agricultural Societies 

“ in various Reserves ; we have one in this part of the settlement. 
“ But it is necessary to work together in everything we undertake in 
“ order to succeed.

“ As there are very few strangers, yet I shall not attempt to say 
“ anything more, so I now declare this Tenth Grand General Indian 
“ Council open for the transaction of business.” (Applausel.

I
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The President suggeÿed to the Council to fill the vacant offices, 
vie.: ist Vice-President and the Secretary.

John Henry moved, seconded by Chief John Chicken, that 
Scobie Logan be appointed Secretary pro tern. Voted and carried.

-Moved by Moses Waucosh, seconded by Elijah Ninhàm, 
that John Hill be appointed ist Vice-President. Voted and carried.

John Henry stated that we have already opened the Grand 
Council, and he would ask if the Council intend to transact any 
business to day.

The President replied that he merely opened the Council now 
to enable us to proceed tc business in the morning.

Elijah Ninham stated that his people did not know the rules 
about paying $1.00 into the treasury, but he and some of his Band 
would pay in the morning.

Mr. A. Waucosh explained Section 7, and why each delegate 
paid $1.00 into the treasury.' Moreover, he thought it would be ad­
visable to appoint a Treasurer, and if the other officers did not arrive 
soon the Council would have to make different arrangements.

Mr. John Henry called the attention of the Chiefs and delegates 
to the 3rd and 1 r th Sections of the Constitution and explained them. 
•In his view the Secretary and Treasurer should be separate offices— 
one as a Secretary and the other as a Treasurer.

Chief A. Waucosh stated that he would add a few words to his 
friend’s speech by explaining the cost of printing the minutes by our 
Secretary, and in his opinion the minutes could be printed far 
cheaper, and he supported his remarks by producing a few minute 
books that were printed several years ago.

John Henry said that our Secretary promised faithfully to for­
ward the manuscripts to this Band, and he would like :o know if any 
one had received them yet. ’

The President read a letter from the Secretary, promising to 
send the minutes of the previous Grand Council as soon as possible,

John Henry stated that the tirand Council had been opened 
according to the Constitution, and in his opinion the 3rd and 
nth Sections of the Constitution ought to be amended to enable us 
to appoint a Secretary and Treasurer, therefore he would move to 
amend the 3rd aad 1 rlh Sections to that effect, seconded by Chief 
John Frencifcr^ed ar>d carried.

Moved bp Chmf Moses Waucosh and seconded by Chief W. J. 
Waddilove, that Chief John Chicken act as Treasurer of this 
Council for the ensuing two years. Voted and carried.

The President submitted to the Council the name of our Grand 
Secretary who is an assistant Indian Superintendents therefore it would 
be better to appoint another person in his place. Chief Waddilove 
stated that we had better relieve our present Secretary before we 
elect another, therefore he moved that our Secretary, P. E. Jones, 
M.D., be relieved from his office in this Council, seconded by John 
Henry. Voted and carried.

The President was of opinion that if any complaints should be 
brought forward, it would be better to invite the Principal, so that 
he may be able to explain and answer any question. . '

Motion to adjourn till Monday morning, at 9 a.m. Carried.

The President stated that it was understood by the Council that 
the question regarding the Institute and the management of it were 
to be brought forward to day. The Rev. W. W Shepherd is now 
present, and any questibns that any person may wish to ask he will 
be glad to answer.

Mr. A Waucosh made a few remarks, and read a letter from 
the Government, being a copy of the agreement with certain Bands.

Mr. Isaac Hill was of opinion that the Principal ought to give us 
an underdstanding of their rules.

* This Council does not pretend to investigate any charges. It 
agreed with Mr. Wood when he stated that before any charges could 
be made he woulckhave to formulate a charge before any investiga­
tion could take place. -

Mr. J. B. Noah asked a number of questions about the working 
of the Institute. '

Moved by Scobie Lo^an, seconded by Chief A. Waucosh, that 
this Council appoint a committee to draft out a petition to the Gov­
ernment, requesting them to enlarge the Institute so as to enable a 
higher education. Voted and carried.

The committee appointed were : John Henry, Jas. A. Wood, 
V Hy. H. Madwayosh, W. Elias, J. B. Noah, S. Logan, etc.

After they returned from the ante room the Secretary laid the 
petition on the table.
