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nstruction is not required to retain the 
isupremacy of the church on the mind, and 
His Lordship said “no.” Mr. Skinner ask - 
ed the Bishop if it was his unalterable 
determination not to submit to the present 
school law, and that he wanted separate 
schools ? His Lordship said he had sub­
mitted already ; it was unavoidable, but 
separate schools are desired. He considered 
the Catholics are now submitting to a wrong.
His Lordship went on again to tell why the 
Ladies ef Notre Dame would not teach under 
the school law. A condition of the Sisters 
of Charity coming here was that they would 
not go to the Normal School ; they would 
get a license otherwise. The convent school 
building, he said, is not under the control 
of the trustees as is the grammar school 
building, so that after hours the sisters may 
use it for other purposes. He would not say 
a Protestant teacher could not be put into 
the convent building, provided an under­
standing was reached. The building would 
not be under control of the trustees to such 
an extent that the giving of religious in­
struction could be prevented. He did not 
know positively as to whether or not school 
is held in the convent building on Catholic 
holydays. He thought the law was observed 
as closely as possible. Mr, Skinner, return­
ing to a question he had touched on in the 
the forenoon, asked the Bishop if it was not 
his theory of civil power that all laws come 
through the Pope. “No, no, no, !” said the 
Bishop, who then went on to deal with the 
question of civil and ecclesiastical law at 
much length and clearness. Another of Mr. 
Skinner’s question was: “If there was a con­
flict between the civil and the canon law 
which would you obey ?" The Bishop said 
that would be according to circumstances.

Replying to Mr. White, the Bishop said 
he had been opposed to the passage of the 
school law. He regarded it as unjust that 
Catholics should have to pay taxes under a 
law to which they were in conscience op­
posed. This led up to au explanation by 
His Lordship of the dispute over the school 
law. Coming down to the matter now 
being investigated, the Bishop recited 
again some of the facts in relation to the 
change of Sisters in 1890. He told Mr. 
White that the Sisters working under the 
law, must obey it. In case of an immoral 
or objectionable book being introduced, 
the teacher could not use it without viola­
tion of conscience, and if a remedy was not 
provided it might become necessary to 
resign. His Lordship said when the Sisters 
came they were to teach under the school 
law and not contrary to it, as charged. The 
moneys of the order belong only to the ^ 
order. The money paid to the Sisters here 
went to the order. Mr. White asked the 
Bishop if he had read the charges. The 
Bishop said he had. Then Mr. White 
read to him the first paragraph, which 
alleges that the Bishop brought the Sisters 
to Bathurst with a view of having Protestant 
children taught in conventual schools. The 
Bishop said this was false and calumnious, 
that he merely desired to continue the work 
of education.

Mr. Skinner now resumed his examina­
tion. Asked if he is still opposed to the 
school law, His Lordship said he had ac­
cepted the situation; Some modifications 
had been made. His Lordship told Mr. 
Skinner that it was altogether impossible 
for the Sisters to attend the Normal School 
unless as in Catholic countries that institu­
tion was Catholic. Brought back to the 
question of religions education in schools,
His Lordship strongly upheld the necessity 
of religions training for the young. Asked 
why Protestants did not insist on religious 
instruction in schools, the Bishop said they 
are mistaken in their views, and are grad­
ually coming around to the Catholic view. 
The Bishop said Catholics are not opposed 
to teaching by parents; that is commended, 
but it is not enough. It was understood 
when the Sisters came they were to give 
religious instruction after school hours— 
a practice which he understood to be 
tolerated or encouraged by the Board of 
Education. “Is it not impossible for 
Catholic children under your principles 
to attend a school with Protestant children 
unless the Catholic religion is taught” 
asked Mr. Skinner. Hie Lordship said 
they did so attend in some places; every­
thing that was desired could not be obtain-
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TRUSTEE O’BRIEN.

Bathurst, May 30.—At the enquiry this 
afternoon School Trustee O’Brien was con­
tinued on the stand until the hour of 
adjournment, 6 o’clock. The Sisters of 
Charity, he said, all received the govern­
ment grant. The board of trustees did not 
keep the convent building in repair. He 
never heard complaint about the incom­
petency of any teacher. Failing to get a 
Protestant, his eon had been appointed 
teacher of the Grammar School, but the 
Board of Education would not give him a 
Grammar School license, for which he con­
sidered Rev. Mr. Sellar responsible. His 
son was a Catholic. He knew of no sister 
teaching without license. Before the Sisters 
of Charity came the Catholic people bore the 
sole expense of their own schools, which the 
county now bears. Now the Protestants 
have a private school of their own. All but 
five or six of the Grammar School scholars 
now are Catholics.

To Mr. Law lor, witness said no attempt 
had ever been made to drive out Protestant 
teachers, or to do anything to place the 
teaching of Protestant chlidren in Catholic 
hands.

To Mr. White he said it was on economi­
cal grounds that it was decided to close the 
Grammar School, and for that reason alone.

