The method by which o-ur Intelli­
gence Department gathers together 
its stores of recorded information чго 
varied in character, says a writer in 
the Forum.

There 
seemed to be more fan and noise in the 
game then, although it wee played more 
scientifically at the present time.

The toast was first responded to by presi­
dent W, B. Snowball in i well-conceived 
apeeoh. He too referred to the "old times” 
period of the Chatham Curling Clnb’a history 
and coming down to the present acid it had 
grown fast within the last two or three 
years. It now had seventy or more mem­
bers nod its rink and other accommodations 
had become too small. Improvements had 
been made in the club's rooms this season, 
so that members might make their lady 
friends more comfortable when watching the 
game. It was one of the best pastimes and 
exercises men could engage in. It afforded 
healthful relaxation to the business man and 
helped to dear his brain, and the intercourse 
daring play and in meetings promoted social 
esteem amongst members of the community 
who, bat for it, might not get to know and 
value each other so well. Premier Tweedie 
was to be thanked for the interest he bad 
always taken in the club, and this gathering 
of the members by his invitation 
more proof of hie desire to promote its 
welfare, which could not but be highly ap­
preciated.

Vice-president Hildebrand expressed his 
pleasure over the occasion that had called 
them together sod hie appreciation of 
Premier Tweedie’e entertainment of the 
members—old and youog. With the officers 
in charge, he felt that the dab wee going to 
have a sucoeaaful season. The speaker 
plimented president Snowball as a natural 
born organizer, who displayed great tact and 
excellent judgment, and said he had Ihe 
managing qualities which would qualify him 
for the position of Minister of Railways and 
the grasp of finance which would make him 
a fine provincial secretary and the equal of a 
Foster or a Fielding.

Speeches were also demanded from 
Messrs. R. A. Lawlor and Wm. Wilson and 
skips Geo. Watt, R. Murray, Alex. Burr, 
E. Johnson, S. Heckbert, C. P. Hickey, 
A, 8. Ullock and W. J. Connors, all of 
whom responded.

In proposing the Mayor and Town Connoil 
Premier Tweedie said that owing to ourlera 
alone being invited on thie occasion they 
bad not the pleasure of Mayor Loggie’s 
presence. Since 1896 great improvements 
had taken place in Chatham’s 
and also in the administretion of its affairs. 
If taxes had increased these was something 
to show for it and there w«« a publie spirit 
and pride in the town which required that 
we should keep pace with other places. Io 
the absence of Mayor Loggie he coupled the 
name of ex-Mayor Winslow with the toast. 
He had served the town well and proved 
a careful and painstaking chief magistrate 
during hit 2-years term. Chatham was second 
only in the Province to St. John in its 
shipping and commercial interests, and he 
was always proud of it and ita people. 
Aldermen Watt and Burr were also ex 
pected to respond.

Alleged Libel Snlt
Under the heading,“Nerth Shore Libel 

Suit," the St. John Gazette of Friday last
aaya :—

“L. A. Carrey, Q. C. acting for Dr. 
Philip Cox has given notice of an action 
for libel agaiuat D. G. Smith of the Mika- 
кісні Advanck. The alleged libel con­
sisted of statements m the Advanck to 
the effect that Dr. Cox wm untruthful, 
untrustworthy and an unfit person to 
direct the ideM of the rising generation. 
Dr. Cox has been very actively interested 
iu i Natural History Society and Museum 
on the North Shore. It lus been the 
ambition of the eooiety for some time to 
add a caribou to their collection of 
animale. This year Dr. Cox shot a fine 
specimen which was placed in the mas- 
eon. Is has been the custom of the 
society to procure a license to about 
birds and animals for scientific pur­
poses, which wm taken out in the 
name of one of the members, uauatly Dr. 
Cox who has a reputation м a hunter end 
collector. Thie year, • howerer, it wm 
taken out in the name oi one of the other 
members,and Mr. Smith wm instrumental 
in starting a prosecution for shooting the 
cariboo illegal])'. He further wrote the 
affair up for his paper and, in this con­
nection, used the alleged libelloue re­
marks.”

Dr. Philip Cox and his friends appear 
to have a great partiality for carrying 
their law, trouble» to the newspapers. 
When so serious a thing—to some minds 

an action for libel is taken, the 
ordinary, self-reepeering and proper course 
should be followed,—viz., to have the 
notice Mrred upon the defendant, rather 
than upon outside newspapers. Every 
lawyer, however, bar the right to carry 
out bit ideM of what the ethics of the 
profeeeion are. Mr. Currey’a may justify 
him in assuming that it is time enough to 
serve notice on the defendant after the 
newspapers are duly informed and in­
structed. He may think it is neoeaaary 
to the interests of hia client for the people 
at large to be impressed with the enormity 
of the offence for which he is to be made 
the instrument in «soaring punishment. 
This course Ьм, at leut, the merit of 
being democratic.
Chicago-aocialiatio idea. It is, no doubt, 
somewhat “under color” and falls short of 
the standard ; it could not be commended 
by the Supreme Court which—if Mr. 
Carrey is serious—will hare eventually to 
deal with the case, but it is entirely con­
sistent with the practice of Mr. Currey’a 
client before and ever since he got himself 
into tronble at the Chatham police court 
by violating the provincial game law, aud 
the blame, therefore, may not altogether 
be Mr. Currey’a.

