[ CHICAGO STRIKE ENDED.

Teamsters Win a Pariial Vietory
Over Their Employers.

CHICAGO, June B5.—The packing
house teamsters’ strike, which has dis-
turbed the peace of the city for nearly
two weeks, and which has caused the
most serious rioting that has occurred
since the American railway union strike
of 1804, came to an end at 4.15 o'clock
this morning as the result of & confer-
ence between the packers amd the
teamsters at the Grand Pacific Hotel,
which had been in session since eight
o'clock last evening. The agreement
reached at the conference is a partial
victory for the teamsters, in that the
packers have declared that they will
not discriminate against members of
the union. The scale agreed upon. is
two cents lower than that demanded
by the men. It is as follows: Cart
drivers, 18 cents an hour; single wagon,
20 cents; two-horse, 221-2 cents; four
horse, 27 cents; six-horse, 30 cents. The
men are to be pald full tlme from the
time of leaving the barn until they re-
tumn with a deduction of half an hour
for lunch. They will not be required
to work on Labor Day.

Another conference will be held at 10
o'clock this morning at which the
agreement will be formally ratified. In
the meantime all pickets will be with<
drawn and the men will return to work.

BURGLARS AT LUBEC

Get Away With $500 in Stamps and
$300 in Cash.

LUBEC, Me,, June 4.—Burglars blew
open the safe at the postoffice here
early Wednesday morning and escaped
with $500 in stamps and $300 in cash,
after an exciting street duel with the
one night watchman of the town

The officers have a clew whlch they
believe will lead to the arrest of the
gullty parties and they state that the
town will be treated to a sensation
when the names of the robbers be-

The burglars
then van. up the street and escaped,

BALFOUR S TRlBUTE

To the Great Services of Lord Kitch-
ener in South Africa.

LONDON, June —In accordance
with King Edward's message to the
house of commons, yesterday, the gov-
erment leader, A. J. Balfour, in the
house today asked for a vote of £50,-
000 ($250,000) to Lord Kitchener. As a
remarkable coincidence parliament,
June b, three years ago, voted its
thanks and £30,000 ($150,000) to the
same general for his services in Egypt.

Mr. Balfour, in supporting the mo-
tion, referred to Lord Kitchener's rapid
promotion. He said it had been given
to few public servants to compass so
much work for their country in so
short a time as Lord Kitchener, who,
besides being commander-in-chief in
South Africa, was commander-in-chief
designate of India. He found the army
In South Africa in a state of disorgan-
ization or dislocation, consequent upon
the ill-success which attended the
British arms at the early stage of the
campaign, and he executed his duty
with admirable energy and skill. But,
it was mot till Lord Roberts left that
the claims of Lord Kitchener to the
gratitude of his countrymen reached
their present magnitude.

THE DELEGATION.}

The delegation - which leaves today
for Ottawa, to ask the federal govern-
ment to " provide uddltlonq.l harbor
facilities  at, this port, goes with a
strong case. The city has spent three-
quarters of a million on a work that is
of natiopal Impdrtance. Sir Wilfred
Laurier has declared that Canadian
trade should go through <Canadian
channels, and Hon. Mr. Tarte has
pointed out that our national ports
should be fully equipped. Both of
these gentlemen should listen with
special sympathy to the plea of St
John, the more so that it does not ap-
pear as a mendicant but as a community
that has spent its own money freely in
the experimental stage of through
traffic, and now asks the country tp
take up the work, in the interest of
Canadian trade in general.

It is not yet too late to provide one
additional berth if the work is taken
hold of as a practical business man
would go on with an affair of his own,
and there certainly should be one more
berth at Sand Point before next winter.
In interviews with the Star, steamship
and railway men and importers have
all referred to vexations delays last
winter because of a lack of accom-
modation. There should be nothing
of that sort next winter. There shpuld
be ample facilities for the prompt
despatch of all cargo, both inward and
outward. We have only as yet touched
the edge of the business that can be
diverted to this Canadian route, to the
advantage to the whole country, if the
needed facilities are provided. The
policy of the government, as expressed
by the premier and Mr. Tarte, is right
along the line what the proper
equipment of St. Jonn would bring.
The facts are plain and simple. The
port is all right, but the city cannot
bae expected to burden itself further
than it has already done. There i8
no pplitics in this matter. The citizens
are of one mind respecting what should
be done, and the delegation from the
city council has the support of all. We
trust the report the delegates will
bring back with them will-be such as
the citizens desire and the best in-
terests of Canadian trade demand.

