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ND FASTER TURBINES
WILL FOLLOW THE VICTORIAN,

New System’s Success Guarantsed
By Allan Liner's Trip--Fast,
Economical and Comfortable.

HALIFAX, N, S, April
one hour and ten minutes of eight days
between Moville and Halifax, the Al-

lan line’s new turbine steamship Vic- !

torian came majesticaily into port to-

gers and a crew of 250. The Allan line
officials were a little disappointed Fri-
day that the turbine had not arrived
then, but when Captain McNichol's
story was heard on Saturday, these
feelings vanished, to be replaced by
complacent satisfaction, and the suc-
cess of the turbine for ocean. naviga-
tion in a heavy sea, and in a 12,000 ton
ship, they believed had been amply
demonstrated. ¢

Capt. McNichol, who is in comrgand
of the Victorian, says they left at Mo-
ville and had bad weather, with heavy
head seas, nearly all the way west-
ward. A factor that lessened the Vic-

torian’s speed more patent even than

the weather was the priming of the
boilers, which adversely affected the
steam pressure. But in the face of
all this they had been able to make an
average speed of 13.23 knots per hour,
not deducting time for several hours’
delay by fog on the Banks of New-
foundland.

Never once, from beginning to end of
the voyage, did the turbines cease
their swift; revolutions. =~ The maxi-
mum speed attained was 16 1-2 knots
per hour. The average run was 317.6
knots- per day, and the total distance
covered was 2,509 miles, which is 334
miles more, the captain says, than the
shortest distance that might have been
traversed had it not been for the ice.
The biggest day’'s run was on Wednes-
day, wnen the Victorian made 383
knots.

The Victorian saw ice in latitude 47
and went away south to the New York
track in latitude 42.

“We had our little trouble with head
seas, with ice, and fog” said Captain
McNichol, “but the turbines worked
smoothly afid continuously and well
from békinning to end. They gave us
no trouble.”

This eulogy on the turbines the cap-
tain laughingly qualified when asked
about vibration. ‘‘There was no vVi-
bration,” he said, ‘‘and I sadly missed
it. All my life I have felt the engines
throb, and when it is lacking I feel as
though I had lost a friend. Our speed
was modified,”” Captain McNichol went
on to say, ‘but we never once stopped
the turbines and had it not been’ for
the priming of the boilers, which pre-
vented our receiving a. fully adequate
supply of steam, nothing could have
been more satisfactory, for the tur-
bines worked like a charm. I am sure
the Victorian will bé able to average

“How does she steer?” the captain
was asked.

“Excellently. She’s the most sensi-
tive ship to her wheel that I ever saw.
The ship’s lines are beautifully.fine,”
he went on to say, ‘“and though it is
too soon to speak of her qualities as a
sea boat, the Victorian' did well in a
continuation of head seas. Her lines
are for a speed of 17 or 18 knots, and
when we g2t that pace on, as we will,
the favorable impressions formed of
her, I am quite certain, will be fully
confirmed.”

The Victorian was readily warped
into her dock, an operation that gener-
ally consumes considerable time, and
in reply to a question how the turbine
propellers act for this work, Capt. Mc-
Nichol replied: I think a ship is more
easily handled by the ordinary engines
in such movements, We got into the
dock in good style yesterday, and we
doubtless will do it every time, but
vou will remember that today we had
wind and tide in our favor,*and it will
not bé so simple a matter under other
conditions, when with the old type of
engines the task might be hard
enough.”

The lines of tne Victorian were ad-
mired by shipping men along the water
front, who generally pronounced her a
beauty.? She is built for the rougher
geas of tha northern ‘route on the At-
lantfe, and her lines are just as fine |
forward@ as. the conditions that must
be encountered permit.

Thos. Harling, a well known Mont-
réal ghipping man, who was a passen-
ger, said he thought that in fair wea-
ther the Victorian, from her lines,
would do relatively better than in
heavy weather, such as had been ex-
perienced on this trip, but the Victor-
ian, he added, had proved a splendid
sea boat, and her turbines had demon-
strated anew the success of that type
of engines for ocean navigation. There
was absolutely no vibration, and Mr.
Harling added: “One lying in his berth
could not tell whether the engines
were in motion or at a standstill.”

This was the eopinion of the saloon
passengers who spoke on the subject.
Among the passengers is W. A. Wain-
wright, vice president of the Grand
Trunk raflway, who is bringing home
the remains of his wife, who died in
England.

The Victorian had 1,440 passengers on
board, of whom 98 were first class, 470
second, and 870 third. The steamship
has accommodation for 8,000 tons of
cargo, hut she had in her hold only
2,000 odd tons, so that she is higher out
of the water than normal, and made
her less steady in a sea than she will
be when loaded to her capacity.

THE FIRST TURBINE.

The arrival of the Victorian is an im-
portant event in the history of ocean
navigation, and especially of Canadian
steamship services. This ship is not
only the newest, largest and swiftest of
the Allan fleet, but is also the best ap-
pointed and equipped for first-class
passenger service. She is the first com-
mercial ship fitted with turbine engines
to cross the Atlantic .on .a regular
voyage. Turbine yachts have been
brought to America, and a lake boat so
equipped has steamed over to take up
her service, but the Victorian is the be-
ginning of the regular Atlantic service
in Turbine ships, and is thus the pioneer
of a new era in Canadian transporta-
tion. The successful first trip of the
Victorian predicts the development of
a direct weekly service between Canada
and Great Britain by eighteen to twenty
knot boats, making the passage in five
to six days. This is a fair solution of
the problem of a fast Atlantic service.

THE TURBINES,

It is not necessary to give here a de-
scription of the ship herself.” That has
been given before in this paper. But
while the turbine system has also been
explained, it may be worth while to
say how the mechanism appears to the
inexpert observer Through the court-
esy of Mr. Walsworth, the engineer re-
presentative of Mr. Parsons, the inven-
tor of this turbine, and holder of the
patents, the writer was allowed to see
the machine ‘at work. Or at least he
would have been allowed to see it if the
working parts had ‘not been concealed
from view. Several winding stairways
lead down to the boiler room, where
the steam is made in the usual way.
In another apartment three revolving
shafts convey the power of the engine
to. the propellers. This is also done in
the usual way, except that the propel-
lers are smaller and move more rapidly
than those in ordinary steamships.

The differénce is in what happens be-
tween the boilers and the shaft. The
familiar outfit of cylinders and pistons,
filling a large part of the ship, and add-
ing greatly to the weight, is not there.
We see instead three large short iron
covered *drums, within which the tur-
bines are performing their labors. Into
these drums steam is driven, where it
meets with certain obstructions. These
are small blades, like pen knives, each
set between other sections, the blades
being on a moveable inner cylinder, the
sections on a' stationary outer Jirum.
The irresistible force encountering the
movable body sets it spinning around.
On the circumference of twenty-odd
feet each cylinder contains between
two hundred thousand and three hun-
dred thousand of those knife blades,
and the aggregate force applied to these
does the business. The application of
Yorce is very direct, for the cylinder
with the knife blades,; is a prolengation
of the shaft. There are three cylinders
and three shafts. The big outfit in the
middle is used anly to make the ship go
forward. The others send the ship
either forward or backward. All the
three turgine engines are worked by
the same steam which passes thepugh
them at different pressures, Eieven
boilers supply the steam and forty-four
furnaces furnish the heat.

Secondly, the great simplicty of the
mechanism, and the direct action of
steam reduces the chances of accldent,
the cost of repairs and the risk of de-
lay. It would be inconvenient. if one
or more of the small pieces in the tur-
bine case should break. But the strain
on them does not vary greatly. They
are tested in the most careful way, and
are strongly-secured on the cylinder.
The blades are worked largely by hand
by careful men, and the measurements
are made to the hundredih part of an
inch. Some of the work is almost as
deiftate as watchmaking.

As a matter of fact in four or filve
yvears’ operation of turbine ships and

seem to have been recorded. On the
other hand many parts of the old-
fashioned engine. are liable to get out
of ‘order, the risk increasing with the
complicated’ nature of the mechanism
and the censtant vibratien.

Thirdly—The number of engineers re-
quired is less. There are said to be
seven engineers on the Victorian, while
a ship of her size with ordinary en-
gines would carry probably eleven or
twelve. Mr. Walworth says that some
of the accidents which have occurred
in turbine ships have been due to the
fact that the machine®’ rumns so easily
and requires so little attentien. that the
engineers failed to give proper atten-
tion to their work.

Fourth—It is believed that higher
speed can be attained by ships fitted
with these engines than by those equip-
ped with the ordinary engine, The Vic-
torian made a record of nineteen knots
on her triel and it is thought that she
-can keep as near to this mark for a
‘'whole voyage as to make the trip in
six days. Her sister ship, the Virgin-
ian, has made a little better time on
her trial trip.

ATLANTIC TRIP IN FIVE DAYS.

Hugh Allan says that he hopes
that succeeding ships required to make
a weekly service will have still great-
er speed, and be able to make an aver-
age rate of eighteen knots, or the pas-
sage by the naorthern route in five
days.

There is as yet some uncertainty on
the subject of fuel. At lowered speed
there may be little saving. = But there
is t peculiarity about'the turbine,
that’ pared with otler engines there
Js economy of. coal in high speed.

