Drawbridge .Rules.
Ottawa, May 13.—An order-ln-coun- 

ell has been passed under the navi­
gable waters protection act, prescrib­
ing regulations to govern draw and 
awing bridges other than railway 
bridges over navigable waters. These 
provide:

1— Every such bridge shall be mark­
ed at night by a white light on each 
side of the navigable channel, by a 
white light on each aide of the swing 
protection, and by a lantern surmount­
ing the swing span showing u red 
light up and down the channel when 
the passage is closed and a 
when the swing Is open.

2— If the passage on both sides of a 
swing span is navigable, vessels must 
keep to the starboard opening and the 
white lights on each side of the navig­
able vhamfel must show only In the 
directions In which they are to be 
utilized.

3— The signal to be given by a 
steamer to have a swing opened shall 
be two long followed by two shot/ 
blasts of the whistle.

Regulations 
also are published governing the use 
of cable ferries In navigable waters.

London, May 18.—King (leorge's 

uncle, the Duke of Connaught, accom­
panied by the Duchess of Connaught, 
arrived in London this evening from 
their African trip. They were met at 
the station by the King and Queen 
Mary and the royal party immediately 
drove to Buckingham Palace, where 
the body of the late monarch lies.

King Edward's coffin was temporar­
ily opened to give his brother a last 
view of the body. The casket rests In 
the centre of the throne room, which 
presents the appearance of a richly 
adorned private chapel. The chairs of 
state from which past sovereigns wit­
nessed so many brilliant scenes, have

Mr. McIntosh said that not the slight­
est sign of the little brown pests 
could be found. He had recently visit­
ed St. Andrews. St. Stephen, St. 
George and several other points. Short 
talks were delivered and charts pre­
pared by the Government showing the 
moth In the different stages of Its de­
velopment were left at the different 
schools. This method, Mr. McIntosh 
thinks, to be the b^st way of awak­
ening Interest in the matter. Many 
places where he revisited he found 
that the school children had thorough­
ly Investigated the entire neighbor­
hood in search of the moth.

specimen of the alleged brown moth, 
which proved to be of a different and 
quite harmless species. The moth 
Is now within 40 miles of the province 
In the State of Maine and it has 
also found its way Into Nova Scotia.

The average person can scarcely 
comprehend or even realize the vast 
amount of damage which would re­
sult If the moths in question once got 
a foothold In the province. They 
would practically destroy all kinds of 
trees and shrubbery, and have been 
known to even devour smaller plants. 
When once they Immigrate to a place, 
it Is the most difficult thing to get 
rid of them. In five years one nest 
alone would breed on a conservative 
estimate, about thirty billion of 
moths. They are creating consider­
able damage In Maine at present, and 
the State authorities are expending 
thousands of dollars to have them ex­
terminated. The greatest danger of 
the moths making their way into the 
province was that they could be car­
ried in clothes and in similar ways.

Thdy 
have a length of 545 feet, are more 
than 60 feet In breadth, have a keel 
of 38 feet and a tonnage of 12,000 
gross.

favor of founding a university In Nova 
Scotia was that there was then no 
existing Church of England institu­
tion of learning where the members 
4>f that body could receive a higher 
education. But what was considered 
even of more Importance, that the 
first reason was the one of which 
Bishop Inglls wrote in 1787. "One 
great object of my appointment Is to 
ordain candidates for holy orders, to 
supply vacant churches with clergy­
men who cannot be supplied from 
Europe. But if there be no seminary 
we cannot expect any to be duly edu­
cated and qualified for orders; and 
consequently none can be ordained, 
so that. In fact, the want of a semi 
nary will totally defeat In this re­
spect. one principle object 
government had in. view, by appoint­
ing a bishop, as well as the benefits 
thereby intended for the Church of 
England."

As the result of the deliberations 
of the meeting a college, designed 
for the education of the members of 
the Church of England, wa^founded 
In Windsor hi 1789. In that year the 
Legislature of Nova Scotia passed an 
net “for the permanent establishment 
and effectual support of a college at 
Windsor, "and appropriated 400 pounds 
sterling annually from the duties Im­
posed, or to be Imposed, on brown 
and loaf, or refined sugars, for or to­
wards the maintenance and support 
of said college, and the payment of 
the professors' salaries." The presi­
dent and professors were to be ap­
pointed by the Governors of the Col­
lege. The act also provided a sum 
not exceeding 500 pounds for the pur­
chase of property and the erection 
of buildings in Windsor. The presi­
dent, the act declared, "should always 
be a clergyman of the Church of Eng­
land. duly qualified for that office."
Thirteen years later in 1802, a Royal 
Charter was granted by George III.
In which the college was referred to 
‘‘as the mother of an university for 
the education

Bishop of-Fredericton has been an ex- 
ofllclo member of the executive of the 
board of governors; that synod has 
had the appointment of several repre­
sentatives on "the board, and King’s 
college has the Theological Training 
Seminary for that Diocese.

