r»f the states I have purchased Innum­
erable quantities of eggs, not stale 
or rotten, but fresh eggs for shipment 
to different parts of the United States 
to be used as food on the tables of 
all classes of people, and have bought 
them for six to eight cents per dozen, 
in twenty years of experience in this 
business I have never known the 
farmer in the State of Arkansas to 
get more than nine cents per dozen 
during the summer season, except 
when close to a town, or city where 
they could sell them direct to the 
consumer, and much more frequently 
the price was very much less than 
eight cents.

Eggs bought In this way for ship­
ment to the large centers of the 
United States pass through many 
hands and reach the consumer at a 
price double and more than double 
that paid to the producer on the farm. 
Take eggs gathered in the State of Ar- 
kar%\s and shipped to Little Rock, 
where they are packed in cases and 
sent to New York and Boston, where 
I have shipped and sold thousands of 
dozens. Placing the original cost at 
eight cents there has to be added the 
price paid for the cases, not return­
able, one and one-half cents per dozen. 
Shrinkage, decomposition and break­
age, is from fifteen to twenty-five 
per cent, of the whole on the long 
journey. The commission merchant 
in Boston has to have his margin of 
profit, after which they 
the wholesale man who 
ute before handing to the jobber, who 
after adding a percentage of profit 
sells them to the retailer for distribu- I 
tlon to the consumer. In addition to 
the profit accorded these various 
dealers standing bêtween the produc­
er and the consumer there is to be 
added the cost of grading. Eggs in 
the United States markets are graded 
into four or five varieties of size, color 
&t\, according to the particular local­
ity in which they are to be disposed 
of. Thus fresh eggs costing from the 
farmer eight ceril$ per dozen are sold 
to the consumer at some from 12 to 
15 cents per dozen, and others of the 
same lot for 30 or 35 cents per dozen, 
Thus the fact Is apparent that not­
withstanding the high market price 
of eggs at retail the farmer does not 
receive the price which retail market 
reports would indicate. I pasged 
through the section of the country 
referred to above about three weeks 
ago and strictly fresh eggs were 
offered by the producers at eight cents 

1 per dozen.
Rotten and decayed eggs are not 

to bo confounded with those referred 
to in this letter. Rotten eggs in the 
city of Boston are taken beyond the 
light bouse and dumped into the ocean 
at an expense to the dealer of twenty- 
live cents per barrel bulk, an item 
which I have borne very many times 
when engaged in the egg business.

In the Central States, far from the 
ocean, large packers, such as Armor 
& Swift, dry and use rotten eggs in 

„ the manufacture of fertilizer made 
from the offal from their slaughter 
houses, the whole mixture being 
dried and sold at from $15 to 430 
per ton.
