Washington, April 22.—With succor
only five miles away the Titanic slid
into its watery grave, carrying with it
more than 1,600 of its passengers and
crew, while an unidentified steamer
that might have saved all failed or re-
fused to see frantic signals flashed ‘\n
it for aid. This phase of the tragic dis-
aster was brought out today before the
Senate investigating committee .when
J. B. Boxhall, fourth officer of the Ti
tanic, told of his unsuccesstul attempts
to attract the steamer’s attention,

This ship, according to Boxhall,
could not have been more than five
miles away and was steaming toward
the Titanic. So close was it that from
the bridge Boxall plainly saw its
masthead lights and then its red side
lights. Both with rockets. and
Morse electric signal did the young
officer hail the strunger.

Capt. Sn.ith and severdl officers in
the vielnity of the bridge declared at
the time thelr bellef that the vessel
bad seen them and was signalling in
reply.

SHOT HIMSELF

Paul Chevre Accuses the Am-
erican Press of Yellow
Journalism.

Statements Attributed to Him
Were Never Made Says
/Canadian Sculptor — Was

Montreal, April 2,
Canadian sculptor, a survivor of the
Titanic wreck, arrived in Montreal
today, and almost his fiist act was to
give c¥egorical denial to certain sen.
sational interviews attributed to him
by American newspapers, and by one
local daily. i

He also denied the story that the
Laurier bust, which he had executed
for the Chateau Laurier at Ottawa
had gone down with the Titanie, as
Rad heen stated, declaring that this
had been shipped on lLa Bretagne
and was now on its way to Canada.

Referring to the interviews attrib-
nied to him, Mr. Chevre declared that
the only newspaper man he had seen
was the American representative of
the Paris Matin,

He had never declared to any journ-
alist that he had seen the captain of
the Titanic shoot himself, that he had
geen Major Butt shoot seven men who
were attempting to climb into a boat,
that he had witnessed the overturning
of a liteboat and the subsequent
plunge of its full complement of pas-
sengers into the fecy waters,

“It is most cruel-but 1 suppose
characteristic of the Jengths to which
vellow journalism will go—that a man
who has escaped #uch a horrible catas-
trophe as that of the Titanic should
be held up to the morbid gaze of a
riorbid populace by having utterly pre-
posterous interviews altributed to
him,” declared the sculptor.

Fifty Railway' Lines East
of Chicago Will
Be Affected

BEGINS WEDNESDAY

More Than Half Carrying Traffic
of United States Will Suf-
fer When Locomotive Drivers
Quit Work :

New York, April 22-—Warren 8.
Stone, of the Brotherhood of Locomo
tive Engineers, announced at 530 p.
m,, that a strike of engineers on fifty
railroads east of Chicago and north of
the Potomac River would go into ef-
fect thirty-six hours hence

Chief Stone said: “The engineers
committee had considered thai its
men would start for their respective
points tonight and that a strike will
be called in thirty-six hours, This
will allow 24 hours for the members to
get back to their respective points, ten
hours in which to put the strike order
into effect and two hours in which to
notify the different railroads of the
intention to strike.”

At the time Mr. Stone gave out the
statement he had not recelved any
official word frem the railroad man-
agers’ committee which had been in
session nearly all day considering the
engineer's strike vote which adjourned
at b o'clock without having decided
to concede (o the engineers' demands
for an increase in wages amounting to
about firteen per cent

Steamship Officials Can Hard-
ly Credit Report that Can-
adian Government wil Make
Inspection.

In regatd to the dispatch frofn Otta-
wa that the marine department was
about to institute an inspection of
all steawers Tunuing' to Canadian
ports, local officials of the steamship
lines say that all the trans-Atantic
lines coming here are inspected by the
officials of the British Board of Trade,
and that many of the boats aré pro-
vided with even better life saving
equipment than is acquired by the
Board of Trade regulation.

One official said he did not credit
the report (hat the Caradian govern-
ment would ingpect the trans-Atlantic
boats. Ships, he added, registered in
Great Britain and running from British
ports, have to pass an inspection
there every year; they comply with
the Board of Trade regulations, and

the Canadian government's business
how many life boats they carry.
“The Canadian government has
jurisdiction over ships of Canadian
register. Its officials also Inspect an
nually British ships trading between
Canada and foreign ports.

“Possibly the Canadlan government
has a right to say under what condi
tions English or other ships ehall
take aboard passengers in a Canadian
port, but it is hardly likely (o attempt
to do %0, a8 that would be interference
with the British Board of Trade. The
Canadian regulations in regard to the
equipment of passenger boats are
practically the same as those of the
British Board of Trade, just as the
Canadian examinations for masters
and mateg seagoing are the same as
those of the British Board of Trade.”
Another steamship official stated

It is a rule in these competitions,
and a sou™e of expense to visiting
clubs, that what is on hand in scenery
and furnishings in the theatre can be
used, but beyond that everything has
to be pald for.
