Notwithstanding the military suc-
desses of the constitutionalists the
mediators are planning to bring about
an agreement between the United
States and the Huerta government,
lexpecting to obtain acquiescence by
\the constitutionalists at a later date
mnd through seperate - negotiations.

Involved in a two party agreemeat
mwould be a definite understanding of
ithe kind of provisional government to
ibe established in Mexico City as a
successor to the prosent regime and a
guarantee that agrarian and other in-
ternal reforms would bef put into
operation,

At present the mediators are en-
adeavoring to adiust the differences be-
tween the United States government
and General Huerta, which threaten-
ed war, and at the same time to se-
cure agreement on a plan for restor-
ing peace in Mexico.

Those in brief are the aims of the
'medlators, which, though hedged
about by many difficulties, Ambassa-
dor Da Gama, of Brazil, was hope-
fully confident tonight would be rea-
Bized.

While it is realized that the United
States will demand reparation for the
Tampico and subsequent incidents, it
is belleved here thdt the substitution

LESS THIN
4 G, INDER
CULTIVATION

Only Thirty-one Per Cent of
Cultivable Land in Canada
is in Crops.

Ottawa, May 21.—The potential
agricultural resources of Canada are
indicated by the fact that not more
than 2.6 per cent. of the total land
area of the nine provinces is now un-
der cultivation. This is one of the in-
teresting statements in a bulletin just
issued by the census and statistics
branch .of the Department of Trade
and Commerce.

The total land area of the nine pro-
vinces is placed at 1,401,316,413 acres.
The area of farm land occupied in
1911 according to the census figures
was 109,177,085 acres. It is estimated
that within the bounflaries of the
nine provinces as at present consti-
tuted, there is a total cultivable area
of 440,951,000 acres. This, it will be
noted si only thirty-one per cent. of
the total land area, and takes no ac-
count of forest and swamp lands
which may ultimately be tilled, nor
of northern areas of which the agricul-
tural possibilities are at present un-
known because unexplored and unsur-
veyed. The total area actually un-
der cultivation is given as thirty-six
million acres. Of this field crops re-
present 33,375,000 acres and fruit and
vegetable crops 625,000 acres. Only
about thirty-three per cent. of the
area now occupied as farm land is at
present under cultivation, while as not-
ed ‘above. only 2.6 per cent. of the to-
tal land area is occupled for agricul
tural purposes.

In Prince Bdward Island 86.01 per
cent. of.the total land area is occw
pled as farm land, while ninety per
cent. is estimated as being possible
of cultivation. In Nova Scotia 38.83
pér cent. is occupied as farm land
with sixty per cent. of the total land
area possible of cultivation. In New
Brunswick 25.36 per cent. of the land
area is occupied with sixty per cent.
cultivable,

¥or all Canada the total land area
s given as 1,401,316,413 acres with
109,777,085 acres or 7.18 per cent. oc
cupled ag farm land.

The estimate of possible farm land
is given as 440,951,000 acres or thirty-
tono per cent. of the total laund area.

Shop and Factory, the Only
- Industries in Village Wiped

St. Stephen, May 21.—Moore’s Mills,
a little village eight miles from here
on the C. P. R.,, was the scene of a
gerious fire that was discovered at 4
o'clock this morning and_ which des-
troyed the only industries in the place.
B. L. Moore lost his steam saw mill,
grist mill, machine shop and wagon
factory valued at $8,000 and uninsur-
ed. Another steam saw mill across
the little stream owned by A. J. Max-
well and conducted under lease by
Krnest Graham was also destroyed in-
volving a loss of about $2,600 with no
insurance on the building but $600 on
the machinery owned by Mr. Graham.

The fire started in the Graham mill
and had made great headway before
itw as discovered. In the absence of
fire fighting equipment the flames soon
reached the other mill and in a few
minutes all was peduced to ashes.
Mr. Moore employed fourteen men
and eight were employed in the other
mill. The cause of the fire is unknown,

London, May 21.—Official announce-
ment was made in the House of Com-
mons yesterday that a division on the
third reading of the Home Rule bill
will be taken next Tuesday.

The sitting of the House of Com-
mons was suspended until tomorrow in
consequence of the persistent disord-
erliness of the opposition members,
who thus succeeded in forting an ad-
journment, the motion for which had
just been qefemed by a vote of 286
to 176.

Immediately after the vote had been
taken the Unionists started the refrain
“adpourn,” ° “adjourn.” The uproar
was long and loud. The Speaker fin-
ally rose and asked Bonar Law, the
leader of the opposition, whether he
assented to the demonstration.

Amid ghouts from his supporters of

reply and the Speaker declared the
sitting suspended, saying there was
nothing else he could do as Mr. Law
declined to assist him in maintaining
order.

London, May 21.—An attempt by
militant suffragettes to present a pe-
titlon to King George at Buckingham
Palace today failed, but not until a
battle had been fought which for
flerceness surpassed any previous mil-
itant demonstration.

