FINANCE COMMITTEE,

the funds of the Association are in a satisfactory
ocondition. They have been enabled to meet, all
¢laims, grant 250 dollars for books for the Library,
and leave a small balance in favor of the Associas
tion. - This is attributable to the Prompt payment
of subscriptions by the members,

VISITING SICK COMMITTEE.

Your Committee are happy to state that
there has been very little sickness among the

members of the Association during the year;
those who have come under their notice have been
attended to the best of their ability. Your
Committee have during the year held services at
. the Penitentiary on Sunday afternoon, which have
been well receiyed. Some months ago a Jetter
Was, received from two of the prisoners, thanking
those persons who went out to converse with
them, and praying that a blessing might rest upon
the Association. :
Your Committee have, in; conjunction with Mr.
Grierson, the City Missionary, and with the asgis-
tance of several ‘young men, mefnbers of the Associ-
ation, devoted an hour every Sabbath morning,
féom the middle of April to the first of January;
1867, to the distributitn of religious traets to the
orews of the' several vessels. at the whatfs in the
harbour. ' They. have divided: ‘that portion of  the
City into distriets, each distributor having his: ap-
pointed: locality, and by s Judicious appropriation :

of time, they have been enabled to put a traetiinto
e hand of every seaman on board each vessel at
the wharfs, also §t the Police Station, the Guard
Room, and Steamboat Station, at a certain hour on
Sabbath mornings.  We have every reason to
believe that the tracts have been faithfully vead,
Some of the tracts have been supplied by Mr. Mo-
Bean, 'the Agent of the American Tract Society.
Some members of the Association  contributed
funds for this object, and the General Committee
of the Association appropriated $10.00 from the
funds; the balance has been furnished by ‘the
Committee circulating thein.
In bringing the tract distribution section of the
work to a conclusion, the Committee would re-
spectfully commend it to their successors in office,
with an earnest appeal in behalf of itg prosecution
in the future, and would solicit that at least $40.00
be raised for this object, either by the contribu-
tions of private individuals,, or from funds appro-
priated for that purpose by the General Committee,
Some members of the Association owning a boat
might be induced to let it be used for the purpose

of visiting vessels in the stream, that the work
might be extended.

MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE,

Your Committee cannot report any increase in
the membership list during the year ; although 44
have joined the Association, a like number have
withdrawn from it,*~20 have left the city, and 24
have left the Association.—Total number 235. The
list would have' shown an increase had gl those
signed the Constitutionwho had been elected. Your
Committee would suggest to employers the duty of
ascertaining where their employees spend their

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evenings, and they would ask all the members to
recommend the Association to their friends, and
inform them of the Prayer Meetings, the Bible
Classes, the Reading’ Room; Library, and other
privileges of the Association, and invite them to
join us. .

STRANGERS AND BOARDING HOUSES COMMITTEE.

Your Committee wish to inform the members
that they have a list of Boarding Houses which
they can confidently recommend. They will be
happy to speak with any young men coming to the
city in search of employment, and introduce them
to the Rooms.  The Committee would suggést that
clergymen residing in the country, give the young
men of their congregations coming to town, a let-
ter to any of the office bearers of the Association.

Before closing the Report, your Committee
would record the death of an old and valued friend
of the Association, William Myrdoch; Esq., who
for many years was a life member.
