The common eagle is a bird of won-
derfully keen sight.

One morning as I sat at the window
looking in the direction of the pines I
noticed one of the birds leave the tree
and poise directly above a rough part
of the river which was not frozen,
Then he sont down like a bolt and
disappeared under the wator. I watch-
ed to see what he would fetch —watch-
ed one, two, throe, four seconds, but
be did not appear. This was somo-
thing g0 unusual that I became in-
tensely interested. Istood at the win-
dow for half a minute watching where
the bird had disappesred, and thon,
sure that something bad bappened to
bim, I snatched my bat and ran down
to where lay my boat, got into it and
poled to the spot where the eagle had
gone under. Looking down [ saw the
bird, bis winge partly extended, beld
fast to the bottom in some unccount-
able way. With a grappling-baok I
drew him out. Judge of my surprise
when there cqme ta the surface, be-
sides the eagle, an enormous salmon.
It was for this splendid prise that the
eagle bad made bis plange. He had
buried bis strong sharp talons in the
side of the fish, bat when bhe wanted to
rise be could not lift bis prey, and sv
bad perished.”

Success in Farming.

The rule may be laid down with
very few exceptions, that men like
the business in which they are suc-
cossful, and acquire a dislike to that
in which they fail. To the farmer,
large and fine crops, raised at reason.
able expense, and paying well, afford
positive enjoyment; and he cabnot
help feeling a certain delight, aside
from the money profit, in viewing tho
rich and luxuriant fields, under clean
and neat eultivation, the result of con-
tinned good management. He will
feel less dispased to give up the busi.
ness, pull up stakes, and move into
town, or migrate to other regions,
than the man who bas weedy and
stunted orops, bug-eaten potatoes, and
scant products generally, together
with the frequent losses and vexations
of the incursions of animals through
poor and broken fences, and delays
from deranged farm machines. The
question might bo presented to the
owner of such a farm, whether he who
permits such derangements wounld be
any more successful in city business,
or with his superficial labors spread
out over ather rogions.

Tho farmer who would make rural
pursuits attractive to bis sons and in
duce them to continue farmers, should
sarround them with pleasant associa-
tions, give them an interested share
in the profits, present to them a hand-
somely Jaid out homestead, with neat
fances, olean flelds, and good-looking
bnildings. He should not make them
mere dradges as a matter of con-
venience to himself, but throw upon
them some responsibility, and give
them the stimulus of participation in
successful results.

A great mistake s made by many
cultivators in spreading out their
business over too many acres for the
amount of appliances they can use
for thorough and profitable work,
Superficial oulture is the great enemy
of good farming. The word *sli
shod ” should never tratbfully apply
to farm mansgement. A wheat fleld
thoronghly oultivated before sowing
often makes all the difference between
12 busbéels an acre and luxuriant crops
of 25 bushels. It is more economival
of labor tv cut and gather three tons
of bay from an acre of meadow than
to spread all the work required for
the three tons over foar or five acres,
as is often done by poor managers.
The man who has a moderate-sized
and productive farm bas a shorter
drive for his team in drawing in ar
‘ond in returniog manare, and in the
daily routine in the svperintendence
of work.

But it must not be understood that
merely occapying a amall farm means
profit and auccess, nor that a large
one {8 fuilure. A large farm may be
admirably managed and yield corres-
ponding profits, provided the owner
bas the means to carry it on in the
best manner. So on the other hand
the ;occupant of & small place may
easily neglect and mismanage it. Bat
tbo miatake is quite common that the
small farm is a detriment, because the
best care is mot given to it, a course
which is muoh easier on the whole
than on broad domains,

A Wheelbarrow.

