The House Declines to Seat Roberts
the Utah Member, for the Present.

Washington, Dec. 6.—After an inter-
esting debate of three hours the house
vesterday, by a vote of 302 to 30, adopt-
ed the resolution offered by Mr. Taylor,
of Ohio, yesterday for the appointment
of a special committee to investigate
the charges against Brigham H. Rob-
erts, the Mormon representative-elect
from Utah.

Previously the house had rejected a
substitute resolution offered by Mr.

Richardson, the leader of the minority, |

to allow Mr. Roberts to be sworn In
and to send the
judiciary committee.

By the terms of the resolution, Mr.

Roberts is now not only excluded from |

all participation in the proceedings of
the house until the committee reports
and the house passes upon his case, but
he is denied a seat in the hall.

The reading of the president’s mes- '

sage was completely overshadowed by
the dramatic proceeding, which result-
ed in the action of the house yester-
day. The galleries were thronged with
spectators, mostly women, who
patiently through the three weary
hours that preceded the debate, and

then waited three more until it was |

concluded. The most remarkable fea-
ture of the debate was the fact that
Mr. Roberts’ presentation of his own
side of the case, which lasted almost
an hour, became so absorbing that he
won the sympathy of many of those

in the galleries, and was several times |

showered with applause.

His opponeny,
Mr. Henry, was sufficiently popular Lo
defeat Hon. William Paterson in 1896,
lbut rvas unseated ' for corruption (by
agents), and in ‘the Dbye-e¢lection was
badly beaten by Mr. Heyd. Mr. Henry's
chroni¢ candidature is beginning
pall on his own panty.

In East Blgin Mr. Brown, Conserva-
tive, had a majority of 29 at the general
election but was .unseated ‘hy ‘the
oourts. The narrow margin by whica
his victory was won will probably dis-
appear in this contest, as bye-elections
have a tendency to swing toward the
powers that be. Mr. D. MclIntyre is
again opposing Mr. Brower and is con-
ducting a vigorous compaign.

In West Elgin ithe vicissitudes of |
party fortunes bewilder speculation.Mr.
McNish, Liberal, and Mr. Macdiarmid,
Conservative, are again in ithe field. |
The latter won by a majonity of one !
in the general elections but was un-
seated and defealted. Mr. McNish, in
turn, resigned his seat when he learn-
ed of the grave wrongs perpetrated by
outsiders whio came into the riding un- |
known to himself or the local Liberal
organization. There are special rea-
sons why sthe Liberal party in West
Elgin should poll its #ull strength in
this election. A victory for Mr. Mec-
Nish will wipe out the stain unjustly
put upon the good name of West Ei-
gin Liberals by the attempt to associate |
them with the tactics imported into
the last campaign. Let them show that
they can win by their own efforts. It
is also due to Mr. McNish to give him
the fullest measure ©of support as an
answer to ithe calumnies which have
been heaped upon him undeservedly.

The President’s Message.

President McKinley’s annual mes-
sage to Congress is not a sensational
document. The most positive feature
of it is the recommendaition that the
gold standard be adopted absolutely
and entirely. There has usually
been some egquivocation in official ut-
terances on the currency question, but !
the President evidently thinks the time
has come when ‘the silver forces in
—Congress can be safely challenged and
the sound money programme carried
to its logical conclusion. The present
abundance of gold in the country
makes it an opportune pericd to insure .
the continuance of the gold standard
by providing adequate gold reserves. ,
The President also reiterates the need
of amending khe national banking act
g0 as to allow of greater elasticity in
circulation. The American banking |
system is one of the worst in the world,
but Congress has always failed to take
hold of it in a thorough, rourageous
manner.

The message contains some common-
place strictures on the itrust evil. To
say that combinations are obnoxious
to the common law and the public wel-
fare, when they control the market in
some particular line “by suppressing
natural and ordinary competition,
whereby prices are duly enhanced to
the general consumer,” is the veriest
platitude. The President recommends
that action be taken to check monopo-
lies and trusts, but he does not sug-
gest the remedy. Neither he nor his |
party will touch the root of the evil,
svhich 1s the tariff. As a sop to public
opindon, Congress may pass some laws,
ostensibly aimed at trusts, but the
chances are that any new steps will |
be as inmeffectual as the present mass
of anti-trust legislation.

DEATH FROM DRINKING LYE.

Ottawa, Dec. 6.—The victim of an
unusual case in medical practice died
at the Protestant Hospital Sunday
morning.

the tube leading to ithe stomach,
through which food is taken. The re-
8ult was that any solid food which the
boy attempted to swallow stuck in the
throat. On Thursday last, in eaiting
an orange, either a seed or some of
the pulp of the fruit lodged in the
tube, and the little fellow’s efforts to
vomit produced a dangerous abscess.
The abscess pressed on the child’s
heart, causing death. The efferlt of lye
in the throat is said to almost invar-
iably result in a similar affection, and
cases of a like nature in Montreal, To-
ronto and New York have terminated
tfatally,

RURAL FREE
MAIL DELIVERY

Experience in the Uﬁited States—The
Postmaster's FPlea.

fChicago Tribune.]

The most interesting feature of As-
sistant Postmaster General Heath’s an-
nual report is his vigorous plea for the
rural free delivery system. He reports
an encouraging degree of success for
the country postal routes already, es-
tablished, and everything seems to fa-
vor a liberal appropriation by the next
congress for the extension of the rural
service.

