The first
two times we were In the most ad-
vanced trenches along with some
English troops, and the trenches
were only 50 and 75 yards apart in
places. The first day we were un-
der fire one of the English soldiers
I was having breakfast with got a
bullet 'n the chest and bled to
death in a couple of minutes., |
helped put him down. It was my
first taste of real war, and made
me feel a little queer for a while,
but | soon got over it.

Sleeping in Dugouts.

We are now in the reserve
trenches, sleeping in dugouts all
day and turning out at night to
work. We have to carry all the
provisions, ammunition and other
accessories to the firing line. It is
a lot more dangerous than being at
the front. because the Germans are
always on the lookout for us and
greet us with a shower of bullets
every time they catch us in the
open, on which occasion we have to
lie down flat in the mud and keep
still as mice till the firing stops.
You ought to see us; we sure are
some sight when relleved, plastered
from head to foot with mud. It
Isn’t any joke wading around up to
your knees in mud with a sack of
provisions on your shoulder and the
Germans sending up lights to get a
good shot at your head. Nearly ail
our fellows have got hit in the head.

We have just been paid 15 francs
(83) (some money) for a good feed.
I haven't tasted an egg for ages.

SINGS SCOTS SONGS.
A Falkirk man with the Royal Scots,
writing home from the front says: The
Germans at times are very lively. They
are very good at Scots songs and one
especially is good in singing “Auld
Robin Gray.” At night we can hear
them singing quite plainly, for in some
places their trenches are only a mat-
ter of about 130 yards from our
trenches, Sometimes when they are in
a good mood they put up a target for
us and mark the place we hit with
a shovel, but should you expose your
own head above the parapet they don’t
hesitate in taking it for a target. Their
snipers are \?ﬂ'y good shots.

SHARPSHOOTING DUEL,

A private writes:

I saw a regular having what is
called a “friendly duel” with a German
sharpshooter. He had his head well
above the top of the trench, and, tak-
ing careful aim, fired. Immediately
therse was an echo as the German re-
plied, and the earth close to the Eng-
lishman’s head was kicked up by a
pullet. Without turning a hair, “Tom-
my”’ repeated the process, and again
the Teuton replied. A third time the
same thing happened, and then the
Englishman, without any visible sign
of feeling, got down into safety, re-
marking, ‘“My luck’s out, I'll let him
alone a bit.”

NARROW ESCAPES.

Writing from the theatre of war an
officer says: I have had one or two
escapes, not go narrow as lucky, which
will give you an idea of the marks-
manship of the Germans &across the
way. On the first occasion I was out
of my dug-out with my company com-
mander, and our gung had been pop-
ping shells into their trenches for
about an hour when they decided evi-
dently to retaliate.

All day it was kept up, and our own
guns replied until early in the after-
noon, when it grew quieter and we
had a little rest, Somehow or other
the Germans must have got wind of
our changing over, as just about 6:30‘
p.m. one of their 18-pounder guns sent
one shell over. It landed on top of my
dug-out on the left-hand side, burst
and smashed in” the entire left side|

Aid Frcm Businessmen,

Some of them do know these
things in a vague way; most of
them have not given the matter any
thought. The writer does not want
to pose as an authority on the cattle
industry of this province, but he is
learning what it means to allow this
magnificent trade to go past our
doors and wants to secure the co-
operation of the businessmen of Lon-
don in an attempt to divert some
of it to our own benefit.

Londoners’ Eyes Opened.

The sale put on in this city last
week by the Western Ontario Con-
signment and Sales Company opened
the eyes of Londoners to the possi-
bilities of the business. After prac-
tically no advertising whatever these
people were able to bring to London
in the neighborhood of 400 stockmen
interested in pure-bred animals. The
sale was a splendid success in every
way, but it was a mere flea bite to
what we can expect at their next
sale, and the same thing will be re-
peated six days in the week when
our cattle market is opened for busi-
ness, though perhaps on a smaller
scale.

Bigger Than Toronto.

It is estimated that Western On-
tario provides from 40 to 60 per
cent of the catile marketed in To-
ronto every year. That being the
case, it is safe to assume that Lon-
don will get at least 20 per cent of
that business as a starter, and many
who know the situation are ready to
wager that before London’s stock-
yards are in operation ten years we
will be doing a larger business than
Toronto. We ought to, because we
are in the centre of the cattle-rais-
ing district. The Swifts are sole
owners of the Union Stockyards,
Toronto.

Trade Ten Cars Weekly.

The stockyards committee have
promises of business that Ileads
them to expect an initial trading of
10 cars per week, and even that
number of cars per week will bring
into the city to do business around
500 men for the year, men who spend
money. Let us take a look at how
this works out in Toronto: For the
four days ending April 8 the receipts
of cattle, hogs, sheep and calves in
Toronto were 275 cars, with which at
least 250 men went to that city, and
spent money. Taking that number as
the average per week (though it was
only for four days), we find that the
total is 13,000 for the year, and a city
paper was not far astray when it
stated the other day that the stock-
vards would bring 10,000 people to
this city every year.

Up to Citizens.

1 have already tried to show that
we can save the citizens on the price
of their meat. It ought to work out
that way and will; and it is up to
the businessmen of this city, what-
ever the nature of their business, to
go to the polls and vote for the es-
tablishment of a cattle market. We
are on the point of officially open-
ing our own electrified railway to
Port Stanldy, and with a line of
steamers to the head of the lakes,
the cattle trade from Western On.
tario will go over our line to the
Northwest instead of via Toronto if
we establish our own stockyards,

Let me impress this point: the
proposed stockyards will handle not
only cattle, but sheep, hogs, calves,
horses, and 1ast but not least, stock-
ers, the unfinished cattle that the
_graziers buy up to fatten and market
in a finished condition.

Judge Hughes was born at Kings-
bridge, South Devon, England, May T,
1820. His father was a dissenting* min-
ister and emigrated to Canada in 1832,
sett®ng at Montreal, where he died
shortly afterwards. The fatherless boy
was adopted by Gideon Ackland, a law-
ver, who lived in Perth, but owing to
a change in Mr. Ackland’'s circum-
stances, Mr. Hughes entered the em-
'p‘.oy of the Hon. Malcolm Cameron, in
the publication of the Bathurst Cour-
fer.

In 1835 he removed to the London
district, where he was adopted by his
| brother-in-law, the late Hon. John
| Wilson, the leading lawyer in the west-
| ern circuit.

; Educated in London.
| Here he received his education in
the London grammar schools and after-
wards as a student in Mr. Wilson’s law
| office. In 1841 he acted as clerk of the
| village of London.

Mr. Hughes was called to the bar in
| Michaelmas term in 1842, settle at
| Woodstock and practiced his profession
| there until 1847, when he entered part-
| nership with the Hon. John Wilson, re-
maining in London until October, 1853
He was appointed judge of Elgin County
upon its parting from Middlesex in the
year 1853, and was retired by act of
Parliament on account of age in 1903.

Judge Hughes ranked ag probably the
oldest distinguished resident of St.
Thomas. He was present at the laying
of the cornerstone of the St. Thomas
courthouse in 1852, ang held the first
court of the new county in the old town
hall and the first court in the new
courthouse in 1854.
