The Shah has appointed the Russian 

colonel of Cossacks to the position of 
governor of Teheran. The Shah has 
issued orders that one house, belong­
ing to persons opposed to him, be 
bombarded each day. i

The members of the European col­
ony are indignant over the atrocities 
occurring before their eyes, although 
they themselves remain unharmed.

The Shah has given orders that the 
chancellery of Parliament again be 
bombarded. Workmen are at present 
engaged in demolishing the remains 
of the parliamentary building proper. 
Many of the deputies took refuge at 
the British legation.

It is now declared that three of the 
best-known agitators have been 
hanged at the Shah's orders.

The bazars are being kept open un­
der compulsion. The Shah has ordered 
that new parliamentary elections be 
held. High-born Persians are in con­
stant fear that their houses may be 
destroyed and pillaged at any mo­
ment.

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Toronto, June 25.—Mr. Frank A. 
Rolph, president of the Toronto 
branch of the Canadian Manufactur­
ers’ Association, in his address at the 
annual meeting, spoke of the material 
decrease in imports and duties col­
lected, but the trade for the twelve 
months ending March, 1908, still 
showed an increase of $16,130,005 over 
1907.

“The sudden industrial depression, 
such as we have experienced," said Mr. 
Rolph, “proves tne force of the manu­
facturers' arguments for increased 
protection on certain lines by showing 
how inadequate were the present du­
ties to keep the home markets for 
Canadians. The dumping clause was 
of some assistance in stopping the 
slaughtering of foreign goods in Can­
ada from United States manufacturers, 
but it is slow in action. While the 
Government showed commendable ac­
tivity when called upon to enforce it, 
It was clearly demonstrated that some 
machinery will have to be devised to 
make undervaluation of goods easily 
detected and so prevented."

“But," he continued, “the future is 
brightened as we look around us and 
see on every.hand abundant evidences 
of good crops, which only require a 
continuance of the fine weather we 
are enjoying to insure the realization 
of a bountiful harvest. It is true we 
cannot regain the high level of 1906, 
and the early part of 1907 as quickly 
as we lost it, but without being unduly, 
optimistic, I think I am safe in pre- 
dieting a gradual recovery in business 
which will cause us to forget the 
worries of the past few months in the 
busy whirr of our factory wheels in 
the months to follow. Already the 
crop prospects are restoring confi­
dence, money is easier, and business 
in many lines of manufacture is im­
proving. Let us hope that prospects 
for good harvests in the west, on 
which so much depends, will be real­
ized."

Cornwall, June 26.—Mr. J. G. Weller, 
superintendent of the Welland Canal, 
is here to direct the repairs to the 
Cornwall Canal.

The Government 
had, it was true, power to include the 
outside service, but no policy in that 
regard had, he said, been announced. 
He believed the service was on the 
whole a fine body, but there was dead 
wood in it that should be removed. It 
was necessary to get rid of that, and 
to do so some system of superannua­
tion was absolutely necessary.

Mr. Fisher gave his reasons for not 
bringing in the whole outside service 
at once. It would be difficult, he said, 
to bring in at the present time the 
small postmasters and other officials

Hamilton—On Hamilton Bay at the 
western end of Lake Ontario.

(c) Montreal is the chief port for 
Canadian exports and imports and the 
abundant waterpower supplied by the 
rapids gives the city a good oppor­
tunity to develop manufactures.

Toronto is pre-eminently a city of 
wholesale warehouses; it is a distri­
buting center for western and north­
ern Ontario. It. has excellent railway 
and steamboat connections.

Winnipeg owes its importance to its 
situation, almost equally distant from 
the Atlantic and the Pacific Oceans, 
and on the line of the great railways, 
and at the entrance to the prairie sec­
tion. Hence it is a great distributing 
point.

Quebec does a large shipping trade, 
and is a lumbering and manufacturing 
center.

Ottawa is the seat of the Federal 
Government, and is an important cen­
ter of the lumbering trade.

Hamilton is a center for the manu­
facture of heavy machinery, agricul­
tural implements. It obtains electric 
power at a low price.

TICS.

The local river water organ has 
twice reprinted a table of statistics 
from a Toronto paper which does a 
serious injustice to this city.

CANADA AND FRENCH EMIGRA­
TION.

A cry, which is as baseless as it is 
familiar, is that the present minister 
of the interior and his immediate pre- 
decessor, Hon. Clifford Sifton, have 
been opposed to all French Immigra­
tion. Mr. Monk, the Quebec Con­
servative leader, recently echoed this 
try in the House of Commons, point­
ing to the fact that last year over 
17,000 emigrants went out from 
French ports to the Argentine Re­
public, as evidence that there is in 
France a field for the distribution of 
Canadian immigration literature.

A study of the facts will convince 
any fair-minded man how greatly 
misrepresented the present and for­
mer minister of the interior have 
been.

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London, June 24.—The Pan-Angli­
can Congress concluded today with a 
solemn service in the afternoon at St. 
Paul’s Cathedral, at which the bishops 
presented a thank-offering from the 
diocese, laying on the altar vouchers 
for £333,208.

The service was most impressive. 
The cathedral was crowded long be­
fore the ceremony began, and a large 
number of persons, who were unable 
to gain admittance, remained around 
the outer doors and eventually joined 
the service at the appointed time. 
There was an imposing procession of 
more than 200 bishops in gorgeous 
robes and numerous other ecclesias­
tics in their robes of office.

The procession left the crypt and 
marched through the streets to enter 
the great west doors. The choir met 
the processionists at the doors and 
headed them up the nave, singing the 
Litany. The Most Rev. Randall Dav­
idson, Archbishop of Canterbury and 
Primate of All England, preceded by a 
magnificent primatial cross and fol­
lowed by a train-bearer and his chap­
lains, brought up the rear.

The prelates having taken their 
places in the chancel, the organ and 
choir led with a familiar hymn of 
praise, which, taken up by 7,000 voices, 
flooded the cathedral and the neigh­
boring streets. The Archbishop of 
Canterbury made a brief statement of 
the purpose of the ceremony, after 
which he headed a long line of arch­
bishops and bishops, who laid upon the 
altar parchment vouchers of contribu­
tions. It was an Imposing and digni­
fied ceremony, and it was followed by 
a hymn of thanksgiving, a solemn Te 
Deum and the benediction.

present. A sewer had been laid this 
spring, and as a result the road was 
uneven, and in fact unsafe. He 
thought that if some gravel and the 
steam roller were put on the road it 
would do for a long time.

Allow it to Settle.
Mr. McLeod thought it a mistake 

to put a pavement down at this time 
owing to the fact that it would take 
almost a year at least for the road to 
settle, on account of the new sewer.

Mr. F. C. Fraser said that there 
were 1,087 feet frontage on the street 
and practically all the demand for the 
pavement came from Perrins, who 
own 262 feet. He did not think it 
fair that the owners who control 825 
feet of the frontage, should be taxed 
because the owners of a much smaller 
part desired a pavement.

Aid. Rose thought the matter 
should be put over for another year. 
It had been the practice of the com­
mittee not to lay a pavement on a 
street for a year after a sewer had 
been built on it, and in this case the 
same rule should be followed. The 
sewer contractor must keep the street 
in repair for nine months more, and 
he was of the opinion if that were 
done there would be little cause for 
complaint.

Ald. Stewart did not think it right 
to force a pavement on the people if 
they did not desire it. This was not
