London, Dec. 3.—A number of the
morning papers contain comment on the
burning of the Irish town of Midleton
on Saturday, several remarking that it

to such reprisals. Nowhere is there
outspoken approval of the punishment
meted out to the Irish village by Major-
General Sir Edward Strickland, and
there evidently is some reluctance to
indorse this methoq of keeping order.

| destroyed as a result of an ambush ot
police near that town last Wednesday.
Declaration is made that the authorities
hag decided that the people living in
certain houses in the vicinity of the
outrage must have known of the plot to
anrbush the police, and that after the
inmates of the houses selected for de-
struction had been warned to leave, the
buildings were set on fire. The occu-
pants were permitted to remove their

{ valuables, but had to leave their furni-

ture behind them.

While declining to question the act of
! burning the houses, on the ground that
it was a drastic measure, the

He
frankly admitted in this same speech
that Germany’s action in invading Bel-
gium had been morally and legally
wrong. He justified
grounds of ‘‘military necessity.”

‘““Our troops have occupied Luxem-
berg and perhaps have found it nsces-
sary to invade Belgian territory,” he
said on August, 1914,

Was Forced Out.

Dr. von Bethmann-Hollweg was chan-
cellor of Germany from July 4, 1909, |
to July 14, 1917, He was succeeded
in the office by Dr. George Michaelis,
an appointee of the former kaiser. It
was said that Von Bethmgann-Hollweg
was forced out of office through the
efforts of the militarists, headed by Von
Hindenburg and Ludendorff, largely be-
cause of his ‘‘scrap of paper’ state-
ment and his admission that the Ger-
man invasion of Belgium was unjust.
The former chancellor had on several
occaslons issued statements blaming.
the militaristg for the war, these ap- ;
pearing in 1916 anq 1917, while in the
two previous years he had frequently |
declared that England alone was re- |
sponsible. !

Dr, von Bethmann-Hollweg received !
prominent aitention throughout the
world in June, 1919, when he formally
asked the Allied and associated powers
to place him on trial instead of the
former kaiser, The supreme ecouncil
decided to ignore his request. He was
often mentioned ag among those who
might be tried by the Allies for politl-
cal offences. in connection with the
origin of the war.

His national activities before 1914
were marked by his strong opposition
to democratization of Germany. At
times he was sharply outspoken in his
deflance of socialism, and he rejected
any move to make himself and the
other German ministers responsible to
the Reichstag. In the early stages of
the war, however, he became known as
a moderate. Late in 1919 reportg from
Geneva said he was credited in diplo-
matic circles there as being at the
bottom of a monarchist movement in
favor of both the Hohenzollerns and
Hapsburgs, the nucleus of which wase
said to be under way in Switzerland.

of office Dr. von Bethmann-Hollweg
threw out peace feelers, particularly
in 1916, when he invited the Allies to
enter negotiations. All of his overtures
contained only the vaguest indications
regarding the German attitude on a
peace settlement and they were re-
Jected.

It was on the failure of his peace
efforts in December 1918, that he in-
dorsed unlimited submarine warfare.

Dr. von Bethmann-Hollweg, born 1856,
the son of Mathias A von Bethmann-
Hollweg, professor of civil law at Bonn
and a grandson of a member of Jewish
banking family of Von Bethmann of
Frankfort. He was educated at the
Pforta gymnasium and at the uni-
versities of Strasburg, Leipsic and Ber-
lin. [Entering the Prussian adminis-
trative service In 1882, he rose to the
position of president of the province
of Brandenburg in 1899..d1 1905 he was
appointed Prussian minister of the in-

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THREE-DAY SPELL
OF GRIMELESS CITY

Eighteen Persons Faced the
Magistrate At First 1921
"~ Sitting of Court.

BRUTAL ASSAULT

Three Brothers Are Fined for
Assaulting Companion Fol-
lowing Card Game.

