"If all the proposed expenditures, 
not provided for in the 1923 est!- 
mates, are to be met, several thous­
ands of dollars must be discovered 
somewhere to avoid an overdraft," 
City Treasurer James Bell announced 
today.

Just where the aldermen are go­
ing to secure this money he is at a 
loss to know. The 1923 estimates of 
the several municipal departments, 
governed by the city council, were 
slashed "to the bone," as he reminds, 
and while none of these branches 
of city activity anticipate overdrafts, 
they likewise do not expect a great 
surplus, if any.

In the first instance the council 
must provide for its share of the 
cost of the Brittain survey—a mat­
ter of roughly $2,500. The remainder 
of this was to be provided by dona­
tions from representative citizens who 
as well as aldermen, desired several 
investigations to clear the air.

Fair and Juvenile Court.
Then there is the request from the 

W estern Fair directorate for the sum 
of nearly $10,000. But half of this 
sum was placed in the estimates, Mr. 
Bell points out, and the remainder 
—a matter of about $4,000—must be 
found somewhere if the aldermen are 
to keep their word- with the Western 
Fair directors and management.

The establishment and maintenance 
of the newly created juvenile court 
was not included in the 1923 esti­
mated expenditures, meaning another 
outlay of probably more than $2,000. 
Mayor Wenige believes that the city- 
police department will yield a com­
fortable surplus from which can be 
taken a sum to cover the juvenile 
court payments.

Berlin, Sept. 27.—A virtual state 

of war was declared in Bavaria to­
day between Adolph Hittler, National 
Socialist leader, and Dr. Von Kahr. 
general commissioner of the state 
for Bavaria.

Dr. Von Kahr demanded that Hitt­
ler declare his allegiance to the 
Bavarian government. Hittler re­
fused. Dr. Von Kahr then obtained 
a promise of " obedience from the 
Bavarian army and the state police. 
Further Hittler meetings have been 
forbidden.

An uprising by the Hittler troops 
is feared at any time.

The Berlin government has issued 
an order placing the Prussian police 
under the authority of the national 
minister of war.

Stresemann Surprised.
Chancellor Stresemann, surprised 

and indignant at the Bavarian 
proclamation of a state of siege, is­
sued without previous notice to him. 
considers the proclamation illegal, 
and today insisted that it be altered 
into legal form, acknowledging the 
authority of the national govern­
ment. Some means is being sought

Word reached London today that 
the expedition of young Canadians 
who went to British Guiana.

"This letter was brought out of 
the interior by a native who brought 
out the news of the death of young 
Stokes of Sarnia at the same time, 
to be cabled to his family.

"They had some trouble with the 
second party of natives they took 
with them, my son said, having much 
difficulty' in trying to induce them, 
to go with them.

Fortune in Gold.
“They reported they had com­

menced to find diamonds, but didn’t 
say of what quality they were.

"They saw gold in great quantities 
and they say the natives could make 
a fortune in gold alone. They didn't 
bother with it. They were seeking, 
the diamonds.

“J believe this story about their be- 
ing out of funds was given by the 
men who deserted the party. They 
got ‘cold feet,' and would not go into 
the interior.

"They had enough money to last 
them two years. I don't think they 
are out of funds., 

"The last I heard from my son he 
was going on a months trip with one 
attendant, and was taking a months 
supplies with him.

Toronto, Sept. 27.—Three men en­

Northampton. Eng.. Sept. 27.— 

Prime Minister Stanley Baldwin, 
speaking here today, declared that 
his conference with Premier Poincare 
in Paris last week had had the effect 
of restoring the former good rela­
tions between France and Great Brit­
ain. The atmosphere of restraint 
and almost of distrust that prevailed 
between the two countries when the 
present British government came into 
office had been changed, he said, into 
one of mutual confidence.

“I think," said the prime minister, 
‘that there is now, both in Paris and 

London, recognition of the import­
ance of the entente in this way_  
that without it a European settle­
ment would be far more difficult.

“The best hope of settlement lies 
in the intimate relationship between 
France and this country.”

Peace, he added was necessary for 
solution of the situation confronting Europe. Fronting

ians intend to make the present con­
ditions permanent, with Von Kahr as 
regent, until the throne can be 
formally offered to Prince Rupprecht.

