One of the officials responsible for the direc­
tion of the affaire of the army said to a 
press representative:—‘‘I cannot see how 
Kitchener can possibly accept De Wet’s 
surrender. If he ever gets him he will be 
obliged to try him for his recent alleged 
murders of prisoners. I have no doubt that 
the verdict of either a military or a civil 
court would be death, and if such a verdict 
should be carried out there would be a 
horrible howl on the continent and in 
America. And, indeed, one would be sorry 
to see such a brave fighter meet such an 
end. Therefore, we can only hope De Wet 
will either be let out of the country or shot 
in battle.”

RAIDERS DRIV EN BACK.
Gape Town, March 16 —A party of Boer 

invaders, which was evidently marching 
with the intention of raiding the remount 
depot at Bowker's Park, Gape Colony, was 
met by the colonial district forces, and 
driven back. One British soldier was dan­
gerously wounded.

A small party of Boers in the Tark- 
astad district met 1 three colonial 
scouts. The Boers held up their hands 
and showed a white flag, but when the 
scouts approached the burghers fired, 
on them. One of the scouts was se­
verely wounded. 4

My dear Parents,—I presume you 
are in receipt of my letter under date 
of January 12th, from Cape Town. 
Well, dear father and mother, I take 
pleasure in saying that I am in active 
service now, being identified wth the 
Imperial Light Horse, a Colonial regi­
ment that has gained great distinction 
throughout this campaign. I enlisted 
with them at East London, Cape Col­
ony. and I left the Cape Jan. 14th and 
arrived at E. London the 17th, a dis­
tance of 600 miles, it taking three days\ 
to make the journey, as we only trav­
elled during the day. From there well 
were ordered to this city, leaving E. 
London on the 18th, and on the route 
we stopped at Queenstown and Bloem­
fontein, the latter city being the cap­
ital of the Orange Free State (which 
is now the Orange River Colony). I 

.must say that it is a beautiful city. 
The British have it well fortified, 
there being about 8,000 soldiers sta­
tioned there, and from there we 
journeyed to Kronstadt, a city where 
in the earlier campaign there was 
heavy fighting. At the latter place our 
captain received orders from head 
quarters to proceed to Johannesburg 
that night, and as the train on which 
we were was the first to make the 
attempt by night; we had only 250 
soldiers aboard and we left Kroon- 
stadt about 7.30 p. m. Prior to the 
train leaving the Captain gave the 
command for us all to be in readiness

Pruning 4
Forces are Reduced, However, to Pre- 

• vent Possible Collision During 
Negotiations.

—Tien Tsin, March 18.—There is no 
change in the situation developed by 
the Anglo-Russian railway dispute 
here. The Russian and British forces 
are represented by small detachments 
with officers encamped on opposite 
sides of the railway siding. The ut­
most friendliness is exhibited toward 
each other by the opposing parties; 
but as a measure of precaution the 
guards have been reduced to twenty- 
seven on each side in order to prevent 
any possible collision during the ne- 
gotiations. A Russian general arriv- 
rived from Pekin Saturday evening. 
Owing to the persistent rowdyism of 
French soldiers in the British con­
cession, the British authorities have 
been reluctantly compelled to forbid 
the French to enter the concession 
unless on duty. Maj. Hockler, of the 
British force was assaulted yester­
day afternoon in the French conces­
sion.

The Russians continue to purchase 
land in their new concession.

A German reconnoitering party re­
turned to Tien Tsin to-day with thirty 
captured robbers.

Count von Waldersee is expected to 
arrive here Tuesday from Kiao-Chou. 
THREAT OF AN ENGLISH PAPER.

London, March 18.— The Tien Tsin 
correspondent of the Standard, says: 
"The railway dispute here is another 
of the attempts of the Russian ad- 
miral. Alexieff, to create trouble, 
and until he. is removed there will be 
constant friction, which will eventu­
ally lead to hostilities. He loses no 
opportunity to thwart the English."

Commenting editorially upon its 
Tien Tsin advices the Standard re­
minds Russia that “the British fleet 
is as potent as ever and Japan is 
burning to second the efforts of any­
one ready to oppose the annexation 
Of Manchuria," adding:

"It is a painful task thus to be com­
pelled even to hint at contingencies 
so vast and disturbing, but the perils 
of the moment are more likely to be 
overcome if it is thoroughly realized 
that we do not shrink from such ac­
tion as would be best calculated to 
maintain our rights."

SITUATION VERY GRAVE.
The other morning papers recognize 

the gravity of the situation at Tien 
Tsin and counsel the government to 
be firm but they express themselves 
less aggressively.

