After about two years of discussion,
the Presbyterians have come to the
conclusion to try Profeesor McGif-
fort for herestes found iu his book en-
titled ** A History of Christianity in the

MORE FRENCH PERSECUTION.

The French Government has made
another move in the drama of the sup-
pression of the Assumptionist Fathers.
Not only has it decreed their diseolu
tion as & religlous order, but it now
declares practically that no one must
even sympathizs with them without
{ncurring the high diepleasure of the
Government.
deck - Rousseau, wrote to Cardinal
Richard, blaming him for having
vigited the Fathers to express sym-—
pathy with them under the persecution
they are enduring. His Eminence
answered that his visit had no political
aspect, neverthelees the Premier de-
clared to his Cabinet Council that the
unusual course of the Cardinal is
worthy of condemnation ; still no
further action appears to have been
taken as regards His Eminence, But
the stipends of those prelates who
wrote to the Fathers expressing sym-
pathy have been suspended : these are
the Archbishop of Aix, the Bishops of
Versailles, Valence, Viviers, Tulle
and Montpelier, and the Vicar of
Avignon. Certainly this wlll not ter-
rify the Bishops into lauding the Gov-
ernment for an act of unquestionable
tyranny ; and their influence will yet
be felt in the overthrow of the irreligi-
ous rulers of the Republic.

ON * DECAYING NATIONS.”
From the Lindsay Watchman-War-
der of the 25th ult, we learn that the
Rev. L. S. Hughson of the Baptist
church preached on the preceding Sun-
day a sermon or lecture on the ‘‘Perils
of Britain," the chief purpose of which
was to serve as an occasion for making
an attack upon the Catholic Church
which was both upjust and uncalled-
for.
The lecturer spoke first of the South
African war, and of the reverses en-
dured by the British forces at Tugela
River and other points, expressing
confidence that notwithstanding thege
calamities they wiil be, under tho dis-
pensation of a wise and bountiful Pro-
vidence, victorious in the final result.
On this point we have no issne with
Mr. Hughson. Wae take it for granted
that the British Government is con-
tending for the just treatment of Brit-
ish subjects, and the establishment of a
higher civilization in South Africa,
than can be expected under Boer rule,
and though we dlffer from Rev. Mr.
Hughson when he states that thewar
was unnecessary, we deem it not need-
ful to discuss this point. We do, how-
ever, object to his reasoning that this
or any war should be carried on even
though it be unjust.
The Rev. Mr. Hughson's ethics are
of a most extraordinzsy character, and
after their enunciation in the first part
of his address, we are not surprised at
any misrepresentation to which he had
recourse as he proceeded.

Mr. Hughson—
occupies no mean place among the na-
tions, Even within the last week,
Italy bearded the Grand Turk, de-
manding the release of an Italian girl
who had been taken to a harem, and
the Turkish government, which only
within the last three years defied twice
the whole array of the great Earopean
powers, yielded humbly on this occa-
sion to Italy's demand. It is to Italy
also that we owe much of the scientific
progress of modern times and especi-
ally in the great sclence of electricity,
as the very names of Galviuism and the
electric measure volt testify, as well as
the rocent discoveries of a Tessla and
a Marconi, ete.

Let us turn now to France, which
Rev. Mr. Hughson also numbers
emong decaying nations.

Though Other Religions Fall to Pieces
Cathollcity Remalns Retrospective
View of the Past Hundred Years -
the Outlook for the Next Century

Leaders of Thought and Thelr
Views~the Only Hope.

An interesting article is ccutributed
to the Midland Review by Henry Har
low.

AGNOSTICISM IN OUR UNIVER-
SITIES.

A Notable Discourse on Education by
Archbishop Keane,

) — Arch-
Stephen's

¢ New York, Japuary,
bishop Keane preached in S
Church yesterday morning.
¢ Just previous to the coming of our
Saviour,” sald the Archbishop, *'the
Jaws were divided into three classes,
the Pharlisees, the Sadducers and the
Hoerodians, hvpocerites, thinkers and
politicians. The people of tha world
to-day are divided into practically the
same classes, and the ipfluence of the
Sadducees is the most powerful, They
assert that they will be the leaders of
iboughi in the future, But they ecn
cern themselves entirely with problenis
that can only be solved through the ap
plication of the rules of sclence. To
the great questlous of life and death
and immortality they give no further
attention than to y, ‘We don’t
know.’ They have put religion out of
their dally life, as did the Jews of old,
and, unless their influence iscounter
acted, the fate of Jews will be
vigited upon the people ol this day.

