WEST LAND REGULATIONS 

A NY PERSON who Is the sole head of a 
XX family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear in person at the Dodiinion Lana 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
motl er, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in {each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section along side his homestead. Price

He was also an ardent Im­
perialist, although as leader of the 
Senate majority he, to the great sur­
prise of very many, led in the rejec­
tion of the Borden navy bill. The 
deceased statesman was a lifelong suf­
ferer from rheumatism, but his vigor 
and determination remained through­
out unabated, and he was in the»field 
of public life a fighter with whom it 
was always necessary to reckon.

The City of Cleveland has struck 
a deadly blow at the cold storage- 
trusts, high cost of living and many 
other- hydra-bead-ed monsters- - A mu 
-nicipal storage plant at the disposal 
of the housekeeper for a trifling cost 
is the new enterprise for municipal 
government.

The humblest citizen of Cleveland 
are just as welcome at this plant as 
the biggest commission merchant. 
Think of the frugal householder leav­
ing a basket of eggs or -a crock >f 
butter or a barrel of choice apples un­
til the price has risen, all for a fee that 
leaves the city a nominal profit. And 
if one’s butcher is not obliging, how 
easy to hank tough steaks in this 
great plant until they are tender!

If Mrs Jones buys a barrel of ap­
ples to-day at a fair price she can 
store them with the city until next 
spring when those same apples are 
worth three times the present value, 
and the city will charge her only 40 
cents. And suppose Mrs. Smith stor­
ed one hundred pounds of 20-cent 
butter in June, with whit satisfac­
tion would she take it out in the 40c- 
a-pound days of late winter! The citi­
zens have already taken advantage of 
this great oportnnity. This plant is 
now storing 40.000 pounds of butter. 
32,000 dozen eggs. 43.000 pounds of 
cheese. 6000 bushels of cherries, and 
4.000 bushels of fruit—and the city of 
Cleveland is making a small but real 
profit.

Make Haste Slowly!
Have we not been <J-oi-ng tljis- the 

last twenty years and with what re­
sult. Can it be doubted bv any intellE. 
gent member of our craft that this 
policy has almost brought us to the 
verge of extinction, or at least has 
placed us in such a position as to 
he positively incapable of coping with 
the changing industrial conditions? 
The time has come, brothers, when 
we should bend all our efforts to­
wards concentration and amalgama­
tion. Indeed, this attitude is forced 
upon us. The conservative clement 
must be given instructions to get on 
or take a hack seat.

All the power of the employers' 
class is being brought to hear upon 
the workers’ organization, 
sums of money are being voted yearly 
tor the specific purpose of rendering 
our efforts null and void and by a 
process of weeding out the milita-1 
spirits or throwing a sop to the 
weak-kneed—“a steady job." etc.— 
the movement is being robbed of its 
mlitancy which renders it an easy 
prey to the avaricious employers, and 
while the rank and file are casting 
around for a solution of this vexed 
problem, the employers are inducing 
us to accept long term agreements 
and arbitration clauses in order to 
stultify our actions in case we should 
wake up. Let me suggest that the 
title of my subject is more fitting in 
view of the circumstances than the 
one suggested by outsiders, implying 
as it does the dictum of Wellington on 
the eve of Waterloo: “Would to God 
it were night and Blucher had come." 
Realizing as lie did the necessity of a 
united army to insure victory, he did 
not concern himself as to whether 
Blucher was a fit subject for his asso­
ciation and co-operation, or whether 
he entertained feelings of bitterness 
towards him, but understanding the 
nature of the struggle and the prizes 
at stake, he waived all technicalities 
and concentrated his arojiy for ob­
jective. Similarly, then, let us unice 
our forces in this struggle of the Ti­
tans and present one solid phalanx of 
workers united by economic forces 
on the industrial battlefield, thus may 
we hope to reach the desired consum­
mation for which we are organized.

I would fain go farther, hut prud­
ence bids me halt. Let me say. how­
ever that I appreciate and admit that 
neither of us are Caesar with power 
to make or unmake a law relative to 
amalgamation. I hope this discussion 
will have the effect of inducing 
thought on this very important sub­
ject and that with a better under­
standing of the forces in operation 
and the perils that lie ahead, that .Blu­
cher may be induced to increase, his 
pace, even though it necessitates the 
omission of his working card or re­
membrance to which regiment he be­
longed. and that he may reach cue 
desired goal if he has to sacrifice 
some of his baggage.

The existence of Graham Land, and 
of Coats Land, Enderby Land and 
Kemp Land on the Atlantic border of 
the Great Ice Barrier, as well as the 
discovery of land south by Lieuten­
ant Filchner of the German expedi­
tion in 1911, support the continental 
theory. On the other hand the great 
area of pack ice massed on the North­
land west coasts of King Edward VII 
Land1 points Mr. Stackhouse suggests 
to the drift of ice northward from the 
Weddell sea to the Ross Sea, presum­
ably through a strait separating King 
Edward VII Land from Graham 
Land. This is the most southerly of 
British possessions for the whole re­
gion between meridian 20 deg. west 
and1 meridian 80 deg. west is claimed 
for the British crown. The informa­
tion which the expedition will obtain 
as to harbors, whaling stations and 
sealing grounds will be of great ser­
vice to the whaling industry of the 
Falkland Islands.

The crew of thw Discovery will 
consist of 25 men and in addition 
there will be five scientists,several of 
the ship’s officers also undertaking 
scientific observations. They will have 
an aeroplane for photographic survey 
work and1 this too will be useful in 
enabling the leader to choose the best 
route when he wants to advance. 
Most of the navigating and scientific 
staff have already been chosen. Lieut. 
A. E. Harbord of the Royal Navy 
who was navigating officer on the 
Nimrod in the Shackleton Expedition, 
will command the Discovery. The 
first officer will be Lieut. Richard FI. 
Garstin, of the Royal Indian Marine, 
who has a considerable knowledge of 
surveying, and the navigating officer, 
who comes from the same Service, 
wiH be Lieut. R. Beatty, a. cousin of 
Rear-Admiral David Beatty. Chief 
Petty Officer Tom Green, who sailed 
with Scott in both his Discovery and 
Terra Nova expeditions, will be boat­
swain.

We walked and walked until we had been 
right round the island, and then sat down 
to decide what was the best thing to be 
done. We came to the conclusion that we 
had better keep close to the timber chute 
in case any one came to cut timber.

“For seventeen days we lived on raw 
oysters and clams. On the morning of the 
eighteenth day we started on another tour 
of the island, and had covered nearly 
three-quarters of it when we saw smoke 
coming out of the bushes.
