NEW YORK, Dec. 7—In his re-
view of the war situation in Europe
to-day, the military critic of The Ney
York Times says:

“The activity in Belgium shows
that the allies there are taking ad-
vantage of every opportunity to press
back the German lines. The cutting
of the levees along the Yser has per-
mitted the low ‘lying ground on both
sides of the river to be inundated to
such an extent as to preclude the
movement of large bodies of troops
in this region. The narrow passage
ways along the roads and dykes are
so easily swept by artillery fire that
frontal attacks are well nigh hope-
less.

“This throws to the front the im-
portant operations in the Belgian field
to the higher ground near Ypres,
where the British troops have re-
cently gained ground. Their advance
from Ypres along the railroad toward
Roulers is aimed at the railway sys-
tem of northwest Belgium. If the
British can press their advance along
the north side of the Lys River they
can force the Germans to evacuate
their positions along the Yser and the
Belgian coast. .

“The German assaults - north of
Arras, which carried them to the
Chateau of Vermelles, were intended
to bring similar pressure to bear up-
on the troops on the left flank of the
ailles. The repulse from V_ermelles

efectually checks this strategic plan.

The advancing troops then have to take
to burrowing. Tunnels are driven for-
ward as rapidly as possible by fre-
quent reliefs, working at high spede
for short periods.

“Two tactical uses are made of
tunnel warfare. One is to drive the
tunnel under the enemy’s position, to
place a big charge of explosive and
then at a signal blow up the redoubt
and its defenders, as happened in the
great crater at Petersburg in 1864.
‘This was also the method when the
Japanese blew in the counterscarps
of the Russian forts at Port Arthur.
Coincidentally with the explosion of
the mine heavy artillery fire is
brought to bear upon the enemy’s pe-
sitions on both sides of the point of
attack and an assaulting column,
massed ready for the signal, is sent
forward to capture the enemy’s line.

“The second use of tunnel warfare
is to get in a new advanced position
without the losses consequent upon
a dash across the open ground. Tun-
nels are pushed forward until they
gain the new line, and galleries are
then run out right and left. C}}arges
of explosives are then placed in the
galleries, which on their detonations
blow out a line of craters that need
jonly to be connected and shaped up
to provide the mew adyanced line of
trenches.

These messages from Petrograd say
that even as early as the fall of Lem-
berg, Austria asked Russia for terms
of peace, The negotiations to this
ended, if any really took place, ap-
parently proved abortive. The story
is again revived in Petrograd in the
form of a report that the Hungarian
prime  minister, on a recent visit to
Emperor William, demanded better
military protection for Hungary, the
lack of which would cause the loss of
the kingdom. ¥

With the exception of a special des-
patch to the effect that Ostend is
burning, nothing has been received in
London to dispute the accuracy of
this laconic statement. ;

The latest reports from Montene-
gro and Servia indicate that these
Balkan allies, at bay in their moun-
tain strongholds, are holding the Aus-
trian invaders in check.

On the water some minor activity
has been noted, resulting in the re-
ported destruction of Turkish auxili-
aries in the Black Sea by Russian sub-
marines; the mining of two Swedish
merchant ships off the Finnish coast,
and the crippling by a mine of the
famous Turkish cruiser Hamidieh,
which is said to have regained Con-
stantinople with considerable diffi-
culty.

of Montreal,

Sir Robert said that at present the
overseas dominions had no voice di-
rectly through their ministers or their
parliaments in the councils of the
Empire, which decided the issues of
peace and war. It would be rash t»
predict the method by which this
great problem would be solved, but
of this he was convinced:

“That the events of this war would
powerfully assist in hastening its
wise solution.

The presence of the Canadian High
Commissioner in London, howevsr,
had made possible an understanding
and co-operation between the Do-
minion and British Governments.

Sir Robert discussed the habit of
German thought toward problems of
government, and said it was entirely
different from, and, indeed, antagon-
istic, to the conception which was
entertained in English-speaking coun-
tries. It was the German ideal that
the individual exists for the state and
not the state for the individual, The
Germans believed that the system of
democratic government which pre-
vailed in English-speaking countries,
was of a temporary and evanescent
type. Among the utterarices of those
who have most widely influenced
German opinion during the past quar-
ter of a century, one did not fail to
discover the profound conviction that
the British Empire chiefly stood in
the way of German expansion <nd
predominance. They frankly declared
that Germany must fight for and wia
quickly all that the other nations at-
tained in centuries of natural develop-
ment. The struggle now going on
challenged the continued existence nf
the Empire, and involve dthe destiny
of the Dominions. With the defeat of
the British navy there would be prac-
tically no limit to the ambition . 10
whica Germany might indulge, or the
glowing prospects opened to her in
every quarter of the globe.

