Mr. Peary will take a marine equip-
ment, so that no ordinary leads such
as have been seen, or are likely to be
met with, will seriously interrupt his
progress. Should the Tinexpected op-
én sea be found, or the pressure
reaches of the paleocrystic ice prove
impracticable, detours will, of gourse
be necessary, which may require lon-
ger time, and involve more lines of
sledging ; but with the supply of food
sufficient, there is no reason to doubt
that Peary will sueceed.

Returning southward, it is possi-
ble that, if drifting ice should com-
pel, or other circumstances make it
desirable, Mr. Peary may cross Lin-
coln Sea, and, striking the Greenland
coast somewhere about Sherard and
Osborne Fjord, make his way, over
the ice-cap to the Esquimaux settle-
ments on Inglefield Gulf.
