ANOTHER MINE DISASTER.

Explosion In a Wilkesbarre
Pit,

A Wilkesbarre, Pa., despatch says: A
terrific explosion of gas occurred in the
Lottingham mine at Plymouth yesterday
afternoon, by which five men, who were en-
gaged in repairing the timbering, were
seriously if not fatally burned. It was an
idle day at the mine, but before the work-
men entered the pit the fire boss made an
examination and reported everything safe,
but owing to some defective ventilation gas
had in some way accumulated.

A
chimney-sweep, or a boy disguised as
such, wide awake in chemistry, was on
the watch. Following the secret-keeper so
far on his way. to Charing Cross as to be
sure he would not return that day, thesooty
philosopher hied rapidly back to TempleBar,
ascended the low building, dropped down
the flue, saw all he wanted and returned,
carrying with him the mystery of making
citric acid. The monopoly of the inventor
was gone. A few ‘months after and the
price was réduced by four-fifths. The poor
man was_heart-broken, arnd, died shortl 7
afterwards, ignorant of the trick by whicl
he had been victimised. Like Miss Tabitha
Bramble, when inf d that"the thund
had spoiled two barrels of beer in her cel-
lar, he might have said, * How the
thunder should get there when the cellar
was double-locked I can't comprehend.”
The :inanufacture of tinware in England
originated in a stolen seqret. Few readers
need to be informed that 'tinware is simply
thin sheet iron, plated with tin by being
dipped into the molten.metal. In theory it
is an eagy matter to clean the surface of
iron. Dip it into a bath of boiling tin, and
remove it, enveloped with thesilvery metal,
to & place of cooling. In practice, however,
the-proocess is one of the most difficult of
the arts. Jt was discovered in Holland, and
guarded from publicit{ with the utmost
vigilance for nearly half a century. Eng-
land tried in vain‘to discover the secret,
until James Sherman, s Cornish miler,
crossed the Channel, insinuated himself
surreptitiously into a tin plate manufae-
tory, made himself master of the pecret,
and brought it home. The history of cast
steel presents s curious instance of a
manufacturing secret stealthily obtained
under the cloak of an appeal to philan-
thropy. The main distinction between
iron and steel, as. many people know,. is
that the latter contains carbon. The
one ‘is converted _into the other by
being heated for a-considerable time in
contact with powdered charcosl in an_ iron
box. Now, steel thus madeis unequal. The
middle of a bar is more carbonized than the
ends, and the surface more than the centre.
It is, therefore, unreliable. - Nevertheless,
before the invention of cast steel there was
nothing better. _In 1760 there lived at Ate
tercliffe, near Sheflield, a watchmaker
named Huntsman. He became dissatisfied
with the watch springs in use and set him-
self tothe task of making them homogene-
ous. ‘““If,” thought he, “I can melt a
piece of steel and caet it into
an ingot, its, composition should be
the same ‘throughout.” He suc-
ceeded. His steel becamefamous. Hunts-
man’s ingots for fine work were in univer-
sul demand. He did not call them cast
ateel. That was his secret. “About 1770 a
large manufactory of this peculiar steel
was established at Attercliffe. The process
was wrapped in secracy hy eyery one within
reach—true and faithful men hired, the
work divided and subdivided, large wages
paid, and stringent oaths administered. It
did not availl. One midwinter night, as
the tall chimneys of the Attercliffe steel
works belched forth their smoke, a tra-
veller knocked at the gate, 1t was bitterly
cold, the snow fell fast, and the wind
howled across the moat. The stranger,
apparently a ploughman or agricultural
laborer, seeking shelter from the storm,
awakened no suspicion. Bcanning the
wayfarer closely, and moved by motives of
humanity, the foreman granted his request
and let him in. Feigning to be worn ont
with cold and fatigue, the poor fellow sank
upon- the floor, and soon appeared to be
asleep. That, however, was far from
his intention. He closed his eyes appa-
rently only. He saw workmen cut bars of
steel into bits, place them in crucibles, and
thrust the crucibles inte a furnance. The
fire was urged to its extreme power until
the steel was melted.. Clothed in wet rags
to protect themselves from the heat, the
workmen drew oiit the glowing -crucibles,
and poured their ‘contents into-a mould.
Mr. Huntsman's factory had nothing more
todisclose. The secretof making cast steel
had been discovered.—English Mechanic.

He took pocasion to ex
gratulati to Bir Al d p
npon - taking the office of Lieutenant-
Governor of this Province. It was true,
he said, that theseason’s operations among
the agriculturists were not al satis-
factory ; yet in some branches, notably in
dairy farming, there had been marked and
gratifying success. He referred tothe recent
timber sales by the Provincial Government,
and thooght that the Proviiice whs to be

gratulated upon the which had
attended this the ninth sale of 'timber
lands in the Province. - He quoted figures
relating to the sales of timber limits in’
Ontario,« proving an average-of miﬁu
of $360 per square mile of bonus. O
quoted also the figures of nine
during the same period "in the Province
of Quebec, -, showing average ip
of only $43 bonus per square mile. "It was
complained in some_quarters that the tim.
ber resources of the Province were being too
uickly uséd ‘up, but it was not to be for-
otten that the forests stood constantly in
slngar of being sweptaway by fire. Moreover
it would be inimical to the general interests
of the Province to arbi i the
employmentof the great capital invested in
Ontario’s lumbering intests. Referring to
that part of the speech relating to Pro-
vincil‘rLunntic Asylums, he said that it
had become evident that further accommo-
dation was necessary for this most un-
fortunate class. In the last sixteen years
the Province had expended over $5,000,000
upon this most  unfortunate class. Yet
theére were 471 last ‘year whose misfortune
| had been converted into & crime and
they had been left in the county jails.
In relation’ to the proposal to appdint a
Minister of Agriculture, he dwelt upon the
importance of the farming interést, show-.
ing that the capital invested in the farms
of the Province was $975,292,000, the field
crops alone " reaching the value of
$105,579,000 a year.

Lunar Eclipse,

I myself. would like to see dress-
making regarded ndt merely as a learned
profession, but a8 a fine art. To construoct
a costume that will be at once rational and
beautiful requires an accurate knowledgeof
the principles of proportion, .a “thorough
sense of color and a quick appreciation of
the proper use of materials, and the proper
qualities of pattern and design. Thehealth
of a nation depends very largely on its mode
