Why is the nine of diamonds called
the “Curse of Scotland?”

Probably the most satisfactory ex-
pllanation is that connectgd with the
massacre of Glencoe. Theé order for
the slaughter was signed by John
Dalrymyle, Earl of Stair, the man wib
was instrumental in bringing . about
the union between England and Scot-
lad.

The coat of arms of the Dalrymples
bore nine lozenges or diamonds on the
shield, and it was because of this, ac-
cording to many students of heraldry,
that the expression arose. It is cer-
tain that the phrase goes back to 1745,
because on October 21 of that year a
caricature appeared showing the
young Chevalier attempting to lead a
herd of bulls across the river Tweed,
with the nine of diamonds lying be-
fore them.

Just about once in every ten years
such a stranger comet of large size
makes its appearance in the heavens.
The next one is almost due, and the
comet-hunters _are watching for it.
Some astronomers specialize in hunt~
ing for comets. They use for this pur-
pose a peculiar kind of telescope, of
low power but wide fleld of view.

There is more than a purely scienti-
fic interest in the discovery of a new
comet. Astronomers have long since
conciuded by purely mathematical reéc-
koning that a comet is likely to hit the
earth “head on” soomer or\ later.
Novelists have dealt with this possi-
bility and have drawn fantastic pic-
tures of what would happen to our
earth if it collided with a comet. And
scientists agree that in the event of
such a catastrophe the entire popula-
tion of the world might be destroyed
by the poisoning of our atmosphere
from the gas carried by the comet.

The head of a comet is gas-it. It
conaiste of a relatively solid “nucleus”
which looks like & star—in some cases
thousands of miies in diameter, sur-
rounded by an imméne envelope of
burning gas.

The quantity of gas carried by a big
comet mey not probably be greater
than the earth’s entire atmosphere.
One can imagine thén what might be
the result of & profuse mixing of this
gts, very probably unbreathable, with

Curiouly enough, the only Buropean
national anthem written to order was
the Norweglan, composed by the poet
Bjornson. The old Portuguese na-
tional hymn is unique in that it was
written by an emperor, Dom Pedro of
Brazil; although the ex-Kaiser an-
nounced during the war that he had
written a new hymn for the German
nation. Apparently, however, it was
never published.

The famous Ruseian national an-
them is noteworthy in that the tune,
by the composer Lvoff, was written be-
fore the words, which were composed
afterwards by command of the Csar.

The authorship of our own National
Anthem has never been definitely set-
tled. Its tune has been appropriated
by both Germany and Denmark for
national hymns.

It 1s now none too soon to make
preparation for the winter hl.rn_ﬂ
of the ice crop. Some may be tdr
the first time planning to harvest
some ice this winter, and they will
in all probability need to construét
some sort of a building or bin. in
which to store it. Those who have
‘regularly stored ice may have to.
make some alterations or repairs to
the old ice storage. In any casé it
is a good policy to make the neces-
sary preparations early, and so have
everything in readiness when the
time comes to cut and store the crop.

The style of ice storage really does
not count provided the following
conditions are fulfilled:

(1) That the ice be cut from &
.body of clean water and be free from«
weeds and sediment. £

(2) The cakes should be cut regu-
larly, and all of a size.  The lce
should be at least 12 -inches thick.. -

(3) The ice should be stored on &
cold, dry day. ! .

(4) The cakes should be packed
together as closely as possible with-
out any sawdust or other material
between them. Any spaces between
the cakes may be filled with finely
broken ice or snow. |

(6) Plenty of dry sawdust, at :
least 12 inches, should he packed
between the mass of ice and the
walls of the enclosure, and even a
greater depth beiow and above the
ioe.

i (6) The top of the ice storage
should be provided with good circu-
lation for air in order to preveat
accumulation of warm, stagnant air
over the ice. This point cannot be
emphasized too strongly.

i (7) The ground below the ice pit
should be well drained in order to
readily carry off the waste from the
ice.

;  (8) The wall around the bottom
should be air-tight.

