At Bismark, Dakota, the 
mountain men often tell the 
story of Markheads exploit with 
the Blackfeet.

It is the same Mark head who 
five or six years later, was 
treacherously murdered by the 
Mexicans, near Taos: At the 
time of his death he was not 
more than twenty seven years 
old, and he could hardly have 
been more than twenty two 
when he had his Blackfoot ad­
venture.

At the time ‘alluded to he 
had gone out on a trapping ex­
cursion for beaver, up one of 
the head creeks of the Yellow­
stone; a locality not much re­
sorted to by other trappers, on 
account of the deadly hostility 
of the Blackfeet. who were very 
jealous of the white hunters, 
and killed every hunter they 
could surprise.

As was his custom, he had 
his horse with him for carrying 
traps and provisions, and at 
this time had made his camp in 
a clump of cottonwoods, on the 
bank of the creek, near the foot 
of a range of bluffs.which fronted 
the stream on the east side.

That morning—it was in the 
mdnth of October—he > had set 
off" early to look to his beaver 
traps, of which he had a line 
both up and down the creek. 
He had. proceeded^ but a short 
distance when he found one of 
his steel traps missing from un­
der the bank where he had set» 
it. - ‘

There were bear tracks in the 
mud above the bank; very large 
ones, leading back into the 
cedar bushes toward the bluff 

The trail was fresh, and 
Markhead followed it cautiously 
through the cedar. Coming at 
length, he found that the animal 
had turned aside, and gone fur­
ther up the bottom. But just 
at that moment he thought he 
heard it thrashing about in the 
cedar a little way ahead. So he 
carefully mounted the side of 
the bluff, twenty or thirty feet, 
hoping to catch sight of the 
animal over the tops of the 
bushes. From this point he 
saw a large grizzly, sitting on a 
broad, flat rock, not more than 
forty or fifty yards distant.

Watching the creature a mo­
ment, he found that it limped 
painfully, and that it walked a 
short distance on three legs. 
Finally it turned about and 
limped back to the stone again; 
and Markhead now perceived 
that the grizzly had his beaver 
trap hard and "fast on one of his 
forepaws. The bear was much 
annoyed by the trap.. It sat 
down on the stone again, and 
from where he lay Markhead 
could see him examining it at­
tentively, holding it up close to

some little sand hillocks,looking 
across, directly toward where 
his camp was, in the cotton 
woods. Tt then flashed to his 
mind that it was his horse 
which had neighed. That was 
why the Indians had pulled up 
so suddenly and were staring 
across.the creek. »

Markhead saw that, even 
could he himself escape them, 
the Indians would inevitably 
discover his camp and capture 
his horse and provisions* to­
gether with all the peltries he 
had trapped. That was bad.

Here he resumed his way up 
the creek, taking care to leave a 
plainly marked trail through 
the wet grass, with -here and 
there a foot print in the mud or 
sand, just as if he was leisurely 
proceeding along the bank, 
looking to his traps.

But he ran on fast, and never 
slackened his pace till he had 
covered a distance of at least ten 
mil$;s from the place where he 
had seen the Blackfeet cross the 
creek. His surmise was that 
the savages, on discovering his 
trail, would pursue him, but 
would expect to come upon 
hini at every trap, and hence 
would follow on stealthily, and 
at no great speed.

Having thus planned out a 
ten-mile chase for them, Mark- 
head ran back across the narrow 
meadow and climbing the bluffs 
made a detour for his camp, 
again, keeping a mile or over 
from the creek, back among the 
sandhills and cliffs. Being a 
fleet and praticed runner, he 
was not more than an hour and 

half making the trip back to
the vicinity of his camp, among 
the cottonwoods, the tall tops 
of which he could see at a great 
distance. After taking breath 
a few minutes, and looking to 
his rifle Markhead crept out 
among the boulders over the 
camping place, for he expected 
the Indians would leave one of 
their number to watch the horses

Is 
i fI at lie may wear the empty title 
hey have conferred upon him? or 

iliai, more worthy tlnm other men, 
they' conter the reward upon him as a 
mark of ilicir esteem? We fancy there 
is enough of the old time manliness 
in Norlhuinlicrliind still,to punish the 
man who, receiving their oonfldence 
so largely, when their business Is to 
lie donc, I heir interests guarded, their 
county kept to the trout, acts the 
deserter, and sneyks away to attend 
to his own private affairs.

We sincerely trust the Local 
Government will keep the even 
tenor of iu wav, and no* suffer any 
of the visionary stuff appearing In 
some of our insignificant Provincial 
newspapers to lead them astray.

Life in Florida-
The Grand Old Fokests or Pi»— 

Tbe Sweet Flora or tbi Coohtbt 
—ftio*o Preaching, Etc.

