After a period of two years suffer-
ing, death came as a relief to Mrs.
Henry Ingram at 6.30 o'c'ock yes-
terday morning, and when leagqt
expected by the family, who, dur-
ing her long suffering, gave her the
care and attention. that only a lov-
ing family could give,

The late Mrs. Ingram was forty-
seven years old, and' during her two
years illness has been an almost
constant gufferer from intqstinal
trouble. During that time she has
undergone five operations, the last
one being performed in the Vincent
Memorial Hospital, Roxbury, Mass.,
about six months ago.

Never once throughout her suffer-
ing did she lose heart, but after
each operation, was bucyed up with
the hope that it would be the last
and her return to her former
health would socon follow, For a
time, after the earlier operations

Scene at Halifax
When Soldiers Left

Departure of Steamer Was Mark-
ed by Many Pathetic
Scenes

Now that the soldiers who left
Halifax recently have landed safe-
ly in England, the Recorder gives
an account of their embarkaticn on
the Saxonia. It says:

The Saxonia tcok from Halifax 42
officers, 1072 non-commissioned offi-
cers and men of the 25th Battalion,
Halifax; 36 officers, 1097 non-com~
missioned officers znd men of the
22nd  French-Canadicn Battalion,
who had drilled at Amherst, Lieut.

opens the bulk herd door, and draws
the submarine into the cylindrical
chamber. The door is then closed,
the submerine crew liberated, and
repair work started

The whole idea is so simple and
practical th~t it seems very strange
that the submarine has been so long
in use and gone through so maay ac-
cidents befcre this mother ship has
been finally brouzht intp real actual
uce. However, the fnct that Italy
has several such vessels 'n her fleet,
makes her of exceptional value in
this war, wherein the submarine Is
playing so important a part and
where, therefore, a rescue ship for
submarines is badly needed.

Which, to most sensible
folks’ way of thinking was the only
way to prove to the Tasker intellect
that you can’'t expect_ both boots to
fit the same foot.

This 18 a homely 'lustration and
localized to Taskerville; but if it
doesn’'t prove that it's the business
of the retailer in Canada to keep on
his shelves th® goods made in Canada
by Canadian workmen at a time when
Canada is making the fight of her life
to stay industrially eficient—then
there must b¢ something wrong with
the argument.

Naturally this country looks to the
wholesaler .> help along the *“Made-
in-Canada” movement, because it is
going to be in his best interests to
offer the retailer the goccés his custo
mers are demanding, anc in his posi-
tion of buying In carload lots he can
do a great deal to help or hinder
people in carrying ot the “Made-in-
Canada"” sentiment.

The wholesaler who buys his goods
from a foreign country is latting the
reservoir leak without pumping into
it. Every carload o' goodd8 bought
outside of Canada means the value
of a carload taken away from the
purchasirg power of the Canadian
people, which depends directly on the
business done by Canadian factories
quite as much as on the proceeds of
Canadian farms and mines and
fisheries.

We all realize the insanity of killing
the goose that lays the golden egg.
The golden «gg in this case Is the
ability of the Canadiar people to buy
goods, and the abllity »f the Canadian
manufacturer to supply them, as well
if not better, as cheaply if not more
cheaply, than any other nation now
competing for business.
