Celd and Disease Add to Suf-

ferings of Destitute Peas-
ants of Poland.

Eastern Burope is the only part of
the fvorld to-day that really under-

in the grimmest\sense of the word,
according to reperts-brought back to
the American Jewish Relief Commit-
tee by relief workers recently return-
ed from these stricken lands.

Not a particle is wasted of any of
the relief supplies sent from America
by the Joint Distribution Committee
of American Funds for Jewish War
Sufferers or by other organizations.

Garbage cans and dump heaps are
naturally unknown quantities in a
region where 6,000,000 Jews—men,
women, and children—are at the
point of starvation. Typical of the
extreme thoroughness with which
these people utilize everything to-day
was the use recently made of a ship-
men of flour, sent to eastern Europe
by American Jewish relief agencies.
The flour itself was used to feed
destitute Jews at the soup.kitchens.
White bread is a luxury in these lands
to-day, the taste of it forgotten by
the poor, and none of the, flour sent
from America is made into. bread:as
yet. It goes farther stirred into the
.soup issued at the Jewish relief sta-
tions.

In order to make sure that ndt one
atom of the flour was going to-waste,
the seams were ripped; from  the
sacks, which were then shaken over:
the soup receptacles. The next thing-
put to use was the cloth of the sacks
themselves. There' is praetically no
cotton or linen in eastern Europe to-
day, and every scrap of cloth-id put
to wuse. \

In this particular case, the sacks
were needed both as shnouds for the’
dead, and as-cloths in the operating
rooms of the hospital. A part of them
was devoted to each purpose. Both
shrouds and bandages in eastern Eu-
rope to-day have to be made by sew-
ing hundreds of tiny bits of used
cloth together, so these flour sacks
proved a godsend.
The thread which had stitched the
bags together was carefully saved,
also, and used to patch together the

ing. A little attention at the proper
time often results in the saving of not
a few lambs.

Substitute Potting Soil — Bone
Meal a Vdludble Fertilizer.

ECURING suitablg soil or com-
post for -all ‘feathires of florix
culture or horticulture is a
very important matter if the

best result$ are to be:igbtained.

The best basis for all ordinary pot-

ting spils is ‘well-rotted, tough, fib-

clay loam soils. Sod from an old
pasture field, or from the roadside,
from where the grass has been kept
fed or cut down constantly, will give
the closest growing sod, with lots of
fibrous roots attached. These fibrous
roots are 'oné of the very necessary
esgentials in potting ‘#oils to keep
the soil open and friable. The sod
should not be eut.from heavy clay
soils, o1y where noxious weeds, espe-
cially **gouch,” *‘spear” or. “twitch”
grassﬁ ‘growing. ~The sbéd should
not be cut from near pine or cedar
trees.as the turpentine in the leaves
or-pinnae of these trees is very de-
trimental to plant life. It is also
best not to cut the sod from very
swamp soil. Well-rotted barnyard
“manure such as from an oild hot bed,
or cow manure, are both good ferti-
liers to use for a soil compost. Horse
manure alone is not a good fertilizer
for a compost. About-.one-third horse
manure and the balance cow manure
will be suitable. Late in autumn or
early spring is the best time to pre-
pare the, soil compost, autumn pre-
ferred. :

How to Prepare.—The sod should
_bé cut about four inches thick, and
. about eight to ten inches square. It
should be stacked out.of doors in an
out-of-the-way part-of the garden or
grounds. A space six: or eight feet
long by five or six feet wide would
be a good supply for a small green-
house, or for a few hot beds for a
year or two. Start by placing one
layer of sod packed close together
with the grass side downward over
the space selected. Then add a se-
cond and third layer on top of the
first layer. About four or five inéhes -
in depth of either of the fertilizers
mentioned should now be spread
evenly over the thitd 'layer of =od.
Another three layers of sod should
then be placed on top ¢f the ferti-
lizer as before. Then another layer
of the fertilizer as before, and so on
until the pile is four or five feet in
, height. About two iaches.in depth of .
soil should be place%hon top of the
pile t6 finish off with. Place some
wise netting or biushwoed (not ping
or.cedar) all over,
to keep off chickens“6r animals. Keep
the pile quite level while building,
and draw it in slightély narrower to-
ward the top. It should be flat on
the ‘top when finished. It may be
necessary to give the pile one or {we
good soakings with water after it is
finished, or during dry weather in
summef, to hasten decomposition. In
six to eight fMonths-t sheuld be ready
for use -and.will kéép-in- good ‘condi-
tign for about two years.
Preparing for Use.—When ready
for use, trim or slice dowa, with a
sharp spade, the quantity required
from top to bottom of the: pile so as
to secure the proper proportions of
soil and fertilizer, For potting pur-
poses this should be put through a
coarse sieve having a % -inech mesh.
All the decayed fibrous part and the
fertilizer, should be worked through
the sieve. The partly decayed fibrous
or organic matter that will not pass
‘| through the sieye readily should be
chopped or pulled finely to pieces and
put into the soil, if at all decom-
posed.

Tempering or Mixing Soils.—If the
soil is of a heavy clay loamy nature
about one part sand should be mixed
at the time of using, with eight or
nine parts of the §6d compost for re-
potting purposes, for plants such as
geraniums, roses, chrysanthemums
and similar plant§. If the so0il the
sod is ‘taken frem is' of a- light
loamy nature, a wvery little sand, if
any, will be required.

