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That Correspondence.
We publish in this issue the 

correspondence which took place 
between Lord Aberdeen and Sir 
Charles Tupper, immediately 
prior to the resignation of the 
late Federal Ministry.

The correspondence 
certainly raises a nice constitu 
tional question. Lord Aberdeen 
seems to have gone contrary 
all precedents, in like contingen 
cies, both in Canada and in Great 
Britain, as well as in other parts 
of the Empire.

which I have from time to time for­
warded for the consideration of coun­
cil. I have carefully considered 
these remarks ahd my. conclusions 
and observations ase as follows : On 
reference to tbe books of the Gover­
nor General’s office, I find that 
memoranda by Ihy predecessors are 
similar in form to those which I have 
caused to be sent. As to the record­
ing of such communications, this has 
evidently been done in tbe past. My 
own experience certainly makes me 
think that this is proper and desirable 
and contributes to the continuity of 
the government. As to the accessi 
bility of such papers to successive 
cabinets, it must be borne in mind 
that whether specifically so consider­
ed or not all such papers are essen­
tially confidential. Their contents 
are made known only to those whe 
are bound by tbe oath of secrecy, and 
they cannot be laid before parliament 
except with the consent of tbe Gov 
ernor General. I fail, therefore, to 
see that there has lately been any de­
parture from the precedent or from 
tbe practice in this matter. These 
observations would indicate in the 
meantime the result of such consider 
ation, as I have so far been able to 
give to the business now before tae.

A most disastrous fire occurred at Tig- 
nish, on Sunday afternoon, burning about 
seventy houses and leaving fourteen fam­
ilies homeless.

store and oonteSte; John Carter’s house 
and outbuildings, occupied by Theo. Ber­
nard as an hotel ; the entire Myriok block 
and most of their goods ; Patrick Hogan s 
premises, occupied by the Misses Me 
Kenna as an hotel ; Chas. Dalton’s two 
stores, three dwellings, and warehouse ; 
Edward Haokett M. P.’s residence and 
outbuildings ; John J. MoLellan s resi­
dence, store and contents, books, and some 
money; J. Albert Brennan’s residence, 
store, and outbuildings ; Mrs. Weeks reel 
denoe and outbuildings ; Wm. Oarrnthere’ 
carriage factory and contents; John 
Walsh’s residence and outbuildings ; Joe. 
Richard’s residence and outbuildings 
also, the Post Office, the Railway round 
house, onè engine, and a number of can.

Death of Sister Irene.

Sister Mary Irene Filz-Gibbon, 
founder of the New York-1 Found­
ling Hospital and of Selon Hospital, 
at Spuy en Dayvil, N. Y., died on 
Friday morning 32nd nit., of hea-1 
disease at the Foundling Hospital, 
68th street and Third avenue. Sis­
ter Irene, as she was known, bad 
been ill a month, and had been an 
invalid for more than a year, bnl 
her death was unexpected. No sis­
ter of the order of Charity in this 
country had gained so wide a repu­
tation for the success of her chari­
table undertakings. The Found­
ling Hospital, the raising of funds 
for which was entirely due to Sis­
ter Irene’s efforts, recently admit­
ted to its wards the twenty-eight 
thousandth ohiid since its establish­
ment by Sister Irene, October 11, 
1869. Sister Irene was born io 
Kensington, London, May-12, 1823 
and came to America with her par­
ents when 9 years of age. In the 
cholera epidemic ol 1849 she was 
living in Brooklyn, and tVas stricken 
with the plague. She made a vow 
that if she should recover she would 
devote her life to religious work 
As soon as she had recovered her 
strength she entered the Commun­
ity of the Sisters of Qbaritv, at 
Mount St. Vincent, Jan. 15, 1850, 
and she was sent as a novice to St. 
Peter's School in 1851. In 1856 
she bec une Sister Superior of Tsjt. 
Peter's Sohocl, which office she 
held until her establishment of the

Hew eagerly I sprang to 
meet him, weak and trembling though 
I was I with what fervor did I embrace 
him I He, this pilgrim of ours, came 
to meet us smiling, affable, won- 
drously gracious to us all.” Five 
days passed. The feast of St. Luke 
arrived, and having celebrated our 
Conventual Mass with characteristic 
devotion, he was seized with fever. 
He knew then that the hour of depar­
ture was at hand. St. Bernard does 
not alludq-to the prophecy about' Ire­
land. In%oth the life and the letters 
there is indeed reference to bis pro­
phetic gift, and there are many inter­
esting touches descriptive of Malachy’s 
genial Irish nature. Saint Bernard, 
on one occasion, expresses thanks for 
the present of g stick which his Irish 
friend had sent him, having learnt that 
he was weak and ailing. We can 
almost believe that it was a genuine 
Irish black thorn cut by Primate 
Malachy’s own hand. Abbot Bernard 
composed a hymn in his honor. Five 
years later (1153) Bernard had fol­
lowed his revered friend to the grave.

Wh»t Î8 known as Malachy’s pro­
phesy w*s discovered in the Abbey 
of Eidsiedlin by the famous Mabillon, 
who sent it to St. Malachy’s success­
or, Archbishop Oliver Plankett. 
The correspondence is given in Card­
inal Moran’s life of that brave good 
man. 4-CC0rdjng to the record 
Malachy bad got as far y Ponte­
fract, a short day’s journey from 
Clairvaux, when death stayed his 
iteps.

It had been overrun by these north­
ern adventurers, as yet unchristianized 
and uncivilized, who were for cen­
turies the terror of Western Europe 
and even of the Mediterranean. No­
thing escaped their ruthless greed and 
cruelty. The houses of devotion fell 
a prey to them. Many of the mon­
asteries they burned, and not only 
did they make havoc of the most pre­
cious libraries, but in numerous in­
stances they slew those who guarded 
them. The consequences of these 
aggressions were most disastrous. 
Despotism, rapacity, feuds, and every 
kind of lawlessness took the place of 
the ancient institutions ol the country, 
public morality had been succeeded 
by vice and obedience to the Church 
by defiance of authority, • Unjess this 
mournful change from Ireland's pris­
tine rule and manners be borne in 
mind, the language with which St. 
Bernard begins the biography of his 
deceased friend will hardly be under­
stood. Qur Malachy,” he says, 
“ was boro and educated in Ireland, 
but he was no more effected by the 
rudeness that surrounded him than is 
a fish by the salt of the sea in which 
it has its being.” He considers it 
nothing less than a miracle that a saint 
so gentle should have arisen amid 
such scenes of conflict and yiojence. 
His parents were of honorable race 
and were reckoned among the great 
people of the land. The mild and 
thoughtful boy owed mueh to bis 
mother, who was nobler by her virtues 
than by her blood. She taught her 
sob a knowledge more precious than 
all the learning of the forld, and his 
spirit being susceptible to such teach­
ing, he chose the better path.
