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Cardinal Gibbons Warns
Shirkers of Motherhood.

Io an interview given by Car=-
dinal Gibbons on ‘the American
woman, in Boston, a s'rong note was
sounded on the duties and respen-
sibilities of motherbood—a warning
to those who would sbirk the re-
sponsibility. No stronger arraign-
ment conld be imagined against this
class of women than the expression
of His Eminence. The subjeot is
one on which he hss spent much
thonght and throughout bis talk it
was apparent that one of his great-
est desircs was that women might
be brought to the realization of what
they owe to the nation,

“There are women who iake upon
themselves the responeibility of in-
structing other bow they
may escape the respoosibilities of
motherhood,” gaid Cardinal Gibbons,
“Such a woman is a8 .much an ac-
complice, and is commilting a8 great
a gin, as if she were an accomplice
to a murderess. And One ©canpot
conceive a more cowardly murder
than this.

“There i8 no greater sooial evil,
and I wizh 10 say that I use the ex-
pression in & broader sense than it
is nsually understood, tban the lack
of maternal instinot, The drink-
ing habit in this country is not eo
great an evil as this, Itis bard to
conjure up a greater one.

' THE JOYS OF MOTHERHOOD.

*“The wife who does not spprece
iate the joys of Motherkood will un-
doubtedly eventualty destroy her
own happivess. Althongh during
the first few years of ber married
life, she may believe thatshe is
baving all the happiness that should
fall to her lot, She was only de-
ceiving herself, For a time shé
may thiok that everything is as it
should be in her home and through
the excitement of certain dissipe-
tions and indiscretions to which cer-
tain American women, of late years,
have been drawn, but she is only
ronping her own and, sbe will later
find, the life and bappiness of her
hueband.

“It at present appesars all but im
possible tv educale the pablio to the
social evil. Itis a wvery delicate
subject to approsch and ezplain the
righteous-living as bearing on the
subjeot of motherhood.

A MOST IMPORTANT QUES
TION.

“So far as the education of the
people on alcobolism and the regular
pare of the hody in cqnpepned, it is
a less serious matter to make them
anderstand than-tbis. For obvious
ressons they maintain ignorant upon
one of the most important questions
now confronting the _American
people.
“The pation depends upon the
personal conduct of each man and
each woman, They both bave ree
gponsibilitiee neither cam shirk. If
the natieo is to thrive and gontinge
to prosper and be happy serious
living must take the . place of the
present frivolous atiityde,

attempts to foil the law of nature
and of Gtod can be given absolution

WOMEN WHQO FORGET.

“It is nowadays quite common to

What an [Italian Pastor
Has Accomplished.

Under the tille “One Man and
His Town” in the current ijssue of
McQlure’s Magezine, Martinc Hamil-
ton Osrter, tells & vividly interest.
ing story of the remarkable work of
an Italian priest—Fatber de Nisco—
in\ building up an Italian colony in
Roiseto, Pennsylvanis,

Of this town, which contains to-
day.more than two thounsand in-
babitants, Father de Nisco is ‘“the
de facto mayor, building .inspector,
health department, and arbiter of all
questions relating to sooial ocondi-
tions or business undertakings. He
is also the chief of the police force,
the president of the labor-union, the
founder of most of the clubs,—
social, literary, mausical, theatrical,
benevolent,—and the organizer of
the famous brass band, pride of
Roseto and envy of the surrounding
conntry, and of the base-ball nine,
whose husky youths affectionately
declare that he can umpire a belter
game than anyone else.”

Ten years ago it was a town  of
less than 50 people—*nameless, law-
less, filthy, = poverty-pinched”—a
collection of ramshackle buildings,
with lanes for sireets, with force and
the knife setltling difficulties. A
Catholic charch was built, but soon
went into the sheriff's hands. Such
was the condition when Father de
Nisco arrived in 1897,
a change,

