funds which bad previously belonged to the pro­
vincial funds, and yet it never was suggested that 
the vein of the Sovereign should be put on that 
bill. Was it therefore consistent, because anoth­
er administration had paâeed a bill for the very 
rame purpose as the one passed for Upper Cana­
da, and which had not been opposed, for hon. 
gentlemen to come forward and call it a bill of an 
extraordinary character, and that it ought to have 
been reserved for the pleasure of Her Majesty ?
It was unfair tn proceed with snch an opposition; 
and lie was afraid, in spite of all that hon. gen­
tlemen might say, that the opposition to the 
measure arose from the feet, not that they were 
going to pay rebels, but because those who were 
to he paid were French Canadians. (‘No,- no.') 
He maintained that the bill was only to pay tho 
just losses, arid it was based precisely on the 
same principle ns the bills which had passed the 
Parliament for the payment of the just losses sus­
tained by persons in Upper Canada. The prin­
ciple and the circumstances of the two measures 
were exactly the same, and the Ministry had 
passed their word of honor that no rebels won Id 
be paid, and had even consented to some altera­
tion in the bill for the purpose of doing away 
with the belief thaï rebels^wej£ to be paid* In 
spite of all this, hon. genTfemen still maintained 
that it was their intention to pay rebels ; but he 
would again assure them, on his own responsi­
bility as a member of the Administration, that 
rebels were not to be paid."

Such was the explicit declaration of one whom 
I believe to be a gentleman of honor and charac­
ter, and who belongs to the Ministry in Canada, 
and who uttered a sentiment to which he pledged 
the Ministry ns well rs his own honor. (Hear, 
hear.) *Tliis be it rbserved was after the bill 
passed, and after all those amendments to which 
the right hon. gentleman had referred had been 
rejected. Atzain, Lord Elgin, being informed 
that some bills required the assent of the Gov­
ernment, proceeded to the House of Assembly, 
and then gave his assent, as Governor General, 
to this bill ; and, in answer to an address after­
wards, Lord Elgin stated his views in the fallow­
ing terms :—

‘ ‘ Even if the measure of indemnity tc which 
you refer had been more objectionable than it is, 
it would still have been the duty and interest of 
all lovers of true freedom and of order, which is 
amongst its most valuable fruits, to protest 
against the outrageous assaults on the fundamen­
tal principles of constitutional government for 
which it has been made the pretext. Bat I am 
bound to say, ia justice, to the large majority of 
your representatives by whom this bill was sanc­
tioned, and it is my firm belief [and the noble 
Lord here desired it to be observed that Lord 
Elgin was at the time in daily communication 
with the advisers, promoters, and authors of this 
measure] thatjthey did not intend in passing it 
to countenance rebellion, or to compensate the • 
losses of persons guilty of the henious crime of . 
treason; but that their purpose woe to make pro­
vision for the payment of claims arising from tho 
waoJnn and unmuyee»nr ifeat/iirtion nf nronertv. 
blé accompaniment of civil warfare,—claims 
which had already been recognised by the de­
liberate nets of preceeding Parliaments and gov­
ernments. Under this conviction I assented to 
the bill, and In this spirit only could I ever con­
sent as the head of the Executive Government, 
to give effect to it." This is the public declara­
tion of L«rd Elgin. [Hear. hear. ] The right 
hon. gentleman lias pronounced a just panegyric 
o i Lord M<*i<^alfe. Let us do all honor to the 
dead Tne memory of Lord Metcalfe deserves 
to be respected; but let us not be unjust to tho 
living: and I will say that, when Lord Elgin 
pronounces those sentiments, he does not mean 
to leave himself an opening for evasion—be 
means to act in the spirit of hie declaration and 
to do all in his power to carry into effect the 
views he expressed, that it was not intended to 
compensate the losses of persons guilty of the 
henious crime of rebellion. [Hear, hear.] For 
my part, speaking in the name cf the Govern­
ment. I have perfect confidence in the integrity 
and justice of Lord Elgin; and I believe that the 
words he has pronounced he will carry into effect 
by .the acts he will sanction. [Hear, hear.] Of 
course, with respect to the mode of carrying out 
this net, which will depend upon the instructions 
to be given, and upon the commissioners to be 
named. It is Lord Elgin's own wish, I believe, 
that brlore any formal act ie done here, the in­
structions which he proposes to give to the com­
missioners should reach this country. We hive 
not yet received the act in eu eh shape that the 
liuren in Council could be advised to give any 
decision upon ti. either, to carry it into operation 
or otherwise; but l will tell the right hon. gen­
tleman that it is our belief—and that belief wo 
mean immediately to communicate to Lord 
Elgin—that it will be our duty to leave this act 
to its opi raTon [loud cries of " bear, hear"]; 
that we shall do s.o in the confidence that those 
instruciirine will be framed in the spirit of the de- 
clarations which lie himself has made [hear, 
heir], and tint, therefore, we do not do :'>t that 
when those instructions arrive they will he a -’ll 
as to enable us to advise the Queen to giv- be: 
entire approbation to Lord Elgin’s proceeding.— 
[Hear, hear.] I do not, therefore, in a v way 
mean to disguise the- course that we intend to 
pursure. [Hear, heat.] I cannot believe sue!» 
h thing,—though it is within the vrra* of possi­
bility,—as that those instructions should hr quit» 
contrary to the statements which Lord F’giu ha* 
made, arid the assurances which he has given;

