Huron. Dr. Worthington, of the vil-
lage of Clintou, is our choice, and he
has accepted the nomination.
‘‘We have no desire to disturb the re-
lations of the political partiss of the
Riding. We simply seek recognition,
and should that recognition be acco
us in a satis.actory manner, then we
will be greatly pleased,
Yours, respectfully,
Jas.

. Bishop was the first callel on to
address the Conyention, He thanked
his mover and der for the h r
they had done him. He made no pre-
tensions but was a plain farmer like
most of the electors. If he received the
nomination of the Convention freely and
fairly he would accept it. He did not
seck it, but was willing to forego his
own feclings in deference to the wishes
of his fiiends and the intercsts of his
party. He trusted the Conyention
would bo unanimous in its choice and
thatall would work together to secure
the return of their candidate, of which
there was no donbt, by a large majority,
as it wounld go to show the Dominion
government what was thought of them
in South Huron. If elected he weuld
support the Reforin goyernment and
the principles for which he had always
contended.

Mr. Sinclair said that perhaps he had
some claims on the Reform garty, as
he had been in a pasition to do them
some service in the past. He might be
entitled to some consideration for his
service, but he thought it would be bet-
ter in the interests of the party to nomi-
uate some one else. It was probable
that before anether general election
there would be a reconstruction of the
county and that his place of residence
would not be in the South Riding. He
would then be a non-resident, as their
member in the Dominion House now is,
and that would be urged as an objec-
tion. There was also a prejudice agzainst
a representative® of his profession, and
further it was felt that Goderich should
not have the entire representation, but
that the Southern part of the county
should be considered. He did not
sympathise with these prejudices and
feelings but nevertheless thay existed,
and should he be selected they would
be intensified. There was another
difficnlty 1n  his way.,” He was surety
for a government ofticer and therefore
disqualified. @He might be released
from this position, but perhaps not in
time to take the field. Under these
circamstances he wished his mover and
seconder to withdraw his name. He
trusted Mr. Bishop would be selected,
and he was.preparel todo all he could
to secure his eloction, of which there
was no doubt if the Reform party work-
ed together. He had dene all he could
for the partyin the past aud was pre-
pared to do so still.

Mr. Sinclair’s name was then with-

drawn.

Dr. Worthington said he had no
special claim on the Reform party. He
occupied a peculiar position. e wasa
strong temperance man and weuld be
~lad if the temperance and Reform in-
torests could be united. To a great
extent this has been accomplished to-
day and he had now no desire to receive
the nomination. Ile had always been a
Reformer and always intended to be.

Mr. Brown said he did not come be-
fore the conyention as a candidate. He
did not desire the position aud wished
his name withdrawn.

Mr. Love of Hay statod that the dele-
gates from that township were instruct-
ed to support Mr. Brown and he felt
that they would not be carrying out their
instructions if th:{ allowed his name to
be withdrawn. Mr. Buchanan made a
similar statement and Mr. Brown’s name
was therefore allowed to go beforo the
convention,

Mr. W. G, Smith asked what Mr.
Bishop’s views on the temperance qnes-
tiom were.

Mr. Bishof replied that ho would be
a strange man who couldn’t agree te the
resolution adepted by the convention.
He wonud be glad to do what he could
te assist in limiting the liquor traflic,
but he thought prohibition the only way
to striko at tho roct of the evil.

After a few remarks by the Chairman
and Mr. Thomson the vote was taken as
follows, Bishop 28, Brown 9, Worthing-
ton 7. The nomination of Mr. Bishop
was then made unanimous and that
gentleman thanked the convention ina
fow words for the honour conforred upon
him. He would serve them, if clected,
to the best of his ability, and trusted
that when ho appeared before them two
years hence his course wonld meet with
their approval. 5

The Chairmansugyested that it would
be well now that so many Reformers
were together to make arrangements for
holding a mass meeting as was being
done in other counties, to protest against
the conduot of the Dominion Govern-
ment with reference to the Pacific Rail-
way charter. Some of the prominent
members of the Reform party would be
present and address the meeting if it
was arranged for. The suggestion met
with hearty approval, and the Chairman
and Secretary, together with the County
Representatives, were requested to
make the ry alsang ts
The. convention was then brou ght to
a'lose with the usual votes of thanks.
