Judge said he was ¢lad to sed by the
sheriffs return that there was only 2ne
case 80 far a* kuown to engaye their at-
tention, aud from a list of the prisoners
in gaol, with one or two exceptions,ther-
did not appear to have been many cases
in the county of a serious nature Tt
was somewhat difficult to judge whether
crime was on the increase ur not, be
cause in order that criminals might not
remain long in cus ody before trial. they
have the option of gnng before the
county judges, and that option was of
ten exercised to the lightening of cases
in the higher court. He then explained
the law regarding forgery in a very clea-
and succinct mauner. The grand jury
occupied a different positivn in relative
to the administration of justice thau
any other branch of the court. They
had the restriction of the number of
cases that should come before the court
for trial, after having the preliminary
evidence in each case read to them by
the proper official. If the administra
tion of justice is not pleasing tv the
public, they can make themselves heard
through the grand jury. ‘‘Your room is
to be sacred and private. Not only has
no vne any right to enquire of you as to
what transpires, but you have nu right
to tell any one, And the object of that
15 one which will appear to your own
reason as in the best interest of society.
[fin any discussicn in your room you
think there is anything that should be
offered to the Dominion or Ontario Gov-
ernmsnts, you may make it asubject in
your presentment.” He thendwelt upona
question that is now attracting much at-
tention in this and other countries
the . relation betweea capital and
Jabor. It was a question that this eoun-
try with other countries must face very
scon, and it was to be hoped it would
meet with peaceful solution. It was not
quite right to say that labor and capital
were in conflict, or that they should be.
In the nature of things they should not
bo, They must work hand in hand if
the true interests of the country are to
be considered. While it would nut do
to have thuse who have been placed by
the public in possession of large fran-
chises and great power throogh wealth
te handle it to the detriment of the
country, on the other hand it would
never do that those who have the power
to wake money, the power to labur,
should be abie to combine and subvert
the peace and order and ‘prosperity of the
conntry in ardar to accomplish that
wa co they ook s their interost,  If
those whn enmmand labar and those
who command capital cannot harmonize
ana work quietly and peaceably in the
solution of this prob'am, then legisla.
tion, backed by puh!ic opinion, must be
be,ught to bear wnd the admnistration
of justice be enfurced. The righ of the
subject under the British crown must
be aintained whether it be claimed on
behalf of capital or labor. He closed by
saying that some newspapers were en-
deavoring to make capital by these dif-.
ferences, and said it wou'd notdo to
take the word of nowspapers who were
unwilling to speak out honestly on this
subject. After a brief allusion to the
work of inspectiog public huildings, the
grand jury were permitted to retire.

In reply the Judge ex himself
as glad chat their labors had been com
paratively light. This, his first official
visit to the cvunty of Huron, had obeen
indeed a pleasant one, and he hoped
his lite would be spared to make many
more. It was certainly one of the finest
and richest counties in the province, and
he was glad it had not felt the ‘commer-
cial depression that had come upon «ther
business ceutres. The incarceration of
pror people and the nssns in yuo' 1
soveral cou. ties, wus oue that should ea-
gage the attention of the Government.
There should be inore care taken in plac
iig thess unfortumate people in gaol,
olse the gevernwment must erect build-
iugs in different parte of the country,
where the insane and decrepit should be
confined, instead of being put and kept
in gavl. It was a pity that they should
ve kept in gael, when it was impossible
for the officiale there to take proper cure
of themn. He thought the «urvactio :
the grand jury a very guod omne, and
wouls forward it to the government. He
underatood that some of the grand jury
wore also memnbers of tie county coun:
cil. They should remember that it
would not do to try and satisfy their
consciences ‘by merely’ presenting the
tact to the court, but should ucge the
matter in the council. In Hamilton the
grand jury prerented that the prisoners
n the jail were very much coutented
and too well tuken care of, and
that thay should be lew well fed
and made to work a little more. It
was a rather incongruous state of affairs
than an honest pour man had te work
bard, and evem then find it difficult t.
keap hisfamily,while some lasy or vicious
persons were kept in jail, in confort at
the expense of the public. The aathori-
ties were slow to go forward to make
these crimina's help to support them
selves, because it would cost too much
at first, and because the labor question
was in the way. He believed that peo-
p'e whe t the law shuuld be
taught that it is harder to be in gaol
than to be out of it. and so make it less
pleasing sad inviting for them to be in.
He thought the treatment in gaol should
be more severe ; that the food should
not ba so guod, that only enough sheu.d
be given to keep life and strength in
those imprisoned ; also that hard work
should be provided, In Turonto it was not
an uncomwmon thing for people to break
a window, in order Yo get into gaul for
the winter. His lordsbip, after wishiny
them a safe jowrney howe, discharged
the grand jury.
