Throughout the country north of 
Edmonton, this year’s grain crop 
promises to l>e not only good but one 
of the best on record. The yield last 
year in this district, was. unusually 
good but there is every Indication that 
1910 "will see even more bushels har­
vested to the acre of all kinds of 
grain. There has been no drought. 
No early frost has wrought damage. 
Conditions are, in short, as favorable 
as they well could be.

Because of the character of the soil 
which retains dampness more readily 
than common ground, th,e late arrival 
of the spring rains has worked no 
harm. Growth was, of course, more 
tardy at first than it otherwise would 
have been; but since the largesses of 
Jupiter Pluvius began, a fortnight 
ago, standing grain has made extra­
ordinary progress. Quite enough rain 
has now fallen to bring the crops to 
full maturity without another drop 
from the skies.

Many farmers have from one 
to three hundred acres of oats In the 
most promising condition. One half 
mile north of Ray, Pierre Burle has 
115 acres ot oats and a field of 125 
acres south of Ray. Some of this 
grain was sown oil summer fallowed 
ground.

"With no bad luck, my ninety-five 
acres of summer fallow will bring 
one hundred bushels to the acre, 
said, Mr. Burle tti the Bulletin yes­
terday. "Most of the oats In the 
Ray vicinity will give from seventy- 
five to a hundred bushels to the acre. 
Fall wheat should yield forty-five."

From Ray to Villeneuve the crops 
are in excellent condition.

Splendid Yield in St. Albert.
In the St. Albert district there will 

be a splendid yield. West of the 
town there Is a large acreage. Splen 
did fields of grain are to be seen on 
the farm of A. Lema, six miles west, 
and on the Duggan farm, where 
over three hundred acres are In 
crop.

East of St. Albert, along the north 
bank of the Sturgeon river, there are 
some excellent fields of grain.

DamagesContinued Hot Weather 
Growing Wheat.

Brandon, Man., July 8.—As a re­
sult of continued very hot weather, 
crops reports in this district are far 
from reassuring. With the heavy 
rain of ten days ago it was felt that 
growing grain would completely re 
cover from the effects of early June 
drought, but the expectations were 
not realized. The showers expected 
to follow the drought period did not 
materialize, and scorching heat is

This 
grain promises as well as any other. 
Few fields that have been well worked 
should yield less than forty bushels 
to the acre, judging from present in­
dications. The average should be con­
siderably higher. Many farmers who 
had a yield of from forty to fifty 
bushels per acre last year, confidently 
expect from sixty td seventy this sea­
son.

Washington, July 6.—Race riots,
shooting and cutting affrays, common 
assaults and depredations, occurred in 
W ashington last night as the direct 
rekult of the Reno prize fight. Ap­
prehensive of the outcome of the fight 
in inflaming -portions of the popula­
tion of the capital. Major Richard 
Sylvester, chief of the Metropolitan 
Police, cut short a vacation and 
hastened to Washington to assume 
direct personal control in preserving * 
order. The local newspapers by 
megaphone service reported the fight 
and large crowds gathered in front of 
the various offices. It was noticed 
by the observing that racial feeling 
prevailed. As soon as the decision 
of the 15th round was announced the 
trouble commenced. Unquestion­
ably the zeal of the whites caused 
much of It. The self-assertiveness 
of the negroes, encouraged by John 
son’s victory, resulted in remarks 
which were quickly resented by the 
whites. Street brawls and fist fights 
kept the police busy. There was one 
shooting affray on Pennsylvania 
a' < hue, and the negroes in several 
assaults used knives. Several hun­
dred arrests were made.

Constable Shot.
Mounds, Ills., July S.^-One dead 

and one mortally wounded was the 
result of an attempt by four negroes 
to shoot up the town in honor of 
Jack Johnson’s victory at Reno, Ne­
vada. A negro constable was killed 
when he attempted to place them un. 
der arrest.

Riot Threatened in Indianapolis. 
Indianapolis, Ind., July 6.—For a 

time last night it seemed though there 
would be a serious time as a result of 
fighting In what is known as “Buck- 
town,” part of the city along Indiana 
avenue, that is inhabited principally 
by negroes. Nearly 4,000 were con 
gregated about the saloons and along 
the streets when the news of John­
son’s victory was received and they 
went wild. One stepped into a 
grocery store and swore than Jack 
Johnson could whip any white man 
living. A white man in the store 
remarked that “Johnson may do that 
but I know a white man that can 
whip you,”" and knocked him uown.

