DEATH BY DROWNING 
AND DEATH BY DIRT.

Editor Evening Telegram. j- 
Dear Sir,—I haye great difficulty 

in compelling myaelf to write this 
letter. I do not wish anyone to un­
derstand that I entertain the slight­
est doubt of the truth of any fact 1 
shall allege or of the soundness of 
any deduction I shall draw; for I am 
fully persuaded not only that my 
facts and my opinions are sound but 
that it is in the public interest that 
they should be stated. My difficulty 
is two-fold. I fear that I may be 
misunderstood, and I fear that what 
I write may give pain to those who 
have lately been bowed under the 
heaviest weight of affliction. In par­
ticular I have shrunk from the task 
of addressing this letter to you, Sir. 
But as I soberly weigh the pros and 
cons of the matter I can only come 
to the conclusion that what I have 
to say ought to be said and that I 
must trust to the generosity of those 
whose hearts have been softened by 
affliction to impute to me no desire 
to reopen wounds which are still 
bleeding, but to appreciate that I 
write now in the hope that what I 
say may possibly help to save some­
one if it should be only one-person 
from the dreadful bereavement which 
they now suffer. A year never passes 
over St. John’s without exacting its 
toll of death by drowning, and this 
year has been more than usually 
calamitous in this respect. A num­
ber of promising lives have been 
lost, a number of families have been 
plunged in the deepest affliction, and 
there is not a heart which has not 
gone out in sympathy to those who 
have been bereaved. The appalling 
suddenness with which the blow falls 
stirs the emotion and awakens the 
sympathies of the dullest spirit. 
There is not a man amongst us, I am 
sure, who would not welcome any 
device which offers even a probabil­
ity of avoiding such calamities in the 
future. And it is in this place that 
I want to make it clear that I am 
not deprecating the efforts which are 
being made to protect the lives of our 
people from such accidents as con­
tinually happen on our ponds ami 
rivers. When the first drowning ac­
cident happened several persons in 
authority moved to project measures 
to ensure the safety of our children 
from drowning accidents in the fu­
ture. Amongst them was Mr. Ellis; 
the Mayor of the town. He promptly 
urged the necessity of establishing 
swimming pools where inexpert bath­
ers might learn to swim in safety, 
and we may take it that next year 
such pools will be established and 
maintained. I have no word except 
of commendation of Mr. Ellis’s hum­
anity. It is true that I may doubt 
the efficacy of the expedient devised, 
knowing as I do the nature of boys 
and their impatience of all restraints, 
but nevertheless, I would not by any 
word of mine throw cold water upon 
any scheme which, if well carried 
out, would save the life of even one 
child. I think it the plain duty of a 
municipality to provide every means 
of safety for the citizens which bene­
volence and knowledge can compass. 
Buf I want to point out to the town 
and those who govern it that deaths 
from - drowning are few and that 
deaths from dirt are many, and that 
if. steps must be taken to protect us 
from the infrequent evil, steps should 
all the more promptly and energeti­
cally be taken to protect us from the 
evil which threatens us day by day

throughout the whole year. I as 
sert, and I think that no well-inform­
ed person will deny, that even in this 
calamitous year there have been tea 
deaths in this town from diseases 
bora of dirt to set off against every 
single death by drowning. Where 
one home has been made desolate by 
a sudden loss of a son by the perils 
of the ponds, ten homes have been 
bereaved by a death which has slow­
ly and painfully come to victims of 
the plague of dirt. In the-one case 
the bereaved have the solace or sym­
pathy and the isolation of quaran­
tine. When two bright and promising 

y ouths sink in Quidi Vidi there is not 
a sonl whose heart does not respond 
in sympathy with the afflicted par­
ents, the papers give full accounts of 
the disaster and offer warnings for 
the future, the Council moves to pre­
vent the recurrence of such a cala­
mity. And it is right that it should 
be so. God forbid that it should 
ever be otherwise with us. But a 
child from York Street dies in Hos­
pital from a disease whose origin, re­
motely or directly, is the dirt of this 
town and a line in the newspaper is 
sufficient to chronicle the sad event. 
This is wholly, utterly wrong. The 
death of that child should be an event 
in our city annals. York Street 
should be cleaned, every street where 
infection lurks should be cleaned. 
We propose to spend money in pro­
viding swimming pools to save a life 
or two: quite right! But we begrudge 
money for cleaning our pestilent 
drains which destroy many, many 
lives in the course of évery year. 
That is quite wrong. We cannot be 
sure that the swimming pools will 
actually, save even a single life in any 
year, hurt, we have absolute Certainty 
that the cleaning of the drains will 
save many a life in every month of 
the twelve. While I therefore urge 
our city fathers to relax no effort 
which will tend to avoid the drowning 
accidents which we yearly have to 
mourn, I still more urgently impress 
upon them the necessity of saving 
perhaps a multitude from the peril 
which stalks by day in the streets of 
this town.

