We have already adverted to the lit-
tle capacity shown by the Governor in
dealing with the Morison episode, and
expressed the hope that his visit to
the function at Halifax commenora-
tive of the granting of responsible
Government to white Colonies,
have a beneficial effect on him.

In expressing satisfaction at the
projected visit, we are not unmindfu’
of the dangers of the visit. We do no!
disregard the risk of a weak and ob
stinate Governor, trained in the arbi-
trary methods of Crown Colonies, do
ing things he ought not to do. More-
over the risk is real, and should bs
guarded against. What the Governol
hos done once, he may do again
During His Excellency's visit t¢
(Canada he did things no” Gover
nor of Newfoundland ought t(
have done, and which call fo
scvere censure. The evidence of
these objectionable actions is before
us in the British Empire Review. This
Journal is the organ of the British
Empire League, the Patrons of which
arc the King, the Queen and the Queel
Mother, and the President of which is
the Duke of Devonshire. From the
July issue we cull this report:—

“Sir Lomer Gouin, Premier of Que
bec Province, and Sir Ralph Williams
Governor of Newfoundland, have hac
a conference with regard to the de-
limitation of the frontier between
Quebec’'s new territory and the part
of Labrador which is administered by
Newfoundland. According to Sir Lo-
mer Gouin, one of the chief reasons
why a settlement is urgent is the fact
that people in Newfoundland are sell-
ing certain limits to English capital-
ists and others. These limits are in
the debatable territory, and it is more
than likely that some of them are the
property of the Quebec Government.
and it will be found when judgment is
given that the purchasers are paying
money for lands to which they will be
unable to establish a claim.”

What right had the Governor of
Newfoundland to hold a conference on
a disputed question with the Prime
Minister of the Province of Quebec
Newfoundland is not a Crown Colony.
Newfoundland is not a Colony of “nig-
gers.” It is inhabited by white people
of British blood, speaking the English
Janguage, inheriting the traditions of
British justice and fair play, and liv-
ing under responsible Government.
They expect and demand that the Gov-
ernor shall conduct himself accord-
ingly.

We wonder if the conference was
held with the knowledge of the Prime
Minister. If it was, Sir Edward Mor-
ris is not fit for the position he holds.
and in any case, the Governor had no
right to hold the Conference, either
with or without the consent o}
Prime Minister Morris. It was an
outrage for him to hold a Confer-
€nce on the Labrador Boundary Dis-
pute with the Prime Minister of
Quebec, the Colony with which we
have the dispute. What has the At-
torney General to-say about the Gov-
ernor’s conduct? Will he endorse it,
as the Governor did his?

It is the duty of the Prime Minister
to take the proper steps to prevent
the Governor putting the Colony in a
similar false position. A protest is
now voiced publicly against the Gov-
ernor’s conduct in the 'matter of his
conference with Premier Géuin, and
in any case the Governor has now re-
ceived a warning against similar con-
duct in the future, even if the Prime
Ministér fears to have a heart to
heart talk with him on the subject.
We hope he will take our words to

“Not as politicans but as kinsmen.”
was the phrase used by Premier Bor-
den describe the attitude in which
he and his colleagues had come to
Britain. That was the attitude of the
National Liberal Club as revealed by
the banquet presided over by the
Marquis of Lincolnshire.

Lord Strathcona received a demon-
stration of affection at the close of
the proceedings, when, in response to
repeated calls, he arose and spoke a
few words.

The feature of the banquet was the
speech of welcome by Sir Rufus
Isaacs, Attorney General, which char-
acterized the visit of the Canadians
and the object of their visit as a dis-
tinct epoch in the history of the Em-
pire at a time when the watchword of
all parties must be Britain’s suprem-
acy on the sea.

Hon. R. L. Borden was most enthus-
iastically received, when he declared
that Canadian loyalty was more pro-
nounced than ever before. The Can-
adian Premier suggested, amid cheers,
that it must be well for a British Min-
ister to visit (‘anada.

Hon. .J. D. Hazen compared the posi-
tion of ("anadians in the border towns
with Americans, but said while our in-
stiutions, laws and administrations.
bore off the palm, yet the remedy
should be applied in removing the
handicap on Canadians who were
voiceless in the affairs of the Empire,
and therefore unlike Ampericans, who
participated in all that concerned the
Republic, whether they lived in New
York or Hawaii.
