World’s Coal Ontpaut.

The world’s coal prodaction for
1911, according to the Board of Trade
report, was about 1,050 million tons,
of which the United Kingdom pro-
duced more than a folrth, and the
United States more thad two-fifths.
Compared with 1910, the United King-
dom. output increased by 7,500,000
tons, and that of Germany increased
by 7,760,000 tons; the United States
produced 4,750,000 tons less than in
1910.

The United Kingdom employs a far
large number .of miners than any

other country, the total employed
here for the year being 1,027,500, as
against 725,000 in the United States
and 621,100 jn Germany.

Professor Vivian Lewis limits our
