To readers of the present day ' the 
following speech delivered by Sir 
George Etienne Cartier at the Inaug­
ural Dinner of the Royal Colonial 
Institute held at London in March 
1869, will prove of more than passing 
interest. The chair was occupied "by 
Viscount Bury. the President of the 
Society, and amongst those present 
on this occasion "were the Prime ilin- 
ister ' of England, Rt. Hon. W. E. 
Gladji,tqî|e, His Excellency the Hon. 
Reverdy* JohnsonT'the United States 
Ambassador; His Grace the Duke of 
Manchester, the Most * Noble the 
Marquis of Normanby, the Rt. Hon. 
Earl Granville, the Rt. Hon. the Earl 
of Albemarle, Lord Alfred Churchill 
and many other illustrious men of the 
day, numbering in all two hundred.

Cartier was at that time in Eng­
land negotiating the purchase of the 
North "$est Territories and his 
speech at this banquet on behalf of 
“The Colonial Parliaments of the 
Empire,” forms a page of history 
which will be read with keen pleas­
ure by all true-hearted Canadians. 
This speech, which has been hereto­
fore unpublished, proves of unusual 
value as showing vividly the senti­
ments and motives which actuated 
the men who guided the helm 
State in the early days of Confedera­
tion. Cartier’s utterances on this oc
casion are forcefully eloquent^ of his

I am suje that there will 
never be any cause of difficulty be­
tween England and ^ur friendly 
neighbors on account of ourselves. 
But it matters not; if that unfor­
tunate day shall ever come, we in 
Canada are ready to accept our posi­
tion (Hear, hear). We will accept 
the situation of the moment. But 
everyone of us who. understands the 
natural inclination of our neighbors 
as well as of ourselves or of English­
men, to enjoy peace, is convinced that 
thgt unfortunate day will not come. 
If, however, it should come, we will 
be there. (Loud and continued 
cheers.)

My lord, I have heard a great deal 
this evening with regard to the An­
glo-Saxon race. I had the honor to 
be presented to Her Majesty when 
she graciously gave me an invitation 
ten or twelve years ago. to go to 
Windsor, and Her JJajesty was kind 
enough to interrogafe me about the 
French Canadians.

We reply, in a Redistribution Bill, 
that will give Roman Catholics and 
Protestants their proper share of re­
presentation in the House of Assem­
bly.

At the present time Protestants 
have not their fair' share of repre­
sentation. and it will be the duty of 
the Opposition Party to see that they 
obtain it without delay.

The onus of refusing it, if it is re­
fused, must be thrown upon Sir Ed­
ward Morris and his supporters in 
both branches of the Legislature.

It is an anomaly, it is an injustice, 
that the Roman Catholic District of 
Ferryland with a population of only 
five thousand eight hundred should 
have TWO REPRESENTATIVES, 
while the Protestant District of Port 
de Grave, with a population of nearly 
seven thousand has only ONE RE- 
PRESENTATIVE, and the Protestant 
District of St. Barbe, with a popula­
tion of over ten thousand has only 
ONE REPRESENTATIVE.

It is a further anomaly and Injus­
tice that while the Roman Catholic 
District of Harbor Main, with a pop­
ulation of only nine thousand four 
hundred lias TWO REPRESENTA­
TIVES, the Protestant District of 
Fortune Bay, with a population of 
nine thousand nine hundred has only 
ONE REPRESENTATIVE.

We might continue this comparison 
further, but at present we are only 
concerned in proving what, we set 
out to prove, namely the unfair pre­
dominance of Roman Catholic influ­
ence in the representation of the 
House of Assembly, which in the pre­
sent instance defeats the rule of the 
majority.

It may be asked why this anomaly 
was not adjusted before-, and to such 
a query we reply, that the necessity 
did not appear until after the object 
lesson was presented in 1909, and 
was emphasized by the elections 
which have just terminated.

