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7lhe Labour Situation.

The prospects; of improvement in ;

the demand for labour seem to be poor
as disclosed at the meeéting, convened
by the Chairman of the City Commis-
sion. Mr. Gasling showed. that some
26 firms, according to the information
furnished confidentially to him by
them, had paid $18,000 less in wages
during the first six weeks of the
year, and that he estimated , there
was a shortage of another $20, 000 in
pay, on account of large firms who
had not furnished information or
on account of small employers who
had not been asked to furnish infor-
mation. In addition Mr. Gosling esti-
mated that the extra cost of living
called for an expenditure of some 15
per cent. more than usual. Mr. Gos-
Ing held out little or no hope of an
improvement in the demand for labor.
The Civic Commission held they had
no extra labor to give while the frost
was in the ground. Employers gen-
erally either by themselves or
through Mr. Gosling, held out no
prospect. Nor was thére any word
from the Government of labor giving
by them. The only hope held out
that immediately the frost came out
of the ground, work could be given in
pipe-laying, street repairing and the
like. The extent of the ' pipe-laying
would depend on the ability of the
Municipality to borrow money to go
into the Longley proposition on a
large scale. We hope the Civic Com-
migsion will be successful in its ef-
fort to borrow and that the frost
leaves the ground earlier than usual,
which we understand is about the
middle of April. This morning we
learn that Messrs. Harvey intend
building a shed in the near future,
which they intended to build at a la-
ter date, but which they willi begin
much earlier, in order to give some
employment. All honor to them for
their example, which we hope will
stimulate other employers to give
what work they find they can. As to
the Government, we have already
pointed out that they are finding wa-
ges for some 1,100 soldiers, and  that
this must have relieved the situation
somewhat. The monthly wage bill
of the regiment -is about $35;000. But
it should be remembered that only the
portion provided in the allotment pa-
pers by the soldiers themselves will
afford aid here, when the soldiers leave,
and that the greater portion have al-
. ready left. What we should like to
hear is what the Government itself
intends to do in other directions.
There is for instance, railway econ-
struction work wunder the - building
contract, the operation of branches
like Heart’s Content and Bay de
Verde already built, and the effect on
labor in the railway shops of the city
and work which falls to small work-
shops from this. What are the Gov-
ernment doing and what do they in-
tend to do? People prefer work to
charity, and it is desirable to know
what the Government are doing and
what they can do. From the remarks
of clergymen,-however, -it is clear
that immediate help must be afforded
by, charity. There- are people who
must have food and coal and cannot
wait until the frost is out of  the
ground. The. committee appointed
last night will take up this aspect of
the situation, as well as ' some ma-
chinery to prevent overlapping, but
the machinery is not urgent as the
néed and if necessary it can wait. A
charity fund is needed ‘at once,  but
the Government and the Civic Com-
mission are the only bodies which
can deal with the providing of laber
on_a scale such as is necessary. g

Dtscuss the —-Labor Problem

At the meeting convened by Chair-
men Gosling, of the Civi¢' Commission,
and held at the Board of Trade Rooms
yesterday afternoon, to discuss ' the
labour problem, the following were
.present:—

Messrs. Gosling, Harris, Ayre, An-
derson, Withers, Jackman, Mullaly,
McGrath and Bradshaw, representing
the Civic Commission; Rt. Rev. Men-
signor Roche, V. G, Rev. Dr. Kitchin,

An idea had been prevalent
that the city government should find

ork as a matter of charity, but the
\Iumcipal Act does not provide

that the cause of poverty in the dt}'
was due to shortage -of employment.
The' situation had on some occasiona
been somewhat relieved: by some. of
the needy ones being given twine.to
knit, but the amount of this work that
had been available was not sufficient,
and earnings therefrom had heqn very
small. He thought that if emplomtnt
could not be had a system of organiz-
ed charity miight do something ﬂo
ccpe with the ditﬂcpmes

Dr. Fraser, upgn being asked 5&0
speak stated that he was not aware
that such. destitution existed, as be
had. not come in contact with much
actual poverty during his daily
rounds. If such destitution existed,
as the statistics quoted prove, he
thought the the' Civil Commission
should be in a position to render as-
sistance by giving employment to.a
great number at road making.
Rev. Mr. Hemmeon followed, and
stated that in the early part of the
seascn the Methodist Churches of the
city formed a united charity bureau
which has been working satisfactorily
the only drawback. being that the
funds have not been sufficient for the
demands made upon them.
Rev. ‘H. Uphill in addressing the
meeting stated that on the way over
from the Southside, he called together
about thirty-five men who were
standing around the dock. Some of
them had’ been out of work for months

measures for the same. The Board
after careful consideration of the mat-
ter have come to the conclusion that ;
there is no work which they can eco- |
nomically undertake immediately.
Later in the season when the frost
leaves the ground water pipes may be
laid which work would probably give
employment to about 200 men all the
summer. The extent of this depends .
on the ability to borrow. The work
of scwerage extension and road mak-
ing could also be taken up in the
spring, but to relieve the present situ-
ation there appears to be no immedi-
atc work in sight.