Bathurst, May 31.—This morning Mr. 
O’Brien again took the stand. Questioned 
by Mr. White, witness said there are 205 
ratepayers in this district, about 24 of whom 
are non-residents; 8 are corporations. The 
Protestants number 54—all residents. The 
St. Lawrance Lumber Co. is among the cor­
porations, and Mr. Burns, a Catholic, is its 
principal owner ; its assessment is $26,000. 
The total assessment on Protestants is $45,- 
650, on Catholics. $43,800. Exclusive of the 
St. Lawrence Company the total. valua­
tion of non-residents and corporations is 
$36,450—about 5,000 being for non-resident 
individuals. The number of pupils in the 
public schools in June, 1890, before the 
Sisters of Charity came was 168 on the roll 
and 106 of an average attendance. §ix 
months later there were 18 lees.

Mr. White read from the school report 
that the number enrolled in all the schools 
in the district in December, 1890, was 230.
Of that number 80 attended the schools in 
the convent. For the term ending June 
30, 1892, the total number of pupils enrolled 
was 213. Six months previously the num­
ber was 212.

The witness said the total cost of tunning 
the schools in the public building in 1890 
was $1,100. After the sisters came the as­
sessment was $1,450, the increase of $350 
being to pay for taking in the eighty or more 
Catholic pupils under the law.

BISHOP ROGERS.
Bishop Rogers was called by Mr. Skinner. 

Some time was spent in discussing the re­
spective powers of chntch and state, the 
jurisdiction of bishops and other matters. 
His Lordship defined the duties of priests in 
the matter of education. * Finally Mr. Skin­
ner came down te the mktttr under investi­
gation. His Lordship gave at some length a 
history of the Bathurst schools since he be­
came bishop in 1860. The Ladies of Notre 
Dame were teaching here in 1890, but not 
under the law. The Catholics murmured 
because they had to contribute to both the 
convent and the public schools and there was 
also complaint because the sisters would not 
teach boys. His Lordship explained the 
withdrawal of the Ladies of Notre Dame 
under these circumstances and how the 
Sisters of Charity were engaged, showing 
that the change was the voluntary work of 
the Catholics here and was not due to him 
as charged. Then he told how the sisters 
when they came were granted local license 
to teach. They could nôt obtain regular 
licenses because the time for holding the 
examination had passed. He referred to the 
meeting held in Father Barry’s house, be­
fore referred to, but said he was not present 
and that he had always avoided interfer 
ence with school affairs. In this case he 
had given his official sanction to what had 
been done.

Questioned by Mr. Skinner, His Lordship 
said the Ladies of Notre Dame could not 
teach under the law because they had not 
permission from their superior. The object 
of bringing the Sisters of Charity was to 
teach under the law and to teach boys. 
Religion is not taught in school hours. 
Nothing objectionable to Protestants 'is said 
or dene. After school hours Catholic 
children are given religions education. His 
Lordship said he did not know the letter 
of the school law and was opposed to the 
non-sectarian features of the law. As to 
sisters attending the Normal School he said 
they could not do so, because they have re­
tired from the world.

When the hour for adjournment arrived 
Mr. Skinner was questioning the ’Bishop as 
to whether or not he considered it right to 
place the sisters under a system which he 
did not approve.

Bathurst, June 1.—The report in yester­
day’s Globe of the investigation into the 
school troubles here brought the proceedings 
down to one o’clock, at which hour 
His Lordship the Bishop of Chatham was 
endeavoring to enlighten Mr. Skinner and 
the court upon civil and spiritual power and 
kindred topics. When the court met again 
after recess Mr. Skinner resumed his ex­
amination of the witness, and continued it 
for some time. Then Hon. Mr. White in­
terrogated His Lordship, and when he had 
finished Mr. Skinner returned to the task. 
In all the Bishop was on the witness stand 
between five and six hours, and in that time 
some of the gentlemen present heard more 
about Catholic teaching, about the orders of 
the Catholic church, about civil rights and 
educational jurisdiction than they had 
heard ever before, in a court of justice at 
least. It need not be said perhaps that the 
information was not volunteered; it was 
brought out by the questions askeft. His 
Lordship was a decidedly interesting wit­
ness, and the proceedings were not dull for 
one minute. During the afternoon there 
was a large attendance of spectators, in­
cluding many ladies.

In opening the afternoon proceedings, Mr. 
Skinner enquired of His Lordship as to the 
coming of the Sisters of Charity. The 
Bishop said that in bringing the Sisters here 
they were to be under the control of the 
trustees so far as the contract provided. 