There Ьм not been a statement in the 
Advance concerning Dr. Cox which the 
facts did not justify. We refer, of course, 
to the statements themselves, and not to 
any misrepresentations of them which Dr. 
Cox or his friends may make. Mr. Smith 
Ьм, in those statements, spoken directly 
tn manly fMhion, and Ьм not dealt in 
veiled slander, like those who are anxious 
to a tab the reputation of others, but lack 
the courage to do it openly and take the 
oonaequencea.

Dr. Cox was so foolish м to write a lot 
of silly verbiage in the press concerning 
the gentleman againat whom he ie now 
published m having sought libel proceed­
ings. If he Ьм the courage to go on with 
the case he will learn that it ia one thing 
to go about whimpering over his injured 
innocence aud posing м the victim of 
persecution, and quite another to make a 
court and jury believe that be ia so differ­
ent from the every day man we meet that 
he is doctor Cox when he goea into the 
woods with doctor Cox’a rifle and doctor 
Cox’s ammunition, but when he thus 
hunts for and kills big game illegally he 
ceases to be doctor Cox and ia a Natural 
History Society and Museum, People 
hereabout» will be surprised to hear that 
Dr. Cox ia a caribou hunter of any note, 
or that “he shot a fine apscimen which 
was placed in the muieum.” He swore 
he shot a “buck kid with home in the 
velvet,” but that’s all anybody knows of 
it or Ьм seen of it. The only connection 
it Ьм had with the museum is that the 
Utter wm utilised by the doctor м an 
excuse for hia not having a license when 
he did the shooting.

If Mr. Carrey is really engaged to bring 
an action in behalf of th e wonderful 
personage against the editor of the Ad­
vance, we hope he will not continue the 
practice of hia client acd try the matter 
by newspaper. Mr. Smith would prefer 
to meet Mr. Currey and Dr. Cox in court, 
where the tinsel and pyrotechnies with 
which the latter loves to surround himself 
before the public, aa if he were a aureoie- 
eucircled saint, will be stripped from him, 
and he will have to stand for what he is, 
rather than what he would have people 
think him to be.

So far, no notice of any action at law 
on Dr. Cox’s part has reached this office, 
but Mr. Smith, while not aeeking the 
duty of fnither defending himself against 
that misguided person’s attacks, is quite 
prepared to prove that he would, perhaps, 
have been justified in publishing some­
thing in the direction of what it is errone­
ously intimated he did publish concerning 
the modest individual of whom the Gazette 
Mys (Now don’t laugh, O ye game guides 
and woodsmen who know him !) he “has 
a reputation щ a hunter.”

[On Tuesday evening, as Mr. Smith was 
about to leave for Montreal on business 
connected with the Fish and Game As­
sociation of North America, one of Dr. 
Cox's attorney i, Mr. Robert Murray, 
placed in hia hands a demand from the 
Doctor for an apology for what has ap­
peared in the Advance in reference to the 
caribou case, under threat of an action for 
libel. Aa the matter for the Advance 
had about all been prepared we could not 
fully consider the paper served until the 
return of the editor. Mr. Smith, how­
ever, holds that it ia Pr. Cox who owes 
him an apology, or several of them, for 
that matter, end if he will call, with Mr. 
Murray, at the Advance office on Mr. 
Smith’s return from Montreal and say he 
ia sorry for what he has said and written 
against that gentleman, he wilj not find 
him wauling in magnamity.—Editor of 
the Advance.]

Canadian Pacific influence avowedly 
throarn agaiuat him. His opponent wm 
a well-tried friend of that corporation. It 
wti recognized that Mr. Blair had a diffi­
cult task before him. It would not hare 
inrprised the country if he had gone 
down under it.

If there ia any antagonism between 
Mr. Blair and the Canadian Pacifie 
Railway it is wholly » secondary circum­
stance. Mr. Blair’s primary busineaa ia 
to look after the interests of the Canadian 
Government railway system, and if in 
doing that he excites the opposition of 
other roads it cannot be helped. He in­
herits aooh troubles from the faithlessness 
of his predecessors to the trust which they 
were sworn to guard. But when it is 
thoroughly understood that the national 
railway is to be managed on the same 
business principles that characterize the 
management of private railways, the 
present attitude of pained surprise assum­
ed by the Canadian Pacific will be dropped.

kept until too old for service and 
handled without serious trouble, if 
only properly reared and judiciously

SUBMARINE BOATS. HORSE HINTS.

Correct feeding, clean water, com­
fortable housing, thorough currying 
and brushing, plenty of work and good 
care are the safeguards of the health 
of the farm horse.

The horse that is compelled to pull 
his hay from a rack above his head 
will generally be troubled by inflam­
mation of the eyes. When he throws 
up his head and noses the hay all the 
loose dirt and seeds will fall from 
the hay, and the horse will get more 
or less of it in his eyes. Much trou­
ble may be caused by such racks, even 
with the beet and cleanest of bay. 
Lower the racks.

When the horse is suffering from 
collar and harness rubbing bathe the 
sore spots in lukewarm water and cas- 
tile soap, and after drying thorough­
ly with a soft cloth, apply with witch 
hazel. The witch hazel is mildly as­
tringent, and therefore closes the lac­
erated pores and thus soothes by pro­
tecting the exposed nerves from the 
air. The warm water keeps up the 
circulation of the blood in the con­
gested area and the alkali in 
soap disinfects the galled spots. This 
simple treatment, if it can be follow­
ed by rest for the galled animal, will 
hasten the formation of a new coat 
on the galled places.