AND NOBODY HURT.

Two British Columbia newspapers
just received bear witness that the
people of the Pacific province take
their politics seriously, One evening
last week Premier Dunsmuir got into &
dispute in the house of assembly with
Capt. Tatlow, and described that mem-
ber as a liar and a cur. The captain
later on in the evening met the premier
in the corridpr and slapped his face.
Still later, in the early morning, he
invited the premier to join him in a
little physical exercise, but the premier
made no reply. Besides this quarrel
there were several other disputes be-
tween members, and the chair was
powerless to maintain order. Several
opposition members complained of an
article that had appeared in the
Victeria Colonist. One of them de-
clared the Colonist's statements were
“lying, false, damnatory and pernici-
ous.” The Colonist the next day re-
printed its original article and went
after the scalps of the complaining
members in this fashion:—

‘We know what hurts. It is because
this newspaper has held them up to
the people for what they are, because
it has stripped from their tactics the
pretences by which they have striven
to conceal their real character, that
they pursue it with their petty male-
volence. But we warn them here and
now, that they may deride the authority
of the speaker, they may insult the
dignity of the legislature, they may
ridicule the ordinary conventions of
decency and decorum; but when they
attempt their abusive methods against
the press, they attack a ppower which
is too strong for them, and which in
the long run, can, and will crush them.
For the sanction of the newspapers
rests not upon license by pettifogging,
pedantic and hide-bound gentlemen . of
the long robe, but upon the general
sense of what is fair, orderly, and
decent in the minds pf all classes of
the community.

In this picturesque manner do the
men of the wild west enliven the dul-
ness of debate and compensate them-
selyes for their remoteness from the
purliens of the cultured east.

MUNICIPAL SOCIALISM ABROAD.

Cities Advised to Pattern
London and Liverpool.

{Brooklyn Eagle.)

That was a most interesting and in-

wructive report which our consul at
Liverpool sent to the state department
and which the Eagle placed before its
readers on Tuesday. We are far less
directly concerned over here in the
municipalization of lighting plants and
railroads and things of that sort than
we are in the municipal improvement
of the condition of the poor. Rightly
or wrongly, we Americans object to the
encouragement of paternalism in gov-
ernment. As a rule, we like to run our
own -street railroads through private
agencies of management, we like to buy
our gas and our electricity from com-
panies that sell the same to us at a
good fat profit, and while we are will-
ing to impose legitimate and necessary
restrictions upon those who erect tene-
ments for occupancy by the poor, we
look with aversion upon any proposi-
tion which makes the city a landlord
of the poor. We are afraid that if the
municipality invades what we have al-
ways considered as fields of private en-
terprise, the efforts of the municipality
for good will be afterward turned to
the advantage of that class which
makes its living out of politics. In Liv-
erpool and in London, but especially in
the former city, where the condition
of the slums is worse than in any part
of New York, they are not burdened
with political machimes. Whole dis-
tricts of filthy tenements have been de-
stroyed and the city has erected in
their stead model cottages and apart-
ment buildings, some of which rent for
as small a sum as forty-five cents per
week of our money. The tenants of
these are not ground to death by grasp-
ing landlords. They are not asked to
pay hardly earned money for the price-
less privilege of living in the midst of
disease and filth. They are not asked
to surround their children with all the
influences calculated to debase and to
degrade. In short, they are asked to
live instead of being allowed to exist.
The work of London and Liverpool in
behalf of their poor is something which
American cities may envy if their pe-
euliar political conditions will not al-
low them to imitate it.

CAN'T COLLECT THEM.

Pat Sheedy's Effort to Realize

Gambler's Notes Failed.

on

(New York Sun.)

Some time ago a C. Frederick Cohl,
©of Philadelphia, met one Martin J.
Walch at the Hotel Grand in Naples.
Mr. Cohl introduced a man named
‘Gray to Mr, Walch and the three went
to Walch’s room and played a game
of cards, which is thus described:

“The pack of cards was placed on
the table face down, #ix cards were
pushed off and they were picked out;
each player took a card and the right
card was bet on.”