NO DRAWBACKS.

As yet the company has no offset to
these advantages. There may be some
special drawbacks, but they have not
yet been reported. It is not supposed
that the cost of the turbine engine is
much less than that of the old style.
Mr. Parsons, the inventor, builds these
engines for those who wish to buy
them. His large establishments are
at Wallsend on the Tyne. - Shipbuild-
ers, like the Belfast contractor for the
Victorian, who wish to build the en-
gines for themselves can d0 so by pay-
ing a royalty. -~ But Parsons hilnself
built the engines for the Virginian. It
is of interest to know ‘that’ the inven-
tor of this style of turbirie.is8 a brother
of Lord Rosse, who is best known by
his big telescope. Mr. Parsons was
formerly connected with a large manu-
facturing firm. But his partners dif-
fered from him on the question of the
value of the turbine; so Mr. Parsons
went into the turbine business by him-
self with happy results.

But if the turbine engine costs no
less to buy it is believed that it will
be cheaper to maintain and keep in re-
pair for reasons stated above.

ON THE VICTORIAN.

A few particulars concerning the Vic-
torian which have not been mentioned
in previous descriptions may come in
here.

The ship carries over 200 officers and
crew. Of“these 176 are in the stéWward's
department.

The refrigerator room is divided into
four compartments, kept at différent
degreees of temperature, the celdest for
meat, the second for fish, the third for
milk and butter and the other for fruit
and vegetables.

One of the pleasantest portions in the
ship is set aside for the use of children
as a play room.

Russian Terrorists

Have Gondemned 30.

Plot to Kill Governor General Irepbff Frustrated
Yesterday---Gampaign of Terror Baffles

fhe Russian Police,

ST. PETERSBURG, March 31.—12.15
p. m.—The authorities continue to find
evidence of terrorist activity in St.
Petersburg and in spite of the precau-
tions of the police, another tragedy
may occur at any moment, The ﬂghp—
ing organization is known to have on
its condemned list thirty persons, head-
ed by Grand Duke Alexis and Governor
General Trepoff, but the police, al-
though they have arested several per-
sons with bombs in their ppasession
and have taken many suspects into
custedy, have been completely bafiled
in their efforts to discover the invisible
hand which is directing the campaign
of the terrorists. ‘

The police theory continues to’ \be
that the local organigations of those
engaged in the conspiracies  are at
Geneva and Paris, and that the men
arrested in Russia are agents selected
to execute the semtences. When ar-
rested these agents invariably are true
to th@r oaths and refuse to®divulge
anything, no matter to what ordeal
they are subjected.

Yesterday the polfce by chance foiled
what is believed to have been a plot to
kill Governor General Trepoff.. Ac-
cording to the latest details of the af-

fair, a man was observed during the
morning lounging at the corner of
Great Morskain street, about a block
away from the entrance to General
Trepoff’s chancellery. The man attract-
ed no attention at first as he wore the
red cap which is the distinctive mark
wof the employes of the messenger com-
pany whose messengers stand at every
street corner. But at last a policeman,
noticing that the man’'s face was not
familiar to him, approached the sup-
posed messenger with the object of in-
terrogating him. The man thereupon
became alarmed and drew a revolver
and fired at the policeman but missed
him. The policeman then overpowered
his assatlant and arrested him. Al-
most at the same hour that the bogus

messenger was being arrested on Great.

‘Moraskain street, the police who have
been keeping a sharp loockout at the
hotels and lodging resorts, discovered
several bombs of the terrorist pattern
in a trunk belonging to a stranger who
occupied a furnished room in a house
in Pushkin, but who was absent at the
time the palice searched his apart-
ments, The man was promptly taken
into custody when he returned and last
night, two individuals who called to
see him were also arrested.

WAS AFRAID OF A BOMB.

Emperor William Stayed For Only a
Little While at Tangier.

TANGIER, March 31.—Emperor Wil-
liam of Germany paid a flying visit to
Tangier today, remaining barely two
hours on shore. The elaborate pro-
gramme for his reception and enter-
tainment was much changed, the em-
peror confining himself to a visit to the
| German legation, where he received
 deputations of Germans in Morocce.

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SCHOOL QUESTION

Excites t’gn Little Interest
in the States.

» '

Down These<They Have Far Too Lit-
tle Religion Instead of Too
Much In Schools.

» -
BOSTON, March 31.—<The fag end of
March has brought with it the most
delightful weather known to New

Englanders in mary months. The
temperature here has ranged between
60 and 70, and in New York and
Pennsylvania it has exceeded 80. The
snow has of course disappeared in lo-
calities where' the mercury has run up
to such a height. The ice is running
out of the rivers and in Boston and
suburbs there are green grass and
flowers in bloom in gardens. The
change has been abrupt, for ten days
ago there was spow on the streets of
the city,

The school question which is being
threshed out once again by the legis-
lators at Ottawa  and by the news-
papers of Canada is not attracting
much attention in the United ‘States.
Some of the newspapers in briefly com-
menting on the gituation expressed sur-
prise that such an issue could agitate
people at this late day and suggested
that Canada is twenty years at least
behind the times in dealing with the
question. Americans, however, do not
understand the situation in Canada.
In this country there is practically no
ultramontanism in the Roman Cathelic
hierarchy and that class of Prptest-
ants which has long been unable to
see any good in the Roman church is
more tolerant than in former years,
when A. P. Aism and Xnow-nothing-
ism were rampant, Asg instances of
a better feeling the presence of Pro-
testant ministers at the funeral of the
Roman Catholic bishep of Manchest-
er, N, H.,, and the presence of the
Roman Catholic vicar general of the
arch diecese of Boston at the funeral
services for a rector of the Episcopal
church may be cited. In the United
States no separate schools are allow-
ed to be maintained by public funds.
The Roman Catholic schoels are main-
tained by the communicants of the
churech, 'whoe also have to contribute to
the support of the public schools.
When an occasional attempt has been
made to teach religion in ‘the public
schools, not only Roman Catholics
have objected, but Jews and other
ni»-Christians, including free-think-
ers, have protested. The result has
been: that the lack of religious instruc-
tilon in the public schools tended to
produce an irreligious generation, in-
wr.kﬁ’v swelled 'the great
host of noeminal Protestants who sel-
dom see the inside of a church door.
To meet this defect in the school sys-
tem various denominations haye re-
formed the Sunday schools and adopt-
ed new methods in order to hold the
young people who would be unchurch-
ed if left dependent on the public
school system. There has been no
friction over the school question in the
United Btates for years, and although
the present system is far from perfect,
the situation is gradually adjusting it-
self and that without the deplorable
bitterness of feeling which seems to
have been thrust upon Canada by Pre-
mier Laurier and aggravated by the
extremists on each siis of the ques-
tion.

'NEWFOUNDLAND’S PROGRESS,

Trade For Past Four Years Has Been
Yery Good—The Bait License

ST. JOHN’S, Nfid.,, March 31.—The
colonial legislature opened this after-
noon. Governor McGregor in the
speech from the throne congratulated
the colony upon the preosperous condi-

be best conserved by withholding those
privileges.

The department
should offer some encouragement in
this line and should also encourage the
importation of stock for meat produc-
tion.

Mr. Smith—Messrs. Tilley and Mit-
ahell have discouraged the importations
of live stock for meat eproduction.

Hoh. Mr. Tweedie—Was it not mere-
1y that they thought that in dairy cen-
tres they should stick to dairy inter-
ests?

Mr. Smith—I think there need be no
conflict between ~ dairying . and beef
production. I challenged the commis-
sioner of agricultm‘e to name any meet-
ings that Mr. Dow had attended or
any farmers he had visited in the in-
terests of the department. The hon.

But in Carle-
ton I think there has been an agita-
tion to kill the dairy industry and es-
tablish the beef industty. I think the
farmers of Carleton are making a mis-

Hon. Mr. Hill-The commissioner for
agriculture has made the very reply 1
was about, to make., Mr. Smith has
pressed 9.000 bales of hay, but this
year he says, all of which has gone out
of the county.

I think the
member for Carleton is mistaken in
saying there is a conflict of interests be-
tween dairying and - beef production.
I do not think it is good policy for a
dairy section to become partly a beef
section. It is better that the interests
should be consolidated. I am a beef
man myself and I keep shorthorns, and
the beef interests have my warmest
sympathy. We advertised Hubbard’s
sale of cattle free of expense and they
kept by us free. We also sent notice
of the sale to all the societies, 'That
does not look like discouraging beef
importation. I do not think you can
combine beef and good milking quali-
ties in a shorthorn. While in the up-
per provinces some years ago I found
that the shorthorn breeders did not look
for milk at all, but kept Ayrshires for
milking. They were breeding so ex-
clusively for beef that the milking
qualities were lost. With regard to
Dow, he was only employed to help the
farmers get their money out of the
Carleton creamery, which wag in debt
to them. With regard to the letter
from Mr. Eveleigh, which the member
for Carleton read the other day, I have
received some telegrams from persons
interested in dairys which directly con-
tradict his statement. With regard to
Mr. Mitchell I will read them. Mr.
Farris read a number of statements
from persons, who said that Mr. Mit-
chell had assisted them in dairying
work.