To the Church of England in the 
Province of New Brunswick the col­
lege owes much. The members of 
that body have ever loyally supported 
her, and have ever rallied 
standard when her future was in peril

In addition to the faculty of Arts, 
King's also has faculties of Law, Di­
vinity and Science. Under the new 
scheme with a provincial Technical 
College at Halifax, only the first two 
years of the science course are now 
given at King’s.

King's college possesses a library 
which, although not of large size, must 
nevertheless be considered one of the 
most ‘valuable collections of Biblio­
graphical treasures which the Domin­
ion of Canada holds.

The origin of this library Is extrern- 
ly Interesting, and Is thus described 
by the Right Rev. John Inglls, third 
Bishop of Nova Scotia, in his memo 
raudu respecting King’s collejf* at 
Windsor, in Nova Scotia, published 
at Halifax in 1836.

The Halifax Herald points out that in 1891 the Hali­
fax Chronicle, the journal of which Mr. Fielding was 
formerly the editor, published the list of subscribers to 
the Langevin testimonial. This was a small affair com­
pared with the gift to Mr. Fielding, but it was furiously 
denounced by Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Sir Richard Cart­
wright. Now the Herald challenges the Chronicle to 
publish the list of Nova Scotia subscribers th the Field­
ing testimonial. It declares that if this were done the 
list would prove that the Fielding offering violates every 
condition on which the House solemnly agreed in 1891. 
The Herald declares that “every dollar given in Halifax 
“was wrung out of government contractors, patronage 
“managers, camp-followers, and other beneficiaries." 
According to the Herald “there is a very general im­
pression that will not down, that every dollar of the 
“money given Mr. Fielding's Halifax friends, first came 
“out of the public treasury.” If this Impression is 
wrong the Herald remarks that It can be corrected by 
the publication of the names of contributors.

"I don’t think the policy of work­

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GreatestCartage, one of the oldest towns In 
Costa Rica, and until 1823 the capital 
of the republic, lies about twelve miles 
to the southeast of the present capital 
San Jose.

It is built upon the Cartago River 
dangerously near the base of the vol­
canic mountain called Irazu, which is 
probably the cause of the present dis­
aster. Irazu is a more or less active 
volcano, and the town of Cartago has 
been evacuated more than once In Its 
checkered history- on account of the 
eruptions of its restless neighbor.

in the year 1841 Cartago was com­
pletely wiped out by a violent earth­
quake in sympathy with Irazu’s 
eruptions. A number of people were 
killed, but not the great number that 
would have m>t their end had the 
town been built at that time, as it was 
latterly, of stone.

Ever since the foundation of this 
town by Coranado, the conqueror of 
Costa Rica, in 1663, Cartago has been 
shaken and reshaken by earthquakes 
These shocks were so common that 
little fear was entertained of their 
ever doing serious damage.

The town or ‘'city” as it has always 
been called, was a very picturesque 
old place. Like its younger but more 
beautiful and wealthy sister. San 
Jose, it is situated on a tableland about 
5,000 feet above sea level. It is Joined 
with Costa Rica’s greatest port, Port 
Limon, by a railway which, passing 
through Cartago, goes to San Jose 
and right across to the Pacific port 
of Punta Arenas.

After the removal of the seat of Gov­
ernment from Cartago to San Jose 
the old capital seemed to be a dying 
town. The population fell to about 
3,000 In 1890, The completion of the 
railway, however, and the extensive 
banana industry of the United Fnttt 
Company stirred it to life again.

ICol. Gaedka. the German naval and 
military expert, in an article in the 
Berliner Tageblatt returns %. to his 
favorite subject of discussion, the 
possibility of a German Invasion of 
England.