The crowd of onlookers suffered al-
most as much as the fighters, as th®
people waited in the hot sun for two
hours for an attack which eventually
came from a totally unexpected quar-
ter.

The police precautions had been di-
rected toward repelling an assault
from the direction of Westminster,
where the suffragettes had advertis-
ed that they would form a parade.
Instead, & small body, known because
of their militant record as “gun wo-
men’’ of the Women’s: Social and Po-
litical Union, burst from g private
residence on Hyde Park corner and
forced their way through the archway
at the top of Constitution Hill before
the small squad of police on duty the¢re
had time to collect and resist them.

BATTLE [N LONDON

Hill towards Buckingham Palace, but
when half way along met the most
hated enemy of the mitlitants, in the
person of Inspector Riley, who has
charge of the suffragette detail at the
Scotland Yard police headquarters.
The shock of eombat was short but
sharp and resulted in the arrest of
many women who in the fighting used
clubg with a facility which betrayed
long training,

The roadway had just been sprink-
led with water and many mounted
policemen were thrown. Their com-
rades on foot rolled with them in the
mud, but eventually the strength of
the policemen told and in a few minu-
tes over thirty women, including Mrs.
Pankhurst, had been placed under ar-
rest, while others had been scatter-
ed into small groups.

One group headed by Miss Sylvia
Pankhurst reached a point almost
across the drive from the palace,
where mounted policemen surround-
ed the women and placed Miss Sylvia
and several of her comrades in cus-
tody.

The crowd at this point was so
dense that the attempts of the police
to clear the drive were without suc-
cess until recourse was had to water
sprinkling carts, which ruined many
of the fine gowns of the fashionable
women spectators who had gathered
to watch the expected battle.

This caused the police to lose their
popularity with the crowd, which up
to that moment had cheered them on.

Took Two Hours to Disperse the
Angry Mob,

Several members of the House of
Commons among the spectators de-
nounced the police for not adhering to
their promise to treat the women with
gentleness. The police retorted that
the terrific onslaught of the militants
had left them no other alternative.
For ttvo hours after the conclusion
of the main battle the police were en-
gaged in breaking up small groups of
women who had spread over the sur
rounding district.

A police inspector said that when
Mrs. Pankhurst was arrested he car-
ried her inside the park gate and she
shouted: “That is right. Arrest me at
the gates of the palace. Teu.t,ke King.”

The total arrests numbered fifty-
seven, -including three men. A dozen
suffragettes, who were lodged in the
small police station at Wellington
Arch, smashed every window in the
place and behaved so violently that
they had to ba removed to bigger sta-
tions where there were more police
to guard them.

Mrs. Pankhurst was taken to Hol-
loway jail for breaking the terms of
the license under which she was last
released,

The police raided a West End flat
tonight and arrested four militants.
They seized a score of bags filled with
flint stone and also a number of ham-
mers, which the police state were in-
tended to be used in a window smash-
ing campaign as a protest against the
rout of the palace deputation.

In an address ‘to the electors of
West Durham thirty-two years ago to-

The city commissioners met yester-
day afternoon when Comimssioner
Potts made another effort to put
through some additional street resolu-
tions. He wished to have Canterbury
from King to Princess streets paved
and Princess and Church streeis be-
tween Germain anl!

Those present were Mayor Frink,
Commissioners McLellan, Potts, Rus-
gell and Wigmore, with the common
clerk.

The following resolution introduced
by Commissioner McLellan was not
seconded: Resolved, that no land be
acquired or disposed of by the city
other than by a unanimous vote of the
whole couneil.

tinguished the “honest contraband”
who used to tell the north of the hor-
rors of slavery in clvil war times. Nev-
ertheless, their testimony cannot be
ruled off the boards as simply that of
“foreign concessjonaires.” It is too
significant, when an incident can oc-
cur like the following, reconded by the
New York World's correspondent at
New Orleans:

Five hundred men and womén—all
of them born Americans—stood on
the decks of the steamer Monterey
and took off their hats and raised
three wild cheers to the union jack of
Great Britain. The followed the cheer-
ing by screaming:

“To ——— with Bryan!”

There was more concerted calling.
A man standing on the highest deck
suddenly removed from his pocket a
large British flag. He unfurled it and
flung it high above his head.

“Look up!™ he cried, and all of the
P engers, who were grouped at the
rails awaiting quarantine inspection,
turned their heads and watched him.

“I am an American,” he shouted,
“but I'm ashamed of my country.
Here's the flag, men, that saved our
lives.”

And once more a burst of cheers
came,

Such happenings should not force a
change of national policy.

Washington. They tell a part of the
Mexican story far too important to
be disregarded.
When the secretary of state gives
our Mexican refugees a postponed and
grudging hearing, when the secretary
of the navy takes it on himself to re-
prove and lecture them, they are do-
ing improper acts.