# Have you a wheolbarrow ?”” Mak-
ing this inquiry of a farmer lately,
the reply was, “I don’t want to run
s wheelbarrow. That's a town ma-
obina.”” ft is astonishing how little
this labor-saving device is used on the
farm. There are many purposes to
which it can be put. Often there are
things which bave to be moved,
which are too heavy to carry, but yet
do not jastify bitohing up A team. It
takes o good half hour to hitch up a
team, when the srticle could be moved
with a wheelbarrow in fivo minates,
It is a very handy vehicle, whether
in town or country. The firat coat of
it is trifling and it is worth its value
overy year. Tho railway barrow is
the cheapest, bat for all purposes the
garden barrow, with large, broad-
tired wheel, and movable sideboards,
is the best., A farmer who has not
had & wheelbarrow on his premises,
on getting one ia surprised to find
bow serviceable it is, and wonders
bow ho got along without one,
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It is hordly just to say becauso a
horso is beaten in a race that be is in-
ferior to the winner. There are many
things that enter in to prevent a horse
being always at his best. If two stal-
lions come togethor, one having had a
beavy soason in the stud, and other
months of training, the first named
may be beaten, and yet be the better
and faster horse. He would be handi-
caped by hia services, and never
sbould be broaght to a full test of his
powers until time had elapsed for
training and fitting, The owner who
rushes in takes all the obances, and
too often suffers defeat as a jost pun-
ishment for his rashness. low re-
cord iga eredit to ary horse, and when
won in & hard fou, btz i0e should bave
additional valae, bt more than one
race is neeessary to determine the
questions as to which is the better
horse. It is the horso that stands and
fighte the longest, yielding only when
farced to do 80, that proves his worth
be he victor or vanquished. Let no
one be discouraged because beaten in
a bard fought race. At another time,
under like vonditions, the prize would
be taken with bat little effort.

A tainted meat barrel may be best
sweetoned by cbaring it. It may be
cared by slaking some lime in it and
then well wnhfng it, bat it is oasier
to char it. Pat a small quaotity of
dry shavioge in tho barrel and set
them on fire and let them burn out.
The barrel may then be swept out or
washed, and used again at once. If
lime is used, put & peck of it freshly
burned into the barrol, and pour a

ailful of warm water on it. When
it is slaked down add boiling water
until it is thin onongh ta stir round
with & broom and thoroughly rinse
the barral several times during the
two dsys. Then wash it olean with

fresh water.

A Good Milker.

Almost anybody can milk a cow,
but there are fow who osn do it pro-
perly. It is an art, and the msn who
can practise it is worth more to the
dairyman than any other help. The
art of milking is to draw it off stead.
ily, quickly (by no means hurriedly),
and completely. Scarcely any two
cows are exactly alike in disposition
and in the character or natare of their
teats and udder. Some are hard to
milk, and havo very small apertures ;
some have tender teats; some are
quite easy to milk; some cows are
phlegmatic; others are lively and
noryous. Now it is extremely diffi-
cult to find a servant who will troable
himself to study the individualities of
the various cuws, and try to humor
their caprices or adapt his plans to
their peculiarities, He wants to get
through his “job” as quickly and
easily ns possible. The easy-to-milk
cow is his favorite, and comes off
far the best, but he sits down beside
the hard milker with s kind of gradge
against her supposed failing. He ex-
pects some trouble with the timid one
and this very faot is likely to make
the trouble ngrnr. The animals
know him and his temper better than
ho knows theirs. They must be hu.
mored, and put into & good humor.
They may be forced into submission,
but they onght instead, to be coaxed
or persuaded into willing compliance.
If they are roughly handled, sp-
proached hastily, and without any
care for their ** mood,” it irritates and
worries them, the frotting, the agita.
tion, and the worry make them fail in
quantity, and within s very short
time the deorease in yield is quite
marked. The worst of it is that & re-
turn to proper treatment will not re-
store the former condition of things
when the supply has fallen off throngh
wrong trestment, through the em.
ployment of a careless servant; it
cannot be restored by ontrusting the

cows to the care of even the most
careful person,

Fall Plouging.