About ten years ago the free deliv-
ery of mail was triled among the far-
mers of Vermont, but it proved a fail-
ure. The farmers themselves objected
to on the ground that it deprived
them of their frequent visits to town
and interfered with their time-honored
social usages. The experiment . was not
tried long enough to reveal the mani-
fold advantages now discovered in it.
As Mr. Heath says, last year’'s trial
has taken the rural free delivery sys-
tem out of the domain of experiment,
and shown it
tablished agency of progress. From
July 1 to Nov. 1, by an expenditure of
$150,000, the postal department had in

vices, in 40 states and 1 territory, 1‘each-‘
| ing 180,000 persons at an annual cost of
| 84 cents per capita. The average per-
capita cost for free delivery in towns of
| 5,000 population is $2 80 a year. It is ap-
| parent that the free delivery of rural
mails can be greatly extended at a
comparatively small expense.

Mr. Heath’s enthusiasm on the sub-
| ject seems to be shared by the people
| served. There is no longer any room to
| doubt that the free delivery of mail in
rural communities brings beneficial re-
sults. More letters are written, thus
increasing the postal receipts. More
| newspapers and periodicals of all kinds
i are subscribed for, thus proving the
| fears of the country editors to have
been unfounded. Mr, Heath estimates
| that free mail delivery enchances the
! value of farm lands $2 ito $3 an acre. It
! enables the farmers. to come into daily
i touch with the markets and to take
prompt advantage of favorable prices.
Another noteworthy effect is seen in the
constructing of better roads. In order
to get rural free delivery the people
must have their roads in good condi-
: tion. -One group of Indiana farmers
spent $2,600 in grading and graveling a
road in order to have free delivery.
This tendency to improve the country
roads is alone an important point in
favor of extending the service through-
out the nation.

If it costs but 84 cents a year to de-
liver mail to the rural population,there
| seems to be no reason why the farmers
| should not enjoy all the educational
advantanges of
with the world at large. The mere
breaking of the monotony of farm
life by the daily arrival of the postman
has a moral value. No doubt the time
will come when the farmers of the
United States will ship their produce
to town by trolley lines, and get their
daily paper before breakfast like the
dwellers in cities. The discovery that
the time is ripe for the establishing of
free mail delivery is one of the import-
ant developments of the McKinley ad-
ministration. Congress should make a
liberal appropriation for the extension
of the service.

AT THE CRAND

One of the Greatest Musical
Successes of the Year.

Fashionable Audience Orowded the
Theater to the Doors—Local Chorus
of Unusual Merit—A Hint to Soloists.

Probably never before had the Grand
Opera House held such an audience as
last mnight crowded every available
space from 'the orchestra to the re-
motest corner of the gallery. The
boxes were filled, and the ladies in
force invaded the gallery, usually sac-
red to the ‘“‘gods.”

But “The Messiah”! It was a magni-
ficent production throughout. The
chorus numbered 175 vioi ices, and ‘the
orchesitra about 50 inst'ruments a large
number of which were in the hands of
ladies. ‘The opening overture showed
at once what the orchesirr were cap-
able of, and its rendition : is a ‘beau-
tiful omen of what might e expected
during the evening’s entertainment.
The orchestra was ‘omposed mainly of
strings, with just enough brass to assist
in the heavier work of the chorus.
Under the baton of Mr. Roselle Pococke
it was under complete control, being
moderated to perfection for ~the solo-
ists, and full and precise for the cho-
ruses, and withal at no time so promi-
nent as ito detract from the voices.
The chorus has never been excelled in
this city—of great volume, excellently
balanced, no voice predominating, it
would indeed have been a treat had
not a solo been provided. 'Of course,
in a great concerted work such as
“The Messiah,” the cherus is the prin-
cipal feature, and too much praise can-
not be given the members of Mr.
Pococke’s chorus for their grand per-
formance of last evening. The many
mumbers ‘cf ithe oratorio were given
with a steadiness and sustained tone
and harmony ‘that was at times glorious
and inspiring, while the finer passages
were rendered ~with feeling and pre-
cision. The attack and intonation were
excellent—in fact, 1t 'would be difficuit
to select an instance where the score
was not accurately interpreted. Taken
with ithe orchestra, the ensemble has
never been excelled, if equaled, in this
city, and was a wcause of unbounded
pleasure to all present, and the audi-
ence included both the critic and the
“crank,” the latter of whom is rareiy
ever dispased ‘to give credit to any
effort. The most difficult number was
“All we like sheep,” and in this the
fugue movement was rendered with a
steadiness and precision that is rareiy
attained by such a large number of
amateur voices. “For unto us a child
is born” was given with much spirit,
the attack in this number being speci-
ally commendaible. The favorite
‘“Hailelujah’” chorus brought the en-
semble to its grandest tone, the breadth
of volume and grand melody being
enchanting. At the introduction- %o
this number the entire audience arose
and remained standing to the finish® of
.

Miss Detta E. Ziegler, of Toronto,
was the soprano sololat. She possesses
a rich, sweet voice, which has improv-
ed wonderfully of late, and it s under
excellent control. Her rendering of
“Rejoice greatly, O daughter 'of Zion,”
was a splendid effort, and elicited the
hearty recognition of ithe critical audi-
ence. “I kuow that my Redeemer
liveth” received a thorough interpreta-
tion, her purity of tone, perfect amnticu-
lation and delicate phrasing being par-
ticularly pleasing. *“But ithou didst not
leave” was also a splendld effort.

‘Mrs. Frank Mackelcan, contralto,
of Hamilton, is no stranger to
London audiernices in _  classical
productions, The aria, “He shail
flock 1like a shepherd,”
was rendered with delightful expres-
sion; while in *“He was despised and
rejected” the singer’s powers and full
round mezzo woice were given plenty
of scope. Mrs. Mackelcan recelved a
full share of the pfentiful applause.