Although the year 1920 became abso-
lutely righteous, so far as this city was
concerned, during the last few feeble
days of its existence, 1921, as an infant,
gave many indications of inherent wild-
ness and immorality in the _loca! police
gourt today. In contrast to the old
year, which established a - city record
of three straight days without a crime

immediately pefore it passed into eter-
nity, the new year brought eighteen
persons charged with various offences
committed during the first two days of
its existence to the first sitting of
police court,
* On the very day of its birth it gave
evidence that it did not like a crimeless
city such as 1920 had made London, for
two drunks and one vagrant fell into
the clutches of the police during New
Year's Day. Not, however, until the
second day did it really kick over the
traces, and although it was Sunday,
sixteen people were lodged in the cells.
Three To One.
Thomas Anderson, 480 Charlotte
street, Jameg Anderson of the same ad-
dress and Simon Anderson, 493 Talbot
street, were fined $5 and costs each for
demolishing the ®ountenance of Allen
Benedick, as the result of a dispute aris-
ing over a card game played in Simon
Anderson’s room in the Talbot street
house. They pleaded not guilty, but the
magistrate absolutely refused to be)leve
their stories, each of which were differ-

ent.

According to the evidence given by
Benedick, he was playing cards with the
other three. James Anderson claimed
that a pair of aces beat two pair, and
so he grabbed a five-dollar bill which
had been put up as stakes. Benedick
claimed that he won the money, so he
struck at Anderson, whereupon the three
Andersons piled on him. They cut his
eyes, blackened both of them, and gen-
erally bruised his face. He escaped from
the house, and went to the police sta-
tion, where he laid a charge of assault,
occasloning bodily harm, against the
three of them. :

Poiice Sergt. R. Monteith and Con-
stables J. Oakley and T Tomlin went
to the house and put the three Ander-
sons under arrest. To the police the
trio admitted the assault, but when
they appeared in court today they de-
nied the charge. They claimed that
Benedick was drunk when he came to
the house angq that he fell over and cut
his face. Ag one of them, however,
sald the plaintiff, had cut his face on
the dresser, and the other two claimed
it was on the head of the bed and on
the wash stand, respectively, the
magistrate would not believe any of
them.

Benedick's face was In a terrible
condition when he appeared in court.
His eyes were nearly closed, his nose
swollen, and his face and clothing cov-
ered with, blood.

Createq a Disturbance.

As the result of complaints made by

his neighbors, . Charles Thompson and
four friends, .local men, who had come
to spend Sunday evening with him,
were arraigned in court. Sergt. Willlam
McCullough, who conducted the rald
upon Thompson's house at 425 Oxford
street, said that the men were creating
a disturbance by shouting and using
foul language, which could be heard on
the street. Although Thompson said
that he dig not hear the racket, be-
cause he was asleep at the time, they
all pleaded guilty of being disorderly,
and were fined $10 each. Thompson was
g?von a warning that he must not have
disorderly people in hig house again.
“I have a good notion to choke you
to death,” said Duncan DeGraw of
ithis city, to Edgar Wyatt, 633 York

He then proceeded to
icarry out his threat by seizing Wyatt,
who is lame, by the throat and throwing
him to the ground. As the result of a
complaint laid by the boy's father De-
Graw and a companion named Dan T.

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A GOOD DAY’S WORK.
The voters of London put in a good day’s
work on Saturday in re electing to office Mayor
Littlé and every member of last vear’s councii

who was a candidate. The fine majority given
the mayor is at once a tribute to his adminis-
«tration of last year and a vivid demonstration
fof 'th'e fact that the citizens desire a business-
like, careful, comservative administration. At
no time in the history of the city has it been
50 mecessary that the city's affairs should be
in the hands of experienced officeholders, men
who are devoted to the public interest.

HELP BY CLEARING THIS LAND..

The farmers can take a very real part in a
permanent policy gfor relieving unemployment.
Let thousands of ¥ndividual farmers apply for
push lots of 160 acres each in the clay lands

Northern Ontario. All applications should

focalized in townships, most suitable for
future settlement. At convenient centres in
puch townships the governments—should pro-
wvide comfortable and attractive community
gamps. Farm hands should be hired by the
year. Instead of being turned adrift when the
busy season is over to congregate in the towns
and cities, they could go north for a short per-
jod to help in clearing the bush lots for their
oﬁloyorn. They would not, of course, be asked
to live in shacks on the individual lots. They
would reside at the mnearest community camp
and share in all its social activities.

There need be no elaborate preparation for
this work. Men in charge of a practical bush
foreman could be sent north at once with warm
clothing, tents and small portable sawmills. A
suitable site for a community camp could be
selected in the centre of each township opened,
aid the necessary buildings erected. The work
of felling trees, cutting ties, pulpwood and other
lumber could be started immediately.