Leaving Catalina, Professor and 
Mrs. Kingston spent some time in 
Pasadena and Los Angeles, where 
they attended meetings of the Ameri­
can Mathematical Society and the 
American Astronomical Society, at 
both of which meetings they were 
made welcome and met many famous 
personages in the world of science, 
visits were also paid to Mount Wil­
son Observatory and the one at 
Mount Lick. While at the meeting 
of the astronomical society, Profes­
sor Kingston saw photographs of 
the eclipse taken by a party in Mex­
ico, and he stated that they were 
remarkably distinct in every particu­lar.

Under State of Siege.
Germany is under a limited state 

of siege today, under proclamations 
issued by President Ebert early this 
morning.

There was every indication the 
government js prepared to deal 
severely with any attempt at Bavar- 
ian opposition to its action yester­
day in proclaiming the end of re- 
sistance in the Ruhr.

Defense Minister Gessler, under 
President Ebert's proclamation, is 
given wide executive powers, be­
coming virtually dictator of. the 
German Reich. Constitutional guar­
antees are partly suspended.

The proclamation cancels tempor­
arily laws concerning the freedom of 
speech and the press and freedom 
of assembly. Existing laws against

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UNFAVORABLE WEATHER 
RETARDS GRAIN SHIPMENT

London, Sept. 27' _ The first 
signs of violence on the part of Eng- 
land’s million unemployed appeared 
W ednesday night, when an angry mob 
captured the town hall of Poplar, one 
of London 8 Poorest suburbs.
This early outbreak on the part of 
the jobless is considered of grave 
significance of what is in store for the 
country during the coming winter.

Hundreds of the unemployed 
flocked to the town hall when the 
rumor spread that the board of guar- 
dians, which corresponds to the 
county board of supervisors in the 
United States had threatened to re­
duce the weekly -dole for the district.
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They locked the doors of the hall 
and assaulted several officers. They 
were finally expelled by the police. 
The whole spirit of the hordes of the 
unemployed has changed radically 
since last winter. In many districts 
they seek to attain by violence what 
they demanded peaceably a year ago. 
From one end of the country to the 
other industries are showing distrass 
signals, especially in the Midlands 
and the North.
. Poplar’s unemployed demand an 
increased dole to cover the winter’s 
fuel, despite the fact that many al­
ready are receiving more relief than 
they could earn at prevailing wages. 
Conservative estimates place the 
number that will be unemployed be- 
tore Christmas at 1,800,000.

Delaware, Sept. 26.—A change in 

the postoffice will take place here 
shortly, when William Harker will 
hand over his duties as postmaster 
to Mrs N. Lockwood.

Mr. Harker was born in Moorsholm, 
Yorkshire, England, in the year 1838. 
When he was fourteen years old his 
parents decided to move to this 
country. Early in March, 1852, they 
embarked in the sailing vessel "Olive 
Branch." They had been on the water 
but a few days when a floating cake 
of Ice stove in the front part of the 
ship. Of the 28 passengers on 
board. Mr. Harker was the only one 
up and on deck at the time. The pas- 
sengers were quickly transferred to 
the lifeboats. The water was rushing 
in at such a rate that it was only 
ten or twelve minutes from the time 
the vessel struck the ice until its 
disappearance below the surface. All 
the passengers and crew were saved, 
but they had no time to salvage their

baggage. Before long, passengers and 
crew were picked up by another sail­
ing ship, the Anthracite, bound for 
Quebec.

On May 8, 1852. they arrived at 
Quebec, took the steamer to Hamil­
ton. and there Mr. Harker's father 
hired a team and wagon, brought 
his family to London, and thence on 
to Delaware.

Mr. Harker s first employment was 
storekeeping, which he carried on for 
29 years. He then took over the 
postoffice, directly across from the 
store, and has been postmaster for the 
same period of time, with the able 
assistance of his wife. Mr. Harker 
has filled the position with satisfac­
tion to all. Up to about a year ago 
he taught the senior boys’ class in the 
Methodist Sunday School. Old age 
made it difficult for him to attend 
regularly, and he gave it up. Last 
spring he felt that he would soon 
have to give up the postoffice, too. 
and he has resigned now at the age 
of 84 years.