"A grievous blow has been inflicted 
upon our reputation in the far east," 
asys the Daily Mail. "Our weakness- 
es and unpreparedness for war are 
well known to our enemies and there 
is reason to expect further surprises 
in the diplomatic line. Before, how- 
ever, we can put our foot down the 
empire must be placed in fighting or- 
der.

"There is no fear of Lord Salisbury 
going to war with Russia for a good 
or bad cause,” saya the Daily News. 
"Russia is a fit object for graceful 
concessions and not a small republic 
to be bullied and provoked.

Windy Yankee Congressman Pours Forth Hot Air and Blusters 

Excitedly at Detroit Theatre.

St. Patrick’s day celebration shaped 
itself into a twisting of the lion’s 
tail in the evening at the Empire the- 
atre, Detroit, where Congressman C. 
A Gallagher, of Minneapolis, delivered 
an address full of invective and epi­
gram. The audience, which was not 
large for St. Patrick’s day, was 
wrung to a high pitch by the heated 
words of the Minnesota congressman, 
who turned from a eulogy of Ireland 
and her saint to a bitter denuncia­
tion of England.

"We are here to celebrate the day 
when religion was firmly planted in 
the Irish soil," began the orator, "and 
to pray for the day when the god of 
battles shall send a prophet with a 
triumphant sword to plant the flag of 
freedom and independence upon that 
soil. England will laugh at riots, and 
parliamentary uproars, but will quail 
before the drawn sword.

In her mad and malicious attempt 
to apostasize a nation, England has 
hunted the priests of Ireland like wild 
beasts, and from the inspiration and 
enthusiasm of the ministers of the 
church has sprung the fortitude and 
invincible attitude of the people and 
this is what has aroused the animos­
ity of the English."

“We need no apology in appealing to 
the American people for sympathy. 
The cause of Ireland and that of the 
colonists in America are one. Both 
felt the same lash, both were, crushed 
by the same tyrant heel, both prayed 
to the same God, and as history will 
one day be written, both liberated by 
the same sword. England will yield 
only to the sword.

RIFLES WILL DO IT.
"Generations are yet unborn that 

will nurse and feed the national ven­
geance until it becomes irresistible. 
It was not the voice and pleadings of 
Grsttan. but the rifle in the hand of 
the volunteer that won for Ireland an 
Irish parliament. The greatest foe 
to the Irish cause is the Irishman who 
pleads Neutrality under the guise of 
American patriotism, saying ‘America 
is good enough for me.’ Yes, too good 
for them. This land is the world’s tri- 
bunal where the cause of right must 
be fought for and won. Will less sat- 
isfy you than what was won by the 
followers of Washington I"

Congressman Gallagher went on to 
recite the many instances of what he 
termed "English deceit, perfidy and 
bloodthirstiness," and supported his 
charges with historical and recent 
events.

“England stole the livery of heaven 
to do the work of hell,” he continued, 
“She stirred up religious strife and 
gloated over her crimes. Hand in 
hand with famine, she breathed a 
curse upon our people. And when one 
million and a half of Irish were dy­

ing in the ditches from famine, the 
Sultan of Turkey sent his check for 
the sum of £10,000. While the richest 
est of all the world’s sovereigns, Queen 
Victoria, whose purse was overflowing 
with the gold she stole from Ireland’s 
poor, opened the strings and with the 
dying echoes of a famished people 
ringing in her ears, donated the muni­
ficent sum of £5.
I UNCLE SAM IS NOT NEUTRAL.

“Not content with crushing the life 
out of a famished people, she sends 
her petted lords abroad to spill the 
blood of the defenders of a weak re­
public in South Africa. But she was 
met with drawn steel, the only thing 
which England fears. The reports of 
her defeated generals .were daily, ‘I 
regret to announce.’ Regrets are in 
order yet, And this great nation is 
selling its horses to England to help 
drag cannon against the builders and 
defenders of a republic. It is a vio­
lation of the laws of neutrality.

"England lives in dread of that day 
when the united Irish soldiers from 
this country and all the world over 
will march upon her and crush her 
into the dust-, blotting out forever 
thai monster of greed, that glutton of 
blood, vampire of destruction, mistress 
of famine and consort of savages and 
barbarians."