““Now the only way to counteract
and nullify the influence of the m
ern Saducees is to put religion bacl
iuto the every-day life of the psople
But hebits aud customs and usuages
are matters of education. Th a,
if men are to be brought around to
carry the Christian religion into their
everydsy deallngs with their fellow
men, they musi be educated to do so
Education and religion must go hand
in hand, in the primary echool and the
high school, in the college and in the
university, and particularly in the two
latter.

“The gpirit of the ancient Sad
ducees controls the universities of the
world today, and young men are
being turned out educated agnostics
instead of educated Christians, if our
counity and its people, 14f tha world
and its people, are to be finally gaved,
religion must take the place of irre-
ligion in our universities and colleges,
and Christianity must supplant agnos
ticlsm.”

Archbishop Keane closed his sermon
with a plea for funds to complete the
endowment of the Catholic University
at Washington. In conversation yes-
terday afternoon the Archbishop out
lined the Pope’'s plan in reference to
the University, He said :

« Bacause the Holy Father feels that
the world has greater need than ever
for the practical application of the prin-

dowment of the Catholic University.
We have now there, not only the di-
vinity school, but every gchool em
braced in a university except a echool

of medicier It will take between
700 000 and #1,000 000 to pnt the
University where the Holy Father

Tais ring takes its name from the
scene cut on the stone, which repre
gents St. Pater in a boat drawing in
bis fishing net. Itsorigin is unknown,
but there are documents proving that
the first to use it as an official seal was
the French Pope Clement VI, in 1265
Howaever, it i certain that the Popes
used it some time before on secret doc-
uments. Since the time of Calixtus
I1I (1150) it has been the seal for the
Papal Briets, among which those of Lieo
X (Mediet) to Henry VIILL, of Eog
land, and the Cardinal of York are
remarkable,
While the Great Sezl of England is
kept by the l.ord Chauncellor, and the
Saals of State in Italy are confided to
the Guardasigilll, there i3 no special
official to look after this Papal seal
ring, which, when the Pope does not
wear it, is given to his Master of the
Chamber, together with the other effects
of His Hollness.

Martin Luther embodied and carried
through the Rformation as the great
representative of the Teutonic geniue
over against the Latin. As Canon
Taylor has shown in curious detail,
Protestantism 18 fundamentally a Teu-
tonic creation, and has only spread
accidentally among Lattns or Celts
Now it 18 ridiculous to afiirm that Teu
tons hold Christian morality higher
than Celts or Liatins. 1t ie not strange,
therefore, that our great Protestant
hero is no great model of morals, elther
in character, or teachings, or the
effects of his teachings. He himselt
declared : * We are become seven
times, pay, ten times worse than we
were under the Papacy.” The moral
improvement which ensued in Protest-
ant Germany a hundred and fiity
years after the Reformation proceeded
from inflaences largely indepandent of
Lutheranism, indeed, 1ot altogether
friendly to it, more nearly akin to
Methodism. The preaching of Francke,
Spener and tholr colleagues, ke the
subsequent preaching of the Wesleys
in Eogland, was distinetly directed
towards making men batter, and re-
sulted in & psrmanent advance of mor
ality. The preaching of Luther was
not directed to such an end, and did not

result in such an end.

Nor did Luther do more for human-
ity, or for popular fre :dem, than for
morality. To be sure, 80 long as the
masgses listeued to him, while most of
the princes held aloof, he avalls him-
gelf of the terrible outburet of popular
rage againsl the lords to frighten the
latter. In language almost a8 rude
and contumelious #3 that which he had
used against the King of England, he
tells the princes and nobles that thelr
cruel and manifold oppressions of the
POOr MAN are DOW coming down upon
thelr own heads, sod are likely to crush
them. ke tells the pensauls, indecd,
that they ought not to revolt against
even the most intolerable tyranny, &
doctrine contrary to all reason, DoO-
where found in the Bible, contrary to
all German law and traditions, and
wholly alien from Catholic teaching.