The prime minister referred to
Bernhardi’s. contention. that. “Tae
British. self-governing  dominions
could be completely ignored, as far
as concerns any European theatre of
war,” and the uerman belief that the
British Empire was a s’ ‘m and show-
ed that a contradiction to these the-
ories would be supplied by the 250 -
ooo_men from the selt-governing do-
minions who would be placed in the
field. There could be only one.end tn
the conflict; through the overthrow of
the most powerful and highly organiz-
ed system of militarism that ever ex-
isted, must necessarily entail a ter-
rible and perhaps protracted struggle,

THE SITUATION.

To-day is the 125th day of the war,
and the news affords little basis for a
general summing-up of the operations
in progress. The German offensive,
to a marked degree, continues against |
the Russians, and the fields of Poland
are becoming the graveyard of tens
of thousands of brave men with every
day that goes by. The fighting con-
tinues in that sphere of activity on a
tremendous . scale, first one force
sweeping like a mighty wave over
long stretches of territory, only to
meet with rock resistance and being
forced back. This has been the feat-
ure of the great Russo-German strug-
gle since the'war started. To-day the
Germans have retaken Lodz, a large
commercial centre from which they
were forced some weeks ago by the
Czar’s army. Few critics agree that
the enemy will make another dash on
Wharsaw, particularly as the two pre-
vious attempts were fraught with
heavy loss and on both occasions
large armies just escaped either anni-
hilation or capture. From all reports
received, the Germans- apparently
have had no regard for the losses they
have ‘sustained against the Russians.
The machine has had an objective, to
keep the Russians out of Silesia and
weaken the offensive of the Czar’s
forces which are now acting in East
Prussia and Galicia. 'Thus far the
plan has been only partially success-
ful, and at what a cost! When Lord
Kitchener said the enemy had suffered
.more heavily in Poland than in any
other part of the conflict, the British
War Minister knew what he was talk-
ing about. As before pointed out in
this column, great Russian victories
may be somewhat discounted, as they
are colored in the news, but there is
no question that the pressure now
being applied on Germany’s eastern
frontier is having a tremendous effect
right over in France. _The Kaiser
must“not only keep every army corps
busy, but he must move them around
frequently. That the wearing-down
process is beginning to tell is attested
by the calling out of the second line
of the Landsturm, which includes
every man up to the age of 45 years.
From various sources also come re-
ports that those in high places in Ger-
many now realize that they can never
win this war, the odds are too great,
and the end must be unfavorable. But
Germany will fight for the best terms
of peace possible. That is just like
Germany. But what is Britain’s atti-
tude? Peace never, unless on terms
which will destroy the malign influ-
ence of the military firebrands tor
one hundred years and destroy the
faith of the German people in the
militant' party responsible for this
war. Britain will permit of no recess
for the purpose of allowing Germany
to recuperate. It may be on the econ-
omic side rather than in the power of
her arms that Germany will feel most
keenly the war’s effects. It makes no|
difference what the pressure is, Great
Britain will never submit to terms
which forever will not blot out the
menace threatening her existence.
When the war is viewed from this
angle, it necessarily follows that it
will not be of short duration. An end

In the history of the
waterworks plant, as owned by the
city, there never has been raised the
voice of protest over extravagance or
maladministration. The waterworks
has been run properly, and is being
run so to-day. It is a paying concern,
and the shareholders in the same are
now called upon to make a vote of
credit which is really insignificant as
compared with the total investment
at stake.

WE STAND TENTH.

That Brantford holds a premier
position among the cities of the Do-
minion in industrial production is
against evidenced by the census re-
turns just issued by the Dominion
Government and covering the year
1910-11.In 1890 this city had an out-
put of $4,280,999, while in 1910-11 the
total was: $15,866,299. This consti-
tutes an increase of 270.62. Brant-
ford thus stands tenth, and it must be
remembered that this city has been
competing against the larger cities of
the Dominion.

In the statistics at hand the cities
and towns are arranged in the order
of their population, from Montreal
to Galt, and as constituted for mun-
icipal purposes. Montreal in 18go had
a population of of 219,616, with manu-
factures valued at $67,654,060. In 20
years the increase of manufactures
has been 145.81 per cent Toronto,
whose population in 1890 was 181,215,
has increased the values of its man-
ufactures in twenty years by 243.18
per cent. Winnipeg, with manufac-
tures valued at $6,611,240 and a pop-
ulation of 25,639 in 1891, occupies the
third place with an increase of 482.65
per cent in values in the same per-
iod. Vancouver, whose population
in twenty years has grown from 13,709
in 1891 to 100,401 ‘in 1911, shows in
the values of manufactureq an in-
crease in the same period of 695.16
per cent. Hamilton, which ranks
sixth in population, is third in the
. values of its products, with an in-
crease in twenty years of 292.51 per
cent. Maisonneuve is sixth in the
values of products with an increase of
.469.68 per cent. Ottawa is is fifth in
the values of products, with an in-
crease in twenty years of 137.18 per
cent. Quebec is eighth with an in-
crease of 158.71 per cent. London is
ninth with an increase of 97.84 per
cent., and Brantford is tenth with
an increase of 270.62 per cent.
Galt, although lowest in population
‘of the forty-four places named in 1911,
stands twenty-first in the volume of
manufactures. Calgary is tenth in
population, but the value eof its man-
in twenty
years by 2,893.83 per cent., exceeding
the ratio of all others.