(9) The ice should be kept well
covered with dry sawdust all sum-
mer after each time ice is removed.

(10) As far as possible the Ice
storage should be out of the direct
,rays ‘of the sun, but yet in a place
where there is good circulation of air.
Ice-Houses May Be Cheaply Con-

structed.

It is possible to secure most of °
these conditions in a very cheap and
simple construction, and therefore

/the storage of ice need not give gme

:much concern. The better style of
lice-house is usually constructed of a
'wall consisting of one layer of boards °
,om each side of 2 x 4 studs, the space
‘between being left empty.

Ice can be kept successfully in
ivarious sorts of storages: A large
bin made of single boards nailed on
[oi‘dlnary studding or cedar posts and
ilocated inside some other building,
as a shed or barn; or outside as a
'simple lean-to on the shady side of a '
'large building; part of a hay-mow;
‘an old silo; or a more costly and !
attractive building usually called the
ce-house or cold storage building.

Most of the Ice stored on farms
is used for cooling milk and cream
and keeping it sweet for short per-
;lods. When both milk and cream
are cooled it is necessary to store
1% tons per cow kept, this amount
.covering a reasonable wasto by melt-
age In the storage. If a refrigerator
is used in the house or adjoining the
storage where foods for thé table are
‘'kept, 2 or 3 tons extra should be
stored.

Harvesting tho Crop.

This crop is not the pleasantest
one the farmer has to handle, ad it
is usually pretty cold and wet work.
Lots of good company while working
at the job is a great help, and there-
fore co-operative effort should be
carried out in this line of work. The
job caa be done more efficiently,
quickly, more econpmically and un-
der more pleasant conditions than by
the single-handed method. The job
is worth while, and, if gone about
in a sensible manner, is not too ob-
Jectionable—certainly nét nearly so
bad as standing at the tail-cnd of a
threshing machine,

.tank. The cesspool may be all right

{ for a time in porous gravelly well-
i dralned soils,

but usually it is a
menace to health by contaminating
the water supply or becoming a nuis-
ance whenever it overflowss” The
septic tank is the modern method,
and gives good satisfaction as a rule.
We have very fine working or

on a large table in the Physlcs
Building, and it is very useful for
showing people just what the system
is like and how it operates.

The Septic Tank.

It consists of a large concrete tank
divided into two compartments a
vertical partition. The size for a
single house is about 4 feet x 8 feet
and 31, feet deep. This tank holds
the sewage long enough for a certain
kind of barferia to destroy the solid
matter. When the liquid accumu-
lates to a certaln amount a non-
mechanical affair called a siphon
empties one of the chambers into a
system of field tile, called the absorp-
tion bed, lald shallow under the
ground. Any remaining sewage is de-
stroyed in the soil by another kind
of bacteria that live near the top of
the ground. In this way these friend-
ly bacteria are enabled to do a very
valuable work for us. This is sci-
ence applied to a useful purpose.

We supply bulletin and blue-print
to anyone wishing to build a septic
tank., All necessary information is
given in these, and by their helpful
suggestions any handy man can build
it. Cost for cement, siphon, fittings
and tile amounts to about $52. The
tank may be located close to the
house and the tile laid under the
lawn or garden.

Extension Work ef the Department
of Physics.

Watering the Garden. .

Remember that a good soaking

rneo a week is more beneficial than
ight sprinkling daily. Be judicious:
in your use of the hose. Leafy vege-
tables do not mind having their tops
soaked, as well as the roots. But
fruit bearing plants and vines, like
tomatoes, eggplant, cucumbers, pep-
pers and melons should not have the
tops soaked at all. It washes away
the pollen in the blossoms and is
apt to cause blight and fungous
diseases.