[Written for the Star.]
Shortly after arriving in Florida, I 

purchased a row boat, and in the even­
ings made excursions on the river. 
Landing on the opposite side;- ■ you 
climb a sand bank rising from the river 
about twenty feet. • From here y on see 
a number of pretty cottages : extending 
ou either hand small orange groves, and 
live oaks, grand- old trees sombrely clad 
with their graceful grapery of Spanish 
moss and displaying high among their 
limbs the dark rosettes of the long 
famed mistletoe. Here grows the hotly 
its berries looking more brilliant in con­
trast with its dark green leaves; and thy 
red bird hops from twig'to twig trying 
to outvie in splendor the gorgeous color 
of the berries. Many an evening have 
I wandered far across the flat covered 
with the low growing yellow cactus and 
deep into the tangled growth beyond, 
until warned by the creeping shades of 
night. The scenery of Florida, though 
in many places very beautiful, possesses 
so much sameness owing to the painful 
flatness of tbe country, that one soon 
tires of it. I am now speaking of the 
eastern and southern portion of the 
State. Yet it has its charms. The 
immence forests of pine covering a 
great portion of the country, always 
pleased me, the flatness of the land 
and the absence of underbrus". allowing 
the passage of a carriage under the 
trees. Tin re was no i npediment to the 
pedestrian. The numerous wild flowers 
studding tbs margins of the small 
streams or r..ns, as they are there call; 
ed, and tbe sad sighing of the wind 
through the pine tops makes a weird 
melancholy music well suited to the 
loneliness of the dark forest. In the low 
lying lands near the larger streams aud 
creeks I saw the most gorgeous and 
highly - perfumed of Florida's floral 
treasures. Tnere was here the mag­
nolia, the sweet bay, and the yellow

green; the blossom is bell shaped, about 
three yiclies in length and colored a 
delicate pink and creamy while, while 
the perfume though rich and sweet is sc 
powerful us to be sickening when placed 
in a close room. The sweet bay more 
resembles our birch in foliage and the 
blossom is pure white and delicately 
sweet. The yellow jasmine, the beauty 
of the wilds climbs throwing its beautiful 
vine about some thickly growing, cedar 
and falls around its support in a torrent 
of golden glory. The perfume of its 
flowers is deliciously sweet, but said to 
be injurious. On my desk I always kept 
a spray and never found any ill effect. 
One thing I must not forget to mention, 
ia the peculiar religions exhaltation of 
the Negroes. Going to meeting with 
them, seems to take the place of going 
to a ball—perhaps I should say bawl. 
In one of their churches which I visited 
the ceremonies were worth describing. 
There was no pulpit. The Minister ad­
vancing .to a sort of reading desk 
within the rail, read a chapter from the 
Bible and offered a prayer. Then one 
otahh ■ congregation walked into the 
centre^f the building singing a melan­
choly stave. He seemed to be making 
the hymn as be went along ; tin air was 
I think that of “ Bowery gals are you 
coming out tonight1” When he reached 
the chorus the whole congregation joined 
in, and an elderly female advancing, 
took the improvisatore by the hand and 
kept shaking it un and down violently, 
keeping time with the music, until the 
chorus was ended and another verse 
commenced. At the end of this verse 
a brother walked out and taking the 
sister by the hand, went through the 
same process, the three retaining hold of 
each others hand. This continued ; a 
brother and sister alternately coming out 
until nearly all the congregation had 
go} iuto the centre of ,he church, shak­
ing each others hands and at the ■ mie 
time bending and swaying their bodies 
with most extraordinary energy. Then 
tbe clergyman sermonized his flick. In 
another of these churches where 
preached a sort of Negro Henry Ward 
Beecher the clergyman was remarkably 
colloquial in bis manner. He was 
preaching a sort of begging 
sermon for funds to build a new 
church and had taken his text book from 

portiun of sepipture descriptive,of the 
building of Solomons temple and desiring 
to refer y> something spoken by that 
celebrated king he wet his finger and 
kept turning over the loaves of the Bible, 
at the same time repeating iu a most 
familiar manner, “What d<h you say, 
Solomon? What do you say, Solomon?" 
They keep up their services until such a 
ate hour and make such .a fearful uoise 

that it is impossible to sleep if you are 
within reach of the sound, and conse­
quently few owners can rent houses in 
the neighborhood.

The next autumn or nearly a year 
aftér my arrival I was taken down by 
malarial fever, and after leaving my bed 
still continued vyry weak with no return 
of appetite. The doctor dosed me with 
quinine; but it was of no use, and at last he 
said, ‘‘You must get down by the sea to 
recover your strength : try Saint Augus 
tine.” A friend a Mr, McDuff, was going 
there in a few days and I jlined him. 
Leaving Jacksonville in one of the up­
river steamers our first place of sail was 
Mandarin about fifteen miles abovq our 
place of departure. Here is the winter 
home of Mrs. Harriet Beecher Stowe. 
Having heard a great deal of her beau­
tiful reeidence, I was rather disappointed 
at finding simply a little roughly built 
one story cottage with no pretension to 
beauty or architecture; no prettily laid 
out grounds. The celebrated orange 
grove consisted if a few trees. The „nly 
redeeming feature of the place consisted 
in three magnifiaient live oak trees 
throwing their huge branches high over 
the roof of the diminutive cottage, and 
with their drapery of moss looking nqt 
unlike grand old giants stretching their 
protecting arm over the home of the 
celebrated authoress. . Green Cove 
Springs I remember well, for it was my 
good fortune to visit it afterward aud 
spend a few days enjoying many a plea­
sant and refreshing swim in its pellucid 
though sulphurous waters.