For~ Begonias, Coleus, Callas
(Arum Lilies), ' Gloxinia, Salvia,
Ferns and similar plants one part of
leaf soil, (rotted leaves) or black soil
from the bush (decayed leaves), may
be added tg the compost and sand
before mentionéd. Black leaf ‘seil
from the bush alone does not make
a goad potting soil for but very few
plants, it should be mixed with othg~
sail as stated. )

Supstilule Potting Soil.—A; good
substitute potting soil orcor post may
be made by mixing ape' i seven or
eight parts of good, zht, loamy gar-
den 80il, or loa7iy sub-soil taken
from undernesih sod, with one part
sand and %ae part leaf soil as before
mentfoned, mixed well together.

{"VANTED — DRAFTSMAN FAMI-'

ARE FACING DEATH

Starvation ;\nd Diéease Cause
Indescribable Suffering in
Eastern Europe.

The hardshlps of this winter will
mean death to thousands of Jews in
[Polaud unless outside aid intervénes
at once according to Lieutenant Shel-
ton "Wright of the American Red
,Cross. Comnrission to Poland, recént-
Iily returned to the United States after
nronths of relief work in eastern
Europe.

} He painted a .vivid picture of this
half-starved people, clad in rags, who
are now creeping back toward their
devastated homes after months of
refugee wandering, and dying of
starvation and typhus along the
roads, as they go.

“Qutside starvation, numerous dis-
eases, attributed to malnutrition and
typhus have killed men and wonten
and children like flies,” h? said. *'1
remember a family trying to live un-
der ‘an_ over-turned waggon by ‘the
roadside.
der a trec a few yards away-—she bad
been dead for days. The father was
gtretched upon the ground dying of
typhus. He died that day. Under the
waggon were two little children, roth
under five, sick with typhus. An old-
er child sai stupidly beside fhem-—a
girl_driven out of her.mind.”

Many of-the peaple are driven to
making “bread” ont of leaves «nil
bark, and: “soup”. ont of grass and
water, Lieutenant Wuvight “reported:
There was unspeakable’ joy among
them when the American ships,; load-
ed ‘with relief supplies ' purchased
with the funds raised by the’ Amer-
ican Jewish Relief: Committee and
other American Jewish agencies, and
American and Canadian Red Cross
supplies were unloaded at Dansigand
other ports. In spite of the fact that
the American-Jewish Relief agencies:
are spending almost $2,000,000 a
month now on their relief work in
Poland, and that the Red -Crosg is
doing its work on so vast a scale,
hundreds of thousands of Jews and
IPoles will die during the winie un-
less more aid comes.

‘“Every hox-car full of refugees re--
turning to their homes has in it those
‘who die along the way, and thoge who
{have contracted typhus,” Lieutemant
Wright said. ‘“The people try to
javoid disease by keeping clean, but
it is impossible to do so, under exisi-
ing conditiong. Even our nurses and
doctors fall .ill of typhus, a dlsease
caused by -filth and lice.”

'HOBS OF CHILDREN
CRAVING FOR BREAD

'Gaze Into Bakeshop Win-
dows for Hours at a Tlmc,
Hoping for Something

‘ to Eat.

| ‘““The saddest thing in all Eastern
Furope at the present moment—
worse than all the eother instances of
starvation aad even of death and dis-

mohe one sees outside of the few bak-
eries that are able to keep going in
tVarsaw,” Sholom Asch, the famous
Yiddish playwright and poet report-
ed to the American Jewish Relfef
Committee upon' his return from
Fastern Furope, where he went as
a commissioner of the Joint Distri-
bution Committee of American Funds
for Jewish Sufferers from the War.
“In the bakery windows are a few
loaves of bread, and sometimes cakes,
that are sold at a simply prohibitive
price,” he explained, “and even if
these were as cheap as in Canada and

still bg unknown to the hungry Jew-
ish cHildren, who live on the cup of
goup a day they get from Amaerican
Jewish relief agencies. But the
youngsters tantalize themselves with
the sight of food, when-they cannot
get the taste of it i

‘““They press up to the window, and
at first merely stare respectfully at
the bread, an uncanny little crew of
gaunt small folks with old faces and
gsuffering unchildish eyes. Perhaps
it is raining, or the wind is blowing
coldly through the tatters that they
wear; that little barefoot army, but
they huddle together for warmth, and
do not stir, The sight of the bread
has fascinated them, it is so rarely
geen,

“A customer comes out, leaving the
door ajar for a moment, and ths
warm fragrance of the bake-shop
drifts out to the little ragamuffins,
maddening them. They press closer
to the window, their thin little faces
against-the glass. Those in front put
out their {ongues and-lick-the glags.
as if,- by so doing, they could taste
{he bread behind it:-No poet could
ever write into words$ the wistfulness
¢ of their faces as they do it.

“One of the men from the hakery
y ecomes ont and drives them away
| every few minutes, else they would
break the glass. They are afraid of
him, and for a few minutes they
ctand at a distanece, their eyes still
upon the hread. Then hunger over-
comes their fear, and they press up
to the bakery window again. Soon
they are eagerly licking the glass
bnee more. And this goes on all day
every day in front of the bakery win-
dow.”

More money is needed to help feed
those children, and an appeal soon
is to be made in Canada for that
puzrpose,