Then came

“He immediately bought in the
church and the surrounding land on
the hill-top, and began a comprc—
hensive echewe of public improve=
ment. Twenty eight lots in frons
of the churoh were reseryed for a
pack, or *plega’ (the plega is- atill
ins rather primitive condition);
otber lots were set & part for the
parochisal echool that is to come in
the fature; others back of the
church were fenced in for a ceme-
tery, The cemetery had been a
rubbishy brier-patch, open to ths
road, where only lhe’pdorest Roge-
taps bad been laid. Bat he found
in it the making of a beantiful
park, Taking the pick and shovel
into bis hande, he went ioto the
briar patob, and one day Bangor

in five minntes, and learned that
she made from six to eight dollars a
week at it—whioh was all she need-
ed in Roseto—‘and didn’t geta bit
fred’ A married sister sat next
her at the long table, putting on
collars with lighteing rapidity ; and
another sister was doing ouffs. The
‘Kiong' came in presently, bringing
his danghter’s two months—old baby,
to be nursed ; and a8 its father had
accompanied me from the rectory to
show meo round, there was a family
gatheriog in the corner, and they
all talked at me at once while young
Lorevz> bad lunch,”

Ot Father Nisco's Sunday sobool,
the writer says:
I “Buat, his Sunday school—bis
‘four bmndred’ is his great pride and
bope. I visited it in May. 1
walked up from Bangor nearly two
bours early, meaning to go about
and take some snap-shots; yet al-
ready the plszza was swarming with
boys of all ages, and in all stages of
baseball, waiting for Sunday school.
Lopg before service, the women ard
girls were in‘their places, rows of
young mothers in the rear pews
with their babies. A bell called the
boys from their baseball, and the
church -was filled. One, little tot
oame in trying to get his bat ‘down
hig trousers=leg und up hissleeve at
the same time., After ocatechism
the children were lot out for recess
in the plezza and the cemetery, Re-
vess i8 olten an hour and a half long
in summer. The Priest's flowers
wore coming to bloom and the
place was bright, He warned the
children to keep on—not offl—the
grass, ‘Bat if you pick any of my
flowers that are for to look at and
evjoy, 1 shall be mad!‘and be follow-
ed s8 they  trooped ont, earrying
with him a couple of balls, which
he tbrew for the little ones to catob,
beseiged at every step by soores
begging him to throw for them.
“Nearly three hundred played on

the grass but not a flower was
rouched,”*~Catholic Citizen,

Evidences of a conflict be-
tween ‘the Imperial Govern
ment and the House of Lords
are looming up. The Prime
Minister, Sir Henry Campbell
Bannerman, has announced
in the House of Commons,
that two Scottish Land Bills,
passed by the Commons last
Session, and rejected by the
Peers will be sent back to the
Lords for their reconsider-
ation. This, it is said, will be
the first time a bill has been
resubmitted to the House of
Lords, within the life 'of a
single  parliament. The
course proposedjby the Prem-
ier may only‘be for the pur
pose of affording him a pre
text to dissolve Parliament
and go to the country. It is
well known that some of the
elements in the large majority
with which he emerged from
the last general election are
becoming .quite unmanage-
able, and the results of recent
by-elections are empbhatically
against the Government,
These facts and the failure of
the Government to carry out
their pre-election promises
doubtless readey the Premier’s
position ratier uncomfortable,
The resubmission of these ré-
jected bills to the Lords, and
the failure of the Upper
House to concur would con-
stitute a most plausable pre-
text for a dissolution and a
new election. We shall see
what we shall see. '

Advices from British Co-
lymbia indicate that lively
scenes are not impossible
there in the near future. The
Legislature of that Province,
now in Session, has passed
without a dissenting voice,
what is known asthe ¢Natal”
act, and it has received the
assent of the Lieutenant Gov=
ernor. It will be remember-
ed that a similar act was pass-
ed at last year's session ; but
had not received the Lieuten-
ant Governor's assent. The
Liberals generally, and mem-
bers of the Federal Govern

ment, have sought to cast the
blame for non assent on Prem-
ier McBride.

A GOOD $10 WORTH,

F. W. Markey of Montreal has ob-
tained exclusive privileges in the great
Nelson River and all its tributa
taries from West River to its mouth
in Hudson Bay; alio of the Bay or
Estuary of Nelson from Cape Tatnam
to Owl River, a distance of more than
100 miles extending 3 miles from
shore ; also of the Hays and Pigeon
Rivers in Kewatin, two very large
tidal streams en.ptying into Hudson
Bay ; also of the whole of Great Slave
Lake, which has an area of 10,719
square miles, and is larger than either
Lake Erie or Oatario. For all this
he pays $1o a year and his lease runs
for 21 years from 1904.

A Proper Declaration.