I 
have no reason, from s»y partiality, as in any 
way involved in v hat hit conduct might be.— 
Wo found Lord F.lgio appointed by Vud Htmiley 
to the ( .ovmiiut-nl of Jamaica; the despatches, 
some of them produced in this house, others 
which came to our official knowledge with re­
gard to his conduct in Jamaica, struck 113 m* 
showing renisrlmble ability [hear, hearI; m 
showing him a man who, placed in a high and 
responsible situation, I think hie first pubfin 
office, at once Mixed upon the main points which 
required hie attention ae Governor, and directed 
housed to the administration of that Colony in a 
mnnuet to promote its welfare, and to reeve the
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intercale of the Crown. [Hear, hear.] . Being 
•track with these merke ol ability, Lord Grey 
advised her Majesty to eppoint him to the still 
more difficult situation of Governor-General of 
Canada. Since he bee been Governor ol Canada, 
I may say that everything he has done has con­
fira, ed the opinion that be was a person fit to 
be entreated with great power and (q exercise 
'great responsibility. [Hear, hear. I The 
right hon. gentleman telle me that the Pro­
vince of Canada is not represented by the 
votes of its Legislative Assembly. [Mr. 
Gladstone^-" ! did not say a word of it.”] 
The right bon. gentleman argued for some 
lime that were petitions and addressee 
showing that, in fact, there was a very 
strong opinion on the other side, and that 
that might bo the prevailing opinion in 
Canada. [Hear, heir.] It has occurred to 
me to argue in this house, when parties 
have asked for a dissolution of Parliament 
because this bouse carried repeal of the 
corn laws, that this house, chosen by the 
people of this country, was competent to 
perform any act of legislation, and that you 
bad no right to call upon the Crown to look 
for any other representatives than those 
whom the law pointed out as such. [Hear, 
hear.] Still, it, was within the power of 
the Governor General of Canada, if be bad 
thought that the Aseembl^did not repre­
sent the people of Canada^t-that opinion 
was the, other way, that this Rebellion 
Losses Bill had excited eo much indigna­
tion and disgust that a different Assembly 
would bo chosen,—it was perfectly in hie 
power to refuse his confidence to his pre­
sent Ministers, to change his Ministers, 
and to dissolve the Assembly/ Why, Sir, 
what reason had he to do so ? In the case 
to which 1 have just alluded we had unmis- 
takeable symptoms with regard to many 
members of this house, that their constitu­
ents did not agree with them in the view 
they took of the measure then under con 
sidération. But with regard to Canada, I 
have examined—I bave asked, whether any 
member for Upper Canada has been called 
upon by his constituents t j resign—whether 
his conduct has been disapproved by large 
numbers of them, and he has been told that 
he has misrepresented them on account of 
hie vote upon this question, and I find noth­
ing of the kind. [Hear, hear.] At least, 
if there may have been some single instance, 
I find, with regard to the great body who 
have voted for this bill, that they seem to 
be as fully in possession of the confidence 
of their constituents as at any previous 
time. [Hear, hear.] The opinion of Lord 
Elgin is, that if he were to dissolve the 
Assembly hu should have another returned 
with the majority, and representing the 
same sentiments; but he would not be in 
the same position. [Hear, hear.] If Lord 
Eigin were to make the mistake, and change 
his Ministry, and then to find that tho As­
sembly adhered to his present administra­
tion, he would have caused vast ill-feeling 
and dissension, all the heat of a contested 
election, and, in the end, havo to take back 
the Ministry he had rejected for the sake of 
this measure. (Hear, hear.J At all events, 
Lord Elgin, I think, was a sufficient judge 
of these matters, end he has declared that 
that is not bis intention, that he has made 
tip hie mind not to dissolve the present 
Assembly (hearj; but, at the same time, 
Lord Elgin is willing to encounter the dis­
approbation of Her Majesty if we should 
think fit to give advice to that effect, and to 
submit in that case to the penalties which 