Police Stopped Lynching.
Clarksburg, W. Va., July 6.—Anger­

ed at the demonstration of negroes 
celebrating the Reno victory, a posse 
of 1,000 white men organized here 
last night and drove all the negroes 
off the streets. One had a rope tied 
around his neck when the police in­
terfered.

Negro Shot in Omalui.
Omaha, Neb., July 6.—Race riots 

last night in Omaha, as the result of 
the prize fight, were responsible for 
the death of one negro and the ar­
rest of a dozen others. Red Dale 
ahd Henry Anderson, both negroes, 
argued over the prize fight 
and Dale shot and killed Anderson. 
Dale. escaped.

OIL COMPANY TO PAY FINE.

Standard Oil Subsidiary Company in 
Oklahoma Brought to its Knees.

Enid, Okla., July 7—The suit of Okla­
homa to oust jhe Wate re-Pierce Oil Com­
pany from the state for violation of the 
Anti-Trust Law was settled today by 
the company agreeing to pay a fine of 
$75,000. The company agrees not to 
enter into any agreement, contract or 
arrangement, - • maintain any restraint 
of trade in the petroleum products in 
Oklahoma. A second agreement provides 
that no forfeiture in this action shall 
be made on account of the matters em­
braced in the pleadings of the case tak­
ing from the corporation the right to do 
business in the state but it shall re­
strain them from further violation of 
the anti-trust laws.

The third agreement provides that un­
til regulation- by the state corporation 
commission, or until it shall be finally 
determined that the corporation commis­
sion has no power to make such regula­
tion, the companies shall maintain uni­
form prices upon petroleum products in 
Oklahoma. The Waters-Pierce Company 
also agrees to erect or acquire a refin­
ery at a tost of not Ices than $150,000 
near some suitable city in the fields.

CONDEMNING WIIAT THEY 
ASKED FOR.

Opposition papers are very busy 
these days telling us what misdirected 
geniuses are their friends who occupy 
seats in the House of Commons.

It will he ^called that two years 
ago there came from the Opposition 
in the House a demand both loud and 
long, that .ÿorç restrictions be im­
posed on immigration. The demand 
was. vigorously echoed by the Op­
position press. The active immigra­
tion propaganda, we were then told, 
was succeeding all too. well ; was fil­
ling the 'Country with misfits and un­
desirables; was crowding Canadian 
born workmen out of jobs; was con­
taminating the blood of the nation 
with that of paupers from over-sea; 
was filling the Jails, asylums and poor 
houses with those who had contribut­
ed nothing to the country’s wealth 
and became charges on its workers.

Those gentlemen go^ what they ask­
ed for; got it on both counts. The 
restrictions were made more restric­
tive, and directed at what they de­
clared to be the points that needed 
amendment. It had never been the 
policy of the Government to induce 
immigration ,of classes other than 
agriculturists and household ser­
vants. But in response to the de­
main! froin the other side, the regu­
lations in this respect were made 
morë^stringént. And to prevent the 
“dumping” of the alleged slum-cre­
ated misfits against whom so many 
wtiVrfihgs had been raised, it was pro­
vided that each new-comer must have 
twenty-five dollars over and above 
the price of transportation to his des­
tination, as security, against his be­
coming a charge on the public.

Bat the aaners supporting the Op­
position do not seem to think much 
of the regulations imposed at their 
solicitation and on their demand. They 
denounce them roundly, and on both 
counts. It is now an outrage to them 
that artisans and Industrial workers 
should not be ’dumped” into the coun­
try from the “over-crowded tenements 
tit"the English cities,” and no less an 
outrage that new-comers should be 
required to have a sum in their 
pockets sufficient to keep them from 
starvation should they be unable to 
find work of a congenial sort immedi­

And then it will be 
necessary to show that the hardship 
was called for by the regulations, and 
did not result from the misunder­
standing or indifference of some of­
ficial gifted with more bumptiousness 
than common sense. A percentage of 
such have probably been found in all 
ages and climes; and in their hands 
the best of regulations are made to 
do what they were never intended to 
do.