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The PAPAL BLESSING
Bestowed by His Grace 

Archbishop Howley.
A very large congregation assem­

bled at the R. S. Cathedral last even­
ing at Vespers to receive the Papal 
Blessing. His Grace the Archbishop 
occupied the pulpit and delivered a 
must interesting description of his re­
cent visit to Rome and the audience 
which it was his privilege to be 
granted by His Holiness Pope Piux 
X-, who is a wonderfully preserved 
Pontiff fpr his years, who is enjoying 
good health and a cheerfulness of 
spirit quite the reverse of what we 
often read in the newspaper dispatch­
es and the sensational telegraph 
messages from correspondents. Thé 
reception accorded the Archbishop was 
most touching and sympathetic, 
evincing as it did a warm interest in 
all that concerned the welfare of the 
Church in Newfoundland. His Grace 
then went on to explain the reason 
of the recent change in the adminis­
tration of the Church in this country 
ai follows:—

Our Holy Father, Pope Pius X., hav­
ing laid down as the guiding inspira­
tion of his Pontificate, the sublime 
words of St. Paul (Eph. 1. 10) “in­
stall rare omnia in Christo" (“to re­
establish all things in Chirst”) has 
already, in the short period of seven 
years, during which he has occupied 
the throne of Peter, done much to­
wards the accomplishment of this 
great object. Among the many re­
forms which he has introduced into 
Church Discipline, one of the most 
far-reaching was the remodeling and 
consolidating of the work of the Great 
Congregation of the /

Propaganda Fide,
This worlfl-wide Institution was 
founded in the beginning of the XVII. 
Century by Popes Gregory .XV. and 
Urban VIII., for the purpose of edu­
cating students for the most uncivil­
ized and primitive parts of the world. 
The administration of those distant 
Churches was entrusted to a Congre­
gation of Cardinals who had most 
ample powers to dispense with such 
of the restrictions of regular Church 
Law, as might be found unfitted for 
the application of Canonical Govern­
ment, such as are in vogue,, in the 
long established Churches of the Old 
Countries of Europe. These Coun­
tries thus placed under the manage­
ment of the Propaganda were called 
Missionary Countries, and thex_com- 
prised all parts of the world except 
the Countries of Southern Europe.

So great has been the growth of 
these new countries, owing to the ad­
vance of modern civilization and the 
increased facilities of communication 
that great cities and populous com­
munities began to arise everywhere 
and to vie in extent, in riches, in com­
merce, and population with the older 
countries of past centuries, and as a 
consequence the work of the Congre­
gation of Propaganda developed to 
such an enormous degree that it was 
found impossible that it could any 
longer efficiently* fulfil all the dutieff 
required of it. Hence Pope Pius X. 
by his Decree of June 29, 1908,
Sapient! Conslllo, removed from the' 
jurisdiction of the Propaganda sever­
al of the more populous and prosper­
ous countries of the New World. 
Among the rest our Church in New­
foundland, which a few years before 
(Feb. 1904) had been erected into an 
Ecclesiastical Province, was separated 
from the Propaganda and subjected to 
the regular canonical law of the 
Church. Thus our Church is no long­
er a Missionary Church, but a regu­
lar hierarchy.

There remained however one more 
act to complete our Ecclesiastical 
State. When the Apostolic Delega­
tion was erected in Canada in 1893, 
the Church of Newfoundland being 
then in an informal condition was ex­
cluded from participation in the Bene­
fits of this Delegation.

In the month of May last year, 
1909, the hierarchy of Canada was 
summoned by His Excellency the 
Apostolic Delegate, Monsignor Sbar- 
retti, to meet at Quebec to hold the 
first Plenary Council of the Canadian 
Church. The Prelates of Newfound­
land were not included in the citation.
I wrote immediately to His Excel­
lency, asking that the Invitation

should be extended to us, as I con 
sidered it would be of the greatest 
advantage to the Clhurch of New­
foundland that her Bishops should 
have the right to participate in that 
great and important Ecclesiastical 
assemblage, and have an active voice 
in the Canonical Legislation to be in 
stituted therein. His Excellency im 
mediately replied, regretting that it 
was not in his power to summon us 
as we were excluded from his juris­
diction. He promised however to re­
fer the matter to Rome and to for­
ward my petition immediately to the 
Cardinal Secretary of State of His 
Holiness, warmly seconding my re­
quest.