AFTER THE 
CONTEST,

LONDON, To-day.
Militant suffragettes and arson and 

bomb troops were at work in several 
parts of the British Isles during last 
night and succeeded in doing consider­
able damage. Cactus House, Alexan­
dra Park, Manchester, containing a 
collection valued at fifty thousand 
was badly wrecked by a bomb. Beg 
Brooks, a fine mansion near Bristol, 
was gutted by fire. A pavilion of the 
Bowling and Tennis Club at Oatford. 
S. E. London, was burned down. At 
the scene of all outrages, quantities of 
suffrage literature and petro'.eum cans 
were found, no clue was obtained.

What of the Future?
It must be gratifying to the Leader 

of the Liberal Party, Sir Robert 
Bond, to have received the largest 
vote ever polled by any public man 
in this country, and to have beaten 
the leading man on the opposing team 
by two thousand five hundred and 
ninety-one votes. But, it is no doubt 
much more gratifying to him to find 
that a large majority of the voters 
throughout the country have regis­
tered themselves in favor of his 
Party and Policy. Out of the total 
number of votes polled in every dis­
trict, except St. Barbe, the count of 
which-is net -yet to han* Sir- Robert 
Bond’s Party received over sixty 
thousand votes, being some nine 
thousand, eight hundred votes over 
and above those polled for the pres­
ent Government. Sir Robert Bond’s 
manifesto awoke these people to a 
sense of danger. His message con­
tained in fact a new

Declaration of Independence
against the despotism of plutocracy 
and government fraud. A new 
Proclamation of Emancipation from 
the tyranny of .predatory wealth, to 
the end that a real Government by 
and for the people might be estab­
lished in place of Government by and 
for a rich corporation, combines and 
grafters. The poll for the Opposition 
candidates indicates that the terrible 
experience of the past four years 
have brought about a correct, calm, 
and disingenuous public opinion; 
that the majority of the people no 
longer consider themselves made for 
the use or benefit of those who exer­
cise the powers of government, but 
that government was established for 
the use and benefit of those govern­
ed; that they, despise pretence and 
hypocrisy, and discount success 
achieved by bluff and bluster, aided 
by ill-gotten gold and a subsidized 
section of the press.

Football.
By GEORGE FITCH,

Author of “At Good Old Slwasli”
Football, which becomes ' epidemic 

in September of each year, is a per­
petual contest between the rules com­
mittee and the coroner, with the form­
er at present several laps in the lead.

Football is a concerted endeavour 
on the part of eleven impetuous young 
men to tunnel through eleven other 
stubborn and strong-minded youths, 
with the object of carrying a $3.00 
leather ball to a goal line not far away. 
The ball could be sent by parcels post 
or aeroplane in much less time and at 
far less expense, but this would not 
be sport. Sports consists of doing an 
easy thing in the most difficult man­
ner possible—which is why golfers 
play their game with the aid of a 
caddy instead of a messenger boy.

When eleven husky young men. try 
to go through a place occupied by 
eleven other husky young men some­
thing has to give way. In the case 
of football it is usually a collar bone,
though the tibia and fibula are also 
great sufferers. When football had
progressed to a perfection which 
necessitated the delaying of tie game 
after each play in, order to piece the 
players together, the 'census »j$thd»i- 
ties interfered and the rules commit- 1 
tee came to the rescue.

Football in its new denatured form 
is played by a referee and umpire, 
with the assistance of the revised 
rules, neatly bound in 11 volumes, at 
$1 per volume or $3 for full leather. 
The new game is as interesting as 
parchesi. The player takes the ball 
and rams it through five men for four 
yards. The officals then bring it back 
ten yards on account of rule 22, series 
b. Another player then carries it for­
ward 35 yards. The officials take it 
back 40 yards and give it to the op­
position. The opposition then trips on 
its own feet, falls down in a heap, 
loses the ball, busts a garter and is 
awarded 25 yards by rule 578, ring 
twice. The opposition then kicks 
goal, for which it loses the ball and 
ten j'ards, and receives a warning.