In response to enquiries concerning
the amounts paid by cmployers ‘- of
labour from the first of the year up
to Feb. 13th, statistics received from
26 firms showed that $75,000 had been
paid for labour against $93,000 for the
eorresponding period last year, which
practically means a reduction of 20
per cent. There were firms from
which information had not been. re-
ceived. In addition to this shortage,
the cost of living had increased about
15 per cent. Altogether he estimated
there was a shortage of $50,000 in
purchasing power during this period.

The situation was a grave one and
called for immediate attention, and the
object for which the meeting was con-
vened was to devise ways and’ means
for the alleviation of the distress that
at present was being felt all over the
city.

Rt. Rev] Monsignor Roche in ad-
dreszing the gathering said that he
felt sure there would be no difference
of opinion as to the destitution exist-
ing in the city, as all the charitable
‘organizations had been inundated’
-with petitions: for relief. Under ordin-
ary conditions the resources of these
societies had been heavily taxed to
cope with the wants of ‘the poor that
“we have always with us,” but this
year conditions were abnormal, due,
no doubt, to the scarcity of employ-
ment. In his opinion theére were only
two solutions to the problem—employ-
ment and charity. Since it was not
feasible to find employment a system
oi organized charity -was in order.

Rev. Canon. White was the next
speaker. He, too, was of the opinion

others for ‘weeks. The average earn-
ings of these men had been from
$1.40 to $2.50 per day. He asked them
if they would undertake to work for
$1.00 or $1.25 a day if some ‘publie
work could be found, and though their
reply was rather a non-commital cne,
he was of the opinion that several
men of this class would be glad to
work even for smaller wages than
usual.

Rev. ’\I M. Guy, Pastor of George
St. Church took a very practical view
of the situation. He offered some very
valuable suggestions emphasizing the
fact that economy was not the main
congideration in the matter of expen-
diture of public money, when desti-
tution existed.

Dr. Macpherson was of the opinion
that the people of St. John’s were
charitable to a fault, and had been
giving indiscriminately‘ with the
result that the needy poor were not
receiving much assistance, while pro-
fessional beggars were reaping a har-
vest. He suggested the formation of
a charity bureau with a paid clerk in
charge, and with whom the various
charitable organizations of the city
would co-operate.

Rev. Fr. McDermott thought that it
was altogether. unnecessary to form
such a bureau as the clergymen of
the «different denominations only
knew too well where destituticn exist-
ed. He felt that somethmg more prac-
tical should be done before flour And
coal ad\anced to prohibitive prices.
Rev. Mr.  Sutherland said that
though he had not come into -actual
contact with destitution he knew that
such existed in the city, but to his
mind thef best way of relieving the

‘'same was to provide work, He. felt

that many who are in destitute cir-
cumstances are' of the ‘class that
would not care to accept charity, and
would prefer some kind of work, so
as to feel less dependent.

Staff-Capt. Cave followed and cited

some few years ago at St. John, N.B.,
wheer he was associated with a char-

satisfactorily here.

Rev. Dr. Kitchen was an advocate of
charity and felt that if people: were
disposed to bestow the same, very lit-

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

PARIS, via St. Pierre, Feb. 22,

Between the sea and the Aisne
there has been intermittent cannon-
ading during which the fire of our
artillery was very effective. In. Cham-
pagne a German counter attack, after
being brilliantly repulsed, was hotly
pursued, and we are now masters of
all German possessions east and north
of the forest which we took yester-
day. On the rest of the front we
have made good progress, particularly
north. of L.es Mesnils, where we cap-
tured two machine guns and 100
prisoners. The enemy tried a seventh
counter attack at Eparges in view of
recapturing the positions that we had
taken three days ago. The attack,
like the previous ones, was unsuc-
cessful.

In Belgium there have been a few
engagements of infantry. In the
section of Ypres we have captured a
portion of the trenches which the
enemy had temporarily occupied.
Communiques confirm that the Ger-
mans left on the ground several hun-
dered of dead. Our losses were few.
In Champagne we have maintained
our gains of yesterday. In Vosges
we repulsed two attacks, one on the
north bank of the Techt and two on
the south bank. Fighting continues.

The question of the
right of the crews of five Danish
ships to sail for the enemy’s ports is
now before the court, which is con-
sidering their excuse that Germany is
not likely to respect a neutral flag.

GERMAN SUBMARINES REPORTED

“The pursuit has come to an end.”

NOT XET DECIDED.

FRENCH GAINS. .

; PARIS, Feb. 22.
An official communication issued
by the French War Office to-night
tells of the bombardment of Calais by
Zeppelin dirigibles which dropped
bombs and \killed five civilians. Our
batteries demolished a beavy gun oc-
cupying a position near Lombaertzyde
The enemy violently bombarded
Rheims Sunday night and Monday.
The bombardment resulted in numer-
ous victims, who represent the toll
taken by Germans for their defeats
of the last few days. On Souain
Ceausejour front, we have made pro-
gress, capturing a line of trenches
and two woods, completely repulsing
two particularly violent counter at-
tacks, taking numerous prisoners, and
inflicting heavy losses on the enemy.
By fresh attacks at Les Esparges we
have continued to gain ground. We
now hold almost the whole of the
enemy’s positions at Combres, south-
east of Les Esparges, which is thus
under our fire. At Bois Boule forest,
Apremont, we captured a trench. In
Alsace we have captured the greater
part of the village of Stessweler
which we held only the outskirts of
yesterday.