ÏERGANTILB FIRE INSURANCE COMPANY. These Sisters had no other duty but teach­
ing. He said he would not consent to a 
Protestant teacher being put in the convent 
building and a Sister put into the other 
school house, unless there was an under­
standing previously obtained. Under the 
present arrangement the Sisters teach from 
the usual books during school hours, and 
give religious instruction afterwards. Con­
tinuous religious instruction, His Lordship 
•aid, li required. Mr. Skinner asked if this

to the civil rights of the Sisters, finishing 
with this : “Could a Sister make an 
arangement with the trustees to teach 
school without permission of a superior?” 
A Sister, the Bishop answered, would 
require permission from some superior. 
In a general way, he has given permission. 
Ordinary teachers do not require such 
permission. No effort is made, he said, 
to induce Protestant children to attend 
schbol taught by the Sisters, any more than 
is effort made to induce protestant men 
and women to attend Catholic church 
services. As to objectionable books, he 
had no personal khowledge that such were 
introduced in the schools. As to books of 
history, some are condeemed by the Protest- 
ants and some by Catholics. The school trus­
tees, he said, could not obtain a lease 
that would control the whole convent 
building.

He understood that half a dozen 
Protestant pupils attend the convent 
schools. Some Protestant children used to 
attend the convent schools when they were 
taught by the congregation of Notre Dame.

The enqury has issted. The attendance 
to-day was much larger than on previous 
days because this is a holiday. Dr. Inch, 
superintendent of education, is here as a 
witness.

Bathurst, June 2.—When your report 
closed yesterday, Father Barry, the parish 
priest of the town, was on the stand. Be­
fore the proceedings were resumed in the 
afternoon Mr. Lawlor complained that the 
Fredericton Gleaner had said that pressure 
was being brought to bear to keep important 
Protestant witnesses from giving evidence, 
and had made other remarks which reflected 
on the court and were in contempt of court. 
Judge Fraser said the remarks made would 
have no weight with the country at large. 
He did not know any way what power or 
right he had to deal with the matter.

Then Father Barry took the stand, and 
Mr. Skinner resumed his examination. 
Witness said that under certain circum­
stances the Sisters could be sent to school 
buildings other than the convent, and it 
would be possible to send Protestant 
teachers to the convent. It would not be 
pleasing, however, to any of the parties.

Replying to Mr. Lawlor, Father Barry re­
stated many of the facts relating to the 
change of Sisters and the reasons for such 
change. For himself, he said he thought 
that bringing the Sisters of Charity here to 
teach under the school law would be an im­
provement. There was no arrangement 
that he was to receive any advantage from 
the change. As to the charge of interfer­
ence with schools Father Barry said the an­
nouncement he made in church as to the new 
arrangement in 1890 was simply an announce­
ment of the change made, and that the 
schools would open. He was requested by 
the trustees to make the announcement. He 
made a suggestion as to boys to be sent to 
the convent, but it was not acted on. He 
knew that Protestant boys and girls have 
attended the convent school. That attend­
ance was voluntary. He made no effort, as 
charged, to get Protestant children to at­
tend, nor did he make efforts to exclude 
Protestant children. In visiting the schools 
he did not go there to perform any ministerial 
act. He knew that Catholics attend the 
Grammar school. The religious instruction 
given by the Sisters is not given in school 
hours. If they took it on themselves to give 
such instruction in school hours they would 
be violating their agreement, and he would 
stop it. He had no personal knowledge that 
catechism is taught at any time, but he be­
lieved it was taught after hours. There was 
no idea of turning a teacher out of the 
Grammar school when it was proposed to 
bring the Sisters here. He had not used 
any means to the detriment of the Protes­
tants in making the new arrangement; in­
deed, he thought it would be considerec^by 
the Protestants satisfactory, because it 
brought the schools under the law.

Replying to Mr. Skinner, witness said 
there was one Protestant on the Board of 
Trustees. Three or four more Protestants 
attend the convent now than when the 
Notre Dame Sisters taught. The church got 
none of the money paid as salaries to the 
Sisters; it went to the Sisterhood. Witness 
said he was present at about half the 
examinations in the convent school; he did 
not attend the Grammar school examination. 
If the Sisters were violating their agreement 
by teaching religion in the school hours it 
would be his pastoral duty to stop them.

Replying to Mr. Lawlor, witness said he 
would do the same with any Catholic teach-

bell in the house ringing. A salute of 
eight guns was flred from the roof in 
honor of the eighth birthday of young 
Earle. The entrance doors were then 
formally thrown open to the public and 
the house was ready for guests. There 
was no public reception, as General Earle 
did not care to have his rooms overrun 
with curious sightseers.

Senator David B. Hill was the first to 
inscribe*hie name upon the register and 
he was assigned to a suite „of rooms num­
bered 69, GO and 61. Senators Faulkner 
and Dubois followed with their signatures 
and were assigned to apartments, and 
the first leaf of the register was soon filled 
with the names of other guests.

No complaints were ever made to 
him that Roman Catholic prayers have been 
used in school hours, or that Protestant chil­
dren were compelled to kneel and cross them­
selves; or that a Protestant pupil was com­
pelled to leave school because said pupil 
would nofc\ so kneel. He was the proper

Mr. Skinner again took this witness in 
hand, and produced a private letter written 
by him to Dr. Duncan, secretary of the 
village school trustees, some time ago, in 
which he stated the Protestants were not 
being treated fairly in the matter of teachers. 
Witness said he wrote the Tetter. He 
thenght it would have been better if Miss 
Landry taught in an Acadian school; another 
better qualified teacher might get the school 
she was in. Witness was taken overmuch 

-of this old gronnd, and finally was asked 
this : “Are the Protestants fairly dealt 
with now ?” The J udge ruled this question 
out, and Mr. Skinner smiled complacently 
and sat down. After Mr. White had asked 
a question or two the witness was allowed 
to retire.