At the conclusion of the game Mr.
Cohl owed Walch $28,000 and Gray $16,-
320, and to each creditor he gave a note
payable in one year in the State of
Pennsylvania. Subsequently, Mr.
‘Walch assigned his note to Patrick
Sheedy, a well-known sporting man of
this city, and Mr. Sheedy brought an
action on the note against Mr. Cohl
in the supreme court in this county.
The case came om for trial before Mr.
Justice Gildersleeve and a jury last
‘Wednesday, when the judge directed a
verdiet for the defendant, Cohl, on the
ground that mo recovery could be had
because it was a gambling transaction.

In this action just tried, Sheedy based
his suit on the theory that he was an
innocent holder for value of ‘the note,
and so was not responsible for the fact
that it was given at the gambling
table. The ordinary rule in favor of
recovery on a note which has come in-
to the hands of an innocent third party
for value does not apply to gambling
notes, because they are absolutely void
in their inception, no matter into whose
hands they may come.

The question involved in such trans-
actions is not a legal one, but rather
one of ethics, or of the code which us-
ually obtains among men of honor and
which prevents them from interposing
a technical defence against the pay-
ment of such a debt; and yet this rule
is not always observed, for we know
of one case where on the death of a
prominent citizsen, who:had won large
sums at the poker table, a gentleman
who had lent many stacks of chips to
the dead winner was umable to recover,
because the executors of the estate
would not acknowledge the debt. And
all this took place in the best society.

8o far not a single patient stricken has
recovered. So far physicians are baf-
fled and admit they are powerless to
combat the disease su:cessfully.

Sald ome physician: “Lockjaw I8
caused by tetanus bacillus, which is
found everywhere, in manure, in the
dust of the streets and elsewhere. It
18 harmless until it is excluded from
the alr. Once the baccillus gets be-
neath the skin of the wounded and loses
contact with the air it begins to mani-
fest its polsonous activity and causes
lockjaw.

“That is what has happened here.
There was a great number of injured.
Hundreds sustained abrasions of the
skin on account of flying missiles car-
ried by the storm. The violent wind
also. carried dust particles laden with
the tetanus bacillus into the wounds
and the result was inevitable. Treat-
ment in every case so far has falled.
How many sufferers there are now, I
don’t know, but the situation is now
such as to create well founded alarm.”

The dead list since the cyclone three
weeks ago carries the names of 138
persons, and at least twenty more of
the injured are considered to be in a
hopeless condition.

BEST'S LAST HOPE GONE.

The New Brunswicker Will Not Get
a New Trial

, June 4.—An interest-
ing scene took place Wednesday at the
cell of John C. Best, the convicted
murderer of George E. Bailey, when
4he prisoner was visitéd by his senior
<counsel, James H. Sisk. Mr. Sisk call-
€4 upon his client privately to inform
him of the action of the supreme court
in refusing to grant Best a mew trial.
He greeted the convicted man in his
usual cheerful manner and Best ap-
peared even more cheerful than did his
«counsel,

His spirits dropped considerably,
however, when Couneel Sisk infermed
him of the result of his petition.

“I have some bad news for
John,” Sisk began.

‘“What,” said Best,
€d you down again?’

On being informed that
Best added: “I am disappointed at
this. I don’t see how they could main-
tain that the jurer was competent.”

The prisoner kept his courage and
took everything coolly. He requested
Mr. Sisk to write to Thomas . Best,
his father, and afterwards talked of
future proceedings. He asked his
counsel as to the date of sentence and
was informed that sentence would
probably be pronounced this week.

“All right,” said Best, ‘“tell me be-
fore hand, so that I can get shaved
and make other preparations.”

Throughout the interview Best ap-
peared cool and collected. He mani-
fested little or no anxiety when: re-
minded of the omly possible sentence of
the court.

Mr. 8isk stated that he intends to pe-
tition the government for a commuta-
tion of the death penalty sentence to
one of life imprisonment. Dis't Att'y
Peters sald Wednesday, that in" all
probability Best will be brought in
court for sentence the latter part of
this week.