If the department would tufrn its at-
tention to this question with regard to
beef with as much zeal as it has shown
with regard to dairying it would be a
great benefit to the province. The
farmers must be the best judges of
what is most profitable, and if the
Carleton farmers want beef cattle they
should be assisted in obtaining them.
I don't think the dairy officials are as
enthusiastic now as they were at the
start. The people of Blissville wished
to start a cheese factory, and I advised
them to communicate with the depart-
ment of agriculture. They did so and
got a reply from the department stat-
ing that Messrs. Peters and Tilley

. would attend this meeting. I went up

from St. John to be present, but neith-
er Peters nor Tilley came, and they
sent no re for their absence. That
was not the® way to treat the people of
that section. I would like to have
some information in regard to the
grant of the thousand dollars for
Guelph scholarships. I think that is a
movement along the right line,

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—I do not think
the department need feel alarmed at
the criticisms which it is receiving
from lawyers, insurance agents and
merchants. Our policy with regard to
agriculture has not been censured by
the farmers. It is absurd to eriticize
us for the reduction in the amount of
wheat raised or of butter or cheese
produced last year. The agricultural
department ig an educational depart-
ment and does not undertake to do
the farming for the people. Would it
be fair policy for us to refuse to as-
sist the roller mills? There are now
two applications for roller mills. The
only fault I find with the department
is that they keep men connected with
it who are opposing the government
if possible. That is the case with BEve-
liegh.. who is a rankerous enemy of
the government, and it was a great
mistake to give him charge of that
splendid creamery which the govern-
ment built. The action of Hubbard
has also’ been entirely against the
government.

Mr. Hazen—Can you produce any
evidence of that?

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OPPOSITION MEMBERS ON
AGRIGULTURAL SOGIETY.

It was known a month before the
house opened that the department of
agriculture was to be made the sub-
ject of attack. We made a mistake in
employing Hubbard at all, for he has
been constantly hostile to the depart-
ment. © With regard to'the Guelph
school, this assistance in the way of

an allowance of 7 cents a mile to teach-

,| ers who'go to the Guelph school for the

purpose of taking a course, These
teachers are selected by the chief
superintendent. We give $50 to females
‘and $76 to males, and when they come
back to resume their schools they get
$30 a year additional and $20 is given
to'the schools for a guarantee, I think
there will be about 15 students there
this year. .

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Hubbard was in
charge of the exhibition in St. John,
and complaints were made to me over
and over again that it was almost im-
possible for any friend of the govern-
ment to get employment in it. ‘With
regard to the Sussex creamery, it is
unfortunate that years ago this gov-
ernment, which erected {it, should have
allowed it to. go into the hands of a
violent political partisan who on every
hand tries to injure the government.
A sense of what is fair and just and
common decency should have prevent-
ed him from writing that disgraeeful
letter. The men who sent these tele-
grams are men of the highest charac-
ter and standing, and no wonder these
gentlemen felt indignant at this let-
ter.

Mr. Morrissy—I entirely agree with
the chief superintendent as to the
necessity of importing cattle into the
northern section of the province. I do
not agree with the member for Char-
lotte that we cannot feed beef as
cheaply as elsewhere. They can be
fed on roots and straw very cheaply,
and the northern counties can produce
roots in great abundance.

Mr. (stpenter—As one connected with
agriculture I feel that a discussion of
tkis kind will not be lost. There is no
doubt that a better breed of cattle for
beef is much needed. I reside in the
district where we derive no benefit
from the factories. 1 have tried on
several occasions to obtain a short
horn, but have always found the ag-
ricultural societies bidding over me.
They cost at least $100 and the aver-
age farmer can’t afford to" pay that
much. There are many places where
there are no agricultural societies and
I would like to see some scheme to as-
sist farmers in these districts to ob-
tain better cattle. But just as soon as
yvou talk of importing stock the stock
breeders raise a row. This question dbf
stock is a matter of great importance
and should be approached most care-
fully. As for the scheme of the C. P.
R. to send stockers to the west, I was
ogosed to it. for I do not think we
can afford to raise cattle here for the
price they are willing to gtve. I would
like to see butter stock imported at
such a price that the average farmer
could get hold of it.

Hon. Mr. Hill—I did not intend to
say that this province could not rajse
fat cattle, but that they could not
raise them on a very large scale. I
know all about growing roots, for I
have tried experiments at growing
them myself. One year I took an acre
of igdod land and raised aicrop of roots
upon it wholly by my own labor. I
sold $185 worth of roots off it. The
next year I put down half an acre of
mangels and raised 500 bushels, the
product of the whole acre was sold for
$205. Thus I proved what could be
done with one acre of good land un-
der favorable conditions, The differ-
ence between roots and corn is that
roots can only be fed for six months
of the year while corn can be fed all
the year round.

Hon. Mr. Sweeney—Although I am a
profesgional man I am one of the few
farmers in this house. I have been in-
terested in the discussion as to the re-
spective merits of dairying and beef
raising, 'and in my opinion it depends
altogether on the locality. In Sack-
ville and some other parts of West-
morland we produce beef cattle as good
as any in Canada. Where I live the
conditions are not so favorable for
beef, but we sell our young cattle to
the Sackville people and get a better
price for theri than the western people
offer. Last year the conditions were
bad for dairying in consequence of
the drought. The pastures were bad
and the flles were so abundant that the
cattle could not feed, and the result
was that they dried up. There was
also a falling off- in wheat. I think
that wheat should be put in as early
as possible., I had two fields of wheat
last year, one being put in early and
the other later. The first ripened well
and gave a fair yield. The second field
looked splendid until within a fort-
night of ripening, when in consequence
of the warm, damp weather it rusted
so badly that it turned black in one
night, and we did not thresh it. I
think that we can fairly leave the agri-
cultural interests of the province to
practical farmers. I sometimes hope
for the day when I will be able to re-
tire t0" my farm altogether. I believe
there is no occupation so good for
health and comfort as that of the farm-
er, but it does not seem to me that the
professional men are capable of teach-
ing the farmers their business. The
item was then carried.

Hon. Mr. Hill agreed with the pre-
vious speaker and sald that a popula-
tion of fully 6,000 people in the county
of Charlotte are dependent upon this
industry.

PARLIAM ENT

OTTAWA, March 31.-After_ the read-

ing of petitions axa.inst the autonomy
bill, many of them from the maritime
provinces. = the leader of the opposi-'
tion on orders of the day asked the
premier to explain why in contraven-
tion of his constitutional . argument
when in opposition, the portfolio of
public works was handed over for
months to an acting minister and the
portfolio of the interior was now va-
cant when the legislation before parlia-
ment dealt with the Northwest, which
according to Laurier's specipus argu-
ment of the Fisher-Dundonald epi-
sode of last year, should have terri-
torial voice in the matter that con-
cerned it above all others of Canada.

Borden reminded Laurier that he had
at his command good timber for fill-
ing Sifton’s place, for example, Oliver
of Edmonton, a gentleman of absolute
independence of mind (great laughter)
or else the membe: for West Assini-
boia, and failing a western man there
remained Belcourt of Ottawa, or some
other equally disinterested follower of
the government. Borden vigorously
rubbed the unconstitutionality of the
cabinet’s defiance of the constitution
and of Laurier’s original coritentions.

The premier replied in evasive terms.
He regretted that Borden had not tak-
en into consideration Sutherland’s ill
health, and cited precedents to show
it was not an unusual thing for minis-
ters to be absent an entire session or
more. Aw for Sifton’s resignation, it
was a recent matter and the portfolio
would be filled in due season.

Foster made a vigcrous answer to
Laurier, charging the first minister
with flippancy in the treatment of a
sibject that rested on constitutional
rights and the .canons of political mor-
ality. He showed that business of the
department of interior was at a stand-
still, both the old minister and thé old
deputy minister baving left the office
which is now being run in an jignorant
and irresponsible way. Enlarging on
Borden’s ground, Foster pointed out
that Laurier had as long ago as last
October got down on his knees to
Aylesworth in Ontario to save the.cab-
inet in Ontario, and wondered why the
man whose help was 80 necessary then
should not be no>w asked to fill either
vacan portfolio.

The debate was cortinued by Col.
Sam Hughes, Dr. Sproule, Dr. Stock-
ton and others.

Dr. Stockton (St. John) said that he
did not think Sir Wiifrid Laurier had
answered Mr., Borden's question with
the frankness which the circumstances
demanded. Seemingly, from S8ir Wil-
frid’'s view, he did@ not care whether
there was a minister of the interior or
not, contenting himself with declaring
that he had charge of the autonomy
bill as acting minister. If ever there
was a time when there should be a
responsible minister of the floor of par-
liament from the Northwest it was
today. The manner in which the
Northwest was being treated was most
unfair. Mr. Sifton had resigned from
the cabinet two days after his return
{o Ottawa. That was a challenge
thrown down to the government on its
policy regarding separate schools. The
vacancy exists today. Let the prime
minister test public; feelihg in. the
Northwest by filling the vacancy,and
ascertaining the views of the people of
the Northwest. (Conservative cheers.)
That would be ‘the only way of men
who were willing to trust the people.
This government is not prepared to
trust the people in 'connection with
these bills.