"Neither a German landing in Eng­
land with 120,000 or 150,000 men, as 
Lord Roberts thinks, or with less 
than 70,000, as the Government Itself 
seems to believe, Is practically pos­
sible. The landing of a division 
would, perhaps, under favorable con­
ditions be theoretically conceivable, 
but owing to England’s Well organized 
means of internal defence it would 
be hopeless and worthless. We would 
certainly pot sacrifice a division .for 
such a raid, or better said, a free- 
booting expedition. #

"If we wanted to harass or devas­
tate the English coasts there would 
be other means. The risking of an 
army division would not correspond 
with the gain which could be derived 
If, however, the improbable should 
occur, namely that the English fleet 
even for a brief spell, should be wip­
ed off the North Sea, then we sould 
certainly land, not with 70,000 or 
150,000 men, but with at least 300,000 
and with a formidable enough equip­
ment to enable us to bring the war to 
a decisive finish in England itself."

Discussing, on the oilier hand, the 
possibility of an English invasion of 
Germany, Col. Uaedke considers such 
an operation possible only if Germany 
were preoccupied on her French and 
Russian frontiers; if the English 
army had established bases in Holland 
and Belgium and enjoyed the support 
of Dutch and Belgian military con­
tingents; or if an English army, sup­
ported by Danish troops, could march 
against the Kaiser Wilhelm Canal; 
from a base In Denmark. Heavy de­
fensive forces, Col. Gaedke points 
out, should be maintained to avert 
the latter danger.

He suc­
ceeded in effecting insurance at 60 per 
cent, for a month.

Its 
streets suggested ancient Spain, and 
on a busy day they presented a mot­
ley of race and color. Negroes, Hin­
dus, Indians, Chinese and Americans 
mingled in the straight, paved streets 
and in the plazas. Beggars were like 
flies, even more than is the case In 
all Central American towns. They 
sold native fruits and Indian curios, 
an amazing number of the latter In­
cluding little gold images, having been 
unearthed from time to time in the 
Indian tombs in the vicinity.

The Cartago collections of Indian 
relics are about the largest and finest 
known. The little Indian gods found 
there showed that beyond all doubt 
the Aztecs possessed a high degree

In the middle of the seventeenth 
century. In the latter part of which 
the church wasf ounded, an Indian wo­
man, going to a spring for water, 
found a little golden image on a rock 
where the church now stands. She 
took It home and placed it In a safe 
place. Nezt day, upon goring for water 
she discovered a similar image on thf 
sume rock. Taking It home and be­
ing about to place It with the first, 
sin- discovered that the first had 
vanished. This happened several 
times, in each case the Image vanish­
ing from the niche ami appearing on 
the rock.

It is very modern, and its in­
habitants are as gay as New Yorkers 
or Parisians. Indeed, It vies with 
Caracas In the claim to the title of 
the "Paris of South America.”

Its principal buildings are the Ne» 
tional Palace, the Presidential Palace, 
the Palace of Justice, the Bishop's 
Palace, the University, the Seminary 
College, the College of Zion, the 
Orphan Asylum, the Cuartei, and the 
National Llqudr Factory. There is 
also a beautiful Cathedral.

The third election to the Hall of
Fame, held once every five years, has 
begun. Chancellor Henry MaeCracken 
ot New York University told a Times 
reporter last night that the names 
of the notable men and women from 
among whom the choice must be made 
would be mailed to the ninety-six 
electors this morning.

This year forty new names, the 
largest number since the Hall of 
Fame was founded, except at the first 
election, are to be chosen. The num­
ber from which the selections must 
be made, 206 in all, is the largest ever 
put up by the general public to the 
electors. The list contains many sur­
prises. Chancellor MaeCracken said 
last night that the university did not 
accept any responsibility for the list 
sent to the electors, whose choice 
is practically final except to see that 
absurd nominations were not included

name suggested within reason is sent 
on to the electors, ' provided it Is 
"seconded” by a member of the Uni­
versity Senate, and the person has 
been dead at least ten years."

The list is so large at this election 
because twenty-one of the fifty tablets 
assigned to famous American men of 
native birth in I960 were not filled.

Great secrecy is being observed as 
do the present whereabouts of the 
crown jewels known to visitors who 
inspect the Tower of London as the 
“Regllla." Usually they repose in a 
glass case enclosed in an iron cage 
In the Wakefield Tower, and the only 
means of access to them is through 
a trap door in the flooring within the 
cage of which the Governor of the 
Tower and only one other person 
possess a key.