OMMENTS ON
THE PROGRESS
OF 31, JORN

Board of Trade Secretary
deals with many matters
of interest — Seek Maple
Sugar.

A very simple yet comprehensive
definition of city planning is that giv-
en by the Chief Engineer of the Board
of Estimate of New York. He says:
“City planning is simply the exercise
of such foresight as will permit the
orderly and sightly development of a
city and its environs along rational
lines, with proper regard for health,
amenity and conveniecne, and also for
commercial and industrial * advance-
ment.”

Beautifying the City,

Corporations of thé proportions of
the Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany are usually retenred to as “soul
less corporations,” ' but in view of
what the C. P. R. has done and is do-
ing towards beautifying Canada by
providing a pathway of flowers across
the continent, this term seems scarce-
ly applicable. No corporation can be
regarded as soulless that loves flow-
ers and tries to create a love for the
beautiful in nature among its em-
ployes, even though it should do so
for the dollars that are in it. If the
city of St. John could be persuaded to
follow the example of the C.P.R. in
this respect—if they would plant a
flower wherever there was room for
one—it would go far towards maknig
the city beautiful.

Re Paving Schemes.

The Mayor of Edmonton, Alberta,
was recently upon by a workmen’s
delegation, which asked that immedi-
ate relief and employment be given
the unemployed in the city. One of
the committée made the statement
that there were 4,600 people in the
city of Edmonton starving. The
Mayor told - the delegates that the
city would not cmbark on any pro-
gramme of feeding the unemployed or
spending money to provide work for
them. He advised the men to go into
the country and work for the farmers.
It has been suggested that this labor
demonstration was designed to force
the Mayor to adopt a paving plan
which a good many citizens do not
approve of, Paving schemes are
troublesome things, whether in the
east or west.

Clean Up Crusade.

St. John needs something more than
a clean-up day—it needs a clean-up
crusade, to extend over the whole sea-
son. Cleaning up should be a con-
tinuous performance, and it should
include the whole city. If public-
spirited y residents on each street
would undertake a campaign of ef-
fort and of education along this line
we would soon have a clean city.
The effort is worth the making.

Maple Sugar,

Secretary Armstrong has received
a letter of enquiry from the Chamber
of Commerce, of Norfolk, Va, asking
for names of producers or wholesale
shippers in tons or carload lots of
genuine maple sugar. The writer
states that local consumers find this
sugar to be just what they want, but
they have a difficulty in getting it
through regular channels,

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Citizens
Weather With Joyful
Spirits — Rain Sorely
Needed in Province

Warm

Yesterday there was a i)leasant and
welcomed change, in the temperature
and citizens were given the first real
tap of summer weather. The appar-
ent warmth of the atmosphere, fol-
lowing a spell of rather chilly weath-
er for this time of the year, made the
day seem all the warmer, and the
coats and other accompaniments of
cold were doffed and discarded for a
year.,

Those who have been grumbling)
about the unsehsonable cold weather
had no cause for complaint yesterday
for the thermometer crawled up to a
temperature of seventy-one degrees,
and established a record for warm
weather during the month of May
since the year 1911. The highest
temperature registered at the Meteor-
ological Observatory at the customs
house, was seventy-one degrees, and
this establishes a record for the past
three years. On the twenty-second
day of May, 1911, the official thermom-
eter registered the temperature of
seventy-two degrees,

The city and the province in gener-
al i8 now experiencing an unusually
dry spell, and to aid vegetation and
assist the Ilumbermen to carry on
operations rain is sorely needed. It
was learned from D, L. Hutchinson
at the observatory last evening that
the total rain fall since the twenty-
second of last month has only been
one-third of am inch, and this is re-
ported as unusually dry.

At 9 a. m. o'clock yesterday the
official registering at the observatory
was 52 degrees, and at 3 p. m. the
reading was 65 degrees, while at eight
o'clock last evening the temperature
had dropped to 55 degrees. The
highest temperature was reached
around noon when the thermometer
registered 71 degrees.

The highest temperature reached

last year, during the month of May,

was on the third day of the month,
when the official registering showed
the temperature as 65.50 degrees,
Durinz May last year, up till 22nd, the
total rainfall was one and a quarter
inches, and during the whole month
in the year 1913, there was a total
rainfall of three and seven-tenths
inches. On the twenty-first day of
May the maximum temperature was
53.5 degrees, and the minimum tem-
perature 39 degrees.

During the month of May this year
the lowest temperature was 34.5 de-
grees.

During the past few days the tem-
perature has been comparatively
high in inland districts, but sections
of the province--gear the sea have
been cool owing to 'the south western
winds. Dr. Hutchinsow says that
fog has not been prevalent so far this
season, but that of late the atmos-
phere has been clouded owing to
smoke from forest fires.

The change in the tempersture was
yesterday received appreciatively by
the residents, and those who had
clung to the overcoats discarded the
same and prepared for real summer
weather.It is expected that from now
on the weather will be fairly warm.