Many cogent reasons may be given
for doing as much of this important
work as possible, It bas been well
said that the farmer should fall plough
all the land he can, as it pats bim so
far ahead with bis work in the lfrlnf.
Plough deep. Help is cheaper in the
fall than in the spring, and that is an
item to be considered, and horses are
more used to work, and, oonuqnontI(
bave more endurance, The work w i
bo done better, for the resson that
thero is more time to do it properly.
On somo soils crops dobetter on lrrlng
ploughing; then some soils are light,
and o great deal blows away. Oo.all
such soils it is better to plough jast.
before planting. Each one must de~
termine for himself the proper time
to plough his particular piece of lsnd,
yet no one should noglect fall plonghe
ing where it can be done advantage-
ously.
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An interesting experiment in breed-
ing is being made by Mr. 8. L. Bed- -
son, of Manitoba, e has been cross-
ing the buffalo on the common ocattle
of the oountrg, and reports such
results that he is ontbusiastio
the pure bred buffalo and grade baf.
talo proving profitable stock for the
North West. Amongstthe advantages
claimed is the bliszard.proof nature of
the buffalo, These animals do pot
«drift” in & storm, but lie down and
allow themselves to be covered with
snow and thus to escape exposure.
The oross of the buffalo with the Gal-
loway would, in Mr. Bedson's opinion
produce a very superior animal, &
amongst its advantages would be the
“ pobe,” which ought to command a
good price in the market. Whatever
may be the ¥alue of Mr, Bedson's
experiment so far as producin u{ood
baoﬂng animal is oonoornos. tbere
is no doubt that buffulo blood would
impart that hardiness to stock which
bas been acquired in centuries of wild-
ness on the storm swept plains of the
West. The buffalo is now almost &
thing of the past; where tens of thous-
ands were to be seen a quarter of &
century ago there are now none, sod
a few straggling families are ssid to
represent the countless herds which &
fow years ago darkened the green of
the prairies. It will be welli ocarefal
preservation and breeding preserve
to us the undoubted exocellencies which
the original cattle of America possess.

Bnut expressed his doubts as to whether
thé cost in Fredericton would be so
great, but the Road Committee sub-
sequently obtained figures from Mr.
Fisher which showed that the cost
would reach very nearly the last
figures. It is evident that this
amount could not be met out of the
assessment, it would take a full year’s
assessment 1o pave one block, and the
only way in which the cost could be
met would be by a large addition to
the city’s debt. We do not believe it
will be well to do this at the present
time, and think that the citizens for
some years to come will bave to put
up with the streets made of broken
stone. It will, however, be the Coun-
cil’s daty to endeavor to obtain for
the purpose, a better quality of stone
tban that which has been used in the
past.

THE WHITECHAPEL HORRORS.

Another Victim Added to the
Butchery.

The Murderer still Evades Justice.

The Whitechapel murderer bhas pow
butchered and mutilated eigbt women, bie
last victim havivg been despatched Friday’
night, The atrocities committed at intervale
of from one to three or four werks, have all
taken place io the same neighborhood. Thny
sre all characterizsnd by the absence of ap-
parent motive, The sleugbtrred wWomen
were all poor and degraded, and none of
them, as far as knowo, bad an enemy.
Nothiog in the crimioal record of the nation
equals in flendishness the barbaritive infliciea
oo the bodiss of the victims. Toeee extra-
ordioary festures are, however, less wonder-
ful than the cunning with which the crimi-
oal conceals bin identity and eludes efforts to
captare bim. Tbe deeds were committed fin
the most frequented part of the city. The
places where the ies bave bwen found
were traversed every fow minutes during the
nigbt by residents returning from places of
resort, and since the first events they bave
been closely guarded by policemen. Two of
the butcheries wore perpetrated in the same
bour of the same morning, witbin ten min-
utes’ walk of each otber, though the tirst
must have been discovered within fifteen
mioutes after the act, Up to last week the
early morning hour was selected for the
crime, but on Friday the assassin slew the
eighth woman in broad dsylight in her own
apartments,

A London despatch gives the followiog
graphic description of the last horror :—

Dorset street is one of the narrowest,
dirtiest little alleys of all those that go to
make up the labyrinth koown as the east end
of London. To get there a cabman bas to
ask questions, a rare thing, while his pas-
sepger on the journey whether the cab horse's
head or tail is pointing toward the nortb
Uatil to-day only a very fow out of every
million of Londoners knew that Dorset street
io the east «nd existed. But they koow it