Because of existing conditions of sett.lement
many men, even among the unemployed, are
naturally loath to face the hardships involved.
But this prejudice can be largely overcome
when the men are well clothed and housed in
fully-equipped community camps. Why spend
so much on ablebodied men in the cities, when
an equal expenditure in well organized efforts
would provide stimulating employment to many
thousands in the healthier environment of the
north. Well4ed men in comfortable community
camps,\not the bread lines of the cities is the
solution.

Let Canada for all time abandon the foolish
policy of homesteading her bush clay lands by
individuals, working separately against unequal
barriers. Rather let her undertake now a great
permanent land-clearing policy by using large
gangs of unemployed men, living in community
camps, supplied with every facility for education
and entertainment-—the movies not excepted.

MENTAL THRIFT.

The importance of mental thrift was explained
by Alexander C. Humphreys, LL.D., president
Stevens Institute of Technology, at the recen' meet-
ing of life insurance presidents at the Astor House,!
New York. It was the ablest speech delivered at!
the meeting.

The chairman, Fred A. Howland, president ofj
the National Life Insurance Company of Montpelier,
Vermont, in introducing Dr. Humphreys, sald:

“A prominent educator recently provoked much
comment by suggesting that a defect in modern
education kas that we taught how to get a living
rather than how to live. Fortunately we have men
at the head of some of our great institutions who
are teaching the youth of. the land how to solve
both of these problems. Mental thrift is not a sub-
Ject that suggests the laboratory, yvet it is to be!
dlscu‘sed by the president of one of our greatest
technical institutiens. We are privileged indeed to
listen to Dr. Humphreys, president of Stevens
Institute of Technology, businessman, engineer, edu-
cator and economist.”

The following is the report of Dr. Humphreys'
remarks, as given in the Insurance Press of New
York: ‘

“It is welitha t we should do our best ail of us,
to encourage and develop materjal thrift in our-
selves anq in those around us. The life insurance
companles are doing a great work in this connection
when their plans are indicated by mental thrift, and
then these plans are honestly followed by the com-
pPanies’ employees, especially by their agents.

““But mental thrift, in the first instance, is of far
more importance to the world at large than material
thrift. First, because this leads to right thinking
and so give us the basis for right doing. And right
doing will necessarily leag to materfal thrift. I am,
of course, not including that kind of ‘thrift’ which |
designedly aims to accumulate selfishly at the ex-
pense of others.

“In the intellectual fleld the responsibility for
straight and honest thinking should be greater than
in any other one fleld. And yet in Russia today it
is not the mass of the people who are responsible
for the conditions which are so dangerous, but it is
the ‘Intellectuals’ who are leading the people of
that unhappy country astray and alse trying to
carry their wild schemes into other countries, in-
cluding the United States.

“Mental thtift for the masses means theat they
who have little time, little equipment, or little in-
clination for consecutive and correct thinking on
questions affecting the community as a whole,
should have the facts supplieq to them by those
who are equipped for this most important work,
and who are honest enough to give out the truth
without fear or favor. You say this is ideal and
to uch to expect. Granted. But this is what we
should strive for, and what should be the standard
'by which to judge those who try to lead the masses.

“One way in which the masses are misinformead
and falsel; guided as to their opiniong is through
the emphasis laid in the daily press upon the de-
partures from right doing on the part of those who
occupy positions of prominence. For instance; a
case of misappropriation of funds, or of sharp
practice verging on criminality, is given prominence
in the papers, and so too many people are led to
believe that financiers and businessmen as a class
generally are dishonest and not to be trustgd.