5,000 PEOPLE ATTENDGRAIN AND SEEDS LIVESTOCK FEATURES

Berlin. Sept. 26. — Germany's pas­

sive resistance in the Ruhr is offici­
ally at an end. What may be called 
the second surrender of this country 
came formally today with the issu­
ance of a government proclamation 
announcing Germany’s inability to 
continue the struggle and calling on 
the populace to return to work. The 
proclamation bore the signatures of 
President Ebert. Chancellor Strese- 
mann and all the members of the 
cabinet. This evening the minister 
for the occupied regions issued a 
supplementary proclamation, with­
drawing all previous orders, edicts 
and decrees which forbid the Ruhr 
population to co-operate with the oc­
cupation authorities and advising re­
sumption of normal activities. Thus 
the long contemplated capitulation 
demanded by Premier Poincare final­
ly decided upon by the cabinet Sun­
day. assented to by the resistance 
committees on Monday, and by the 
heads of the various German states 
yesterday at last becomes a fact 
Although the substances of these pro­
posals has been briefly sketched in 
recent despatches. The Advertiser is 
today able to give complete details 
of the German offer which thus far 
has reached France only orally, 
through Ambassador De Margerie, 
but which has been submitted to 
Belgium in writing. Frances' failure 
to receive the text of these proposals 
is due to the refusal of Ambassador 
De Margerie to transmit it officially 
to Paris until passive resistance had 
first been unconditionally surrender­
ed. Belgium’s envoy, on the other 
hand, was willing to send the pro­
posals forward to his government.

Caused Fuss.
This is the cause of the recent fuss 

that has been made in the French 
press concerning an alleged "separate 
memorandum" submitted by Ger­
many to Brussels. The "separate 
memorandum" is nothing more than 
the text of the settlement proposals 
which France refused to receive. The 
prelude occurred when Chancellor 
Stresemann appeared late this after­
noon before the foreign relations 
committee of the Reichstag and re­
ported on the steps taken by the gov­
ernment as well as the preliminary 
negotiations with France and Bel­
gium which led up to them. The final 
calling off of resistance will now be 
officially brought to the attention 
of Ambassador De Margerie, the 
French representative here, by the 
Wilhelmstrasse.

With this disposed of. and the way 
for formal negotiations thus cleared 
interest here, of course, swerves 
sharply to the nature of the definite 
reply France may now be expected 
to give the German settlement pro­
posals.

The details that follow may have 
been altered somewhat in their final 
draft, but in general they represent 
the correct exposition of Germany’s 
settlement plan, which includes a 
total reparation offer of 40 billion 
gold marks. 10 billion more than the 
sum offered by Former Chancellor 
Cuno, and suggestions for Franco- 
German co-operation in the rehabili­
tation of Russia.

Substance of Plan.
Here is the substance of the plan: 
1. The German Government to place

In the 
interest of Germany's future, as in 
that of the Rhineland and the Ruhr, 
this danger must be removed. In 
order to preserve the life of the 
people and the state, we are today 
forced with the dire necessity of 
relinquishing the struggle.

“We realize that in doing so we 
are calling upon the inhabitants of 
the occupied territory to make sacri­
fices of a moral character still great­
er than those in which they acqui­
esced up until now. Their struggle 
has been heroic, their self-control 
incomparable. We shall never forget 
what the occupied territory achieved, 
and what has been given up by those 
who preferred to leave their native 
country rather than be disloyal to 
the Fatherland.

First Duty.
"The government's first duty is to 

see that the prisoners are released, 
and that those who have been ex­
pelled may return. The fight for the 
elementary rights of humanity comes 
before all economic and material con­
cerns. Germany has declared her 
readiness to assume most severe ma­
terial sacrifices for the liberty of 
German subjects and German soil, 
but that liberty is for us not an ob­
ject of negotiation or barter.

"It depends on the powers which 
invaded our territory and on their 
allies by adhering to this idea to give 
peace to Germany or to bring about 
by rejection of this peace all the con­
sequences which would ensue with 
respect to the relations between peo­
ples. We invite the German people 
to stand closely together in the days 
of dire moral and material strife 
which are to come. Only thus shall 
be frustrated all projects for dismem­
berment of the Reich, and the nation 
recover its honor, life and liberty, 
which is Its right."

creases.