Frank C. Cook acted as chairman for

A POSSIBILITY OF WAR

l' The Chinese situation seems to be getting 
i more and more complicated, says the Mon- 
I treal Star. With Russia in possession of 

Manchuria, the Japanese populace clamour­
ing for war to drive the Russians back, and 
British soldiers disputing with Russian 
soldiers regarding a railway, the only rem­
nant of the world-alliance against China 
seems to be the band of military deserters 
of different nationalities who have joined 
together in committing degradations be­
tween Pekin and Tien Tsin.

There is no likelihood that Britain 
and Russia will deliberately go to war 
over the Chinese question, but even a 
local dispute between British and 
Russian soldiers might encourage the 
Japanese to think that they would 
have British backing in case of war 
with Russia. The Japanese are not 
afraid to fight the Russians single 
handed. They believe that their fleet 
in the Pacific is far superior to that of 
Russia, and that it would be impossi-I 
ble for Russia to place in Manchuria I 
as many soldiers as Japan could land 
there.

This may be true, as the Siberian 
railway ia still uncompleted, although I 
it is probable that even the Japanese I 
do not know bow many Russians there I 
are in Manchuria at the present time.I 
They may have been concentrating 
troops on the Siberian frontier for a I 
long time. But what the Japanese are I 
most afraid of is that in case Russia 1 
should get the worst of a war her I 
ally, France, might be. called upon for I 
aid. What they would like is a Brit-I 
ish guarantee to allow no other power | 
to interfere. This Britain is not like-I 
ly to give; but if the Japanese govern-I 
ment should get the impression that I 
a rupture between Britain and Russia I 
is probable over this railway question I 
there might be a declaration of war.

The Humane Officer investigated and, 
on learning that the cow’s pitiful 
condition was the result of the own­
er's inability to, provide food for it, 
despatched, at his own expense, two 
bales of hay and several bags of 
shorts to the poor woman's shed 
with kindly instructions as to the fu- 

ture provision tor and care of the 
animal.

Instances of this kind in official 
circles are too rare to be silently 
passed over. Chatham is honored in 
having such a humane officer. Not 
only has he saved the city from all 
salary obligations, but he is perform­
ing his duties thoroughly, effectively 
and with the highest conception of 
his important’ mission.

Even Though They Never Existed 
Their Memory is Cherished.

"I was very much surprised to learn 
the other day,” said a visitor from Bur- 
lington, Vt., at one of the hotels, “that 
Jackson had no cotton in his fortifica­
tions during the battle of New Orleans. 
Whether the younger generation is bet­
ter advised I am unable to say, but tbs 
cotton bale legend is believed religious­
ly by middle aged people all through 
the New England states. They are proud 
of it as a master example of what might 
he called Yankee cunning, and before 
you could shatter their faith in the story 
you could persuade them that Wash­
ington didn't cross the Delaware and 
that Benedict Arnold was a high minded 
American patriot.

“I attended public school when I was a 
boy at Greentiell. Mass.," continued the 
speaker, “and I remember distinctly the 
account of the battle of New Orleans that 
was given in our ‘Intermediate History 
of the United States.' It described the 
cotton bale fortifications as a happy in­
spiration which came to Jackson at the 
last moment as a possible means of off- 
Setting the immense preponderance of the 
British forces. According to the narra­
tive the cotton was piled up in a gigantic 
wall, and when the enemy’s artillery 
opened fire the projectiles bounded back 
from its surface like rubber balls thrown 
against the side of a house. I remember 
that the incident tickled us boys im­
mensely. We thought it was such a good 
joke on the Englishmen, and years after­
ward whenever anything would remind 
me of the battle of New Orleans I would 
instantly have a mental vision of a crowd 
of astonished artillerymen dodging their 
own cannon balls.

Individuals. Who Make Trouble For 

the Postoffice Officials.
Eccentric letter writers move the post- 

office employees to profanity and their 
correspondents to mirth and doubts as to 
their sanity. Many people have a ma­
nia for putting stamps on envelopes in 
unusual prices. What especial pleas­
ure they find in this it is difficult to say. 
but they evidently find it. for they dis­
play considerable ingenuity in selecting 
strange places on the envelope. The 
back of the envelope, the lower left band 
corner, the middle of the envelope, etc., 
are sought out by this form of crank.

Then there are the people who persist 
in affixing the stamp "skew cornered" 
and those who have a mania for putting 

[it on upside down. All these eccen- 
tricities cause great annoyance to the 
postal clerks. Probably the criminals 
who commit the deeds consider that their 
stamp juggling shows “individuality."

A person well known to the British 
postal authorities always writes the ad­
dress on the postage stamp. An inter­
view with a mail clerk on a lonely road 
would probably not be a pleasant experi­
ence for this person, but to the credit ot 
the service it may be said that these sin­
gularly addressed letters have always 
been delivered punctually and correctly.