THIRTY MILLIONS A YEAR.

In a time of prosperity, and with-
out any effort to interfere with the
British preference on woollen goods
the manufacturers of Canada have
gone on investing millions in this in-
dustry for the purpose of keeping up
the ganadian end of the woollen in-
dustry. In a time when the natioa
needs every dollar of Canadian pur-
chase it can get to keep the mills
going, it is not necessary to harp on
the notion of fair play in order to
get the co-operation of consumers.
It is only necessary to remember that
if only half of this thirty millions a
year were diverted to Canadian fac-
tories it would mean-$3,000,000 a year
in wages paid to Canadian labor and
t?i be re-spent in goods made in Can-
ada.

by the British army as a whole. In
attempting the movement trom the
River Aisne to the Bélgian frontier {g
prolonig the left flank of the Frenc
army the British force was compelled
to assume responsibility for a very
extended séction of the front. The
British held only one-twelfth of the
lire, so that the greater share of the
common task of opposing the enemy
fell, and still falls; to the French,
while the Belgians played an almost
vital part. :
The Germans made every effort to
push forward a besieging force from
Antwerp toward the west, and hasten-
ed to bring up a new army corps,
which had been hastily raised and
trained, their object being to drive
the allies out of Belgium and break
through to Dunkirk and Calais, Alto-
gether they had a quarter of a mil-
lion of fresh men. Eventually the
Germans had north of La Bassee
‘about fourteen corps and eight caval-
ry divisions; that is, a force of three-
quarters of a million of - men with
which to attempt to drive the allies
into the sea. In addition, there was
immensely powerful armament and
heavy siege artillery, which also had
beén brought up from around Amt-
werp. Then followed the blows de-
livered by the Germans at Nieuport,

allies were gredfly outnumbered.
HELD GROUND A MONTH.

For a whole month the - British
army around Ypres succeeded in
holding its ground against repeated
onslaughts made by vastly superior
forces.

The British force, which consisted
all along of the same units, had to
withstand an almost continuous bom-

assault aftér andther, each carried out
by fresh units from the large num-
bers which the Germans were de-
voting to the operation. - Finally the
French came to our assistance, and

| inever was help more  welcome, for

by then our small local reserves had
again and again been thrown inte the
fight in the execution of counter-
attacks, and our' men were exhausted
by the incessant! fighting.

The British front now has been
considerably shortened, and, in addi-
tion, has been reinforced, while a lull
in the activity has enabled them to
readjust their forces, strengthen-their
positions and bring up reserves.
There_ has therefore been a great gen-
eral improvement in the conditions
under which we are carrying on the
fight. In the fighting which pre-
ceded this reorganization it was due
solely to the resource, initiative and
endurance of the regimental officers
and men that success has lain with
the British,

As the struggle swayed backwards
and forwards through wood and ham-
let the ﬁghting =ssumed a most con-
fused and desperate character. The
units became inextricably mixed, and
In many cases, in order to strengthen
some, threatened. point or to fill a
gap in the line, the officers had to
collect and throw into the fight what
men_they could, regardless of the
units to which they belonged. Our
casualties have béen severe, but we
have been fighting a battle, and  a
battle implies casualties, and; heavy
as they ‘have been, it must be re-
membered that théy have not been
suffered in vain.

TRUNK ARE OFF TO
THE FONT.

A striking indication of the large
number of Grand Trunk employees
who have enlisted for active-service
was given at a first aid meeﬁrﬁ pre-
sided over by Mr. Howard G Kelley,
vice-president of the system in
charge of Construction, Mainténance
and Operation. Forty St. John Am-
bulance Association certificatés, won
by the teams from the Point St.
Charles shops and the General Of-
fices in Montreal were to be pre-
sented. Of these forty men six fail-
ed to put in an appearance to receive
their certificates from the vice-pres-
ident. They had sailed or are about
to sail, with the Canadian conting-
ents for service in the war zone, most
of them in active fighting units. They
represented 15 per cent. of the 1913
Ambulances classes at the Gran
Trunk centre.

The work of the St. John Ambu-
lance association throughout the
system has the hearty support of the
president, Mr. E. J. Chamberlain, and
nearly all the general offices of the
company in Montreal gathered to
watch the demonstration of practical
work by students from these classes,
which preceded the distribution of
certificates. "

A description of the enlargement
of the Canadian Pacific Railway's div-
isional shops at North Bay shows
how extensive the alterations and
extensions are. Work on these was
commenced early in 1913, and re-
quired about a year to complete.
The project included not only the
extenision of the shops but also thé
mechanical yards, involving the re-
clamation of a small section of land
along the shore of Lake Nipissing.