Don’t water the garden in the heat
of the day. Walt until late in the
afternoon and when it has been given
a good soaking it will have time to
soak into the soil to enable you to
rake up the surface easily next morn-

ing, preventing the soil baking and A

conserving the moisture. Regular
soakings for the ever-bearing straw-
berries and other small fruits, fol-
lowed by mulching, will prolong the
fruit bearing season and improve the
quality, Too much watering of grape-
vines fends to cause an excess of
cane growth but a reasonable amount
is d¢sirable.

year continued losses from some of
the most common poultry diseases,
especially those that are of an infec-
tious type, such as chicken pox, roup
and canker.

Many of these same poultrymen
could absolutely eliminate these dis-
eases if they would but pay greater
and more constant attention to ques-
tions of sanitation.

Though sanitation and cleanliness,

are important throughout the year,
there is no time when they are more
important than in the fall.

Too many poultrymen proceed in
the manner of careless housekeepers
who sweep the floor by brushing the
dirt under the stove or furniture.
Such haphazard methods are really
worse than nothing, because they offer
the birds absolutely no protection or
freedom from the germs of infections
diseases.

If you have not already practiced a
complete cleaning of your poultry
bhouse in the fall, make a resolution
to do so this year.

Here are the stéps which must be
accomplished in a complete renovation
and cleaning of the house:

The first step is to remove perches,
dropping boards, hoppers, drinking
vessels and equipment of like nature.
These should be taken out of doors in
the sun for later cleaning and disin-
fection. !

The next step is to remove all litter
from the house. There are a number
of ways of accomplishing this effec-
tively.

If the manure spreader can ¢ back-
ed up to the house and the manure
loaded and hauled out on the meadow
and spread broadcast, it is the quick-
est, cheapest and most cffective way
of getting rid of this material.

In the first place, the litter is rich
in poultry manure and nitrogen, and
will show up in an increased yleld
of hay the following season. In small
flocks where equipment is not avail-
able the litter should be bagged in
large burlap bags and hauled away
and spread on the land just as soon
as possible.

After having removed all fixtures
and litter, the next step is to.dry-
clean the house. This involves the
sweeping of the walls, ceiling and the
entire floor carefully and completely
in order to eliminate all accumulationg
of dirt, cobwebs and other accumuiat-
ed filth.

This must be done in considerable
detal! to be sure to get in all cracks
and crevices, and considerable pres-
sure on the broom will sweep out
much of the dirt and filth which other-
wise would be overlooked.

Pains should be taken to see that
dirt is gotten out of the corners and
sround studding, in order to get the
house just as clean as possible. Mus-
lin curtains should be beaten and
swept to get all the dirt out of them.
This step in the cleaning of the aver-
age poultry house is often neglected.

Best Way to Disinfect—Next comes
the most important step in the fall
housecleaning. That includes the com-
plete disinfection of the interior of
the house. This should preferably be
done with a spray, although in small
poultry houses it can be brushed on
with paint or whitewash brushes.

The sprayer, however, puts the dis-
infectant solution on with force, gets
in cracks and crevices where the brush
application would not be so effective.
Where one has spraying apparatus
for fruit trees on the farm, there is
nothing better than this equipment
for spraying the interior of the poul-
try house. ;

For the average poultry outfit a
barrel sprayer with about twenty-five
or thirty foot lead of hose is very
satisfactory.

For coarse sprays with which there
may be mixed whitewash solutions
containing lime, there is nothing bet-
ter than a Bordeaux nozzle, for it can
be so quickly and easily cleaned and
the coarseness of the spray can be so
readily changed.

For fine disinfecting sprays a whirl-
ing spray nozzle is always the most
cfficient, because it puts the spray on
with great force and more or less as
a mist, bringing about more equal dis-
tribution of the solution on the walls
of the house.

Whatever type of spraying outfit is
used, considerable pressure should be
back of the spray in order to force it
into the hoards and cracks about the
house.

It is & common practice, and right-
by s0, to include In the disinfecting
solution a whitewash mixture of lime
and certain adhesive compounds, not
only to cleanse the house but to whiten
ft up and give it an extremely neat
and attractive appearance.