'’The Clear Whooper.” Seizing my gnu 
which 1 bad loaded with B. B, shot for 
rabbits, I rushed out of the »c tmp and 
stood for a moment looking about me in 
the dark. From the top of a very tall 
spruce which the men had left standing

:t little of the snow with which the tree 
was loaded to fall to the ground.

Raising my gun to my shoulder I aim 
ed as nearly as I could to the spot from 
which the low groan had proceeded and 
tired. Something between a devilish 
scornful laugh and a shriek and a^yell fell 
upon my ears, the thought of which even 
yet fills my mind with horror mid dread; 
and something fell heavily but softly on 
the ground as if a feat er bed had fallen 
from the tree top. It was sometime 
before I or the men who in tbe meantime 
had rushed from the camp, could muster 
up courage enough to go to the foot of 
the tree. When we did however we 
found resting on the snow what appeared 
to be a great pile of feathers as least 3 
feet high. Time having given us courage 
we went up to it and finding no motion 
seize ! it with our hands, when to our 
u'ter amazement x»e found these feathers 
were the covering of a l uge bird which 
r quired the strength of three sturdy men 
to drag to the light of the camp fire. 
Its head resembled sometb'ng between 
that. of an owl and that of a 
turkey buzzard. .We opened 
one of the monstrous eyes which death 
had closed and found that it measured 
t inches in length and 4 in bread'h; the 
great crooked and horny bill or beak 
with which it.was armed was more thin 
n foot long while strange to say it 
had also three rows of teeth. 
The neck of this creature 
was upwards of. two feet long and bare 
of leathers, while from the whole mass 
proceeded the vilest odor. Holding our 
hands to oar noses, we stretched its 
wings,wide open, when we found the 
distance from tip to tip measured m ore 
than 12 feet. Being something of an 
ornithologist, I said to myself, “Audubon 
and Wilson, henceforth hide your 
diminished heads. I am your master. 
Where are your black swans and white 
crows ? How your spirits will envy my 
glory ! Leaving the fetid mass out 
side «fthe camp, I retired to rest, if 
such may be called the few hours of 
dozing, troubled and disturbed by hid­
eous dreams of fiends and ogres. The 
whole livelong night a horrid nightmare 
rode Bn my troubled sleep. This 
however I charged to my having eaten 
somewhat tbi freely of “dogs body.” 
as tbe men in the camps called a lot of 
heavy dumplings which they had boiled 
in the same pot wi'h a junk of fat pork. 
This I had eaten with molasses and it 
certainly tasted better than , it looked. 
Rising betimes from my couch, I went 
out of the camp to look at my unearthly 
game.

All 
gone, and the ground where it lay was 
bare of snow, and emitted a strong 
smell of sulphur ; -and on placing my 
hand down, I found.the heat so great 
that I was glad speedily to " re­
move it.

As to its disappearance dur­
ing the night I do not charge the fact to 
anything supernatural ; the fowl had been 
merely wounded and recovering after we 
had returned to bed, quietly flew off I 
thiuk however is subsequently died 
of its wounds, as I have never heard of 
any reliable person who has since heard 
its hideous voice, if voice such sounds can 
be called a voice.

The heated ground I explain as fol­
lows :—The bird’s main body ha l thawed 
iway the enow, leaving the oarh bare, 
which in my feverish state felt to my 
hand much hotter than it really was.

Smelt Seizure.
In our last we irentioned a large 

seizure made by Overseer Wys’nund that 
lie was holding the lot awaiting proof 
1 liât tln-y liud been legally caught. The 
prnof came, and Mr. XVyse released the 
fish. In making the seizure, he did as 
any wait bi'ul and honest officer should 
hive done; and if the fishermen suffered 
it was because they failed to bring their 
licenses with them. Mr. Wyse is sup­
posed to treat every man coming into 
Chatham according to the regulations foA 
Chatham, till proof be given him that 
the catching is legal under the authority in 
anoi her county. It might be well for the 
sake of convenience that the licenses for 
all the counties were uniform; but circum­
stances may render this undesirable and 
inexpedient. However, all strangers 
coming into this market at an early date, 
would do well to bring a legal pass­
port.

From the south side the river,
Mr. Harrington on his way ' up from 

the oyster ground observed that smelt 
at Eel river were quite plentiful, several 
tons a day being taken. They are also 
plenty at Bay, du .Yin river ;y-wbere six 
nets took 30 tons. One fisherman 
with two nets has already taken what 
brought h:m $130 right on the ice. 
Were this luck general, the condition of 
the fisherman anil shippers would be 
worse than an present, because the 
markets would be glutted. •