The board of investigation which sat
in the case of the Grand Trunk Railway
and its telegraphers went somewhat be-
yond the lines set by precedent in such
matters, and got into the realm of what
may be called the higher politics of
commerce. The decision points out,
what many who take part in the dis-
cussion of such issues give no heed to,
that there are two parties to be consid-
ered when demands that call for higher
expenditaure by railways are tothe fore.
There is no one who gquestions the
worker’s right to & living wage, and it
may be added that in the end he will
get it whether the men who have in-
vested their money in constructing rail-
ways receive any return or not. Bat
the men who invest their money in con-
structing railways have also rights to
consideration, whether the demand be
on the part of employees for larger re-
compense, from the public for improved
gervice, or from shippers or travellers
for reduced rates. If any or all of such
demands are carried to the point where
the operation of a road yields no profit,
or only yields a smaller jrofit than can
be obtained from other investments,
then it becomes difficolt or impossible
to obtain money for extensions and im-
provements,and trade cannot be helped
as it should be. In pointing this out
the boerd in this particalar case has
laid down a principle that may well be
considerad by all who are called on-to
stand between the pablic, or sections of
the public, and the investor in railway
sacurities, who, while he must take the
ordinary chances of bad judgment, bad
management or unexpected competi-
tion, should not be subjected to artifi-
cial restrictions or conditions arising
from politicel or non-commercial mo: i

May a passing traveller be allowed
to express his wonder that the only
Eastern question that Europe bas all
but forgotten is that to the solution of
which for three centuries the Europe
of the Crusades devoted its arms and
its prayers—the question which still
for the mass of civilized mankind,
eclipses all others, Bastern or Western,
in everlasting import ?

The material reason, no doubt, is
that the Holy Land has a population
too heterogeneous to give trouble to
anybody except themselves, has little
or no trade except in rosary beads to
attract the traveller, and forms such a
tangle of the vested interests of all
nations in all ages that no individual
Power can ever hope to appropriate
it for its own. The extraordinary
result is that the ouly portion of the

dominions of Abdul the Damuoed

which escapes the criticisim of Chris-
tendom is that where Turkish soldiers
mount guard over the holy places
where the Christian pilgrim almost
trembles to set his foo(, and bave
even confiscated as the site for their
own mosques the sccaes of the Re-
deemer’s presentation in the Temple,
of the last Supper, and of the Ascen-
sion.

As T write, the muzz'e of a Turkish
guard not twen'y yards is
pointed at our uncffending bedroom
io the New Grand Hotel from the top
of the tower of Dayvid (or rather of
the mediseyal fortress built upon its
ruins ) At the evening hour the
Muezzin of the Mosque in the
barracks enclosure shouts in my ear
from his gallery some sixty feet in the
air the victorious cry that the one God
is Allah, and that Mohammed is His
Prophet.

At is Juite true $hat the Turk exer=
cises his overlordship in the Holy
Land tolerantly, not to say cooingly
betimes.  Jerusalem knows 6othing
of the lusts and bloody fests which
endear the ‘Bashi=bazouks to the un-
friended villages of Armenia. The
only time I saw a Turkish whip used
was on the shoulders of a Moslem boy
who proposed to force his donkey
through the Franciscan procession on
the way of the Cross.

The apparent Moslem bonbomie
has even its touch of bumor. In one
of the dim ambulatories of the superb
Mosque of Omar outside the railings
within which is enshrined the very
rock where the Ark of the Oovenant
once rested (a chunk of rock for which
the Jews who wail outside the wall
would joyfully give an eye or an arm
a piece) the Scheikh who showed us
around uncovered a sguare green
marble from which Mohammed is
fabled to have ascended to Heaven,
and intimated that I had only “to put
something” on the stone to follow the
Prophet instantly to the empyrean.
I humored the joke to the extent of a
half-franc.

“Ab!” be said, “you must put
something more. A half-franc would
only get you half to beaven. It would
leave your wife behind.” For all the
Scheikh’s pretty wit and softness for
French coins, one had only to watch
a circle of Moslem priests worshipping
teward Mecca at an adjoining prayer-
niche—their bodies swaying in grace=
ful unison, as they fell to their knees,
or rose, or flung their shoulders from
side to side, the while their dark eyes
flashed, and their prayer rose and fell
as in the strophes of some solemn
battle song—to feel at what short no=
tice the Scheikh’s jokes might turn
into the gleam -of ‘sleel, only .for
the presence ol the Turkish soldier,
who, with his top-boots banging from
his belt, escorted us through the
Mosque in his stocking feet. Thread=-
bare stockings they were, by the way,
and pitiable enough was the picture
of bankruptcy in the Turkish war
office presented by our 7Turkish
Tommy Atkins, with a uniform of in-
distinguishable color, and in the last
stages of tatterdemalionhood, and the
bungry air of a man who bad dined on
an orange. But, like the Tommy
Atkinses of all nations, Hamid was 2
good-bumored dog, who, while we
pause to muse on the destiny that
placed Solomon’s Fountain at the
service of the religion of an obscure
Arabian congueror, unceremoniously
ducked bis head into the basin, and
then helped himself to a long drink
of the cool waters in which be had
washed bis face ; after which be pro-
ceeded to cull for the lady a nosegay
of wild cyclamens and petunias grow
ing in the old court of the Gentiles,
and pocketed his backsheesh with the
deep content of one who had not re-
ceived as much coin of the realm from
his Turkish paymaster for many a day.

The truth is that Turkish rule is on
its best behavior in Palestine, simply
pecause there alone it is under the
inspection of Christendom. Chris-
tendom is there also, 'ppder the
inspection of the Turk, with results
that are not edifying. The intestine
wars of the Greeks and Latinos, the
Armenians, Copts and Abyssinians
over the partition of the holy places—
their constant battles of words, and
even blows, in the most awful pre
cincts upon earth over the possession
of a particular altar, over the hours for
their rival masses aod processions,
over the particular staircase by which
which Oalvary is to be mouated, over
the age-long question whether thig or
that sect shall be entitled to light five
lamos or only four over the Holy Se
pulchre or in the Chapel of the Nati.
vity—are a source of anguish to all
tender souls and furnish no end of
material for the scoffers, who can see
nothing of the tremendous mysteries
that glorify these sacred places egcept
the petty humaa disiractions which
vulgarize our divinest hours.

The scoffers might as well turn
away from the delicioys Garden of
Gethsemane because of the sores of
the lepers who line the way. These
family jars do not assume serious proa
portions oftener thaw kalf a dozen
times in a generation. Fifieen Fran-
ciscan monks wounded by a shower
of 'stones from the roof of the Greek

convent six or seven years ago for ex:
ercising their immemorial right of en-
try by a particular staircase tothe Cal-
vary chapel ; a Franciscan monk (1he
Fraociscans, it can be stated with a
safe conscience, are always the vic-
tims; and the Greeks almost always
the sggressors) killed with a revolver
shot a few years further back by the
canvass of a Greek procession on the
threshold of the S:able‘of Bethlehem,
consecrated by the most important
event in the world’s history; a hor-

rible scuffle a few weeks ago in the
same holy place owing to the attempt
of a band of Greek priests, not con-
tent with their exclusive possession of
the Altar of the Nativity, to force their
way with blows of brass crosses and
croziers through ‘the oaly corner of
the rock-hewn Stable left to the La-
tins—tHese <coonstitdte the prionclpal
casualties which scandal bas got to
feed upon for the last quarter of a
century.

When we remember that five war-
ring churches are left without any
written law to dispute the possessions
of spme fifty sanctuaries, where their
processions  perforce jostle © ooe
another daily in a  narrow
space, always ill-lighted and often
underground, and that remonstrances
and explanations bave to be exe
changed in divers mutually anintelli-
gible tongues, the miracle is that the
muscular forms of Christianity do
not oftener and more scandalously
assert themselves.

There is even a consolation in the
thought that:the passionate fervor
with whioh Latin and Greek and
Armenian alike have clang century
after century to the ' ownership of
every altar, lamp, and pinch of dust
in-the holy places; gives us the best
assurance that buman tradition oap
give that these are, indeed, the scenes
of stupendous mysteries in com-
parison with which the battlee,
sieges and pillages of the pharaohe,
Sensnacheribs, Alexanders, Pom-
peys, Chosroes, Omars, Saladins,
Napoleons and Mohemet Alix, that
bave ravaged the face of Paleatine
are but a8 the stings of moequitoes
of yesteryear,. Hven a fight for the
right of aweeping the steps of & given
chapel (apd it was the actual ocsuse
of the moat serious of recent en-
counters) beccmes respectable when
some atoms of the sweepings may
quite possibly have been touched by
the tset of Jesus, or' may have min-
gled with some prophet’s or martyr’s
dast, and when both oclaimants to
the right of wielding the aweeping
brush can cite their title-deeds going
back to the Crusades, or furtber,
But it is s disgrace to Chiistendom