. would follow such disapprobation. 1 have 
eeen it written by a person indeed who 
ought to bo some authority, that wo might 
disallow this act, and vel-trixfi^w.f^lL'Y'we- 
Jieve, would consider such a coursé out of 
the question. (Hear.] He would say that 
if this act were disallowed he was unfit for 
his situation of Governor General of Canada. 
(Hear, bear.J But I could not, as things at 
present stand, so far as I am at present in­
formed, advise tho Crown to proceed to the 
disallowance of this act. (Hear, hear.) I 

feel very deeply, the excitement 
which has been caused by if. I believe 
that the opposition to this bill founded their 
objections on feelings and arguments which 
no doubt appeared to them valid, but that 
they have carried their opposition to a point 
that has raised an excitement in Canada, 
which they themselves see with great re 
gret. (Hear, hear.) I observe that all 
the best of them spook in terms of iridigna- 
,i®n the outrages committed, tho insult 
offered to the Governor General. (Hear, 
hear.) I trust, therefore, that however, 
much excitement may have been caused by 
this act, theto gentlemen, whom I believe 
were men of loyal sentiments, some of 
whom I know were advisors of former Gov- 
ernors-Genoral, and comported themselves 
ns men who had the interests of their coun­
try at heart, will, when this present excite­
ment shall bo over, endeavour so to avert 
the evil consequences that may flow from it 
as to prevent any lasting and permanent 
discord arising in Canada from this source. 
(Hear, hear.] Tho right hon. gentleman 
has adverted to tho course ho thinks it 
would be necessary to tako it it were a 
question between contenting the colony 
and sacrificing the honor of tho Crown. I 
am happy to think that in the present in-, 
stance no such is required; I believe we 
shall consult at once tho honor of the 
Crown and the interests of Canada by sup 
porting Lord Elgin in tho course ho has 
taken. (Hear.) I trust that the different 
parties in Canada, whose dissensions are not 

. of yesterday, who have carried on these 
bitter contests for many years, will feel that 
whatever imperial interest may be involved 
in this question, it is still more for tho in­
terest of Canada that she should be allowed 
to pursue her course of destined prosperity, 
undisturbed by the effects upon commerce, 
upon agriculture, upon industry, of these 
violent agitations. (Hear, hear.) Such 
was the'lcsson which my lamented friend, 
Lord Syd nham, endeavoured to teach in 
ell tho provinces of North America. He 
always said,—“ Whatever your party dif­
ferences may be, you are by pushing those 
differences to an extreme risking the loss 
of that great social prosperity, which is 
your lot if you can but carry on those dif­
ferences within the bounds of constitutional 
conflict and legal moderation.” (Hear.) I 
believe now, if such is tho course of the 
opposition party in Canada, if they do not 
attempt to transfer to this house the dif­
ferences which have already taken place in 
Canada, that Canada—this question over— 
is destined to see her prosperity gradually 
recovered, and, once recovered, continually 
augmented. (Hear, hear J I believe her 
eituation is such that the inhabitants of 
Csnada need nor envy any other country 
any institutions it may enjoy. I believe, 
under the British sceptre they may enjoy 
as much freedom and as much happiness as 
can be the lotofany poeplo on tho face of 
the earth. (Hear.jjUnhappily, the difference 
of race is one main element of these dis­
sections.

Weeding.—Now is the time to attend to 
the weeding of the crops. If weeds are al­
lowed to grow, and seed, amongst the cul­
tivated plants, of whatever description, 
there cannot be much hope of a profitable 
crop- Due attention to weeding is' one of 
the best proofs we can have, that the farmer 
is desirous of growing good and abundant 
crops. When we see land not sufficiently 
drained, and growing almost as many weeds 
as useful plants, we may reasonable con­
clude, there is not much desire to practice 
a perfect system of hiîstmndry. TO have 
what land wo plough dry, and what crops 
we grow clean from weeds, aro essentially 
necessary to protitablo farming, and where 
these matters arc neglected, it shows our 
agriculture is not in a prosperous state. It 
is absurd to say that draining and weeding 
will not pay the farmer.- The farmer, in 
many instances, may not have the money to 
expend upon this work, but this is tho only 
justification. If crops will not pay for 
draining and weeding, they had better not 
be cultivated. Good farming, if there is 
means to carry it ou,t, will be everv way 
preferable to slovenly farming, and will pay 
better. This fact has been clearly estab­
lished in the British Isles, and may also be 
proved in Canada.—Jig. Journal.

Tub Timb fob Cutting Wheat.—A few 
years ago, John Hannan, Esq., a celebrated 
and scientific Yorkshire agriculturist, made 
a number of experiments, with a view of 
ascertaining the best period for haveeting 
wheel, and after carefully weighing the 
hfferent samples, and comparing their pro­
ducts In flour, bran, and aborts, the difference 
in favour of cutting the crop about ten days 
before it might bo considered dead ripe was 
equal to one-sixth the value of the whole, 
The net saving gained in this way was con­
sidered sufficient to pay the entire expense 
of harvesting and thrashing, beside,s which, 
tho quality of the straw was vastly improv­
ed by early cutting. In England it requires 
a much longer period for grain crops to ma­
ture than on this Continent, and therefore 
it would be quite safe to say that wheat 
and other grain crops would make as much 
progress in ripening hero in four days as in 
that country in ten. It would be difficult 
to lay down any general rule by which the 
reader coiild be correctly governed in de­
termining, the most profitable time to cut 
the wheat crop, but we can scarcely be mis­
understood in recommending that it should 
begin a few days earlier than ie usually the 
practice. When the straw mostly becomes 
yellow, having only a few streaks of green 
near the tips of the chaff, the heads quite 
erect, and the berry large and just out of 
the milky state, we have found repeated ex­
periments, that wheat cut in this state is 
inoro productive, and will make a better 
quality of flour, than if harvested before or 
after that period. When wheat is cut ear­
ly, the ber/y is of a light bright colour, 
the skin thin, and the flour finer and better 
io quality thah if cut when fully ripe. If 
wheat has a very dark and luxuriant green 
colour a short time before it ripens, or 
when it is in a milky state, and shows 
pretty clearly that tho crop is predisposed 
to rust, it would be well to begin cutting 
six or eight days earlier than in ordinary 
cases it would thoroughly ripen. By 
judiciously observing this advice, and put­
ting the gram in round shocks, snugly 
capped^as fast as it is havested, a great 
saving may be effected, and, indeed, the 
rust very frequently evaded. Wheat c.ut 
before the staw has become thoroughly yel­
low, or when the grain is in a doughy state,

but we have little hope of seeing armies 
and navies abolished in our time. There 
may come a golden age when such expen­
sive establishments will be dispensed with 
by the universal consent of mankindu; but 
we suspect it is far off, and that it must be 
preceded by a vast moral reformation which 
the most sanguine philanthropie! can hard­
ly anticipate. We doobt whether the mere 
formality of a treaty will bind the angry 
passions of mankink, but we would rejoice 
to see the experiment tried, or at least a 
calm discussion among the great Powers 
ae to its practicability.—Dundee Adverti­
ser.

But a band of meh, with 
party banners, party insignia, Orange sashes, 
Orange ribbons, and Orange music, marching to 
the Church, is just as much an Orange proces­
sion as though it had marched to the ball-room 
or tavern ; hence it mast be regarded as a viola­
tion of the law of the land in a very aggravated 
form. Religion ought never to be used 
eham, under any circumstances, and where the 
§ham is intended to screen or extenuate a direct 
violation of an existing law, the profanity and 
sacrilege become horribly dfbgustiog, and addi­
tionally wicked. And the Minister of the Gos­
pel who would countenance such a procession, 
by preaching a sermon to it, without first inti­
mating faithfully that such processions are un­
lawful, and rebuking them in the fearless spirit 
of Christian zeal, must certainly occupy a low 
niche in the estimation of every right-thinking 
and intelligent man, and hie success and useful­
ness as a messenger of peace, and as an ambassa­
dor of the great doctrines of universal love, must
be fearfully doubtful. _________

We have not enquired whether the Act that 
forbids party processions, is a good law or a bad 
law—this does not affect the question. No good 
man will wilfully violate a bad law He may 
write against it, speak against it, and petition 
and protest against it, but he will not violate it. 
This law, founded on the principle of universal 
charily and forbearance, may be too far in ad­
vance of the feelings and intelligence of our Ca* 
nadian community at present. It enacts that 
parties of different religious creeds, living under 
the same paternal government, shall not be al­
lowed to provoke and insult each other’s feelings 
or prtjedieee, by public processions, or the open 
display of party badges. Perhips the pulpit hss 
not yet done its duty in preparing the hearts and 
understanding of the great mass of the people for 
the adoption of these exalted principles of for- 
^irenew and sympathy. We say, perhaps the 
Act has-conte too soon. A portion of the Or­
angemen aery so—they think it is very hard and 
very uiyost that they should not be allowed to 
dimity their deep devotion to the principles of 
Protestantism by insulting the feelings of their 
Catholic countrymen—but their attachment to 
Protestantism would be better evinced by a Tes- 
pect 1er the laws of a Protestant Government— 
but they are1 foolishly disposed to delate the law 
on the supposition that it is bad. Now, there ia 
another law in the same statete book, which en­
acts that men shall not burn each other’s bouses, 
add «opposing that the Catholic population 
should come to the eonclusisa Chart it would be 
meritorious to bum the houses of the Orange- 
roei, and therefore look upon this law that for­
bids them, as bad, they woeld just fallow the 
example of the Orangemen, aod set the law at 
defiance.

The truth is, that alas eat every lsw is suppos­
ed to be bad or oppressive by some portion of the 
community, and if every man is to be allowed to 
violate the law sitdply because be is displeased 
with it, there will soon be an end sf ell lsw, and 
we regret to chronicle the fact, that the Orange­
men of Canada are theaghtleesly and infatuated- 
ly setting the example for such disastrous con­
duct.

THE GOVERNOR GENERAL'S TOUR

Hap anything been wanting to complete the 
infamy of the Tory Press of Canada, it would 
have been famished by the contemptible twad­
dle that some journals are putting forth in refer­
ence to Lord Elgin's visit to the Upper section 
of the Province. We refer particularly to the 
Hamilton Spectator and the Kingston Whig, 
where all Canada, and especially the Governor 
General, are warned in a most beseeching spirit, 
that death and bloodshed, such as has never been 
witnessed in oer days, nor in the days of our 
fathers, will be the consequence if his Excellen­
cy intends to make political capital out of his 
projected tour ! ! In the name of heaven what 
do these madmen mean by thus insulting the un­
derstandings of the people of Canada f What 
does Lord Elgin want with political capital 7— 
Does he not know that he is supported, yea, 
beloved by nine-tenths of the whole people of the 
Upper Province, and what more could he expect 7 
The modest Spectator will allow him to land 
peaceably at Hamilton, providing he comes in 
the same unostentatious manner as a dealer in 
email wares, or a Yankee clock pedlar ! Yes, if 
he would condescend • land unattended and un­
welcomed, like an obscure traveller, the Specta­
tor promises not to allow the rowdies to groan or 
fling mud at him ! But he must not attempt to 
land as the Governor General of Canada ! He 
must not dare to insult the wounded feelings of 
the Tory pet lambs—Bah ! The pets took the 
liberty of alarming the public with a volley of 
cannon when the Montreal Merchant.

But the Governor General—the illustrious 
Scotch Noblcrr.ar tbs the Queen
delights to honor, and who is deemed worihy to 
represent her Sovereignty in the chief colony of 
the British Empire. The magnanimous Bruce 
must not receive the same honor at the Montreal 
Merchant ! There rouit be no firing of cannon 
—nay, His Excellency must not even tolerate 
her Majesty’s virtuous and loyal subjects to as­
semble and welcome him with an honest cheer— 
the dear, peaceable pet lambs will become vora­
cious and blood will be the consequence !

The article in the Kingston Whig is an out­
rageons outburst of course vulgar treasonable 
threatening, but the source is quite harmless, 
and therefore, it would be superfluous to notice 
it. The Hamilton Spectator has occassional I y 
some gleam# of common sense or intellect, but 
they art always lost in no eternal maze of raph-

sodical and unmeaning nonsense. And in the 
present instance we would just ask, what means 
has the Governor General of preventing the pc- 
currence which the Spectator wishes him to pre­
vent 7 The people of Hamilton and the sur­
rounding count»* will just welcome Lord El- 
oui in the very 4ame manner, and with the same 
enthusiasm that they would welcome Hie foyaj 
Sovereign, Queen Victoria ; they will assem­
ble in thousands without the advice of either the 
Governor General or the Spectator, and they 
will cheer ** long and loud,” without asking 
who is pleased or who is angry ! The Specta­
tor will be at liberty to groan if it suits his fancy, 
and his features, but he must not attempt to 
fling mud. His groaning will Jo neither good 
nor harm, and nobody is likely to take the trou­
ble of preventing it. This kind of silly bluster­
ing and threatening of the Spectator will produce 
an effect exactly opposite to that intended. We 
hope there is not one honest independent man 
within fifty miles of Hamilton, who will neglect 
to shew his utter contempt of such threats, by 
cheerfully travelling these fifty miles to welcome 
the Governor General. We trust the virtuous 
population of the Gore District will assemble 
housands and cheer rapturously, till the Specta­

tor and bis small party feel their own insignifi­
cance, and shall dwindle down into an almost 
imperceptible Spec in the vast maze of living, 
thinking souls. The Spectator thinks it will be 
disastrous if his Excellency should display any­
thing of the political partisan !

rabid ferocious savages that have spoken and 
written against him, id terms which a decent 
man would not apply to a commou scavenger, 
and who have endeavored to intimidate him by 
even threatning violence. This is the conduct 
which common serfle dictates to the Governor 
General, and which his own honor, and a due 
respect for the feelings of Her Majesty’s subjects 
in Canada require.

Goderich, and if so he will receive a hearty wel­
come ; and if the Spectator supposes that a little 
groaning would do good, he hsd better come up 
and try it, as we are persuaded there are not 
three individuals in the District of Huron, who 
would be disposed to groan upon such an occa­
sion.

The Poughkeepsie (N. Y.) Eagle says 
The harvest of grain and bay has common 
ced in this country. The early part of the 
season having been fine, the crops of wheat 
and rye are very abundant—much over an 
average crop, the hay crop is also very 
large, and of fine quality.

The Port'Gibison (Misp.) Herald, of the 
29th$IjL,says :—From what we have our­
self seen, and have heard from planters in 
various sections during the past week, wo 
are convinced that the corn crop, now on 
the eve of maturity, will be very short, and 
that cotton cannot reach an average crop. 
The severe drouth which followed the late 
heavy rains, have affected both corn and 
cotton, entirely checking the growth of the 
first, and preventing the ears from filling 
with grain, while the cotton has generally 
a wilted and sickly appearance. There are 
some exceptions to this, a# light and parti­
al showers have fallen occasionally on some 
plantations, while those adjoining were not 
moisted for weeks, by a single drop of rain.

The Helena (Ark.) Shield, of the 30th 
ult., says : The present month of June, of 
which this is the last day has been remarks" 
bly wet—rain having fallen in greater or 
less quantities, on at least fifteen days of 
the thirty, in this region. Much injury has 
resulted, we learn, to the cotton crop, from 
so much wet weather. The corn crop, 
however, is said to be excellent, and pro­
mises a most abundant yield.

The Rockingham (Va./ Register, of the 
7th inst., says :—Our farmers are now 
busily engaged in “ reaping tlic fruits of 
their labour.” The crop of wheat is a good 
one, both in quality and quantity. The 
torn crop also presents an exceedingly pro­
mising appearance, and the crop of grass is 
more than an ordinary one. Never was 
there less ground for complaint on this sub­
ject than at present.

The Fatchez (Miss./ Free Trader, of 
the -Ith instent, pays :—From all parts of, 
this and the. adjoining.counties, we hear 
complaints of the un promsing condition of 
the cotton crop. The late heavy and fre­
quent rains and strong winds, added to pré? 
viens and similar visitations, have greatly 
injured the growing crop, a good portion of 
the stalks have been blown down, and 
thousands of acres abandoned on account of 
the gras».

The Cross.—The Hay harvest throughout 
the District is nearly completed, the crop ia luliy
an average.

Spring wheat and oats, in 
consequence of the long severe drought, are on 
most soils short in the straw. Pease and pota­
toes have o promising appearance, and the 
heavy rain of yesterday will, we hope, render 
the latter ancabundant crop. A somewhat re­
markable phenomenon is witnessed in several 
places in the vicinity of the town during the 
past week. Whole hosts of a peculiafkitid of 
grub or caterpillar have attacked fields of oats 
and spring wheat, and in the course of two or 
three days have left the straw standing complete­
ly bare. Of the oats, nothing is left but the 
stubble—the ear of the spring wheat is left 
standing bare, the leaves and beard being com­
pletely eaten off. The destroyers march in 
armies of thousands, and vegetation is marked 
with a sudden destruction. The fields which have 
been desolated are but few in number, and we 
expect that the abundant rain yesterday will stay 
the ravage ; but certainly so far as the destroyers 
have proceeded, they eeem, like the Egyptian 
locust, determined to “ eat up every green

CHRISTIAN PEACH, OR CHRISTIAN 
UNION?

We rejoice in the belief that there arc 
many hearts, in all denominations, yearning 
for Christian peace. And we are satisfied 
from indications that have fallen under our 
notice, that there are those, even among 
secte heretofore the most exclusive, who 
have imbibed something of the true spirit of 
gospel charity, who are raised above the 
narrowing influence of sectarian sympathy, 
and who are striving to cherish and manifest 
the spirit of Christian |5ve towards those 
who may differ from them in opinion. Nay, 
more. Wo rejoice to find from the publish­
ed works that have come in our way, that 
there are those who are willing to put forth 
their most strenuous efforts to make “ the 
divided Church one.” Yet the phrase,— 
u Christian union,” which such writers usu­
ally adopt, ii not a favorite one with us.— 
Terms and names often exert a greater in­
fluence over the feelings of a community 
than we are aware. And we have some­
times thought, that the frequent use of the 
phrase, " Christian union,” is exerting an 
injurious influence upon the feelings of the 
Christian community. If, as we dwell upon 
this subject in thought or in conversation, 
we should think or speak of “ Christian 
peace and harmony,” would not a very dif­
ferent class of feelings be awakened within 
us ? Christian union, in the sense in which 
the expression is most obviously and gene­
rally used, seems to us not to be at all desi­
rable. Christian peace and iharmony we 
should rejoice to see becoming more and 
more widely prevalent.

And when we use this latter phrase, we 
have in our mind a state of things, irffwhich 
the different dénominations, notwithstanding 
their distinctive peculiarities of opinion,
worship or effort, and even in tho midst of 
great differences in these respects, shall live 
together in peace and harmony, and manifest i 
towards each other tho true spirit of Chris- j 
tian love. It is not. that we wish for an 
amalgamation of sects, or the abolition of 
all denominational distinctions. What wo 
desire is the entire suppression of the secta­
rian spirit. Let there be, as there now are, 
different denominations, and let them retain 
their respective peculiarities of belief, of 
worship, or of religious operation. But let 
them recognise each other as Christians, 
and extend to each other the courtesies of 
Christian friendship. Let them rejoice in 
each other’s peace and prosperity, and ever 
cherish a willingness to assist each other. 
Such a state of the Christian community 
would present a scene, upon which Christ 
could look with pleasure. Then would 
Christians be one, in their spmyathy with 
the spirit of their Master, in thejr resem­
blance to his character, in tho objects of their 
prayers and efforts, and in their exercise of 
kindness and forbearance towards each oth 
er. And such a state of tho Christian 
Church would be adapted to impress t^eply 
upon the minds of all, a firm conviction of 
the reality, the heavenly origin and the di­
vine power of our religion. When men see 
Christians, differing from each other in their 
religious opinions, in their forms of worship, 
and in their inodes of operation, still breath­
ing, amid all these differences, tho same 
spirit of devotion to the will of God, of uni 
versai, all-embracing love to man, an 1 of 
charitable forbearance towards each other, 
they must bo deeply impressed by the sight. 
When men see Trinitarians and Unitarians, 
Presbyterians and Episcopalians, Methodists 
and Baptists, Universalités and those who 
hold to the eternity of future punishment, 
equally conscientious in all duty,—alike 
scorning to take advantage of each other in

relates to t state of the community which 
depends on individual effort and character. 
And we leel that it is our duty, sa individu­
els, to << follow after .the things which make 
for peace,” to cherish and manifest a spirit 
of peace, and to labor, in our respective 
spheres and witfi our several abilities, to be­
come peace-makers among sli around ue.—■ 
We feel, too, that tbie is a duty which ari­
ses from our relation to Jesus, the Prince of 
Peace, and which does not depend on the 
circumstances in which we are placed, nor 
yet on the treatment which we receive from 
others, tye may be placed among those 
who differ from u*> essentially in opinion, 
who deny our right to the Christian name, 
and who pronounce our opinions the latest 
delusion of the Devil ; or among those who 
seem to us to deny the very foundations of 
tho Gospel. In such circumstances, it 
would be idle to talk of Christian union, as 
that term is generally understood. But we 
may speak of Christian peace, even under 
such circustances, as an object at which 
we as individuals may aim. We may feel 
that we have a duty to perform to God, to 
our Saviour, and to our own souls,—a duty 
which consists in cherishing and manifest­
ing a spirit of peace ourselves towards all 
around us. If treated unkindly by others, 
our spirit of peace will take the form of for­
bearance and furgivnesa, and will prompt us 
to return good for evil—benevolent wishes, 
kind offices and fervent prayers, for bitter­
ness, censure and reproach. If we are pla­
ced among those who reject what seem to 
us the foundations of all piety and virtue, 
our spirit of peace will be manifested in a 
readiness to allow them all tho right of 
forming and publishing opinions which we 
claim for ourselves, in acknowledging that 
there may be sincere and honest devotion 
to what is regarded as truth, even in the 
midst of what we deem error, and in giving 
them duo credit for all of good there is in 
their dispositions or characters. The duty 
of cherishing this' spirit of peace devol­
ves upon every minister of the Gospel, upon 
all who claim to be ambassadors of the 
Prince of Peace. It is the spirit they should 
inculcate. It is a duty devolving upon eve­
ry individual Christian. Each in his sphere 
whether that sphere be more or less exten­
ded, should breathe the spirit, and seek to 
promote the prevalence of peace.

There are two important considerations, 
in favor of this view. If, as individual 
Christians, we have ever cherished and 
manifested the kind and forbearing spirit of 
gospel peace, have ever inculcated upon 
all within the sphere of our influence the 
importance of “ following after the things 
which make for peace,” and have ever, 
where it was possible, acted the part of 
ponce-makers, we must have (ho satis­
faction arising from tho consciousness that 
we have done what we could to bring the 
Christian community into the state con­
templated by the Saviour.. We may con­
sole ourselves under the division and con­
tentions the bitterness and animosity, pre 
valent in the Christian community, with, 
the thought, that this state of things ari­
ses from no fault of ours, that we have 
done all in our power to prevent so pain­
ful a spectacle.

Again.,; .this course, of cherishing and 
breathing the spirit of. peace ourselves 
is the most effectual way of promo­
ting peace around us. The spirit of 
love can never be excited by strength of 
argument. It is love only that begets love. 
It Is the manifestation ot the spirit of peace 
on the part of individuals, that begets a 
similar spirit in those with whom they, as­
sociate. We may employ the ablest and 
most convincing arguments with our neigh­
bors, to Show that it is their duty to cher­
ish love fur us. But if wo do not at the 
same time manifest the spirt of love our­
selves, our arguments will fall powerless 
upon their ears. We may prove to them 
that it is their duty to live in peace with 
us, and yet, if we ourselves manifest a con­
tentious disposition, we shall have no rea­
son to expect that we shall induce them to 
act in accordance with our arguments and 
our conclusions. But if we breathe the 
spirit of love, if we manifest all the kind­
ness and forbearance of true Christian peace, 
it will not be long before the most obsti­
nate bitterness, in those who differ from us, 
will melt in the warmth of effectionate re­
gard which flow;, from our hearts. So in 
regard to religious denominations. We 
may frame an argument which is sound in, 
all its parts, and which conducts to a con­
clusion that cannot be apt aside, showing 
that it is the solemn duty of denominations 
differing from us to cherish towards us a 
spirit of love, and to live in the exercise of 
Christian peace and harmony with us. But 
if at the same time we are treating thoir 
opinions or practices with severity or with 
sarcasm, we have no reason to expect that 
our arguments will be of any avail. If, on 
the contrary, we, as a denomination, mar.’.-1 
fest towards those who differ from us i 
pirit of love and forbearance, it will even

advance farther in ear studies, and find our 
own minds occasionally watering upon 
points where we had been previously set­
tled in opinion, and perceive that evidence 
and arguments seem to bp at times more, 
and then less weighty and conclusive, ac­
cording 40 the state of mind in Which we 
view them, and eepecially ae the conscious­
ness of our own liability to error ie pressed 
upén the mind, our humility will be increas­
ed, and, with more humble views of our­
selves will be connected more charitable 
feelings towards those who may differ Rom 
us.

Still further ; man’s natural desire is to 
have his own way. He is unyielding and 
obstinate in regard to all that is opposed to 
him. But whbn ho becomes truly religious 
he surrenders hie own will to the will of 
God. This, however at first, is a matter 
of resolution and of purpose, rather than of 
feeling or practice. It requires time and 
effort to bring the feelings into an accor­
dance with the resolutions and principles. 
At this stage ofjiis reVgious course, the 
individual is in great danger of giving a 
new name to his aolf will, which will enable 
him to indulge it without remorse. He 
may call it zeal for God and for his truth, 
and then in its indulgence may cherish bit­
ter feelings towards those who arc, as he 
thinks, the enemies of God and of truth*— 
But as he makes progress in the Christian 
character, and brings his own will into 
more entire subjection to tho will of God, 
he must, as a natural result, become more 
kindly disposed towards those who differ 
from him.

Once more ; as wo make progress in the 
Christian course, the practical gradually
assumes superiority over the speculative__
The cultivation ofholiness becomes of much 
greater importance than mere correctness 
of speculative opinion. And he who is 
fully aware of the deceitful nature of sin, 
and alive to the imoortanco of personal holi­
ness, will sympathise warmly with another 
who is in a similar state of feeling, even 
though he may differ widely in doctrinal 
belief. And he will be led, by sympathy 
of feeling and similarity of purpose, t% 
charitable judgments in regard to differen­
ces of opinion. It will be perceived, there­
fore, that the spirit of peace is not merely 
a single trait, which may be cultivated 
separately from others, and in which we 
may excel while deficient in other and im­
portant features of the Christian character. 
It is the result of improvement in all the 
Christian graces.