SENTIMENT AND BUSINESS.
The Nineteenth Century for July 

contains an article by Mr. Arthur 
Hawkes, of Toronto, on “The Strength 
of American Enterprise in Canada.” 
How vast is this strength is indicated 
by a table prepared by Mr. Hawkes 
from information gathered by sending 
circulars to American firms having 
branches in mis country. From this 
information he estimates that men 
from across the line have put no less 
than twro hundred and fifty millions of 
dollars into Canadian enterprises. 
The investments are summarized as 
follows:—
175 companies, average

capital $600,000 .. . . $105,000,000
British Columbia, mills

and timber......................... 58,000,000

in the backwoods nor in the depths of 
social innocence. It will also be found 
that Canadian industry is as safe for 
’me of the blood as it is for the Am- 
irican, who is really a very decent 
fellow’ and chooses his company wise­
ly. Some excellent persons believe that 
many adventures of English capital in 
Canada have failed miserably. Where 
that has been the case, it was almost 
invariably because of inferior ac­
quaintance with the governing condi­
tions of the enterprise, or an excess­
ive regard for English management, 
just because it was English. Happily, 
we have almost arrived at the point 
where an Englishman who has proved 
his capacity in England, who has tak­
en his talents overseas and has there 
enriched his experience, is not regard­
ed as having become inferior in qual­
ity by the process that has made a 
bigger man of him. When one thinks 
of the advance in knowledge that has 
been made during the last decade— 
an advance that has not been confined 
to the British side of the rèlationship 
—one is content to thank heaven for 
it, and to long for more of the fruit 
from a thrice-blessed tree of knowl­
edge.”

There are encouraging signs of this 
bolter acquaintanceship speedily com­
ing about. “There is always something 
to encourage those who look for 
signs of grace. The newest and best 
sign that one recognizes has been im­
perfectly observed by most of those 
wno sit in the gate. It was furnished 
primarily through the wisdom of the 
British Government in establishing 
what is virtually a consular service in 
Canada—His Majesty’s trade commis­
sioner in the Dominion and his corres­
pondents. Too little notice has been 
taken of the first productive step taken 
by the British Government to promote 
trade relations with the Dominion. 
Where others had talked, Mr. Lloÿd- 
George sent a commissioner to learn 
the facts. When the facts had been 
presented, Mr. Winston Churchill ap­

Lemberg, Austria-Hungary, July 7. 
—The two groups of Ruthenian and 
Polish students of the University ot 
Lemberg got at each other today, and 
before the police had separated the 
combatants many of the students had 
been seriously injured. The feud, 
born of racial jealousy, is as old as 
the university itself, and periodical 
clashes thave occurred. For some 
time the bitter feeling has been held 
in bounds by the university authori­
ties, but it broke out in pronounced 
fury and led to a fierce battle for the 
possession of the campus.

THE CANADIAN WEST BY 
AGNES DEANS CAMERON

In Her Reference to the Capital She 
Saye Here le End of Steel for Throe 
Railways and the Centre of Govern­
ment and Buaineea Interests of Pro­
vince.

The lure of the Canadian Northwest 
fluid an appreciative follower In Miss 
Agnes Deans Cameron, whose b>ok, 
"The New North," pictures a land of 
peace and promise for a century to 
come. From Winnipeg to where the 
waters of the Mackezie River pour in­
to the Arctic ocean Is a devious way, 
ns travelled by the author; but in her 
journayings she finds solution for the 
economic problem of over-population 
which fronts Europe. And the purpose 
of the book Is a laudable one, for the 
author says: "My great desire Is to call 
attention to the vast, unoccupied lands 
6f Canada; to induce people from the 
crowded countries of the old world to 
use the fresh air of the new. " 

Undoubtedly the land through which 
we follow the author is predestined 
to play a mighty part In the world’s 
development. With millions upon 
millions of fertile acres waiting for 
the husbandman on the one hand 
and the steadily Increasing cost of 
foodstuffs on the other, a natural drift 
of those who barely eke out an exist­
ence in congested city places is bound 
to ensue. Already this drift has set 
its westward way. Edmonton, the 
capital of Alberta, has become a 
thriving centre where the government 
and the business Interests are hi the 
hands of young people and where all, , 
the optimism of youth holds sway. Ed­
monton is the end of steel. Here three 
railroads focus, bringing in settlers by 
the thousand and gathering freight by 
the trainload for transmission to the 
more settled East. Beyond the rail­
road is the valley of the Saskatchewan 
where wheat grows 1n enormous crops. 
Here the settler is making fields from 
forests and here Miss Cameron" finds 
that the steam plough is contributing 
to tho rapid upgrowth. After setting 
forth some surprising figures relative 
to wheat growing, she draws a picture 
of a man whose example is inspiring 
and who typifies the class that builds 
the way Into the frontier lands, 
says:—

Going into a hardware store to get 
a hatchet and a copper kettle, we ca­
jole the proprietor into talking shop 
lie has orders for six hundred steam 
ploughs to be delivered to farmers the 
coming season. We estimate that each 
of these will break at least fifteen 
hundred acres during the six /months 
that must elapse before we hope to 
return to Winnipeg. This will make 
nearly a million acres to be broken 
by the steam ploughssteam ploughs sold by this 
one concern, and practically the whole 
number will be used for breaking wild 
land. A peep Into the ledger' of this 
merchant shows in the list of his. 
plough buyers Russian names and un­
pronounceable patronymics, of the 
Finn, the Doukhobor, and the Bucko- 
winian. It is to be hoped that these 
will drive furrows that look straighter 
than their signatures do. "But they 
are all good pay," the implement man 
says. Looking at the red ploughs, we 
see in each a new chapter to be writ­
ten to Canada’s history. The page of 
the book is the prairie, as yet invio­
late, and running out into flowers to 
the skyline. The tools to do the writ­
ing are these ploughs and mowers 
and threshers, the stout arms of men 
and of faith-possessed women. It is 
alt new and splendid and hopeful and 
formative !

We get in Winnipeg aother picture, 
one that will' remain with us till we 
reach the last Great Divide. At the 
Winnipeg General hospital, Dr. D. A. 
Stewart says to us, "Come, I want to 
show you à brave chap, one who has 
fallen by the way." We find this 
man, Alvin Carlton, stretched on 
coL “Tell him that you are going into 
the land of fur,” whispers the doctor, 
“he has been a trapper all his life."

Crossing soft ice on the Lake of the 
Woods. Carlton broke through, and 
his snowshoes pinned him fast. When 
dragged out he had suffered so with 
the Intense cold that he became par­
tially paralyzed and was sent here to 
the hospital. Hard 'uck? Yes, but 
the misfortune wit tempered with 
mercy. Within th««e walls C 
met a doctor full of the mellow juice 
of life—a doctor with a man’s brain, 
the sympathy of a woman, and the 
heart of a little child. The trapper, 
as we are introduced to him, has one 
leg and both hands paralyzed, .with 
just a perceptible sense of motion re­
maining in the other leg. His vocal 
cords are so affected that the sounds 
he mskes are to us absolutely unlntsl- 
ligible, more like the mumblings of 
an animal than the speech of a man. 
Between patient and doctor, a third 
man entered the drama—Mr. Grey, a 
convalescent. Appointed special nurse 
to the trapper, Grey studied him as a 
mother studies her deficient child, and 
now. was able, to our unceasing mar­
vel, to translate these sad mouthings 
of Carlton into human speech. . . .

The doctor guessed that under that 
brave front the heart of the trapper 
was eating itself out for the ory of 
the moose, the smell of weod-smoke 
by twilight. We are happiest when we 
create. So he said to Carlton, "Did 
you ever write a story?" The head 
shook answer. “Weil, why don’t you 
try? You must know a lot, old chap, 
about out-door things, that nobody 
else knows. Think some of It out, and 
then dictate it to. Grey here. "

The outcome was disappointing. The 
uncouth sounds translated by Grey, 
were bald, bare and stiff. Soon the 
stiffness worked off. With half-shut 
eyes Carlton lived at> 1 In the woods!

of the creator stirred, and with it that 
feeling which makes all endeavor 
worth while—the thought that some­
body cares. ....

Carlton’s short sfuries, submitted to
publisher, were pronounced good, 

were accepted, and brought a cash 
return. They struck a new note 
among the squabbllngs of the nature- 
fakers. Favorable comment came from 
those who read them, who, reading, 
knew naught of their three authors. 
Before this Carlton had never written 

line for publication; but he had 
been a true observer. He had felt, 
and was able to project himself Into 
the minds of those living things he 
had seen and hunted.

That the congested East End of 
London is contributing to the creation 
of this vast domain Miss Cameron 
shows by the relation of an amusing 
incident what happened at Edmonton:

The Sunday before we leave Edmon­
ton I find another set of tents, put up 
by the immigration department, where 
East End Londoners are housed pend­
ing their going out upon the land. In 
the first call I make I unearth a 
baby who rejoices in the name 
of Hester Beatrice Cran. “H. B. C.,“ I 
remark, “aren’t you rather infringing 
on a right, taking that trade mark?" 
Quick came the retort, “Ho! If she 
gets as good a ’old on the land as the 
’Udson’s Bay Company 'as, she’ll do!"

Another lady in the next tent 
proudly marshalled her, olive bran­
ches. "D’isy and the baiby were 
born in the Heast Hend. They’re 
Henglish; please God they’ll make 
good Canadians. They’re tellin’ me, 
miss, there’ll be five ’undred more of 
us on the 'igh seas cornin’ out to Hed- 
monton from the Heast Hend, all 
poor people like ourselves. I often 
wonder w’y they don’t bring out a few 
dukes to give the country a touch of 
igh life—it’s very plain ’ere.”

In her travels the author finds oc­
casion to admire the splendid organ­
ization and widespread influence of 
the Hudson Bay Company, and to il­
lustrate the regard in which the na­
tives hold it she relates a happening 
of the girlhood days of Mrs. Leslie 
Wood, a resident of Athabasca Land­
ing:

“What are the two greatest things 
on earth?” Mrs. Wood, as a young 
girl, asked the dusky disciples of her 
Sunday school class. “The queen 
and the company," was the ready res­
ponse. “And of these, which is the 
greater?" Little Marten-Tail rubb­
ed one moccasin over the other, and 
the answer came throughtfully in 
Crce, “The company. The queen 
sbmetimes dies, but the company 
never dies."

“The company” of which the little 
girl spoke,. "The Governor and Com­
pany of Adventurers trading into 
Hudson Bay," deriving its charter An 
1670 from the Second Charles of 
England, is the oldest chartered con­
cern in the world, with a present-day 
sphere of influence as large as Great 
Britain, France, Spain and Germany 
combined. From lone Labrador to 
the Pacific liuioral and from Winni­
peg to the frozen ocean are scattered 
the two hundred and fifty fur-trading 
forts of "this concern lit" charge Of its 
two thousand strong silent servants. 
Last year It paid to its stockholders 
a profit of 45 per cent, on the invest­
ed capital, and for two hundred and a 
thirty-nine consecutive years it has 
been declaring dividends. The motto 
of the company, “Pro Pelle Cutem,” 
is prominently displayed at Athabasca 
Landing. "Literally translated, the 
phrase means “Skin for skin”; but 
why the promoters should have 
chosen as a war-cry the words which 
Satan used when fighting with the 
Lord for the soul of Job is not so 
apparent.

Great Slave Lake, lying wholly 
within the forested region, is three 
hundred miles long, and Its width at 
one point exceeds sixty miles. At 
every place on Its banks where the 
fur-traders have their stations ordin­
ary farm crops are grown. Barley] 
sown at Fort Resolution in mid-May 
reaches maturity in a hundred days; 
potatoes planted at the same time are 
dug In mid-September. The gardens 
of Fort Rae, on the north arm of the 
lake, produce beets, peas, cabbages, 
onions, carrots and turnips. As Fort 
Rae is built on a rocky island with a 
bleak exposure, this would seem to 
promise in some future day generous 
harvests for the more favored lands 
in the south andiVSkt.

Technical Education Commission Out.

Ottawa, Ont., July 8.—Members o' 
the National Commission on Technical 
Education at a meeting held today 
completed the task of outlining their 
itinerary for Eastern Canada and de-; 
cided on the length of time which will 
be devoted in the west and the United 
States cities. Search for information 
which it "is hoped to supply with use­
ful results to Canada’s industrial life, 
will commence at Halifax on Saturday 
July 17. Four days will be spent at 
Nova Scotia capital and until August 
24 every day will be occupied in visit­
ing industrial centres in the maritime 
provinces. The commission will then 
jump to Toronto in order to be there 
for the Industrial Exhibition, Septem­
ber 1 to 9, subsequent to which the 
lour of Quebec -and Ontario will be 
undertaken.

The commission will go west about 
November 20, and is expected tKat 
the tour of Canada will be completed 
in January next. Four weeks will be 
spent visiting United States cities "in- 
cluding San Francisco, Chicago, Mil­
waukee and Pittsburg. About third 
week in February the commission will 
sail for Great Britain and their report 
will be drawn up in time for presenta­
tion to the 1912 session of parliament.

Mr. Liebert is the presi­
dent of the Provincial Elders’ confer­
ence of the Moravian church In Am­
erica, a governing body elected by a 
synod convened every five years, and 
which has the control of the entire 
Moravian church in America. The 
permanent secretary is the Rev. A. 
It. Schultz, of Strathcona.

Washington, D.C., July 7—The most 
curious laundry in the world is that in­
stalled recently in the Bureau of En­
gravings and Printing which is connect­
ed with the United States Treasury at 
Washington. Nothing is washed there 
but greenbacks. Dirty, crumpled, germ- 
laden greenback are brought in there in 
plies, are scrubbed and ironed and sent 
out to the world again clean and crisp 
and almost as good as netr. Laundering 
everything êtes, is a matter of econ­
omy. It costs a- tenth of a cent to re­
juvenate a bill, while to make a new 
one costs a cent and three-tenths. On 
«very note washed, ironed and re-issued 
then the saving is one and onesfifth 
cents.

In the Washer.
A New York Times correspondent 

describes the process : The soiled 
ey goes first into the "washer,” 
taliie tank.

Along one edge of the riip a row c-f 
water jets throws a rapid stream of 
hot soapsuds down along the side of the 
tank, whose curved bottom causes the 
liquid to circulate around and around. 

The washer stands on a zinc-topped 
table beneath which is a motor belted 
to a pump which takes the hot suds 
from the overflow and forces them 
back into the descending jete.

A stack of soiled greenbacks is la.id, 
before the operator of the washer, who 
rapidly feeds them to the revolving 
current of the tank.

He distributes them as . equally as 
possible, and they swim up and over 
and down • in rapid . pro.jessic» whiTg.

The Sizing Machine.
The -washing machine takes a thou­

sand notes at each bath, and they re­
main in the tank until the motor-driv.

Then they are similarly circu­
lated for five minutes more in plain cold 
water, w-fiieh, thoroughly washes out the 
suds.

Baptist Ministers Attacked hy Mob 
in Rome.

Rome, July 7.—The United States 
ambassador, John G. Leishman, t 
brought to the attention of the pre-
th!*r a?d the foreign office the situa­
tion arising from recent attacks made 
upon Baptist missionaries in the pro-

°VVm,°' At the time of the 
earthquake in that district early in
of the P' Stuart’ of St- Louis,
of the American Board of . Baptists, 
has drawn the attention of the United 
States to this matter.

T° ‘he ambassador he reported fur­
ther details of the occurrences. Ar­
riving at the outskirts of the village 
near the town of Avellino, Mr, Stuart 
accompanied by three other mission^ 
aries, was met by the chief of police 
several constables and a detachment 
or soldiers. So demonstrative did 
the mob become that It was only with 
difficulty the seldliere could restrain 
them from violence.

Mr. Stuart was hit on the cheek and 
the chief of police was slightly 
wounded.

The soldiers, with fix* bayonets, 
formed a circle around the Americans 
and protected them to the entrance ot 
the Baptist church. The mob, how­
ever, stoned the church from 4 to 10 
o'clock at nijfht, breaking all the 
windows, but doing no serious dam­
age. Other soldiers were called to 
the scene and, according to Mr. 
Stuart, prevented a massacre by the 
Infuriated Catholics, who now num­
bered several thousands.

The besieged missionaries were 
obliged to remain In the church’ the 
whole night. Eventually, Mr. Stuart 
succeeded in sending a telegram to 
the American ambassador at Rome. 
The following day a squad of 400 
soldiers was sent to the village and 
the missionaries released from their 
dangerous position.

SeVeral'dumfis of got)it coal were 
taken out but these ceased and it was 
discovered that a pillar Of co'al only 
had been struck arid that tile real 
bed was somewhat farther on. It 's 
expected that the coal bed will he 
reached 'by next week, and from then 
era mining operations will be com­
menced in earnest.

The Warden Enthusiastic.

British Press Regards Riots In United
States Cities Seriously.

Varying opinions are expressed, but 
the general admission Is that John-
ro!?’St„VlCi?ry h8S made the problem 
for the United States much harder 
than it was before.
, ,The Dai’y Telegraph, In an editor­
ial, says; "It is useless to hold up the 
hand of reprobation here. These 
things are brutal and vile, but be­
hind theih lies the absolute necessity 
to keep the negro race a little In 
check, for lf it once gets out of hand 
there will be worse scenes under the 
Stars and Stripes than have ever 
yet been witnessed there.”

The usual anti-American Evening 
Globe, referring to the attempt to 
lynch a negro In New York City, de­
clares: “Really our sympathy runs 
more to the men with the rope than 
tOYhe blacks. It is against human 
nature to expect the whites to accept 
the negroe’s assertions that Johnson’s 
victory established the superiority of 
the blacks without Instant protesL 
The contest Was. one of the most In­
judicious ever permitted, and its rac­
ial effects will continue for years. The 
Americans are the trustees of the pre­
dominance of the whites over the 
blacks and we "believe they will be 
true to the last.”

The Standard Is shocked at the pre­
sence of women at the fight and says 
that when next we are shocked by 
thè spectacle of Spanish women at a 
bull fight, let us remember that in 
Anglo-Saxon communities, women 
looked upon while two nearly naked 
men fought each uther until one was 
pounded Into Insensibility. ■

number of their friends in connection 
with certain business arrangements 
which they have here, and, being met 
by a representative of the press .who 
inquired as to weather and crop con­
ditions in their part of the country, 
Mr. Day said: "It Is true that the crop 
of Southern Alberta is to a certain ex­
tent a failure, although certain of 
these districts will produce fairly good 
crops. The northerly part, or what 
Is known as Central Alberta, from 
Wetasklwln east.

to the highest standard.

No Failure In Alberta.
‘There Is one Impression I would 

like to remove, regarding the West. 
It Is mentioned In several papers that 
there Is a failure of crop In Alberta. 
As I already said, there Is some fail­
ure of crop In Southern Alberta which 
of course, we all deplore, but It must 
be borne In mind that the affected 
district around Lethbridge is only a 
portion of Alberta and indeed a very 
small proportion of the province of 
Alberta. I make this statement for 
the benefit of your thousands of read­
ers who are liable to assume that the 
whole of Alberta has a failure of crop 
when as a matter of fact, shipments 
of grain for 1910 will be, notas great, 
but greater than any year during Its 
history.”

BAKERS’ STRIKE AT AN END.

An Amended Contract Framed Up 
and Almost AR Have Signed It.

Calgary, July 8.—The bakers’ strike 
Is about ended, and the majority or 
tiré employers have signed the agree­
ment Which the men framed. It Is

Toronto, July 6—The opening of the 
aviation meet here this afternoon was 
marred by the refusal of Count De 
Lesseps to make an ascent at the hour 
specified.

At 6.30 p.m. Wright’s aeroplane engine 
was given a try out. It went but no 
ascent was attempted. At 6.55 p.m. De 
Lesseps got into his Blériot No. 9, the 
monoplane ,and started his engine.

Late afternoon and evening papers ap­
peared on the grounds with the news of 
Baroness De La Roche's fatal fall at 
Rhiems. Precautions were taken to keep 
the news from De Lesseps, fearing it 
might destroy his peace of mind.

The count appeared in aviation cos­
tume, wearing a suit of blue denim and 
a woollen hood, exposing only his face, 
and a pair of motoring goggles. He got 
into the machine and ran close to the 
ground several hundred feet until suf­
ficient impetus was given to rise. He 
rose gradually to a height of 50 feet and 
circled the field three times, amid ap­
plause. He was in the air five minutes.

The machine appeared under perfect 
control. From a distance it looked like 
an eagle resting on its wings. The Count 
lowered the altitude of the plane and 
started ’from the ground at an angle of 
about 20 degrees.