I am now able to state that the 
prayer of the petition has been grant 
ed. I have recently received from His 
Eminence Cardinal De Lai, the De 
ci-ee of the Consistorial Council an­
nouncing that the Holy Father has 
been pleased to grant the prayer of 
the petition. Jt may however be well 
to explain that while the Church of 
Newfoundland is subjected to the 
jurisdiction of the Apostolic Delegate 
of Canada, it is not amalgamated or 
incorporated into that Church. It 
still maintains its autonomy, and 
while participating in the current of 
Ecclesiastical life prevading the great 
Church of the Dominion it still re­
mains independent, so that “the Dele­
gate Apostolic of Canada" shall have 
the double qualification of Delegate 
Apostolic for Canada and for New­
foundland.

It has pleased Our Holy Father tc 
remove from the Church of Newfound­
land and to promote to a higher dig­
nity the worthy Bishop McNeil, of Bay 
St. George. I have received from 
Cardinal De Lai formal instructions 
to proceed in conjunction with the 
Suffragan Bishop of Harbor Grace, to 
the proposal of three names to be 
submitted to the Holy Father for the 
selection of one of them to fill the 
vacancy caused by the removal oi 
Bishop McNeil. The selection ol 
these names will be made during the 
coming week, and knowing as we di 
from Sacred Scripture, and the Con­
stitution of the Holy Church that th( 
words of St. Paul (Acts xx. 28) “The 
Holy Ghost places the Bishops to rule 
the Church of God,” the hymn to th' 
Holy Ghost “Veni Creator, Splrltus,* 
with the appropriate prayer will be 
sung this evening immediately before 
Benediction, and all the Congregation 
are earnestly requested to offer up 
prayers between this and the day o: 
selection that the Holy Spirit may 
guidé our deliberations and inspire 
our action, so that a priest may be 
selected who may be endowed with 
the virtues and talents that will make 
him worthy to assume the duties of 
the spiritual government of that dis­
tant and arduous mission. May the 
blessing of God be wtih you all. 
Amen.

WILD SCENES AMONG ONE HUN­
DRED THOUSAND SIGHTSEERS
ir iîhê'Russels exposition
TESTÉRÏJÀY.

BRUSSELS, Aug. lé.

The .White City of the World’s Fair, 
as the Belgians have called their 1910 
Exposition, is to-night à mass of 
flames, and smouldering ruins. A 
spark falling into inflammable ma­
terial in the telegraph building burst 
up into flames which driven by a high 
wind swept rapidly in all directions. 
Spon the Belgian, English and French 
sections were destroyed. To the left 
of the main building arose the pictur­
esque roofs arid spires of "Bruxelles 
Kermesse,” a Belgian Coney Island 
with water shutes, toboggan slides, 
and scores of side shows. This place 
was alive with Sunday crowds, and 
before they could be got out in any 
kind of order, the Kermesse was afire 
The crowds became panic stricken 
and men, women and children fought

K'f to escape. The exits became 
<d with, the struggling- mass, and 

men used their, fists to clear the path­
way. Many were trampled under 
foot and badly injured: An' engineer 
corps from Antwerp attempted to 
dynamite the bridge of the French 
section in the hope of checking the 
fire but the flames leaped across and 
(engulfed the " Italian, Russian, Aus 
Irian, Japanese, Chinese, and Nor­
wegian buildings. Forty houses on 
an avenue adjoining the Exposition 
were destroyed. At the time of the 
^outbreak not less than 100,600 per-- 
sons werte circulating in the grounds 
.Troops were ordered out and came in 
double quick time and aided the police 
In clearing the grounds.

Arguments at fte

THE. HAGUE, Aug. 14.
Senator Root, sneaking of the mean­

ing of “bays,” in the renunciation 
clause of the treaty, said that the ne­
gotiations had in view the exclusion 
of Americans only from the territori­
al waters within the usual three mile 
limit; that Britain had. never claim­
ed an extension of her jurisdiction 
outside that "limit in the large bays. 
He said that in 1907 the Under Sec­
retary of Foreign Affairs had declar­
ed in Parliament in the name of the 
Government that territorial waters 
were those within a distance of three 
sea miles from the. shores and bays 
With a breadth lefes • than six sen 
miles; unless this limit were extend­
ed by long established usage unde 
treaty or by special convention. ! 
the negotiators of the treaty had aim­
ed at the exclusion of American fish- 
;rmen from the great bays, Senator 
Root tiontehded that they would have 
employed other terms of definition, 
such as ‘‘areas between headlands,” 
which was the expression then used 
.0 define larger bays- The treaty 
should be framed in such a way that 
the line of demarcation would be in 
dicated- as three sea miles front th: 
shore, otherwise fishermen would nev­
er know whethqr they were inside or 
outside of the prohibited waters. 
Root has now concluded his speech, 
and the Tribunal will proceed imme­
diately to prepare its decision. Al­
though the agreement allows two 
months wherein to publish the award, 
it is anticipated that not more than 
half this time, or until the middle of 
September, will be required. Coun­
sel, ’ representative of both nations, 
will be asked to return -ttuthe Hague 
to hear the decision and see it pqt 
into proper form.

Sailing for Labrador.

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A Bible Ter Centenary.
"Just three hundred years ago was 

published the Authorised Version of 
the Bible, and those who recognise 
the stupendous importance of this 
event and its epoch-making character 
r re already busy with arrangements 
for its due celebration,” says the 
“Telegraph.” “The exact date of 
publication was 1611, so that such 
ceremonies as are possible ought to 
take place next year. But, mean­
while, it will not be unprofitable to 
recall some of the reasons why a ter­
centenary of such a kind has a wider 
appeal to every clasê and every re­
ligious community of the people than 
almost any other national enterprise 
which has stirred the spiritual and 
intellectual life of our country.
How the Authorised Version Began,

“The facts are simple enough. In 
June, 1604, a conference of the two 
great parties in the English Church 
was called to consider a petition of the 
Puritans against the rites and cere­
monies of the Established Church. It 
is said that one of the leaders of the 
Puritan party, a certain Dr. Reynolds 
inveighed against the inaccuracies of 
the-so-called Bishop's Bible, and that 
King James I. suggested a new re­
vision, which might prove acceptable 
to all shades of religious opinion. The 
idea, after some delay, was taker! up 
seriously three years later, and iti is 
thus interesting to discover that the 
great Version owed its inception not 
only to the learned Monarch on the 
Throne, but more (specifically to the 
remonstrance of the Calvinistic sec­
tion. ,

“Six companies of nine scholars 
each began to work at Westminster 
Oxford, and Cambridge, one company 
at each place taking the Old Testa­
ment, and ahother the New, and, na 
turally, they were to base their la 
hours on the translations which had 
preceded their own. .
The Splendour of the Old Version.

“The Authorised Version, exe­
cuted in a great flowering time of 
English letters, stands as a con­
spicuous monument of scholarship 
end language and style. If It posses­
ses defects—if it was necessary for 
the sake of exactness of translation 
that a new version should be pro­
duced in the latter half of the nine­
teenth century—it must be remember 
eel that King James’s scholars work­
ed under inevitable limitations. The 
fruit of their labours appeared three 
hundred years ago. at a time when 
even the erudite were only just be­
coming conversant with Hebrew, and 
hardly anyone thought of employing 
for critical purposes ancient versions, 
Vke the Septuagint, in order to throw 
light on text and interpretation. East­
ern scenes and customs were not 
familiar to them, as they have become 
to recent travellers, nor yet had our 
Elizabethan fore-fathers any know­
ledge, such as we possess, of countries 
connected with Israel, like Egypt, As­
syria, Babylon, and Persia.

An English Book.
“The wonder is not that the trans­

lators made mistakes, but that, on 
the whole, they made so few. One 
reason is that they wanted to bring 
the Scriptures home to the business 
and bosoms of every Englishman, so 
that, as Erasmus said, ‘the husband­
man might sing parts of them at his 
plough, the weaver might warble them 
at his shuttle, the traveller might 
with their narratives beguile the 
weariness of the way.’ In other 
words, the translation must be direct, 
simple homely, couched In the idiom 
which everyone could understand — 
an English book, when all was said 
and done, and not merely formal adap­
tation.

“When religious feeling is a matter 
of life and death, men write with a 
conviction unknown in more leisurely 
and careless times. The Authorised 
Version is a conspicuous example of a 
literature which has been lived as well 
as written, a vivid and picturesque 
document compounded of human tears 
and an unconquerable faith.”