This so heartens the other side that 
ft fumbles the ball ten yards back of 
its own line and is given twenty yairds 
by the referee on the ground that the 
left guard kicked an opponent while 
brushing past him. The attacking 
side now makes ten yards more by sit­
ting on the ball and yelling for help, 
and ten yards when the center passes 
the ball over the full-back’s head. 
Victory is now in sight, but unfortun­
ately the attacking half-back now

makes a 70-yard run and touchdown. 
For this his side loses the ball and 7 
points, the quarter-back is ejected 
from the field, the business manager 
is conditioned in history B and the 
game is declared a draw on points.

Football is still inspiring to watch 
and is now a safe game, except as re­
gards the officials, who must be men 
of great endurance and education. Too 
much time is now taken out to allov^ 
the umpire to keep his books and re­
cover his wind, and it has been sug­
gested that the game can be speeded 
up by allowing the officials to play 
while the players, who are in iietter 
physical condition any way, do meir 
work.

Half the street car system is 
out of commissiez, and half the 
homes of the^ty are without electric 
lights. The weal telephone service 
is partially ip operation, but there is 
no connection with the outside world. 
A few trains are staggering into the 
city, but few have attempted to leave 
and of those that lave no news has 
come. A food famine is threatened, 
the supply of meat and vegetables 
being sufficient only for two days.

» yesterday the Cabinet discussed every 
phase of the Mexican situation, and the 
consensus of opinion was that the 
States Government should not take a 
single backward step in its announced 
programme looking to the restoration 
of constitutional government. Though 
the secretaries were reticent after­
wards about expressing their views, it 
became known that they all favoured 
steps which would convince Huerta 

^ that the States was in earnest in its 
demands that he eliminate himself 
from the situation. On the question 
of raising the embargo on arms, the 
Cabinet members expressed various 
opinions. Some of them recognize in 
this method a practical and perhaps 
an early solution of the difficulty, but 
there was no final decision on the 
point. There was a hope on the part 
of both the President and Secretary 
Bryan that a measure so radical as 
permitting the exportations of arms

New Styles
in Hairdressing,

Small heads are now the fashion. 
Smart girls have quite a boyish look
in their neat.. round heads, with tjie 
hair parted at the side and sleekly 
dressed without perceptible chignon. 
One result of this is that the beauty 
of the neck comes into its own after 
having been more or less obscured by 
the elaboration of puffs and curls. An­
other is that one can take off one’s hat 
without any of those furtive dabs and 
fluffing out with a hatpin when one re­
moves one’s hat at the theatre. In­
deed, the wearing of a hat leaves one’s 
hair smarter than ever, because flatter.

One way of doing the hair is to part 
it at the side, bring the whole mass 
down to the nape of the neck, leaving 
it just a little loose at the top, and turn 
the ends under as tight and flat as 
possible.

“The completion of the ‘Tynemount’ 
by Messrs. Swan, Hunter and Wigham 
Richardson, Ltd., Wallsend-on-Tyne, 
marks the dawn of a new era in mar­
ine propulsion,” says the Sphere.

Built 
for the Marine Electric Propulsion, 
Company, Ltd., of Montreal, for ser­
vice on the American great lakes, she 
has propelling machinery consisting of 
(,wo six-cylinder Diesel engines, each 
developing 300 h.p.. running at 400 
revolutions per mipute, and to each is 
direct coupled a three phase alterna­
tor. The power of both these gener­
ating sets is led into a three-phase 

'squirrel-cage motor of special con­
struction which is direct coupled to 
the propellor. The length taken up by 
the propelling and auxiliary machin­
ery erf the ‘Tynemount’ is only 36 feet, 
as against about 46 feet in a vessel of 
similar type and style fitted with or­
dinary boilers and steam engines.”

Million Gates.**

New York, Nov. 4.—The remains of 
Charles G. Gates, the multi-million­
aire, who died suddenly at Cody. 
Wyoming Tuesday last, is expected to 
reach New York to-day.

Charles Gilbert Gates was born at- 
Turner Junction, now known as 
West Chicago, 111., on May 21, 1876. 
His father was John W. Gates and 
his mother Déliera R. (Baker) Gates. 
His early education was obtained in 
Chicago schools and he later attend­
ed Smith Academy at St. Louis, and 
an Academy at Lake Forest, III. He 
was not fond of school and entered 
business when seventeen years old. 
as a cler.k for the Consolidated Steel 
and Wire Company. After serving 
in various capacities hé was ’made 
assistant to the president.

In 1897 he became partner in the 
company of Baldwin, Gurney & Co.. 
stock and commission merchants in 
Chicago, and was instrumental in or­
ganizing the First National Bank ol 
Port Arthur, the Port Arthur Ricf 
Milling Company and the Port Ai 
thur Light and Power Company. All 
of these interests were located al 
Port Arthur, Texas, where his father. 
John W. Gates, had his most exten­
sive holdings.

Mr. Gates, on November, 22, 1898 
married Miss Mary W. Walker, at St 
Louis. On August 5, 1911, Mrs
Gates obtained a divorce from he: 
husband at Chicago, and a few 
months later, soon after the death o: 
his father, he married Miss Florenc< 
Hopwood, daughter of Frank Hop 
wood, a wheatbroker, at Minneapolis

The younger Gates, soon after tin 
death of his father, began a spectac­
ular career, spending money with thi 
greatest liberality and making Irf 
quent announcement of the fact thr- 
since he “could take none of it witl 
him when he died, he proposed to ge 
all the joy possible from the spendjii; 
of it.”

He became, noted for long and fas' 
trips from point to point in this 
country on trains which he charter 
ed. One of these trips was from Yu­
ma. Ariz., on February 20, 1911, anr. 
at that time liis train exceeded many 
speed records in traversing the three 
thousand one hundred miles to New 
York. The last lap of 143 miles from 
Albany to New York, was made ir 
143 minutes. The purpose of the trip 
was to bring Mr. Gates to New Yori 
for teatment when blood poisoning 
developed after an automobile acci­
dent.

His gifts to waiters and others who 
provided for his comfort won him the 
nickname “Spend-a-Million Gates.’ 
On July 29, of this year Mr. Gates 
gave a nine hundred dollar tip to a 
waiter at Minneapolis. This is be­
lieved to be the largest individual tip 
ever given by Mr. Gates, but he at 
various times attracted attention by 
distributing twenty dollar and fifty 
dollar gifts to persons whose service 
.pleased him.

Arriving in New York in a special 
train from Minneapolis on July 6 of 
last year Mr. Gates made a typical 
statement of his philosophy regard­
ing money. He had been asked about 
his large tips.

“It’s all true," Mr. Gates said: 
“I’m the busiest kid alive and I

Another Marine
Disaster
Expected.

According to despatches received 
from Montreal the Dominion coal 
steamer Bridgeport, bound from Syd­
ney to Montreal with a large coal 
cargo, is given up as lost. She is ten 
days overdue and hopes of her turn­
ing up are abandoned. Experienced 
mariners express the opinion that the 
ship, being so heavily laden, broke in 
two and foundered.

The Bridgeport had on board forty 
one lives—8 officers and 33 Chinamen. 
Her crew all told was 42, but a mem­
ber of the Chinese crew deserted the 
ship at Montreal and is still in prison 
there.

The Bridgeport was 6,104 tons 
gross; 3.380 nett; 443 feet long and 
was only launched a year ago. She 
was a sister ship of the S. S. Glace 
Bay which met her fate in Trepassey 
Bay in June last while on her way 
from Sydney to Bell Island for an ore 
cargo.

The Bridgeport was owned by the 
Brdgeport Steamship Company, of 
London, England, and was under 
charter to the Dominion Coal Com­
pany, of Sydney, N.S.

Interesting fact that every year more 
provision dealers, retail grocers and 
general merchants are running fish 
markets, something x which, not so 
many years ago, was unknown. 
Through education, by the medium of 
the trade papers and directly 
through missionary work of the fresh 
fish h mises, grocers are everywhere 
including flsli hv their market depart­
ments, so that towns, formerly de­
pendent upon the fish peddlar who 
drove about with a cart of fresh fish, 
now have a market of their own in 
connection with the grocery store. 
This, and the general education to 
consumers who have been taught how 
to prepare fish in a greater number 
of ways, and other progress in the 
preparation of fish for food, has un­
doubtedly greatly increased the con­
sumption of fresh fish.

“The taking of fish from th*e wa­
ters of the briny is as dependent upon 
the weather as the maturing of 
crops, and perhaps more so. Pair 
weather, providing the fish are pre­
sent, means plenty of fish, but if 
there are days and weeks of inclem­

ent weather, making it either danger­
ous or impossible for the fishermen 
to remain out. there ig a dearth of 
fish. Now, anyone who has followed
the fish markets for a number of
years or has been more or less con­
versant with the practices in that 
business, knows that the fresh fish 
demand is satisfied before the cut­
ters arc thought of. and the fish that 
are not demanded for the consumers 
of fresh fish are turned over to the 
cutters to be salted. So really, ex­
cept in the case of a few great con­
cerns who catch their own fish, own 
their fleets, the supply of salt fish is 
quite dependent upon the fresh fish 
fishermen, those who make it their 
principal business to supply the de­
mand for fresh fish.

“Of course, the reputed iWhrtiage 
may be due to the fact that the fish 
were scarce in the waters of the 
ocean. Salt water fishermen are not 
always lucky, and fishing is fishing, 
and there is fishermen’s luck on both 
salt and fresh water. We all ,k*ow 
the erratic nature of the mackerel, 
and also that sometimes cod bite and 
sometimes they do not bit, and that 
sometimes hake are cod. although cod 
are rarely hake. The catching of fish 
on the whole is rather a hazardous 
sort of business.

Household Notes In the course of a paper read before 
the Ixmdon Royal Society of Arts,
Mr. A. Zimmerman described a pro­
cess by which sugar might be manu­
factured from sawdust.

In its natural state, lie pointed out, 
wood contains no sugar, but when 
sawdust has been subjected in closed 
retorts 'to digestion with a werk sul­
phurous acid solution under pressure 
of six to seven atmospheres, a very 
remarkable transmutation takes 
place, as much as 25 per cent, of the 
material being converted into sugar. 
In this Mr. Zimmerman claims that we 
have a valuable feeding stuff for 
horses, cattle; and. sheep.

Draught horses in whose daily ra­
tion 4 lb. of “caechulose-molasses” 
were substituted for 4 lb. of oats were 
kept under observation for seven 
months, and were all found to have in­
creased in weight, while a colt which 
was in so weak a condition that vet­
erinary surgeons advised its destruc­
tion put on 260 lb, in six months, and 
is now in excellent condition.

The food has also been tried in a 
large Durham colliery, with the result 
that it kept the pit ponies and horses 
in good hard condition. Many other 
uses, it was suggested, would be found 
for this converted wood—for example, 
in the manufacture of explosives, of 
margarine, of synthetic rubber, and, 
in virtue of its. characteristics as a 
non-conductor of heat, as packing for 
refrigerators, incubators, ice-chambers 
and so on.

Healthy and
Unheal by Lighting

Gas, it may be said, vitiates the at­
mosphere. True. But it also helps to 
purify it. Its purifying power is 
greater than its vitiating power. 
Electricity does not vitiate, nor does i' 
purify. Hear what therre 'emintn; 
men have said : —

Much evidence has lately been ad­
duced to show' that gas is more useful 
than the electric light in promoting ef­
ficient ventilation of air. It is for this, 
amongst other reasons, that gas is be­
ing frequently substituted for the elec­
tric light. The latest example is, per­
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of 
Health, w'hich has recently installed 
gas on ts premises, after experience 
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamieson
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem­
ber who had experience of their meet­
ing room under the old conditions 
could deny the improvement that had 
taken place since gas had been sub­
stituted for the electric light and the 
new system of heating and ventilation 
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud 
field, before the Society of Medical Of 
fleers of Health.