The Bathurst School Matter-
We hope our readers who have taken 

an interest in the Bathurst School con­
troversy will carefully read the report 
of the testimony that has been given 
before the court now in session 
there, in order that they may 
be enabled to arrive at just conclusions 
respecting the charges that have been 
made against the Government and 
Board of Education ot the province in 
connection therewith.

It will be observed that the testi­
mony given, thus far, proves that the 
teachers of the schools in the convent 
buildings have mast scrupulously 
and conscientiously observed the regu­
lations which prohibit religious in­
struction during school hours, and that 
the clergymen—the bishop and priests 
—have declared with a sincerity which 
admits of no doubt, that they would 
neither countenance nor permit any 
violation ot the law in this respect. 
However regrettable it may be that the 
legislature of the province has deter­
mined that the children of the country 
shall not be taught anything of religion 
in the public schools, it is satisfactory 
to have it established—as all unpre­
judiced and well-informed persons knew 
it would be—that the aspersions cast 
upon the good faith and integrity ot 
those connected with the so-called con­
ventual schools, in observing the non­
sectarian requirements of the law, were 
entirely undeserved.

There has, doubtless, been more ex­
pensive school organizations maintained 
at Bathurst than would be necessary, 
were there less bigotry and intolerance 
amongst certain classes of ratepayers, 
but that is a matter of local concern, 
and those who make the quarrels pay 
for the luxury they seem to enjoy.

An interesting development is that 
in connection with infractions of the 
law proved in outlying districts, in no 
way connected with the Bathurst 
schools, and where the sisters have 
never taught. There, the Roman 
Catholic catechism has apparently been 
taught as a part of the regular course 
of instruction, by Normal school gradu­
ates, although the fact has been conceal­
ed from the Inspector, save in one case, 
in which he put a stop to it as soon as 
it was known to him. The famous 
Miss Alexander, too, seems to have 
been obliged to give up a school in 
consequence of obscene writings and 
damage done by fiersons attending 
religions meetings led by Rev. A. F. 
Thompson—-all after regular school 
hours, of course. It may safely be as­
sumed that if the Sisters used the con­
vent school rooms after regular school 
hours for the purpose of teaching 
Roman Catholic children their church’s 
catechism, there would be no danger of 
the destructive and immoral effects 
which followed Rev. Mr. Thompson’s 
occupancy of the school building at 
Dunlap for presbvterian prayer meeting 
and Sabbath school work. The ex­
hibit would he amusing were it not for 
the central fact that it has its genesis 
in a professed desire to promote 
Christianity, the fundamental principle 
of which is love of God and charity 
towards all men.

Лthe charges are the same as in the city. 
The express companies have offices here, 
also, and if a visitor buys articles which 
are Inconvenient to carry he may have 
them wrapped up and sent home by ex­
press. There is a bank within the grounds, 
and checks may be cashed or deposits 
made. This is the bank which failed a 
few weeks ago, but none of the depositors 
lost anything. Within a few hours the 
business men of Chicago raised enough 
money to pay off all depositors, and the 
bank has since been reorganized on what 
appears to be a sound basis.

Now that the hot weather la coming on— 
for in Chicago’s mysterious climate spring 
seems to have been dropped from the role 
of seasons and a quick Jump is made from 
winter to summer—there will of course be 
a few cases of sunstroke as well as now 
and then other sudden illness among the 
throngs of visitors. For the care of such 
who may be unfortunate enough to fall 
ill ample arrangements have been made. 
There is a complete hospital service, with 
surgeons, physicians and ambulances, and 
two hospitals which are model institutions 
of their kind, 
days in summer, as every city has, visitors 
to the fair are to have the great advantage 
of the lake breeies constantly blowing 
upon them. They may ascend to the top 
of the main building and cool off, or take 
a ride out upon the lake in one of the 
many steamers plying to and fro. In the 
splendid rotunda of the Administration 
building, which is In some respects finer 
and more impressive than the rotunda of 
the national capitol at Washington, visi­
tors will find a cool spot, for here the heat 
of the sun finds it difficult to penetrate, 
while the slightest movement of air pro­
duces a circulation through the vast en­
closure.

For the preservation of order and pro­
tection of exhibits and visitors the man­
agement has provided a force of guards 
numbering 9,000. You may have read in 
the papers some complaints about these 
guards; that they are stupid, insolent and 
disagreeable. If you have, no doubt you 
concluded not to trouble the blue-coated 
gentry with your Inquiries when you 
reached Chicago. But in all the time I 
have been here I have met but one case of 
insolence among the guards. Except in 
this one instance I have always had my in­
quiries politely and in most casés intelli­
gently answered. Nor have I ever wit­
nessed any act of insolence or brutality on 
the part of a guard. Therefore I am not 
to be blamed if I take with many grains 
of allowance the stories which I read in 
the newspapers about the dreadful tyranny 
of the Columbian guards. The whole case 
seems to be like the tradition that goes 
round to the effect that all policemen are 
ignorant and brutal, and yet out of a hun­
dred officers you may have asked for direc­
tion in the city not one failed to treat you 
with respect and courtesy.

The exposition managers have a bureau 
ef public comfort, with a large number of 
employes, and its duties are to sco that 
visitors are afforded conveniences and that 
they are not imposed upon in any way. 
Complaints will be promptly investigated, 
and the offenders punished whenever the 
evidence warrants.

Finally, there is music’s sweet comfort. 
It may be had without cost. Two or three 
times a day the great bandstands are oc­
cupied by splendid orchestras which fill 
the grand court with their harmonious 
echoes while thousands upon thousands of 
delighted people sit or walk about in this 
most beautiful of spots.

Mr. Skinner a second time brought up the 
first paragraph of the published charges. 
His Lordshp again indigaaatly declared 
that it was false and calumnious that he had 
brought the Sisters to Bathurst to establish 
a school with a view of having Protestant 
children taught As a matter of fact it was 
the Catholics of Bathurst whe desired the 
Sisters brought there—he, of course, consent­
ing; ae a matter of fact the convent had been 
established long before, and it was entirely 
nntrne that it wm desired to have Pro­
testant children taught there. Indeed, he 
would prefer that Protestant children should 
not go there, but they could not be pre­
vented. His Lordshipemphaticslly declared 
that he considered an apology was due him 
for the untrue charge that was made. He 
did not wish people to think that the church 
wm engaged in proselytizing in this way; 
that was not true. At this stage adjourn­
ment was taken.

At the investigatien this morning Bishop 
Rogers’ examination was resumed by Mr. 
Skinner. Iu reference to the first paragraph 
in the charges His Lordship again pointed 
out that false motives were attributed to 
him and that false statements were made. 
The movement to bring the Sisters here, he 
said, was initiated by the people and not by 
him. He again reprobated as untrue the 
statement that he had in view the teaching 
of Protestant children in the convent schools 
He knew Protestants could attend the 
schoole; possibly they would attend. The 
arrangements to bring the Sisters were made 
by Fathers Barry and Varrily and he was 
not a party to it except that he gave ap­
proval.

Mr. White rose to again examine His 
Lordship, upon which Mr. Skinner said he 
thought Mr. White had no right to do 
this. Mr. White claimed the right and the 
Judge said he had the right to examine the 
witnesses as to some of the matters touched 
on by Mr. Skinner in the re examination. 
These, however, were not the matters par- 
ticulary on which he desired to examine the 
witness.

INSPECTOR MERSEREAU.

Mr. Geo. W. Mersereau, School Inspector 
for Gloucester, called by Mr. Skinner, testi­
fied to the grading in the Bathurst schools. 
He said he had no special report on the 
trouble in Bathurst except one in 1892, 
when the Attorney-General asked him to 
make a workable scheme for the village. He 
sent the report to the Superintendent of 
Education, who told him he gave the report 
to Hon. Mr. Blair. Witness had no know­
ledge of holydays being kept in the Bathurst 
schools. He had no knowledge of school 
being kept on Saturday. He was nnder the 
impression that the cost of schools has in­
creased since the Sisters came. This was 

After Mr. White had stated his due to the opening of new schools. School 
can be kept en Saturday, witness said, when 
for any reason the teacher has to make up 
time. He explained at some length why he 
objected to teaching on Saturdays when it 
can be avoided. He had no knowledge of 
the effect ol^snbstitnte days on Bathurst 
schools. He considered there are more 
teachers in Bathurst town and village than 
are required. Some of the schools in town 
were not satisfactory, and where schools are 
deficient the blame is generally placed on the 
teacher. He knew there was some dissatis­
faction with Miss Landry, a French young 
lady, who was not qualified to teach in the 
department in the village for which she wm 
engaged. She was dispensed with at the end 
of the term. He had no knowledge of 
trustees in this county refusing to engage 
Protestant teachers. Speaking of the con- 
vent school rooms, he said one was much too 
small. Attendance at schools in the town 
has decreased generally; in the Grammar 
school there has been a great falling off. 
Witness gave a histoiy of the putting of two 
Sisters in the public schools in the village to 
make the giading continuous. Pupils would 
be compelled under this system to go into 
the convent schools. Witness knew Mr. 
McCully, who applied for and was refused 
the Bathurst school. Mr. O’Brien (the 
trustee) said he would not engage McCnlly 
because Rev. A. F. Thompson sent him. He 
knew of one instance of religious instruction 
in schools. It was in another part of the 
country. A young lady teacher had the 
catechism on her time table. That was 
against the regulation; he told her so, and 
he reported her. He never heard of the 
matter again.

Replying to Mr. Lawlor, witness said be­
fore the Sisters came there were three other 
teachers in this town. By the regulations 
two would be required in the convent: now 
there are three. A large number of the 
children in Miss Landry’s district were 
Acadians. As to the small school room in 
the convent building the school trustees 
promised to attend to it. He knew the 
population of the village had decreased- He 
approved of the grading system in the vil­
lage. The principal of the superior school 
in the village was a Presbyterian. He did 
not know of the catechism being taught in 
the Sisters’ or any other school. The par­
ticular instance of religions instruction be­
fore referred to happened six or seven years 
ago. He did not know that the young lady 
actually taught the catechism; catechism 
was on her time card, however, and that 
was not right. He knew no reason why the 
Sisters should not teach under the school 
law. The Sisters’ sehool in the village ranks 
high among the good schools. Eliminating 
the difficulties of language the Sisters are 
very efficient.

Replying to Mr. White, witness said the 
report alluded to in the charges as “sup­
pressed’’ was a statement sent by him to 
Mr.»Blair, and not to the Board of Educa­
tion. It referred to the grading question. 
No effort was made to keep the matter 
secret. Witness again wéht over details as 
to the grading, the size of school rooms, etc., 
etc. He said no complaint was made to him 
that catechism was taught in school hoars. 
In ordinary course, such complaints, if made, 
should be addressed to him. He told of a 
case at Miscou Island, five or six years ago, 
when he found a Protestant teacher teaching 
from the Bible his scholars who were entirely

DR. INCH, SUFT. OF EDUCATION.
Dr. Inch, superintendent of education, 

called by Mr. Skinner, defined his duties, 
described how examinations for licences are 
carried on and the rules and regulations for 
the examination of Sisters of Charity. The 
Sisters, he said, pass the same examination 
as other teachers. They are examined in 
their convent buildings. Graduates from 
universities and Sisters having certificates 
from their superiors are admitted to ex­
amination without attending Normal school.

He received a complaint from

Ob&tham's amt Requirement
The question of building an engine 

house in Chatham that will afford re­
quisite accommodation for the steam 
fire engine, and hose reel or reels, 
facilities for drying hose, etc., is at­
tracting some attention and there is, 
doubtless, a good deal of difference of 
opinion in reference to it. 
natural because few of our citizens 
have had opportunity to examine build­
ings provided for such purposes in 
other places, and even those fairly 
familiar with such matters have not, 
perhaps, given the subject sufficient at­
tention to enable them to determine 
just what is best adapted 'to the re­
quirements of Chatham, in view of its 
extended water front and other local 
characteristics. The matter of site, 
too, is one which, unlike that of the 
size and form which the proposed build­
ing should assume, causes quite positive 
differences of opinion, owing to personal 
or sectional interests involved. Then, 
there is the question as to whether the 
proposed building should not be 
sufficiently large to contain a lock-up, 
police station and police court room. 
It is suggested, however, in this con­
nection, that the police committee and 
fire organization have nothing to do 
with each other and that it would, 
therefore, be difficult for the two ser­
vices to unite for the purpose of erect­
ing a building common to both, 
will, of course, appear very absurd to 
people living in places of even one 
half of Chatham’s,size, population and 
importance, but they will not think it 
strange when informed that the town 
is still apparently satisfied to allow the 
whole county to control its local affairs, 
because its ratepayers are either too 
indifferent or not sufficiently well in­
formed to have the place incorporated, 
and thus bring all its local services and 
public interests directly under the 
trol of one body selected by and respon­
sible only to the people of the town. 
We know that a good many of our 
best-informed people are discouraged 
from making any attempt to permanent­
ly improve the town services, because 
of the lack of any stable governing 
body, such as only incorporation can 
furnish. The Street and Fire Commis­
sioners have no guarantee that they 
will be afforded time in which to carry 
out any undertaking that they may 
enter upon, for the twenty-four repre­
sentatives of the twelve other parishes 
have as much to say in appointing 
them as have the two councillors for 
Chatham, and even if the two Chatham 
councillors agree and were to make the 
appointments, they have no control 
over either the expenditure or other 
action of those whom they appoint. 
Would it not, therefore, be wed! for the

There is free drinking water in every 
nook and corner of the grounds. In all 200 
pretty fountains have been erected by the 
management, and from them is drawn fil­
tered water as pure as any water on earth 
that has not been distilled by the chemist. 
It is water from Lake Michigan, filtered 
through what is known as the Pasteur 
filter, and carefully cooled without con­
tact with the ice. Visitors need not be 
afraid to drink this water even in the hot­
test weather. It is almost ideal water, 
and it is free. Of course if you want min­
eral springs water that bubbled from the 
earth at Waukesha you may have it by 
paying a cent a glass to one of the hun­
dred pretty girls who sit at neat little 
fountains in all parts of the exposition.

There are plenty of waiting rooms. In 
addition to those in the terminal station a 
number of buildings have been erected at 
various points in the grounds, and here 
both men and women may find all con­
veniences. No charge is made. In addi­
tion to these there are toilet rooms for 
both sexes in all the principal buildings. 
These are free, also, and clean. It is true 
there are many toilet rooms to which an 
admission of 5 cents is charged, and the 
management has been savagely criticised 
for permitting these establishments to be 
opened on the grounds. But when one 
considéra he need not enter the pay-closets 
unless he wishes to do so, and that wher- 
ever there is a pay toilet room there is also 
a free one that to all intents and purposes 
is just as good, the criticism loses most of 
its force. If any criticism is justified it is 
upon the manner in which the owners ol 
the nickel toilet rooms have been per­
mitted to take possession cf the most con­
spicuous parts of the rooms set apart for 
this purpose. As one enters the door 
marked “toilet room” he sees immediately 
in front of him a handsome lavatory, with 
other conveniences, and a turnstile beside 
which a young man sits ready to receive 
your nickel. He not only sits ready to re­
ceive the coin, but calls out to you, “this 
way, please.”

Naturally the visitor who does not know 
the ropes thinks this the way to the toilet 
room, and the only way there is. Many 
are misled into entering the turnstile gate 
at a cost of 5 cents per entrance, whereas 
if they would turn either to the right or 
left immediately after passif through 
the first door they would find folding 
doors which admit to pleasant rooms 
which are absolutely free. There is no use 
of paying a nickel unless you go in for 
luxury.

In the Children’s building are all con­
veniences for mothers and their little ones, 
and the latter may be left in charge of 
careful nurses, where they will receive 
good attention and he permitted to amuse 
themselves in a playroom on the roof with 
all manner of toys contributed by the 
tiens of the earth, at a small charge per 
hour.

The state buildings are sure to be a great 
comfort to many thousands of visitors. 
With two or three exceptions, all the 
states and territories have handsome 
buildings here, and only a small number 
of them are used for exhibits. They are 
all devoted to the entertainment of visi­
tors from the states. If you are from 
Ohio, for instance, in the Buckeye build­
ing you will find pleasant parlors, a check 
room at which your parcels may be left 
without cost, lavatories and toilet rooms, 
a spacious piazza outside, letter-writing 
conveniences, tables at which you may eat 
your luncheon, messengers, postal boxes, 
and above all the opportunity to meet 
friends from your own state and neighbor­
hood. These state buildings are in other 
wbrdsclnb houses for the visitors from 
the commonwealths which erected them, 
their friends from other states. They are 
not only handsome, but decidedly useful.

A Silly Proceeding.
Bills were posted about Chatham last 

week announcing the coming appearance 
of a company of women at Masonic Hall, 
and amongst them were highly-colored 
representations of numbers of the organi­
zation in tights. There was certainly 
nothing indecent or immoral in the pic­
tures and few would *hink them unusual. 
Hardly a circus comes through the 
country that does not post representations 
of the female form in manner more calcu­
lated to shock those who profess to prefer 
seeing it draped from chin to foot. 
There was, therefore, much surprise and 
no little quizzical comment on Saturday 
when it was learned that the bills referred 
to were torn down by order of Mr. S. U. 
McCulley, police magistrate who is under­
stood to have become very staid of late. 
He, of course, has no authority for such 
vandalism, and has. shown a very bad 
example by taking upon himself the re­
sponsibility of destroying advertisements 
which cost their owners a good deal of 
money to buy and place them on the 
walls. Few of our people would, we 
presume, go to the show advertised by 
the bills referred to, and we do not know 
whether it is an objectionable one or not, 
but if Mr. McCulley, as police magis­
trate, thought it objectionable on moral 
grounds, he could only interfere with it 
either on witnessing its immortality him­
self, or on complaint in the usual way. 
No doubt, his unwarranted tearing 
down of the bills from the walls makes 
him liable for damages, should the com­
pany think it worth while to proceed 
against him, but it is probable that his 
silly action in the matter has had 
the effect of advertising the entertain­
ment and inducing persons to go to it who 
otherwise might not have done so. It 
seems a pity that a place of the size and 
importance of Chatham should have a 
police magistrate who, by making a 
laughing-stock of himself, 
versely upon the town and the enlighten 
ment of its people, who are more amused 
than otherwise over Mr. McCulley as­
suming to himself the duty of their special 
guardian in moral matters.

Before the Sisters of 
Charity came only small boys attended the 
convent school—for five or six months all 
boys were excluded. Witness coatributed 
to the fund to support the schools of the 
Ladies of Notre Dame, besides paying public 
school taxes.

school in the village for five years, next 
testified at some length as to school matters 
in his time there. When the Sisters taught 
in the public school building Protestant 
children would not attend. Of Mias Landry 
a teacher over whom there has been some 
dispute, he said she did good work. Mr. 
Baldwin, one of the trustees, told him in 
May, 1892, that they were going to close 
the superior school. He said in effect that 
they would give those people who had been 
kicking about taxes something to kick 
about. Witness submitted figures showing 
that the school attendance had fallen off.

The enquiry here adjourned to be resumed 
on Tuesday morning.

She, her brother and sister, 
and three other Protestant children attend. 
Prayers are said twice a day and the other 
Protestant children kneel and cross them­
selves. She stopped kneeling three months 
ago. When she went to ^r. P. Boudreau’s 
school at Petit Rocher five years ago pray­
ers were also said in the school—four times 
a day. Catechism was taught. Protestant 
children knelt and crossed themselves. The 
teacher told her to do so. She told her 
father and mother, and they told her not 
to do so.

To Mr. Lawlor the girl said Mr. 
Boudreau told her to kneel' and cross her­
self. This she kept up all the time she was 
going. She told the teacher her parents 
told her she might kneel, but not to cross 
herself ; the teacher said she could do chat. 
She didn’t know the prayers ; they were in 
French. She didn’t know whether or not 
her parents spoke to the teacher. Mr. 
Boudreau went away two years agu, Three 
Protestants attended Mr. Boudreau’s school. 
She did not take part in the prayers in 
Miss Devreaux's school; she was not asked 
to do so. Witness still goes to this school. 
Miss Devreaux is a Catholic.

When Mr. White examined tbe witness 
she said the Corbett children, as well as 
herself, crossed themselves at Mr. Boudreau’s 
school. She con'd not remember the words 
used in crossing, and when asked to show 
how the act was preformed did not succeed 
very well. The teacher told her to cross 
herself, and threatened to punish her if she 
did not do so. She was the last witness 
fût the day.

The majority of 
the pupils are French. I understand it 
fairly. Don’t know all the prayers; knew 
only the piece “Holy Mother, pray for us.” 
Never asked to leave daring catechism. 
Never asked to take part in prayers. 
Knew»they were Catholic prayers because 
they differed from any ever taught me.

HENRY M. ELLIS.
Henry M. Ellis, 12 yearys old, corroborat­

ed most ef the testimony given yesterday 
by Lyda Ellis, also part of Mary E Doucett’s. 
Did not see my sister forced to cross herself; 
she never told me so; she and I went home 
generally at three o’clock; always went at 
three from Philip Boudreauls school.

THEODORE LANGIS.
Theodore Langis, merchant of St. Anthony, 
Kent, a former teacher in the village, 
testified that Thos. Leahy, trustee, No 16, 
asked me to teach catechism after school 
hoars. I did so. No priest ever asked me 
to do so at that time. Father Varrily asked 
me if I would teach big boys after hou rs. 
This was eighteen months later. Don't 
remember that Father Varrily told me to tell 
the trustees that he said to teach catechism. 
He only asked me to teach it. It was 
after school hours as I understood. Protes­
tants left school at 12. There was no 
understanding when I was engaged that 
I should teach catechism.

CHARLES MILLER.
Charles Miller, Petit Rocher, corroborated 

the testimony about prayers and catechism 
in schools at Petit Rocher. He never was 
refused permission to go home before cate­
chism. All I remember of prayer is 
•‘Mary,” with fair knowledge of French. 
1 don’t remember any more. I am 19 years 
old.

Replying to Mr. White, witness said he 
considered this arrangement objectionable, 
but pending the acquiring of accommodation 
he gave his consent, all peraena interested 
consenting.

-Hvhat be did to meet the views of the com­
plainants as to O’Brien’s appointment to the 
Grammar school, showing by letters and 
telegrams that he had made every effort to 
settle the disturbing questions. He believed 
the separate school in Bathurst was opened 
after O’Brien had been dismissed. Witness 
was asked if he had any knowledge of a 
memorial signed *hy 34 Protestant rate­
payers of Bathurst approving of the school 
arrangements, dated January, 1891. He 

^ imembered seeing a letter of that kind.
Mr. Skinner said this paper throws no 

light on the present position of affaire and 
is not evidence.

Mr. White claimed it was a material fact, 
as it related to the charge made against the 
Board of Education.

Mr. Lawlor added that the memorial ie 
evidence, as showing that Protestant rate­
payers endorsed the trustees’ conduct.

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FROM BÀTHÜST.
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Bathurst, June 3rd.—The proceedings 
yesterday afternoon in the school investiga­
tion had more of a business aspect than has 
yet been shown. Witnesses were produced 
who could give direct evidence on the matters 
complained of, and a portion of their 
evidence crested a mild sensation, 
was a possibility, too, of a lively encounter 
between the lawyers, for, when Mr. Fowler 
once interrupted Mr. Lawlor, the latter said 
he wanted it understood that he would take 
noümpertmeoce from the other side of the 
table.

The afternoon’s programme was opened 
by Dr. loch resuming his explanation of 
the trouble about the Grammar school, and 
Why Mr. E. L. O’Brien was not accepted as 
teacher. He again went over the questions 
of teachers’ certificates of grading, and of the 
arrangement made between districts No, 15 
and 16. Mr. Skinner asked the superin­
tendent if complaint had been made, or if it 
had come to his knowledge that religions 
instruction was given in the rented build­
ings, would it not be his duty to interfere. 
Dr. Inch said that depended on circum­
stances. In a case where the trustees were 
unanimous and the rate-payers did not 
dissent he should not interfere.