Dr. Stockton continued: The conduct
of the government apparently shows
that they are not willing to trust the
people, but if they are willing to trust
them, let the appeal to the people be
made. Do not gag them, but give them
an opportunity of saying whether they
want this legislation or not. Conser-
vative\cheers.)

Owing ' to the length of the debate
arising out of Borden’s inquiry before
orders of day as to why Laurier was
running the country with two vacant
portfolios, it was some time after eight
tonight before Walter Scott of West
Assiniboia resumed the adjourned au-
tonomy bill debate. There was a small
attendance, and the galleries were prac-
tically empty. BScott of - course stood
up for the bill as amended by Laurier
and Fitzpatrick. He continued till
long after recess, his argument being
in favor of separate schools provided
by dominion legislation for the new
provinces. Incidentally he denounted
Haultain as juggling with the question
for political purposes and havihg gone
back on his old time stand. Dr. Sproule
turned the speaker down several times
for utterances unauthorized by the re-
cord, which the member for West Grey
quoted with telling effect.

Mr. Scott had spoken for three hours
and a half when Dr. Roche of Mar-
quette moved adjournment of debate
at 11.05 and house rose till Monday af-
ternoon.

It was qulte certain that the valued
Globé could not be satisfied with the
Central Railway deal and the financial
situation of the road as revealed by re-
cent announcements in the house.

A MANITOBA TROUBLE.

Manitoba has something like a poli-
tical crisis. The people of that pro-
vince are not well satisfied over the
proposed organization of the, west,
which leaves Manitoba almost insigni-
ficant in size compared with her

neighbors.” Manitoba is the senior and
pioneer province, and the prospect of

effacement by juniors is not pleasant.

But it is still more exasperating for
the people of Manitoba to be told that
the province is confined within these
narrow bounds on account of the
school question. Thé area of separate

' school territory must be extended as far

as possible, and since Manitoba re-
tains control of her own school system,
Manitoba. must remain smaill.

Such is the idea largely entertained
in the west of the motives and prin-
ciples which led the federal govern-
ment to refuse the power of expan-
sion to Manitoba. How .far the view
prevails among the provincial minis-
ters is not known, but it is well un-
derstood that Premier Roblin would
like to submit the maitter to the elec-
torate. So. to this end he asks for a
dissolution of the legislature and the
issue of writs for a new election. The
lieutenant governor, who was himself
one of the members of the defeated
Greenway government, refuses. Of
.course Mr. Roblin can force the issue
by handing in the resignation of him-
8elf and his colleagues. This would
probably please the lieutenant govern-
or as well as the government at Ot-
tawa. It is a step which should not
be taken without serious  considera-
tion.

FIFTY MINERS
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ENTOMBED

BY TERRIBLE EXPLOSION.

AN

Accident Was Caused by Gas Accumulation--.

Shock Felt Twelve Miles Away--Work
of Rescue Begun.

BENTON, Ill., April 3.—Some fifty
mineérs were entombed today in Joseph

Leiter’'s mine at Zeigler by a terrific

explosion of gas, and it is probable
that 80 or more of the buried men are

dead. Thus far four bodies have been
it 18 said; was:

found. The explosion,
due to the fact that the Leiter mines
are not worked on Sunday, thus allow-
ing gas to accumulate in the lower
workings.

‘When between 36 and 45 miners had
descendeéd into the mine today to re-
sume work, a terrific explosion blew
the mouth of the mine high into the
air. One of the steel cages was blown
to the surface from the bottom of a
500 foot shaft.

The shock of the explogsion was felt
at Benton, 12 miles northeast of Zeig-
ler. A teamster driwing along a road
half a mile from the mine was cov-
ered with falling cinders; thé debris
covering the floor of his wagon ha.lf
an inch deep.

One miner was killed and four \\ere
severely injured at the mouth of the
mine in which the explosion occurred.

The work of res¢ue was bgBun at
once by miners, who wWwere arriving
when the explosion took place. But
the main shaft was demolished, so that
rescue work has to be carried on
through the air shaft. This has hin-
dered the work of aiding the entombed

men to such an extent that when
darkness fell tonight only jhree bodies
and one injured man had been brought
to the surface. These bodies were
found 40 feet from the bottom of the
air shaft, and this is as far as the re
cuers have been able to penetrate the
shaft.

A committee of union miners from
Duquoin and other neighboring mining
towns, headed by District President
Morris, hastened to Zeigler soon after
the explosion oc¢eéurred and offered
their aid.

The bodies of the dead are so black-
ened that they cannot at once be iden-
tifiled. Rolla Campbell is the injured
miner brought out of the shaft, and it
is said that he cannot live. Campbell
is conscious, but he is unable to give
any explanation of the aceident,

C. E. Childers, a striking Zeigler
miner, last October predicted in a
printed article that an explosion was
likely to occurson account of what he
termed improper ventilation of the
shafts.

There was much excitement among
miners when the accident bécame
known, because there had been a
strike of long duration and many con-
flicts had occurred bstween strikers
and non-union miners,

An all-day investigation tends to
show that the catastrophe was due to
the accidental explosion of accumulat-
ed gas,

The Canadlan sugar refiners have
not made any further advance in the
price of sugaf, but the news may be
expected at any moment. In New
York the raw sugar markét is very
firm. Only 4 few small parcels of raw
sugar could be obtained at flve cents,
duty paid, for centrifugals of ninety-
six degrees test, and Cuba had nothing
of the same tést for sale below five
and one-eighth, duty paid.

It is estimated that the sales of
sugar made by the New York and
Philadeéiphia refiners on Friday and
Saturday aggregated 1,500,000 barrels.
This is equivalent to 300,000 tons, When
it is rememberéd | that the average
consumption of this staple in all Can-
ada is only about 200,000, the sales for
these two days in two cities looms very
large.

The New York dealérs have every
oonfidence - in the market, and look for
still higher prices.

The crop in Cluba, which was esti-
mated at about 1,400,000 tons, is not
now expected to exceed from 1,000,000
to 1,200/000 tons.

Raw beet sugar has also advanced in
London.

Unrest in Labor Circles is

Increasing.
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Rojestvensky’s Fleet Now on the Way
to Yiadivostok—Changes in

the Ministry.

GUNSHU PASS, 108 Miles North of
Tié Pass, April 2.—~The situation hete
is unchanged. General Mistchenko has
moved forward into close tdéuch with
the Japanese and keeps up constant
skirmishing. ' Elsswhere everything I8
quist.

G&neral Mistchenko, when he learned
of the beginning of the panic duriihg
thé retreat from Mukden, though an
unhealed wound forbade his walking,
drove in a carriage to his force and
axsumed command, which he has re-
tained, though he is unable to ride
over the deeply-mired roads, “which

¢ be&ginning to dry.

Native reports, whick may be taken
for what they are worth, sfate that
the Japanese are leaving before the
Russian front only a screen capable,
with the help of the Mukden and Tie
Pass fortifications and garrisons, of
holding in check General Linevitch,
and are transferring the bwlk of their
five armies to Vliadivostok by means
of a. wide movement through Mongolid
and Tsitedékhar. Considering the great
distances involved, the plan appears to
be too bold and almost impracticable;
but Japanese intoxicaiion from econ-
tinued success, bold initiative and de-
termined persevarnce, must be regard-
ed. The situation affords an eppor-
tunity for Russian cavalry, which thus
far has played an insignificant role, to
distinguish itself by penetrating the
Japanese intentions.

General Linevitch has ordered the
resumption of drills, keeping the sol-
diere ocoupled in the day time, and
mustc in the bivouacs at night. An
ensrgetic regime is being instibuted.
The soldiers are much attached to the
new commander on account of his
simple, soldierly style of living.

Reports that bBeri-béri has been pre-
valent among the Russian troops at
any time are unfounded. No case has
been reported.

The army is being re-supplied with
equipment for the summer, which the
officers especially need, several = regi-
ments during the retreat throwing
away all the officers’ baggage.

MANCHURIAN ARMY.

TOKIO, ‘April 2, 4 p. m.—The follow-
ing official advices have been recelved
from army headquarters in Manchuria:

“Our scouts advanced toward Hallung
and collided with 300 of the enemy’s
cavalry at Sauciengtzu, 830 miles south-
west of Sellung, on the' morning of
March 28. The enemy, 4,011 men strong,
rétreated to Hallung, leaving 2,600
troopers. There are large stores of
cereals at various points between
Yingecheng and Sanghengtzu. Yinge-
cheng is 35 miles north of Hiengchéng.

‘“Che situation is unchanged in the
Changchung and Kirin directions.”

KUROKI'S HEADQUARTERS.

WITH GENERAL KUROKI'S ARMY
IN THE FIELD, April 1, via Fusan—
Two detachments of the Japanese
cavalry have returned to the army af-
ter the most extensive and dangérous
scouting exploit of the war. The de-
tachments weére sent north early in
January under the leadership of Col.
Naganuma and Major Sasegasva and
numbered é®%ch 150 rmen. Only 100 men
of each detachment returned. They
explored thé Russian positions west of
Mukden. They encountered and elud-
ed many forces of Russian cavalry
and penetrated General Mistchenko’s
lines. Then, going northward, they
crossed the railroad, cutting the road
and the telegraph line during the bat-
tie.” Afterward they visited Kirin ana
explored that place and finally return-
ed to the army north of Kaiyuan.

THE SOCIAL SITUATION.

WARBAW, April 2, 9.40 p. m.—A seri-
ous conflict occurred at 7.830 o'clock this
evening in Dzika street, where a Jew-
ish soctalistic society known as the
Bund," had organized a demonstration.
The troops which came to disperse the
gathering fired into the crowd, killing
four persons and wounding forty
others.

The trouble began when, under the
pretext of holding a memorial meeting
for a late Jewish socialist leader, a
ctrowd of over 1,000, mostiy Jews, carry-
ing red flags, marched into Dzika
street and was met by a mixed police
and military patrol of 20 men, The
police declare the socialists fired re-
volvers at them, the leaders Ineiting
which
thereupon fired several volleys into the
crowd. - Four men were killed and
forty wounded. The crowd removed
ull but nine of the wounded, two of
whom were women, These ‘were taken
to the hespital. It is expected that
two or more of the wounded will die.
'The dead and wounded were all Jews.
The police made many arrests.

Other disturbances are reperted to
have occurred. The streets have been
patrolled throughout the day, the
authorities having anticipatéed trouble,

in the streets warning the public
against walking near government
buildings and other places, as bombs
would be thrown In these quarters.
Beveral parents, whose children are at-
tending schoel in defiance of the schoel
strike, have been warned by letter to
withdraw 'their ohilidren, as the school
bufidings will be blown up.

According to the Russky Slovo, sixty
workmeh in a factory at Lodz have
been poisoned, and twenty-eight are
in & critical condition. It is supposed
that strikers are responsible for the
affair.

MIRAMICHI PULP
AND PAPER MILL.

Patrlck Gonroy, an Employe, Scalded
fo Death—Brother Killed in
Mispec Mill a Year Ago.

(Special to the ‘Sun.)

CHATHAM, April 3t—Pa.&‘lck Con~-
roy, an employe of the Miramichi Pulp
and Paper Company, was killed at the
factory at ah early hour this morning.
It was his duty to open the v_ﬁves in
order to try the water in the boilers,
and it appears from the evidence
taken that the poor fellow had not ex-
ercised sufficient care in the opera-
tion. Evidently the steam and hot
water had been allowed to enter too
quickly, and the sudden force blew the
valve off the pipe, with the sad result
that poor Conroy was scalded and suf-
focated. It was some -time before .a
rescue could be attempted, as the es-
caping water and steam rendered it
impossible to reach him, and the boiler®
had praotically to blow off completely
before he could be removed, and then
life was extinct, It is said he had
béen warned as to the manner of pér-
forming his duty, and that no blame is
attached to the -management. - Conroy
leaves a widowed mother and three or
four brothers and sisters.

Roger Conroy, a brother, was acci-
dentally. kiled last year at the Mis-'
péc pulp milly and this fatality has
called forth wuniversal sympathy for
the doubly beréaved mother and fam-
ily. Conroy was about 35 years old,
and contemplatéd being married at an
early date.

NO ROOM FOR NEGROES.

MEMPHIS, Tenn. March 31. — A
Commercial Appeal special from Ya-
zoo City, says:

“The statement made by the negro
M. J. Hornsby in his complaint at the
‘White House that he is prevented
from helding a ‘position here by reason
of maltreatment by white citizens is
deniefl here. Hornsby stood examina-
tion for a position in thg local post of-
fice at a time when two -clerkships
were vacant. The examinations were
passed by three negroes and one white
man. One of the vacancies was filled
by Lee Cummins, a whité man. The
three negroes were advised by mem-
bers of their own race mot to accept
positions in the office as their accept-
ance might prove distasteful to the
white residents and possibly cause
trouble, The neégroes then withdrew
théir applications, stating that they
desired positions as malil carriers; but
not as clerks. Hornsby applied to
Postmaster John P. Bennett for a posi-
tion a® clerk, but later in writing with-
drew his application on being warned
by white residents that his appoint-
ment would not meet with the appro-
val of the white people of the communi-
ty. -At that timé, it is alleged, Horns-
by was carrying a loaded revolver and
when this was learned he was instruc-
ted to leave town at once or he ar-
rested on the charge of carrying con-
cealed weapons. Hornsby immediate-
ly left the city.

“PRESIDENT POTTER DEAD.

Well Known Railway Man Hod Been
il a Month.

NEW YORK, April 2—President Wm.
F. Potter of the Long Island railroad,
who had been ill about one month with
cerebro spinal meningitis, died today.

Mr. Potter had been ill for the past
month, having suffered a chill on his
return from from a meeting of the
beard of directors of the Pennsylvania
railroad in Philadelphia, March 3. His
condition was so serious he was un-
able to proceed to his home in Flush-
ing, L. I, and was taken to a hotel
where he remained until his death.

Mr. Potter was born in Utica, N. Y.,
in 1846, and began his railroad career
as a brakeman on the Flint and Pere
Marquette railroad, of which his fath-
‘er was vice-president. He rose rapid-
ly to the post of general superintend-
ent, which he held until 1892, when he
became general superintendent of the
Long Island railroad, and soon after
vice-president. He was elected presi-
dent on - January 13 last, following
the death of President Wm. H. Bald-
win, jr.

AN ADDITIONAL
CHARGE AGAINS1
CAPTAIN SALMON.

NEW YORK, April .2.—There Wwas
an unusual turn at the private hear-
ing before Magistrate Barlow at Jef-
ferson Market police court, Thursday,
in the case of Captain Salmon, for-
merly of the British army, who was
arraigned en a charge of causing the
illness of the wife of Captain 0. G. V.
Spain, who was discovered ill in a
boarding house on Second avenue by
her husband, who came here from
their home in Ottawa. Capt. Salmon
was held on $1,000 bonds. An adjourn-
ment was asked to April 13, and C.
Andrews, counsel for the County Medi-
cal Society, asked that ths accused be
held until theSnew charge could be
made. Mr. Andrews drew up a com-
plaint under section 562 of the Penal
Code, which makes the impersenation
by any party of a husband guilty of
felony and subject to a possible sen-
tence of seven years in the peniten-
tiary.- The statute, which is an old
one, provides that the real husband is
the aggrieved party, and alone can
prosecute. Capt. Salmon, it is alleg-
ed, posed—as the husband of Mrs.
Spain and so represented himself to
Dr. Andrew Fulton, who was arrested
with him. He was held on the addi-
tional charge. Capt. Spain had to re-
turn to Canada at once to sit at the
enquiry into the Parisian collision at
Halifax.

QUEER INVENTION BY

SYDNEY FIREMAN,

SYDNEY, March 81.—Angus Mclsaac,
lieutenant of No. 3 Division of the Syd-
ney Fire Départment, has secured the
patent rights in the United States and
the Dominion of Canada of a very uni-

que fire alarm box, a test of which will

be made in this city next week, The

box has for its main purpose, apart

from the ringing in of alarms the pre-

vention of false ones which, as is well

known, is the bug-bear of every fire

department in the world. The box is

24 by 26 inches and sufficiently high to

permit a man to stand instde and this

is where the uniqueness of the arrange-

ment lles. The man who is giving the |
alarm must first go inside the box pull

the door after him which is invariabty

open and lock it by turning a crank in-

side. In turning this crank and con-f
sequently locking the door the appar- |
atus from which to send in the alarm

is exposed. The door cannot be opened '

CUT WIFE'S THROAT; -
THEN KILLED HIMSELF,

PITTSBURG, Apri 12.—John-C., Wal~
ton, after-five minutes’ conversation
with- his wife tonight, killed her by
cutting her throat with a razor, and;
then, after cutting his ©wn throat,
walked to the office of a physician, 300 :
yards distant, and expired just as‘
police officers were about to place him
under arrest.

The double tragedy was enacted in
the dining room of the house occupied
by Mrs., Walton’s mother, Mrs. Eliza-
beth E. Hackett, in the east end. There
were ro witnesses, and what passed
between husband and wife prior to
Walton’s deed will probably never be
known. The couple were married
about ten years ago and had four
children. :

About two years ago Mrs. Walton
left her husband, but was recongciled
through the good offices-of her mother.

A bitter quarrel several months ago
brought about another separation.

‘When Walton’s eight year old daugh-
ter Bessie answered the bell to let the
father in the house tonight, he was
heard to kiss the little one and send
her for her mother. Mrs. Walton went
to meet her husband. In about five
minutes a shriek from the woman
brought the family quickly to the din-

: ing room, where they found the ibody.

She died within a minute.
Both the Hackett and Walton fami-
lies are well to do and respected.

PROPERTY DESTROYED
BY FOREST FIRE.

BALTIMORE, April 2.—A series 'of
forest fires in the suburbs today al-
most encircled this city with flames,
the territory to the north only being
exempt. In several cases there was a
considerable damage done to handsome
estates, but no lives were lost. The
flames were being fought in six differ-
ent places in the immediate neigh-
borhood of the city at one time.

HAGERSTOWN, Md., April 2—Hun-
dreds of acres of valuable timber have
been destroyed by forest fires on
South Mountain, together with large
quantities of cordwood and railg. North
Mountain is also the secene of an ex-«
tensive forest fire and still another is
burning near Edgémont. Hundreds of
men are fighting ‘the flames, which
however, are steadily spreading.

CUMBERLAND, Md., April 2 — The
mountains about Cumberland are all
ablaze, the fires being close to the city.

Last night there was a long string of

fire on Willis Mountain and tonight the
mountain at Sulphur Spring Hollow is
ablaze.,
Hancock there are numerous fires.

KINGSTON, N. Y., April 2.—Forest
fires have started in the foothills of the
Catskill mountaing and a serious fire
is now raging near the foot of Ver-
dock mountain. On. account of the
small rainfall during the winter the
timber is unusually dry and inflam-
mable.
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OTTAWA LETTER.

OTTAWA, March 29.—The debate on
the autonomy bill, while yet in its early
stage, has developed the fact that there
are on the oppesition side of the hpuse
new speakers to a greater degree than
ever before, whe in addition to being
good tglkers are plodding wotkers and
do not stand up for mere talk's sake.
Good talk is alwaws appreciated, even
in pafliamentd Last night M, 8. Mc-
Carthy of Calgary comtributed a valu-
able addition to the discussion and
gave evidence that he had burned mjd-
nght oil in mastering his theme, Solid
facts, well arranged and well told, con-
stitadd an agreeadle relief after the
flortd vaporings of the mekcurial Bou-
ragga and the deelamatory peMeds of
Solfviter General XEemieux. Mr. Mc-
Cartiiy spoke with local kmowledge on
this moshentous Northwest question
and was listened to with the closest at-
tention.

Hig defense of Mr. Haultain was as
effective as it 'was brief. Hon. Mr.
Lemieux had endeavored to make it
appear that Haultain did net represent
the views of the people of the west or
the territorial government because his
protest had not been signed by his col-
league, Mr. Bulyea. To this Hne of
argument Mr. McCarthy countered with
the remark that it might be contend-
ed that the original draft of the au-
tonomy hill introduced by Bir Wilfrid
Laurier did not represent the views of
the cabinet, as it was introduced with-
out the consent of Hon. Mr. Siften, the
ex-minister of the interior, The mem-
ber for Calgary defled Mr. Lemieux to
point out a fagt in Mr, Hauliain's let-
ter of protest that is not borne out by
the draft of .the bill he submitted to
this house in 1901 and to which the
legislative assembly at Regina had
given its approval.

Possibly Mr, McCarthy's strongest
point was made when he dealt with the
solicitor general’'s revival of the old
contention that the federal government
had purchased the Northwest Terri-
tories and that the land had been dis-
covered by a Freanch-Canadian. “Why,”
asked the Calgary representative, “if
this contention was correct, was not
the deed of surrender made out to the
people whé pald the money?’ Why,
he continued, if this land was_ pur-
chased for the general benefit of the do-
minion and to ke held for the benefit
of the dominion was a large part of
that land included in the area handed
over to Quebec in 18987 The solicitor
general did not reply.

Mr. McCarthy took the ground that
in legislating on school matters the
house should protect the rights of the
majority as well as the rights of the
minority. He said: I repeat that I
know nothing of the separaté school
system, of its merits or demerits.
What I know of it has come from hon.
gentlemeri "opposite. The minister of
finance, although he declared himself
opposed to separate schools, has gone
on record with the statement that he
will support this bill. I quote from
Hansard:

“I am firmly persuaded that the dif-
ference is so slight that if we reach &

wise decison now, if wi: refrain from
fanning the flame of political passion
—I withdraw the word pelitical, I am
not discussing this from a party
standpoint, and I did not intend to use
that word, and I withdraw it—if we
refrain from doing and saying anything
which can fan the flame of religious
excitement in the Northwest Teritor-
ies now, my honest conviction is that
the separate schools will diminish, and
the free, common, public schools will
increase. I am persuaded that the
difference is so small that the mass of
the people in the Northwest Territor-
ies, will hardly find it to their advan-
tage to keep it up except in a few in-
stances.”

I take these words 1o mean nothing
else than that he is supperting this
legislation because it is going to kill
the very thing that it is intended to
create. ‘I have spent some time of my
life in the study of law, and that class
of legislation is new to me. I do not
know what name to call it, but if it
were " not unparllamentary I would
suggest that it is boomerang legisia-
tion, something that comes back,
something that has an opposite effect
to that intended.

Hon. Mr, Power woke the senate up
yesterday for an hour or two by his
comments on the withdrawal of imper-
ial naval forces from Halifax and Es-
quimalt., Mr, Power is loyal to Hali-
fax and believes in his nut-brown heart
that for the British forces to be taken
away from that port means the dis-
ruption of the empire. In méving for
correspondence, Mr. Power sald:

He thought it his duty to call atten-
tion to the fact that the dockyards at
these points had been closed. The Pa-
cific squadron and the Nerth Atlantic
and West Indian squadron had ceased
to exist, and whilst no provision ap-
peared to have been made in regard
to the Pacific squadron, there was 2

neéw speecial squadron, with headquar-
ters at Devonport, which would pay
occasional visits to the West Indies
and North America. There appeared
to have been a considerable amount of
precipitancy about the movement, and
he thought there should have been a
conference between Canada and the
mother country upon the matter.
When Canada was a much smaller
colony than she is today, military
changes were notified before being
made. It seemed to him that there
should have been full discussion, Un-
der the new regime there would be no
Pacific squadron and no West Indian
squadron, the new naval policy being
to secure concentration of naval
forces g0 as to be able to strike a blow
at any enemy of the Empire. The
eonceniration having special aim at
defending Great Britain, was especially
the outcome of ideas of Sir John
Pigher, first lord of the admiralty, and
wis greatly.criticized. The slave trade
had been crushed, other great benefits
had been conferred, but above all, the
security of British commerce was as-
sured. If Venezuela or any other
power acted unjustly in regard to
British subjeets, a man-of-war was
certain within a few hours to appear
on the scene. It was doubtful if
squadrons with headquarters at Hong
Kong and Devonport would be able to
do the duty of the old squadrons. The
sailing of a squadron from Devonport
te South America would necessarily
cause no small amount of publicity.
He did not think the present situation
called for anything but protest from
Canada. It was said that Canada had
done nothing for Imperial defense.
She had built the €. P. R.; she was
about to build another line; she had
undertaken absoiutely .dispropertion-
ate Hability" in connection' with the
Pacific cable. The first recognition
she’ got of  all she had - done
was the withdrawal of the fleets,
The Maipe boundary question,
the Oregon boundary, the Alaska
boundary, all lessened Canadian love
for the motherland. Since he saw the

notice of this resolution another step in |

the disintegration of the empire had
been read upon, the withdrawal of the
imperial troops from Halifax and
Esquimalt. When the pelicy originat-
ed in 1854, and put fully irto force in
1870, was discussed it was understood
that garrisons would be maintained at
Halifax and Bermuda. He quoted re-
ports of committees in 1860, showing
that even then it was not thought wise
to have the garrisons wholly under
local control. A parliamentary report
of 1861, speaking of the great imperial
importance attached to Halifax, quot-
ing evidence by Earl Grey, uncle of the
present governor general, he showed
that he placed Halifax in the same
rank as Malta and Gibraltar. The
Duke of Newecastle before the same
committee testified that 'Halifax was
kept up for imperial purposes,  and
spoke of its great military and naval
importance. He also looked upon Hali-
fax as an imperial port, just as Gibral-
tar and Malta. These extracts he
claimed showed that Halifax had been
maintained as an imperial station and
there was no reason why Canada
should be called upon to provide for
its maintenance. Turning to Esqui-
malt he thought the business conclu-
sion would be that when the British
troops are withdrawn from BEsquimalt,
Canada could do only what was requi-
site for her own defense. At present
he claimed that Vancouver was of more
importance than Esquimalt, which to
him was of no value at all. He was
informed that the imperial government
spent on Halifax some three million
dollars yearly. This would not only not
be coming ‘in but would be added to
the burdens of the people. He did not
think, prosperous as Canada is, that
she could afford this expenditure for
sentiment out of consideration for a
country which showed so little senti-
ment for her. The action of the im-
perial government at this t‘lme remind-
ed him of the withdrawal of the Ro-
man garrisons from Britain, and it
was remarkable that it should have
been done by a government which call-
ed its opponents little Englanders. He
feared this would lead to a severance
of the ties between Canada and the
mother country, and would be followed
by the withdrawal of the last tie, a
British officer as governor general. He
believed in the connection and hoped
the matter would be reconsidered, in
which case he did not think the garri-
sons would be withdrawn,

)

Hon. Mr. Macdonald, B. C., thought
the house should be much obliged to
Mr. Power for bringing up the sub-
ject. No ship was ever sént to BEsqui-
malt or Halifax because they were
British possessions, but as part of the
programme of the navy. The defenses
at Bsquimalt were commenced after
the Crimean war, and had been car-
ried on ever since at immense expense.
Now even the stores of coal and bottles
of castor oil had been carted away to
Hong Keng. He was surprised at the
Imperial government déing this at the
Dbidding of three men. There had been
three links between Camada and the
mother land, the presence of the Im-

perial forces and navy, and the gover-
nor general. Two of these had been

snapped. Only those who had %known
what these places were could imagine
what we were losing. The sending of
these squadrons ogcasionally would
never do the work forimneriy done and
would be mich more costly, He spoke
of the glory of the navy at the com-
mencement of the last century, their
affording protection to commerce, but
all this was gone,

Hon. Mr. McKeen said the question
sentimentally and financially affected
every one in Nova Scotia. Consequent-
ly the annmouncement of the Imperial
decision caused dismay. They all
kiew Halifax as a harbor and naval
station was peerlese. They would hard-
ly vnderstand Great Britain abandon-
ing it. Still they were possibly affect-
ed in their judgment by outside con-
silerations. The admiral who recom-:
mznded the step probably had his rea-
sons, too. Was this a matter that had
much to do with the senate? Had they
the right to say to Admiral Figher,
“You don't know your business?”
Fisher was a man not always amen-
able to dictation, and he might say,
“What business ig it of yours? Have
you ever doneé anything to build up
the navy?’' He thought that they
might be putting themselves in the
way of a congiderable snub and be
told to mind their own business. If
the result of the witadrawal were to
sever the Imperial relations no one
would regret it more tkan he, and he
did not think it was in Admiral Fish-
er's mind. He had met the admiral
and thought him one of the ablest men
he had ever met., He W@s a progress-
ive man. Ships today were not like
ships of years ago. The aim was to
have the ships so arranged as to
reach the farthest point in the short-
est time. He 'regretted the  with-
drawal, but feared that they were
trending on matters not altogether
theirs.

Hon., Mr, McMullen, considering the
small amount paid by Canada towards
imperial defense, was not surprised
that Great Britain had taken this step,
True the C:. P. R. had done great ser-
vice, and the G. T. P. would do more.
They could hardly expect Great Bri-
tain to continue imposing a taxation of
$8.70 per head for defense and leave
Canada paying only 60c. per head. Can-
eda did not run much risk from any
nation except the United States. There
was a treaty prohibiting armed ves-
sels on the great lakes, but the new
canal through the state of New York
would enable them to put a consider-
able force on the lakes quickly. He |
would. 1ike to see the present connec-
tion perpetuated and Canada remain
under the British flag. He believed the
government were right.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell asked if there |
was any correspondence such as thatl
spoken of in the motion. He had an |
idea that the secretary of state had
stated that there was no correspond-
ence.

Hon. Mr. Scott sald there was some
correspondence, which would be
brought down. He was of the opinion
that the value of Mr., Power's address
had been lost by the apologists for the
imperial action who had followed. He
had no idea that these places had been
kept up for Canada’s benefit. He
thought no apology was necessary. He
held that Canada had done her part
for the empire, and when she had, as
she speedily would have, a population
of fifty milions, she would be a prop
to the empire. He thought Mr, Power
and Mr. Macdonald echoed the opinions
of the majority of this people,

Sir Mackenzie Bowell thought the
senate indebted to Mr. Power for his
speech; though-he differed entirely from
him. He differed in toto from Mr, Mc-
Keen. It was every British subject's
right to discuss all matters of imperial
interest. The sooner Canada spoke out
and spoke out boldly the better,

Heon. Mr. Power said had the action
of the lords of the admiralty been con-
sistent there would have been nothing
to be said. In 150 years the policy had
been maintained@ which had just been
altered. ‘Was the pregsent admiral
wiger than all the rest? Admiral Bos-
anquet when he left in September did
not know that the dockyard was to be
cloged. That looked lMke unpremeditat-
ed action. He saw that the wires
under Vancouver’s harbor for sub-
marine mine purposes had been with-
drawn and sent to Hong Kong. There
were other things which showéd action
without consideration.

Hon. Mr. McKeen defended himself

,by holding that nothing they would say

could change the opinion of the lords
of the admiralty. R, A P

But if you look at page 200 of
the auditor’s repert you will see that
there was a balance against the insti-
tution at the el of last year of $14,-
896, s0 that the actual deficit was on-
ly about one-sixth what the member
for Carleton stated it to be. Yester-
day the leader of the opposition staéd
that although the revenue last year had
increased to the amount of $96,000 there
was ‘only a surplus of $5,000. Every
dollar was expended honestly and in

the best interests of the country. Up-.

wards of. $205,000 was expended for
education. Last year there was an in-
crease “ in the expenditure for public
weorks of $23,900 besides the sums paid
on permanent bridges, On fnining we
spent last year $9,000 more than the
previous year. A large portion of that
sum went for- the purchase of the
calyx drill. This drill is new at work
at Lepreaux for .the purpose of  test-
ing the iron deposit at that place.
They are now down 700 feet and have
struck the reef of iron, which is said
to be as rich and extensive as any in
America. Have we noét done right in
expending this money for the purpose
of develeping the resources of the pro-
vince and bringing new industries in-
to existence. The expenditwre for the

‘year also includes $16,000 for the con-

solidation of the statutes. This {s an
expenditure which was necessary and
will be generally approved, and we will
not need another revision for the next
twenty years. Let me new refer for
a few minutes to the agricultural pol-
fcy of the government. The wheat pol-

fcy of the government has been as- |
sailed, but-its success is proved by a |

comparison of the statistics of last
year with the flgures of a few
years ago. It has been an
enormous  benefit to  the
ple .and kept meney in the country

which otherwise would have begn ex- |
pended abroad. Now I ask, do the op- |

position say that we sheuid not have
bonused roller mills for the grinding of

peo- |
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wheat? There is no point in their at-
tack if they do not econdemn these
bonuses. Do they say we should not
have assisted ‘these creameries and
cheese factories? The hon. géntleman
Trom St. John attacked the government
because of their dealings with the New-
Brunswick Railway and Coal Com-
pany. He referred to the 523 shares of
stock which has been issued as paid
up, and characterized this as frenzied
finance and loading down their rail-
way with an enormous debt. He ap-
parently did not know that the Central
Ruilway Company had 8,280 shares of
stock issued in addition- to $540,000
‘worth of bends, and all this stock and
bonds was surrendered and discharged
on the records and a clear title given,
so that instead of $828,000 werth of
stock there is now only $52,300 worth,
and yet the hon. gentleman from St.
John says that we are loading down
this railway. Does he not know that
this stock cannot draw any dividends
until all the other liabilities of the
road are met? And even if a dividend
of six per cent. -were declared on this
stock it would only amount to about
$3,000. Reference has been made to the
Beersville railway, and we have been
attacked for  assisting it. What are
the facts? It was shown to us
that there were valuable deposits
of coal there, and we were asked to
aid in building the line. We agreed to
do so. So far the government has only
paid out $11,000 on account of the sub-
sidy, the other being held back for the
purpose of insuring the carrying out
of the undertaking to i eep the road
in operation regulariy. The member
for Carleton, in referring to the Grand
Falls water power, states that we are
not entitled to any credit for that.
But who is it that began the policy
which has enabled this water power
to be developed? It was this govern-
ment. The  first company, of which
Sir Wm. VanHorne was a member,
abandoned the enterprise, and it has
been taken up by a number of gentle-
men who are connected with the Ferro
Manganese Company which was incor-
porated some time ago. My hon.
friend complains that the rental asked
is too small, but would it have been
wise for us to demand so high a ren-
tal that this company would have been
driven away to seek a power elsewhere
when they were prepared to expend
three or four million dollars in this
country and to create vast industries?
It must be remembered that the gov-
ernment owns but a emall strip of
land near this water power, and that
land will have to be expropriated at
large cost for the purpose of carrying
out the plans of the company. We
would have been negligent in our duty
if we had refused their offer, for what
is the rental compared with a great in-
dustry which will employ hundreds
and perhaps’ thousands of people? This
great power of 40,000 horses can
be utilized by towns down: the
river even as far as St. John.
The leader of the opposition condemns
us for assisting the International Rail-
way Company. No part of the pro-
vince needed a railway so much, and
in assisting it we adopted the wisest
and safest policy. We guaranteed the
bonds of the company to the extent of
$5,000 a mile and stipulated that the
line should be first class in every re-
spect, with steel bridges, masonry cul-
verts, 60 pound rails, and wide cuttings
and embankments. A magnificent steel
bridge has just been erected across the
Upsalquitch River, and a road is be-
ing built which is first class in every
respect. We have stipulated that the
company shall provide for the interest
for flve years, or until the road is in
operation. The time is near at hand
when this question of rallways will
have to be taken up seriously and the
lines which have been subsidized dealt
with in such a manner as will make
them more beneficial to the province.

MR. SMITH.

Mr. Smith—It was not my intention
to take up the time of the house. Does
the attorney general not remember
that in 1895 the. leader of the oppesi-
tien stood up and defended the rights
of*“the city of St. John in parliament
and that it was largely due to his ef-
forts that a subsidy was obtained for
the steamships running to Liverpool?-]
Does he not know that it was largely
due’ to his efforts that an order In
council was passed that hereafter no
steamships having their terminus at
a foreign port should: receive a sub-
sidy? The solicitor generas made some
references- to the recent election diffi-
culty in Carleton Co., which I think
showed bad taste. As the matter is
now before the courts he would have
cdone better to remain silent on that
subject. He took occasion to exonerate
my colleague fron: having' anything to
do with the candidature of Mr. Simms.
‘Let me tell him that it was for my own
action mainly that he ‘did not have
any opposition from our party. He
stated that I went to McAdam Junc-
tion to meet the leader of the opposi-
tion. That is true, and I took two
gentlemen from Woodstock with me,
and it was because of my represen-
tations that it was decided not to op-
pose his return. Yet would it have
been a crime to oppose him? Why
should these two new members of the
government who have climbed over
the heads of men of more experience,
be exempt from opposition? Do they
possess such superior qualities that
they must not be interfered with? The
solicitor general says that when Simms
offered his nomination papers he was
too late. If so, why did the sheriff
taKe his money and count it? - His
court was not -closed, for the sheriff
says himself in his statement: “I was
about to close my court.”” Theé solici-
tor general also says that he knows
nothing about what became of the
Bible, but _he says that he swore two
gentlemen upon it a few minutes be-
fore. When Mr. Simms came in to
look for it the Bible was gone, I have
no doubt that Simms went there with
a bena fide intention of being a candl-
date. I know him, and I do not be-
lieve .the statement that he was will-
ing to enter into an agreement to re-
tire. If after.all the evidence ig taken

it 18 shown that the sheriff violated

.his oath of office in refusing to take

the nomination, he should be asked to
resign, and I do not believe the pre-
mier will allow him to remain in office,
I do not.think there is any question
that is so little attended to by the
government as agriculture. The policy
of this government with respect to ag-
riculture is neither progressive nor ef-
fective. Look at the situation today.
Can the government say that they
have made progress in any line of ag-
ricultural work? If they have an in-
crease in wheat is there not also an
increase in other grains, such as oats
and buckwheat, and also in potatoes?
This growth is due to ordinary condi-
tions and not to the help of the gov-
ernment. The attorney general sought
to place us in the position of opposing
roller mills. We do not oppose roller
mills, but I am opposed to the basis on
which the bonuses to roller mills are
given. Thy gave a thousand dollarw
to eagh roller mill, Would it not have
been better to pay an annual sum on
condition that the miller ground a
certain number of bushels of wheat
every year and canvassed the farmers
to grow wheat for his mill to grind? I
claim that this policy would have
made the mill owner the direct agent
of the government.

The same remark is true'in regard to
illustrated orchards. The government
take great credit for- their butter and
cheese policy, and I am glad to khow
that there has been some development
in this line. But the prosperity has
not been in general for a number of
cheese factories in Carleton have been
closed, and the Andover factory, after
receiving its bonus, was only open one
years. Kings is better situated for
dairying than any other county, but I
do not believe that the prosperity of
dairying in Kings has been due to the
government. I hold in my hand a let-
ter which I have received from Mr.
Eveleigh, 'the manager of the Sussex
factory, which does six times as miuch
business -as any other in Kings county,
and this is what he says. Dated Sus-
sex, Feb. 27th, 1905. B. F. Smith, Dear
Sir—Yours of the 12th to hand some
few days, and I will answer your ques-
tions as best I can. First, I don't
think there is any practical instruction
given to the cheese makers of Kings
If you write to the different
makers they will tell you the instruc-
tor drives through once or twice in a
season, calls in and looks at some
cheese, has a little talk and goes out.
2nd. The dairy school I would say is
not too bad when the instructors are
not loaded too heavy. 3rd.: I think
very little of Mr, Mitchell’s time is
given to the dairy interests of Kings
county. Should think a man could
visit the factorjes he does in this coun-
ty as often as he in about a month and
spend a day at each faetory, but in his
way would do it all in a week. I don’t
wish to hurt Mr, Mitehell, but would
consider the money about wasted that
is spent on him. 4th. The government
had given a certain:amount of money
to a lot of factories in this county
which of course has helped to start
them. Outside of that I don’t see what
they have done. As far as our factory
here goes they have done nothing at
all; but have let us build up a business
that we are proud of and for which we
don’t thank them in any way. I know
there is a feeling outside that this is
a government creamery, and they do
this and that and the other thing. They
simply do nothing. They attempted to
rush our winter business at first, but
charged 3 1-2 cents per pound for mak-
ing our butter and said they were
losing money by it. I took it off their
hands at 21-4 cents and have made a
lving out of it. Yours, N. W. BEve-

This letter shows that the govern-
ment has done nothing for the Sussex
factory.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—Who built it, was
it not the government?

Mr. Sy#th—I claim that the depart-
ment is top heavy and loaded down
with useless officials and that most of
the money spent on agriculture goes
into their pockets.

Continuing Mr. Smith said—During
the past year I have watched the work
of the department of agriculture, and
I say that one of the dairy superinten-
dents at least, has not been giving his
whole time t6 the work of the depart-
ment, although he has drawn a full
year’s salary. I would ask the ecom-
missioner of agriculture if Dairy Sup-
erintendent Frank Tilley has not been
employed by the Sharpless C. Separa-
tor Co. for at least six months of the
past year? I do not blame Mr. Tilley,
but I do blame the department which
permits such things. We find that Mr.
Tilley has drawn a full year's salary,
has been paid more travelling expenses
than any other of the superintendents,
has been employed at & good salary
by a separiater company in Ontario,
and at the same time has carried on
a private creamery business in the
county of Carleton in company with
A. 8. Dow. Under such a state of af-
fairs 1s it any wondzr than the depart-
ment shows so little done for the farm-
ers of the province? T have always
entertained a very high regard for the
old gentleman who occupies the posi-
tion of commissioner of agriculture,
but I cannot help thinking that either
he lacks in the ability -to.initiate a
progressive agricultural policy or else
he is so hampered by his colleagues in
the government as to be unable to ac-
complish anything in the way of real
assistance to the.farmers. When we
Ibok at what Ontario is doing in agri-
cultural development 1ihe comparison
is very unfavorable to New Brunswick.
We have no encouragement for pork
raising. During the past year the de-
partment of agriculture had an oppor-
tunity to do something. We saw hay
being brought down from Quebec free
over the government railway and sold
in Nova Scotia, our best market, and
y2t the minister of agriculture sat idly
by and did not make any move to heip
our farmers retain their natural! mar-
ket. And take the matter of the con-
solidated statutes. It was stated when
the consolidation was proposed that it
would cost the province about $20,000
and yet it has cost $40,000 up to date.
This was not a business-like transac-
tion and no proper arrangement was
made with the gentlemen performing
tke = work. The same unbusi-
ness-like methods have * charac-
terized the government'’s deal-
ings with the provincial hospital and
especially in the way in which Dr.
Anglin has been employed. Instead of
giving him a stated salary, so that the
province might know just what he is
to receive, we have the statement that
the only arrangement is that he is to
receive $2,000 a year and living ex-
penses. - This is not fair to Dr. Anglin
nor to the province. It is not fair to
the superintendent that his living ex-
penses should come béfore the public
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accounts committee every year for
criticism; it is not fair to the commit-
tee to ask them to criticize such ac-
counts, and it is an unbusiness like
transaction all through and will not
commend itself to the business men
of this province. %

I was somewhat amused at the
speeeh of the member for Restigouche,
who deems it necessary each year to
make a vigorous defense of the gov-
ernment. This is particularly amusing
to his ‘side - of the house, when we
know that up to a very short time
previous to the last election the hon.
mémber was an opponent of the gov-
ernment, and we have reason to be-
lieve that he does not expect to long
sit in this house, but has the promise
of a seat upon the county coéurt
bench.

I am proud of our little province by
the sea, but I do not think that it was
given. to the members of the govern-
ment as their own property, and I
would like to see an honest and care-
ful administration of provincial affairs.

Mr. Carpenter said: I have listened
with a great deal of interest to speak-
ers on both sides of the house, and I
do not think some of the remarks of
the opposition were called for. We
have had the commissioner for agri-
culture referred to today as an incom-
petent old man. The other night he
was spoken of as the bold commis-
sioner, and I think these slurs upon
the heads of departments are entirely
uncalled for. Another thing that has
struck me as peculiar is that all the
matters complained of have\appened
in Carleton county. We have had elec-
tion - frauds in Carleton, frauds in
dairying in Carleton, and fraud. be-
cause the government did not prevent
Quebec hay being carried to Nova Sco-
tia to come into competision with the
hay of Carleton county. We are all
proud of what the department of agri-
culture has done and is doing fer the
farmers of this province. The opposi-
tten have sought to create the impres-
gion that the wheat policy of the gov-
ernment is a failure, but if they would
take the years before the inauguration
of the policy and compdre them with
the years since they would find that
the production of wheat had been
greatly stimulated. In 1897, the year
previous to the adoption of the policy
of bonusing wheat mills, 303,477 bush-
els of wheat were grown in the province
on 18,995 acres. In 1904 this has in-
creased to 30,410 acres, producing 309,-
144 bushels. The results show that the
wheat policy of the government- had
been amply justified. The same with
the dairying industry. Take the fol-
lowing figures for a few years as a
comparison: s :