The Tower is now undergoing re­
pairs with a view to making it more 
secure than ever before as a safe 
place for these valuable jewels, and 
meanwhile they have been sent to 
some other place of safety. Some 
persons say they have gone to the 
Bank of England, but others declare 
that they have never left the precincts 
of the Tower at all, for there are 
secret rooms in the foundations of 
the edifice to which only the Gover­
nor has access, and these would be 
the natural hiding place for Crown 
jewels.

For nearly seven centuries the 
jewels have been 
Tower of London. It was In Henry 
III.’s reign that they were first de­
posited there, and from that time for­
ward they were generally there under 
the care of a special keeper. There 
was one exception, the crown of 
Edward the Confessor, which was for 
a long time preserved separately at 
Westminster Abbey.

These great merits, so eloquently 
recalled by M. Olllvier, apply, in part 
to war between man and man—to 
the duel, whose Idea Is to heighten 
a man’s spirit, since it prepares him 
to abandoned everything he loves 
and risk his life in defence of his 
honor.

On the other hand, the adversaries 
of the duel show that, In all times and 
in all countries, there have been vig­
orous reactions against dueling. Eng­
land has set a striking example. For 
more than half a century, the duel 
has had no place among English cus­
toms. Formerly, it was highly respect 
ed. Under George III. the number 
of such encounters was enormous, and 
seconds look part in the fighting. A 
great number of men were killed in 
duels. In several cases neither com­
batant survived.

English good sense revolted against 
this abuse. Public sentiment con­
demned duelling, and the movement 
became irristible when the Duke of 
Wellington believed himself In honor 
bound to cross swords with a man 
who had affronted him. In a discus­
sion of religious matters, the Duke 
took offence at the language used by 
Lord Winchelsea, and demanded a 
retraction. The oetraction was re­
fused. The two went at each other 
with pistols in Battersea Fields. After 
Wellington had fired. Winchelsea dis­
charged his weapon Into the air and 
apologized.

The lifting magnet has now been 
employed for several years In and 
about iron works and manufacturing 
cranes and hoisting machinery be­
cause of the convenient manner lit 
which It enables masses of Iron, such 
as rails, pig Iron, &c„ to be picked 
up and released at the will of the 
operator who contrôles the crane.

Recently a new application of this 
method has been made, says Cassier's 
A few months ago a barge which was 
laden with 1,500 tons of wire nails in 
kegs, besides steel barrel hoops, 
staples and barbed wire, had been 
towed from Pittsburg to New Orleans, 
and while endeavoring to make a 
landing at the latter city the barge 
broke loose from the tug which was 
handling it and sank 
feet of water.

The work of salving the valuable 
cargo was immediately begun by ex­
pert divers and a portion of the ma­
terial was recovered. It was found 

,‘tbat the barge had broken in I wo 
and that a part of it had been carried 
out about 150 feet from shore and lay 
at a depth of about 100 feet at a point 
where the swiftness of the current 
rendered work with ordinary diving 
apparatus impracticable.

Although the lifting magnet had 
not hitherto been used for submarine 
operations it was determined to make 
the trial of the apparatus for this 
novel undertaking. The experiment 
was crowned with success, and a 
great part of the sunken quantity of 
Iron and steel has been raised, to the 
surface by this novel method.

The magnet is lowered into the 
.water until it reaches the material, 
when the electric current is turned on 
the masses of steel are attracted and 
held so securely that they can be 
hoisted to the surface and delivered 
to the dock without the aid of any 
human intervention other than the 
control of the current by the upera-

sirKing Edward in the nine years of 
lis reign proved himself the most 
lenerully popular sovereign, who had 
at on the throne of Great Britain 
dnce the time of Queen Elizabeth, 
t was recognized that he was the 
‘mbodiment of the typical English 
haracter. His faults all knew, but 
hey were forgotten In his genuine do- 
otlon to the good of his subjects, thu 
treadth of his interests and the suc- 
ess with which he fostered the 
Qterests of his empire in its foreign 
•elations. He was a man of the world 
>f the best type, and he raised the 
osition of the Crown to a far higher 
landing than that in which he found

and law. In 1859 he was matriculated 
at Christ Church, Oxford, but was not 
permitted to live the ordinary life of 
an undergraduate. With his private 
tutors he lived in his own hired house 
and the only intercourse that he had 
with the undergraduates was with 
those who were especially invited to 
meet him. It is Interesting to note 
that the Prince, when the time came 
for his own son to go up to Cambridge 
did not adopt this policy of semi-seclu­
sion for him. but allowed him to live 
at Trinity College like any othèr under 
graduate.

1867; the Princess 
Victoria. July 6, 1868; the Princess 
Maud, now Queen of Norway, on 
November 26, 1869. Their last child, 
Prince Alexander John, was bon on 
April 6, 1871, only to die the next day.

How profoundly the Prince’s family 
life had endeared him to the nation 
was shown when in 1871 he was ser­
iously ill with tvpnold fever. Fur 
hours his life Aiiitg '1n the balance, 
and the nation stopped in suspense 
to hear the bulletins from his sick 
chamber. He was brought back when 
all hope had been given up, and the 
great service held at St. 
Cathedral when he gave public thanks 
for his recovery was one of the most 
notable functions of its kind ever held 
in London.

Position as Prince of Wales.
Until the death of Queen Victoria 

in 1901 the Prince of Wales occupied 
a position of great difficulty. He was 
expected to perform a number of State 
functions In her place, and was contin­
ually called upon to lay foundation 

B ones, open hospitals, and attend State 
banquets, but In the real work of 
governing he had no part. The 
British Constitution affords no place 
for the heir apparent, and Queen Vic­
toria was a woman of far too strong 
a character to per 
croach on her offl

This left the Prince during all his 
early manhood without any” definite 
employment. He was ever in the pub 
He eye, and was watched closely in 
all his movements, lie was expected 
to attend to the most wearisome and 
uninteresting of royal duties without 
feeling that lie was more than a 
figurehead. He was exposed to the 
flattery of climbers of every descrip­
tion, and he had every kind tempta­
tion thrown in his way. He was by 
temperament the reverse of a Puritan 

wished he was 
Obliged by Queen Victoria’s retirement 
to appear prominently 
such a case it probably i 
that scandal should find 
occasion to be busy, but it may surely 
be set down to Ids credit that he never 
lost the respect of those who knew 
him best.

For however the Printv amused 
himself he never shirked his duties. 
In 1875-6 he made an extensive tour 
of the Indian possessions of the Brit­
ish Crown. He went as the representa­
tive of the Queen and was entertained 
in magnificent fashion by the feuda­
tory princes. Always a good sports­
man he relieved the tedium of Durbars 
and receptions by tiger shooting from 
the back of elephants, and his 
gave proof of how completely British 
rule had reestablished Itself since the 
days

He visited Ireland in 1885 with the 
Princess of Wales, and the royal 
couple too. went among the people 
with absolute fearlessness. Ireland 
was at this time at the height of its 
discontent. Politically the Irish 
at daggers drawn with the British 
and outrages only a year or two before 
had been of frequent occurrence. But 
as the prince and Princess of Wales 
journeyed in their midst the 
hearted people showed that they had 
no disposition to visit, their political 
grievances on the persons of their 
royal visitors and received them every 
where with a typically warm Irish 
welcome.

At the home the Prince showed him­
self to be a generous patron of the 
fine arts and the sciences. He 
one of the principal movers in the 
establishment in London of the Royal 
College of Music and was always ready 
to give what encouragement he could 
by his presence at the opening of 
scientific Institutions. Not the least 
of his services to the public in this 
respect was the interest he took in 
scientific agriculture and the 
of the cattle from his model farm at 
Sandringham at the shows of the 
Royal Agricultural Society became 
monotonous In their regularity.

An Early Imperialist.
Debarred from an active part in 

politics the Prliice willingly accepted 
the Chairmanship of the Royal Com­
mission on the Housing of the Poor. 
It was a subject bristling with diffi­
culties of a social and 
order, but His Royal Highness refused 
to be mearly a figurehead. He studied 
the subject deeply and contributed 
not a little to the final report. He 
was, too, one of the first Imperialists 
of Great Britain. At a time when it 
was not yet the fashion to speak of the 
great future of the Britisl 
he took a leading part in the organiza­
tion of the Impedlal Institute at South 
Kensington, the design of which is to be 
a general clearing house of informa­
tion of the dominions over the seas. 
That it has not been a complete suc­
cess is no fault of the Prince.

ward resolved to pay his famous visit 
to Paris, which was dec isive for the 
new orientation of alliances and friend 
ships, he announced his intention first 
In perso to President. Loubet, and that 
the Governments of the two countries 
heard of the project only afterward. 
Nor was the sentiment which animat­
ed him thus to act limited to the rela­
tions of France and England. King 
Edward infused with it a whole 
scheme of International politics, and 
thus rendered Invaluable service not 
only to the two countries, but also 
to the rest of the world. A true ar­
biter of elegance, he introduced into 
Europe the rule borrowed. I may say, 
from the code of men of the world, 
that there are things which are done 
and things which are not done.

"I do not venture to affirm that he 
was able to make this rule triumph in 
his own lifetime. If h ever becomes 
generally adopted it will base peace on 
the manners and customs of good so­
ciety, and we have not yet reached 
that point. But we did help to re­
vive the rule at a time when it was 
generally forgotten, and once more 
to spread it abroad in the world.

“Emperor William and King Ed­
ward have sometimes been placed in 
opposition to one another. I think 
this wrong. There are more simi­
larities between the uncle and the 
nephews. Both are of the blood of 
the Englishwoman of whom Bismarck 
was wont to speak so bitterly. The 
veritable antagonist of King Edward 
Is not William, h is Bismarck. Pro­
digious realist that lie was, Bismarck 
took nothing into consideration but 
his own interests, his own pa? 
his own prejudices. He trampled on 
everything else. and. had his method 
been perpetuated, the world would

The King i 
self to arrange a peace with th 
as soon as they had been beaten on 
terms which would reduce to a mini­
mum their natural resentment, and to 
establish a chain of alliances which 
has made England the keystone in 
European politics.

He has been described as his own 
Foreign Minister, and before his ac­
cession he had already 
powers as a diplomat. When the Czar 
Nicholas II. began to reign in 1894 it 
was the Prime of Wales who repre­
sented England at the funeral of 
Alexander III. It was noticed then 
how great an influence he seemed to 
obtain over his young nephew, and it 
was foreseen that his tact and kind­
ness had done much to bring about a 
better feeling 
Russia. As things turned out it was 
many years before a real entente 
took place between the two countries, 
but when it was accomplished it was 
by the same tactifulness and knowl­
edge of the world which had first won 
over the Czar in his time of trouble.

But now the Prince was 24 years 
old, and the seclusion in which Queen 
Victoria lived after lier great grief 
made him a person of greater import­
ance than if she had continued to at­
tend public functions, as had been 
her want. As heir to the throne he 
could take her place on a number of 
ceremonial occasions, and lie could 
no longer, be kept under the strict 
surveillance that had for so long been 
his lot.

England in former 
years had known the inconvenience

But Edward us Prince of Wales 
never did tills. Rumor lias from time 
to time spoken of his preference for 
the Liberal Party. It has been assert­
ed that he was a Home Ruler and a 
fervent admirer of Mr. Gladstone, but 
never by spoken words or inconsider­
ate behaviour did he show on which 
side his opinions lay. It is this which 
gave him. when he did come to the 
throne, the unbounded support and 
loyalty of his subjects of every shade 
of political belief.

On March 10, 1863, the Prince was 
married, at St. George’s Chapel, Wind­
sor Castle, to her Royal High 
Alexandra of Denmark. The marriage 
was exceedingly popular. Englishmen 
were not a little jealous in those days 
of' the German influence, which was 
supposed to be dominant, at Court.

As a patron of the turf the Prince 
did much to keep that sport clean.

But at the very beginning of the

Instead of a Federal Workingmen's 
Compensation Act, or a system of in­
dustrial accident insurance, we have 
Provincial Employers’ Liability Acts 
which often impose great burdens up. 
on the employer without conferring 
any noticeable benefit upon the work­
ing man. Eaclt province shirks its 
obligations on the plea that it might 
handicap its productive energies, and 
find itself unable to compete with the 
other provinces.

For years the labor leaders of Can­
ada have been petitioning the Federal 
Government to assume jurisdiction in 
this matter ami institute a system of 
industrial accident insurance such as 
obtains in Germany, applicable to the 
whole of Canada. Already our annual 
tribute to those modern juggernauts, 
the railways and the industrial estab­
lishments, is over L’UOO killed, and 
6000 wounded.

Our provincial liability laws are not 
calculated to compel the employer or 
his workers to take measures to re­
duce this frightful sacrifice of life and 
limb

Very frequently we 
hear employers explaining that 
scrupulous lawyers take advantage of 
the situation to prosecute claims with­
out adequate foundation; that to pro­
tect themselves employers must pay