Esch time o
miserable creature belonging to the most de-
graded cless of women is mutilated in en
inconceivably borrid fashion, the murderer
bas dissppesred, the police do notbing bnt
vbeerve secrecy—a secracy emsily melted
with & balf crown,by the wey—the general
public theorize as to whether the murderer
is mad or sane, ehort or tall, Eoulish or
foreign, etc., the Whitecbapel women shiver
io buochws, wondering whose turn will come
next, and, after & while the terror in the vast
end and the curiosity the west ond subside
towetber, uotil a fresh murder comes to repew
tbem. This lsst Whitechapsl murder wae
not committed jn Dorset strest, properls
osprakiog. There opens an arched passaye,
low and parrow, A big man walking
through it would bend bis bead and turn
sideways to kewsp bis shoulders from rubbing
agnioet the dirty bricks. At the end of the
passage thers is @ bigh court, not 10 feer
broad and 30 feet long, thickly whitewashed
all around, for ssoitary reasons, to a height
of 10 feet.

Misery is written all over the place, the
woret kiod of London misery, nucg a8 those
who bave lived tbeir lives in America can
have no idea of. Tbe first door st the end
aod oo the right of the passaze, opens into
s tiny damp room, oo & Iuvel with the psve-
ment, The landlord of this and neighboring
rouins is & Jobo McOarty, who keeps s little
wbop in Durset street on the side of thw pase-
ave.

THE PRESIDENT ELECT,

A Brief Sketoh of the Oareer of Ben-
-~ jamin Harrison,

Benjamin Harrinon, the twenty-third Presi-
dent-elect of the United States and grandenn
of the pinth President, was born Aug. 10,
1833, at North Bend, O. His father was
John Beott Harrison, and the family had
their homestead not far from Cincinnatti
from the time that Graodfather Harrison
went to Obio as one of the State’s first set-
tlers. President-elvet Hurrison graduated
from Miams Ubiversity when be was 18.
His teacburs say that he was quick, brignt
pod able to go shead. He pruved that he
was progressive by getting married pretty
s000 and becoming a father before he was 2]
vears old. After leaving college be studied
law with Judge Bellany Stover, in Ciocin-
oatti, and was admitted before be was old
enough to vote. Tbers was not much money
in_bie pocket, for bis father gave him just
$200 for capital, With this and his wife
he

to bagin precusing his profession, It was
in 1855 that be put out his sbingle in Indiane
spolis. He lived with his family in three
rooms ip a etill standing houss vn Vermont
street. For a long while he just about made
ende meet. He wan poor and ambitious, and
he considered his wife the balf of his capital,
The other half was hie capability for intence
npplication. Gov. Joseph A, Wright gave
bim a start by engaging bim in a legislative
investigation that gave him a chanes to show
bis mettle. A murder cuee in which he was
sssistant prosecutor aleo enabled him to make
reputation. He did well in each case, and
clients were more bumerous than before.
Law and politics were tied tight togetber in
thoso days io Indians, and the furtber young
Harrison was led into law the further he got
into politics, Thboee were the daye of the
conceptign of the Republican party, Harri-
son was in at the birth, He knew how 1o
talk oo the stump, snd ba made sperches fur
‘the new party, tirst for Freemont and then
for Lincolo. [n the campaizo of 1860
Thomns A. Heodricks was stumping for the
Demoeratic nominee, and bis frivnds

with the late Viee-President,
ceptnd and Hendricks friends exclaimed :—
* What a beadlong fool the young man must
be!"” But the story goes, according to Har-
rison’s friends, tbat Hendricks was worsted
i the battle of logic and appeal, and that
the cheirann of the weetiog remarked: 1
never besrd & man ekion an opponent e
quickly as Ben Harrison did Hendricks that
day.”  The first office thet thw young lawyer
wver obtainnd was tbat of Supreme Onurt
reporter, He needed it, for bis puverty con-
tivued, potwithetaooing bis practice kept
growing. When the wag came Governor
Morton arked bim to recruil’s regimnuot, He
took the aseignicent, got up & company, and.
after being® e Second Lieutevant snd then
captain, he was made Oulvnel of the 17th
Indinna. After garrison duty in Kentucky
and Tennesses be went into the thick of the
fivht, and at the battle of R-sace, May 18,
1864, be led the ssssult, rusbed at the bead
of bis regiment over to the enemv’s lines and
captuted both meo and guns. Whils be wus
with his regiment the Legislature hed de-
clared the position of Bupreme Cuurt ¢ porter
vacant, Harrison was determined to buld the
offics and got a thirty days lenve of absencs to
vo bome sod stump the placs for bimeslf,
He was el-cted, and served till 1868. Thwo
he gave bimeslf up to the law altogether for
vigbt years, His ciovs were important, but
be did not get bix fess, and eo be stfll remain-
ed quits poor. But be seemed anxious to
make msowy for be kept from politics until
1876, when @odlove Orth, the pomines for
Governor, baviog declined the hooor, Harrie
son 1ook it. He made & bot cuotest, but it
was the Tilden and Hendricks year, and he
was beaten. [n 1880 he was awarded for his
services by being elected United States Sena-
tor., At onns be went to the front in that
body ss 8 forcible debater, He did not let
any one dictets to bim, He spoke upon
civil service reform balf way in fte favor and
voted for i, He put bimeslf on record ne
favoriog assessmeunts of officvholders, for poli-
tical purposes. He worked agsiost the Biair
ndueational bill and be voted to restrict
Obingse immigration, His career in the
Senste was not what fs called a * populnr
mao fo the Senate,” but he was a man for
whom all Senators

HAD THE GREATEST RESPROT,

His methods there were entirely different
from that of the ordisary politician, and be
was thought to be brusque in bis manoer.
Bat for sll tbis every one who met bim wae
impressed with tbe sineerity of tbe man, sod
in the Senate they were peculisrly struck by
nquslity which » great many men bave wiven
Mr. Oloveland credit for possessing, obstinacy.
It Me. Barrioon allows anybody to run bis
ndministration besides bime-1f, be will bave
changed the opioion tbat was formed in the
Senate regarding bim as to bis sufticient self-
confidence, to which was seid to be added ob-
»tinagy. For tan pr fifteen yoars it has buan
claimed for bim that ke je the besd of the
[ndiana Bsr. He is not an orator in the
Inpyest ssuse, but be is a very forcible speaker.
His voloe fs somewbat sbrill, but not une
plessant, and bis enuncistion is so clear thst
he is essily understood.

He is reported
as having eaid ; * So far as the election goes
I bave go detided sympathy with either
perty. It is impossible to forecast what line
the Republicans will adopt in their relations
with Canada, tiscal and fishery, as it was im-
possible to Jearn from the contradictory course
of the Democrats during the last year what
its policy would bave been for another ad-
ministration bad it been successful. The dif-
ferent lines put forth seem to have been more
to influence the Presidentisl election than in-
dicative of & settled policy which should rale
after that election was over. [ have no rea-
o0n to think that the administration of Har-
rison will be anything elee but friendly to-
wards Oanada, snd that opinion is back.d by
Harrison’s letter of acceptange in which he
took ressonable grounds, Qae thing is cer-
taid, that is, the emphatic endoreation of the
Awerican policy of protection—though I do
not thiok that the Democratic party on the
line of the Mijlls bill went at all far in the
direction of free trade—-yet probably the
change they deemed proper was chiefly in-
strumental in defeating Olevelsnd in New
York state. I don’t believe that the Wem
letter or nn_vclbing uhm:l from it bad sny
appreciable effect in changing votes one wa)
or the other. It is significant that the Re-
publicans with the protection cry made larg:

An Elephant in & Rage.

¢ Cbief,” Adam Forepaugh’s ponder-
ous elephant, which ranks next to * Boli-
var,” the largest in size in capacity, was
lately fatally wounded under covering of
the winter quarters, Edgemont Avenue,
Philadelphis, from twenty.five rifle shots
which were fired into his body, after he
bad broken loose while being taken out
of the cars. “Chief’’ created a panic
among the employes of the circus when
he got away from his companion, and was
not brought into submission until he bhad
knocked down nearly s dozen men, and
smashed many cbairs and benches.

The work of unloading the circus para-
phermalia from the cars, and transferring
it to the winter quarters, began in the
morning and was continued until late in
the evening. The animals with the ex-
ception of the herd of elephsnts, were
safely caged by half past eight o’clock,
and half an hour later Adain Forepaugh,
Jr., the trainer of the beasts ordered that
Bolivar and Chief, who were chained to-
gether be taken from their berths in the
cars, The young trainer gave specisl di-
rections as to how the two should be ap-
proached, as Chief was in an ugly mood,
and it was thought advisable that the
utmost precautions be taken in the work.
When the car door was opened and the
larger of the elephants given a touch with
the hook, Chief's eyes shot forth glares of
fire, and & roaring noise could be heard
squares away. The keepers knew what
trouble was in store for them, and they
called for as many extra men as could be
spared from tbe building, fearing that
Chief would efect his escape.

When Mr. Forepaugh entered the car
Bolivar was as docile as a cat, but bis
companion was tuggingat the big double-
linked chains that held him tast and was
ewinging his monstrous trunk in all di-
rections. He would slap Bolivar a vicious
blow and lunge at Mr. Forepaugh, who
bad to keep at a safe distance., The sphere
was spplied without effect, and nothing
could induce the elephant to leave the car
until be had given vent to his feelings.
After waiting for balf an hour for Chief
to become quiet, Bolivar made an eflort,
and assisted by the employers, who were
sticking hooks 1n Chief’s body through
the car openings, virtually dragged his
sulky companion from his position in the
car out into the grounds., No sooner bad
the two elepbants reached the ground
than Chief became ferocious and succeed-
ed in loosening one of the chains from
his right fore leg. He seemed determin-
ed to escspe, being aided by Bolivar, who
became troublesome, and a minute after
he bad gained the use of one leg be used
it to ward off the men who were en-
deavoring to cbsin him to the posts in
the ground, Mr. Forepaugh tried bard to
bring Cbief to bay by prodding him, but
it proved useless. Two hundred-odd em-
ployes who were watching the exeiting
scene ran in all directions when they saw
Cnief’s violence, knowing his escape meant
death for some of their number. All the
doors were barricaded by placing the cir-
©us wagons on the outside of them snd sll
avenues of escape were shut off, so that
Chief could not get outside of the build-

miserable worid the betters’

ing. Chief had boen loosening the fet-

ters gradually, and after another half
hours tugging managed to slip entirely
away from Bolivar. He fought with all
his strength when the chains were rent
asunder and drove the keepers and all
hands to the rear of the building. His
cries were distinctly heard blocks from
the grounds and the unusual sounds
brought crowds to the place.

Mr. Forepaugh seeing that he could
not be got into his cage without imperil-
ing the lives of his employes, directed
that rifles be brought into use. Ten
good marksman were secured and loaded
breech rifles given them. When * Chief”
got within shooting distance the bullets
were poured into him. At first they
had no more effect than if paper balls
were fired at him. Instead of quieting
the beast they only enraged him the
more and he tore up everything in his
path. The sound of the rifles and the
snorting and puffing of * Chief” caused an
uproar among the tigers, lions and other
wild beasts, and for a time it was
thought a genuine panic could not be
averted,

The shooting continued until twenty-
five balls had gone into * Chief's” body,
when he lay down in a pool of blood at
the far northwest end of the building.
Nearly every part of his huge frame was
punctured, and he was finally chained
to the ground. After he had been se-
cured he was put under the doctor's
care. Young Forepaugh had several
narrow escapes, but his cat-like dodges
saved him from being killed. ¢ Chief”
has had a bad record and has endeavor-
ed to escape in several cities. In Cin-
cinnati, about three years ago, during
an exhibition, he killed his keeper. He
has made it exceedingly unpleasant for
all the employes of the circus since he
joined it

Memory of.events,.—This is shown by