NO CAUSE FOR ALARM.
[Quebec Telegraph.]
There is apparently no reason for any prudent
Canadian to take alarm at the period of recon-
struction upon which we have entered. Price
readjustment has so far proceeded without panic
and without evidence of serious dislocation of
business. There are no signs of a collapse such!
as occurred in 1893, and again in a lesser degree
in 1907. The decline of prices has resulted in
heavy losses in a few industries. The most con-
spicuous example of this is the collapse of sugar,
involving, the refiners state, the loss of ,the bulk
of the capital invested in their business. But
even in the case of the reflners there is a silver
lining to the clouds of depression. When the
books of the conipanies and the bank accountg of
the group of dbig businessmen who are the chief
owners of the refineries are submitted for Govern-
ment inspection it will probably be discovered
that they made very considerable profits during
the sugar gamble, apart entirely from their earn-
ings in Canada. It is stated that one of the re-
fineries obtained a profit of several million dollars
from-a deal involving the purchase and sale of
raw sugar that never reached Canada, and the
money thus obtained will help substantially to
absorb the ghock of fajling prices on refined sugar
now that the gamble over. The refiners talked
of the possibility of a general financial callapse if
sugar importation was not subjected to an- em-
bargo. Nothing of the kind occurred, or is likely
to. The prices of wheat, oats, cattle, wool, hides,
milk- used in condensing plants, and many other

INTOXICATED CARROTS.

In connection with the influence of
alcohol, Sir J. C. Bose, in the botanic
section of the British Assgciation, pro-
vided perhaps the most delightful lec-
ture of the entire week, writes the
London correspondent of the Medical
Record. He told how at his botanic in-
stitute in Calcutta he discovered that
all plants reacted to stimulus, and their
action closely resembled those of human
organisms under similar tests,

By delicate instruments he had suc-
ceeded in making plants record their
own movements. A carrot became in-
toxicated under alcohol, and the re-
cording instrument showed a line which
from being straight became erratic.
Under chloroform gr ether a plant be-
came unconscious.” He placed the nor-
mal rate of the growth of a plant at
300,000th part of an inch in a second

He claimed for, his discoveries, and
partizularly for cé¥tain magnifiers, that
they would be of great use to agricul-
turists, instancing that he had found
that certain substances supposed to be
harmful if administered in very small
quantities tended to stimulate growth.

BALLOON FOUND,
CREW IS SAFE

U. S. Naval Balloon Landed
Near Moose Factory,
Hudson Bay.

ROCKAWAY, N.Y., Jan. 2.—(Bulletin.)
—The missing United States navy
balloon, A-5598. landed twenty miles
northeast of Moose Factory, Ontario,
December 14, and. the crew of three
men is safe at a Hudson Bay trading
post, according to a telegram received
at the naval air station here tonight.

News of the aeronauts’ safety was

received in the following telegram from
them from Mattice, Ontario:

“‘Driven by storm Monday, 12-13, west
by north at lower Hudson Bay; forced
to land 2 p.m., 13-14, about ten miles
north by east of Moose Factory, On-
tario. Latitude 51-50; longitude, "81.00.
Lost in forest four days. Crew safe at
Hudson Company post. WIll leave on
first available means of transportation
to railroad which is by dog sled and
will take about nine days. Leaving here
Monday, December 27."°

Moose Factory, where the balloon
landed is located on James Bay at the

mouth of the Moose River, and is about
250 miles north of Cochrane, Ontario.

PLAN T0 BOYCOTT
CONNAUGHT VISIT:

Sends Sympathy To
Irish.

NAGPUR, India, Jan. 2.—A boycott
on the proposed visit of the Duke of
Connaught to the east and a tribute
to the memory of the late Lord Mayor
MacSwiney of Cork were voted in reso-

lutions adopted by the Indian National
Congress in session here, A message |
of sympathy to the Irish in theiri
struggle for independence was also!
drafted and dispatched.

. A royal proclamation to India, issued
in London last August, said the Prince
of Wales would not visit India this
winter to inaugurate reform legisla-
tion, but that the Duke of Connaught,
former governor-general of Canada,
would undertake these duties. Dis-
patches which appeared previously ini
the London paﬁers forecast the Prince
would not make the trip. The con-
dition of unrest among certain sections
of the natives and anti-British propa-
ganda carried on by dissatisfied native
leaders were said to make it inadvis-
able to expose the prince to possibili-
ties of a hostile reception. The native
leaders were reported to be exciting
their followers by proclaiming the
Turkish treaty to be an attack on
their religion and its head.

GOTHAM TURNS
T0 EAST RIVER

Once More Well-To-Do Folk
Are Setting Up Firesides
Near Water.

NEW YORK, Jan. 2.—After an ab-
sence of more than three-quarters of a
century from the East Side well-to-do

folks, residents of the Fifth avenue dis-
trict, are once meore setting up fire-
sides on the brink of the East River.

When James Monroe was the chief
magistrate of the country and for manyv
years before and after his stay at the
white house, a home on the East River
front was a mark of affluence. It was
not until commerce began to crowd the
peaceful waterway to the Long Island
Sound that attention was directed to,
inland home locations, especially Fifth
avenue, which had been designed par-
ticularly for fine home development.

Now after all these years of Fifth
avenue, interest in living on the easty
water front of aMnhattan has been re-
vived in a small way. There are eigh-
teen houses in the cluster acquired,
forming the east front of Sutton place
from Fifty-seventh to Fifty-eighth
street and the southside of the Fifty-
eighth street block from Sutton place
over to the river, a right angle forma-
tion or great "L’ of Brownstone high
stoops, brick and mortar.

The area behind the formation, in-
stead of being subdivided by back
yards, is an open space, once a beauti-
ful garden. Extremnie care has heen ex-
ercised in forming the colony, which
is to be exclusive socially and so pro-
tected legally by covenants that it will
remain as planned, for the property
cannot be used for any purpose other
than fine homes.

The group is not to be raised but en-
tirely rebuilt. Each house owner may
build a tea room in the garden. The
plans of the colony call for an expendi-
ture of $1,250,000.

FIRE HOMES
END AMBUSCADES

Drastic Action To Stop De-
liberate Murder of Police
in Ireland.

DUBLIN. Jan. 2.—A general head-
quariers report today, the first com-
munication of its kind ever issued, ex-
plains that the burnings at dleton
and near Glebehouse were the result
of an armed ambush on a police patrol
on Midleton by civiliang last Wednes-
day night, when one pRoliceman was
killed and eight others wounded, two
of whom have since died.

The report points to the formal
adqption of punishment by burning in
cases where householderg are believed
to have knowledge of attacks on
police or soldiers.

‘‘As a result of an ambush on the
olice at Midleton and near Glebe-
ouse,’’ it stated, “the military gov-
ernor decided that certain houseg in
the vicinity of the outrage should be
destroyed, as the inhabitants were
bound to have known of the ambush.

At Listowel, County Kerry, in the
martial law area, crown forces were
fired on by civilians while arresting
wanted men. They returned the fire,
killing one and wounding two who were
captured and sent to a hospital. Five
arrests were made.

FURTHER RESTRICTIONS.

CORK, Jan. 2.—Any person knowing
others to possess arms or ammunition
must report the fact immediately, or
render himself liable to prosecntion,
Major-Gen. Sir Edward Strickland, co:a-
manding the troops in Munster, an-
nounced - today in a notice issued here.
It is also forbidden to assigt rebels in
any way, by providing them with fcod,
clothing, vehicles or shelter. The order
is effective Tuesday.

The people are warned that they must.
not fail to report the rebels and their
movements without the slightest delay.
Appearance before a military court s
the alternative, the notice states, adding
that an attitude of neutrality inconsis-
ent with the position of the locality is
punishable. It declares that persons who
do not do their utmost to prevent dam-
age to government property will be
dealt with severely in person and in
estate.

Sending of code telegrams without
permission of the police inspector is
banned, and the use of wireless or car-
rier pigeons is prohibited. All meetings
and assemblies are forbidden, six adults
being considered a meeting,

The notice issued today is in addition
to a proclamation recently announced
requiring that the occupants of houses
affix a list of residents on the inner
side of the door, and holding them re-
sponsibie for the conduct of such listed
persons.

RIGOROUS ENFORCEMENT.

LONDONDERRY, Ireland, Jan. 2.—
The rigor with which the authorities
are enforcing the law against the
possession of armg was shown here
yesterday, when a court-martial sen-
tenced a man to seven years' penal
servitude for possession of a revolver
and 75 rounds of cartridges. A solict-
tor was sentenced to six months’ im-
prisonment for possession of five
rounds of ammunition.

MRS. DE VALERA SILENT.

DUBLIN, Jan. 2.—Mrs. De Valera
refuseg to say whether her husband,
Eamon De Valera, whose wherralouts
is a matter of mystery, is in lIreland.
Questioned by the Asscclated Press
today, she merely smile and shook her
head.

“l agreel when I left New York,”
she said. ‘‘not to say anything to
newspaper men.”

Asked if it were true that Professor
De Valera had sent her a postcard an.