"What's the idea?" said Alderman 
Drake, “do you want to keep the 
farmer off the market altogether?" 
When Alderman Burdick stated that 
the city was entitled to some rentals 
on account of the money it spent on 
the market. Market Clerk Maker told 
the committee that in the last 21 
years the city had put a new roof on 
one side of the market house, and had 
once whitewashed the walls.

19c rollonly with bands to matchwere the exclusion of the Turk from 
Europe, the freedom of the straits 
for all nations, and the protection 
of minorities in Turkey.

"The Turk was absolutely defeated 
in the late war, much more so than 
Germany," said Sir Edward, "and the 
allies might have imposed their own 
terms. There had been procrastina­
tion and division, however, of which 
the Turks had profited, and today 
the Turk was back in Europe." he 
continued, " to be the porter of the 
Dardanelles under diplomatic formu­
lae which amounted to nothing; and 
furthermore, the Christian nations 
were likely to continue to receive the 
heart-rending appeals of the minori­
ties in Turkey.

Poisoned Point.
"Turkey was likened by Sir Ed- 

ward to the poisoned point of a spear 
in the body of Europe, the infection 
from which might spread and affect 
its health, or in other words, peace­
ful relations. Sir Edward said he 
did not criticize the United States 
tor its attitude in withdrawing from 
participation in the settlement of 
Europe which the United States as 
represented by President Wilson had 
in some sort outlined. The main 
idea with which the peace settlement 
started had been proved impractical, 
he said. This idea was that the 
democracies of the new world, in­
cluding the dominions of the British 
empire, could be called in to guaran- 
tee settlements in Europe, and to 
maintain peace by definite commit­
ments.

Expresses Sympathy.
It should be realized. Sir Edward 

averred, that democracies cannot be 
bound in the dark to commitments 
as to what they will do under novel 
conditions. Even if such commit­
ments were signed, such democracies

Ottawa, Sept. 26.—An official state- 
ment has been issued by the civil 
service commission in reply to critic­
ism of that body, coming from the 
maritime provinces, Ontario and the 
west, because of the “so-called ex­
tension of the four o’clock closing 
hour of the civil service throughout 
the month of September."

"Section 33 of the civil service act, 
1918, provides that the commission 
shall by regulation prescribe working 
hours for each portion of the civil 
service," reads the statement. Under 
this authority the commission sub­
mitted regulations to the governor- 
in-council. which were approved in 
January, 1919, and which included a 
clause to this effect: ‘During the 
months of June, July, August and 
September, provided parliament is 
not in session, the hour of attendance 
for those days for.which no special 
provision is made, shall be from 9 
a.m. until 4 p.m.’ Provision is also 
made for deputy heads to extend the 
hours of work where the exigencies 
of the situation demand."

Sir Edward Grigg expressed sym­
pathy with Canada’s attitude at 
Geneva with regard to article 10 of 
the League of Nations, which is that 
a country should not be committed to 
go to war unless by the sanction of 
its own parliament.

If then, he asked, the common­
wealth of nations which comprise the 
British Empire is not to be com­
mitted to definite obligations in 
Europe, should Great Britain alone 
undertake such obligations? He 
answered his own question nega­
tively.

Approximately $112,000,000 of the 
$172 000,000 Fielding national loan had 
been subscribed up until early this 
afternoon, local dealers stated.

The latter estimate roughly that 
about 60 per cent of the holders of 
the 1923 Victory bonds, maturing Nov. 
1. have taken advantage of the con­
version privileges, while the remain- 
ing 40 per cent have been straight 
cash purchases.

The 5-year bond has already been 
over-subscribed, being purchased 
mostly by Americans with funds in 
Canada These are parties who say 
they are unable to get their money 
out of Canadian investments with any 
degree of satisfaction by reason of 
the premium on Canadian currency. 
They trust, however, that with the 
expiration of the new 5-year bonds 
the pre-war rate of exchange will 
have returned.

The 1923 issue is a non-taxable loan 
and with its elimination from the 
market only the following non-taxable 
bonds are left, the 1927, the 1931, the 
1933. and the 1937.

All other issues, including the 
present one. are taxable.