This highly 
gifted individual says that be can write 
verse better than prose; hence his “drop­
ping into poetry." A pedantic young 
London doctor is accustomed to write 
his letters to his intimate friends in 
Greek characters.

bees in winter must be done on warm 
days.

Drones are male bees, and their only 
usefulness extends simply to the fertiliza­
tion of queens.

If signs of moth appear on the empty 
combs, they may be fumigated with burn­
ing sulphur and should be placed in tight 
boxes.

The 
melons sre all well recommended. Dried 
prunes should be esten for breakfast snd 
luncheon. Salt should be taken into the 
system only when nature calls tor it.

RARemarkable Apache Marksman.
Every one who goes to the Arizona 

penitentiary is Interested In the Gatling 
guns which are placed on the guard 
stands arranged at Intervals along the 
top of the walls. The largest and prin­
cipal gun is In charge of a young Mexi­
can who boasts of bis Apache blood. 
He is rated as the best marksman with 
a Gatling gun to the United States. 
General McCook of the United States 
army says that his manipulation of the 
complicated weapon and this accuracy 
of aim are simply marvelous.

The young Mexican has an excellent 
field for target practice over the Gila 
mud flats just above the prison. A tin 
can six Inches In diameter placed at a 
distance of 700 yards be will hit four 
times out of five with the Gatling gun. 
When It is remembered that he can fire 
600 shots a minute, the possibility of a. 
convict’s escape is too small to calcu­
late.

A recent test of the marksmanship 
of this young Apache gunner was 
made. From behind a stone wall 100 
tin cans of the size of common fruit 
cans were thrown one at a time hap­
hazard In the air, just as clay pigeons 
are automatically thrown at shooting 
matches.

Our casualties were only 
seven wounded and none killed.

We then journeyed on to Johannes­
burg, and during the rest of the jour­
ney were not molested. All the boys 
were in good spirits and looking for­
ward to another engagement with 
Mr .Boer. The wounded are doing as 
well as can be expected. We arrived 
in this city Jan. 23rd, and have been 
stationed here ever since, but to-day 
we have got orders to proceed to Beel- 
foot in the Transvaal to join the main 
body of the 2nd Regiment of the I. L. 
Horse. A.

Referring to the war, there is a great 
deal of fighting going on yet. The Boers 
don’t believe in civilized warfare, they get 
in bands of 50 to 6,000 and make their at- 
tacks from behind kopjes, and you can 
hardily ever see them. They are nearly 
always on the defensive, they break from 
one kopje to another, but we are chasing 
them all over the country. They never 
come out on the veldts to fight. I no ice 
that there are a number of foreigners assist- 
ting them, Russians, Swedes, Germans, 
Americans, etc. In fact we have not the

Lord Kitchener issued a proclama­
tion to the Burghers in arms to sur- 
render before the 21st February or 
suffer the consequences. He had a 
very narrow escape from being cap­
tured a short time ago; if he had 
been three minutes later he would 
have been, as the train on which he 
was travelling was blown up, except 
the. engine and front coach, and this 
happened within thirty miles of this 
city.

ENGLAND'S CENSUS.
Thousands of Officials Are Ready te 

Handle the Work.•
The night of Sunday, March 31, has 

been fixed as census night for England 
end Wales, the Isle of Man and the 
Channel islands."

The taking of a census Is not merely 
a matter of handing round schedules 
and getting them filled in. For more 
than 12 months 20 clerks have been en­
gaged in preliminary census work at 
Somerset House.

Geographical counties have been di- 
Tided Into parliamentary constituen- 
cies, boroughs and counties; adminis­
trative counties have been divided into 
sanitary areas, urban districts and 
their wards and rural districts, and 
registration counties-how confusing 
all these are —into civil parishes and 
poor law unions; municipal boroughs 
and metropolitan boroughs have been 
chopped into wards, and ecclesiastical 
parishes have had their boundaries de- 
fined.

Two thousand and sixty-one regis- 
trars, under 635 superintendent regis­
trars, have received their instructions 
in a specially printed little volume, and 
each registrar has divided his subdis- 
trict Into enumeration districts and bas 
so planned his division that each enu­
merator shall as far as local circum­
stances permit be charged with some 
300 separate families or 1,500 persons. 
Altogether there will be close upon 40,- 
000 enumerators.

Every enumerator will leave a sched­
ule with every occupier of a house or 
tenement in his district during the 
week ending March 30, taking a note 
of every person who receives a sched-