A Henhouse Whitewash—There are
a great many combinations of mix-
tures which can be used and many of
them are effective, but for one who
wishes to u% a simple, easily mixed
whitewash spray which sticks perfect-
ly to the house and which carrieg'with
Iti powerful disinfecting properties,
there iz probably none superior to the
following mixture: Hydrated lime,
onc-half bag; common table salt, six
pounds; molasses, one pint;(grdund
alum, three ounces; and hot water,
ten gallons.

Keep a Record This Year—Keep 4
poultry flock record this year, even if
it is nothing more than a daily record
of egg production. Better still, keep
a record of receipts and expenses as
well.

Considering the small amount of
time required to keep a simple record
of this sort, there is probably nothing;
that you can do which will yield a
greater return in the direction of im-
provements in the poultry enterprise.
In no other way can accurate com-
parison be made of one year’s results
with another’s.

A record of past accomplishment
serves to make the daily care of the
flock much more interesting, for one
is then constantly striving to better
the previous year’s record. The satis-
faction that comes from gathering on

more eggs than the flock laid one year
before can be appreciated only by one
who has actually experienced it.

In a few years one will be able to
establish, by means of the daily egg
record, a sort of standard for his
strain of hens and his particular con-
ditions. A glance at the standard.
when collecting eggs will show how
the flock is measuring up at any par-
ticular time.

Similarly, the income and expense
record gives a measure in dollars of
the progress of the poultry enterprise.
If carefully studied it will give the
key to many little ways of increasing
fic yearly returns. .

Dynamite “Don’ts”

The list should be memorized by
any one who uses explosives. Before
handling any dynamite, glance over
this list to refresh your memory:

Don’t smoke while handling explo-
sives and don’t work with them near
a light.

Don’t leave explosives where stock
can get at them. Cattle like the taste
of soda and saltpeter, but other in-
gredients might make them ill or even
kill them.

Don’t tamp in a charge with a
metal bar.

Don’t be in too big a hurry to see
why a charge didn’t explode.

Don’t carry blasting caps in your
pocket.

Don’t try to remove the wires from
an electric blasting cap.

Of the total wheat crop of 399,786,
000 bushels in 1923, 170,104,000 bushels
was consumed in Canada. How much
of this was converted into flour is not
a8 yet known, but in 1922 there was
81,413,649 bushels milled, from which
was produced 17,833,131 barrels of
flour. Of this flour 8,663,078 barrels
was consumed in Canada, slightly less
than one barrel for each person.

Of the 491,239,000 bushels of oats
grown in 1923, there was consumed
in Canada 467,678,000 bushels. The
quantity of oats used for human food
in 1922 was 11,191,617 bushels, which
was converted into 145,912,814 pounds
of rolled oats or oatmeal, of which
109,220,612 pounds was used in Can-
ada.

Cornmeal, also, was used to the ex-
tent of 51,302,602 pounds, while 2,659,
910 pounds  ¢f rye flour, 5,631,226
pounds of buckwheat flour, 4,041,063
pounds of barley and 90,433,000 bush-
els of potatoes contributed to Canada’s
table supplies. Farm and ranch ani-
mals provided 1,391,342,492 pounds
of meat, together with 230,507,323
pounds of butter, 21,272,216 pounds of
cheese, and enormous quantities of
milk and cream.

Minerals also enter into the provision
of our meals in the form of table cut-
lery, culinary utensils, stoves, ete.,
while to a large extent coal, coal oil,
natural and artificlal gas, and other
mineral products supply the necessary
fuel.

The power used in the manutacture |
of our flour and meals amounted to '
95,316 horsepower. Herein enters an-
other of Canada’s important natural
resources. Of this total power 25.105i
horsepower was developed by hydrau-
lie turbines and water-wheels, while
53,365 horsepower was provided by
electric motors, practically all sup-
plied with current from hydro-electric
power developments. © Natural and
artificial gas used for milling amount-
ed to 334,958,000 cubic feet, while 38,-
236 tons of lignite as well as other
coal, in addition to large quantities of
other fuels, including 12,699 cords of
wood, were used.

The development of Canada’s forest
resources, second .only in lmporumce:
